The total land area constitutes 7.3
min. hectares.

Coastal climate and soils
allow important tea and citrus growth in
the western part of the country

POPULATION: Georgia is a multi
ethnic country. Georgians form the
strong majority of the population in most
of the regions. Accerding to the census
of 1989 they comprised 70.1 percent of
the population (3.787,393). Other major
ethnic groups are Armenians (437,266;
8.1%), Russians (341,172; 6.3%), and
Azerbaijanians (307,556; 5.7%). There
are also Ossetians, Greeks, Abkhaz,
Ukrainians, Kurds, lews, Assyrians, and
other ethnic groups. The ethnic structure
and geographical distribution of the eth
nic groups has changed significantly dur
ing the last years due to civil war and mil
itary clashes in Abkhazia, Georgia, and
the Tskhinvali region (former South

ALLOCATION OF POWER:

Legislative: All legislative power is
vested in the Parliament, which is the
highest representative body of the State.
It exercises legislative power, determines
the main directions of domestic and for
eign policy, carries out general control
over the Government and other functions
within the framework of the
Constitution. The Parliament consists of
150 proportional and 85 majoritarian
members, elected for a term of four
years on the basis of free, universal,
equal and direct suffrage by secret ballot.

The parliament for the term of its
authority elects the Speaker of the
Parliament

Parliamentary committees are estab
lished for preliminary preparation of leg
islation; monitoring of fulfilment of pre
viously adopted Parliamentary decisions;
supervision of activities of state bodies
accountable before the parliament and
controlling over all other governmental
activities. The Parliament can set up ad
hoc Parliamentary Committees

Members of Parliament cannot hold
any office in Government, A member of

Parliament has a right to question mem
bers of the Government and other execu
tive bodies of the State

Executive: The President is the head
of the State and executive power in
Georgia. The President represents
Georgia in foreign relations, forms the
Government, and guarantees the Unity
and integrity of the country

The President is elected for a term of
five years on the basis of free, universal,
equal and direct suffrage by secret ballot
One person can serve only two consecu
tive terms as President

The President exercises supreme co
ordination of executive branch through
the State Chancellery, which is directed
by a State Minister

The President cannot dismiss the
Parliament; whereas the Parliament has a
right to impeach the President in a case
the President breaches the Constitution,
or is.convicted of high treason or a crimi
nal offence. Parliament can also remove
members of Government and other high
officials within the executive bodies of
the State.

Legislative power is exercised exclu
sively by the Parliament, however in case
of emergency the President can pass
decrees which have force of law. Laws
passed by Parliament must be signed by
the President. The President can refer any
law back to Parliament suggesting
amendments, In the case of the
President’'s amendments being rejected
by Parliament, the President is obliged to
sign and publish the law.

The President appoints Ministers and
other high officials, announces the state
of war or emergency, decides on peace
ful agreement, and suspends or dismisses
organs of local authority; all are exercised
with the consent of the Parliament

The President can call for a referen
dum on an issue

Judiciary: The independence of the
Judiciary is guaranteed by the
Constitution. The highest court is the
Supreme Court. It exercises control over
lower courts. The Parliament appoints the
Chairman of the Supreme Court upon the
nomination by the President, and the
Parliament can dismiss the Chairman

INTERVIEW OF GEORGIAN PRESIDENT, HIS EXCELLENCY, MISTER

EDUARD SHEVARDNADZE

Eduard Shevardnadze was born on January 25, 1928 in
Mamati settlement of Lanchkhutsky Region.

Eduard Shevardnadze lelt Mamati aflter eight years of a sec-
ondary school and then continued education at the Medical
College in Thilisi and graduated it with honors. During the first
year of education he was elected secretary of the Komsomol (the
Communist youth league) under the College.

From 1946 he was engaged in various Komsomol work. In

1951 he graduated lrom the Party School under the Central
Committee of the Communist Party of Georgia, in 1959 he grad-
uated the Kutansk State Teacher's Training College as histori-
an.

From 1957 he filled in position of the first secretary of
Georgia's Komsomol Central Committee.

In 1961-1962 he was the secretary of the Mtshetskiy Regional
Committee of Georgia's Communist Party, in 1963-1964 - the
first secretary of the Pervomaysk Regional Committee of
Georgia's Communist Party in Thilisi

From 1964 to 1965 he was the first deputy Minister on Public
Order Security of Georgian S.S.R., but from 1965 - the minister
in the organization.

In the period of 1968 to 1972 he was the ruler of the Ministry
of Internal Alfairs.

From 1972 to 1985 Eduard Shevardnadze headed the
Central Committee of Communist Party of Georgia as the first
secretary.

Shevardnadze became a member of the Central Committee
of the Communist Party of the Soviet Union in 1976 and a can-
didate member of the Politburo in 1978. In 1985 Shevardandze
was promoted to full membership in the ruling Politburo.

He was decorated with an orders and medals by the govern-
ment and was conferred the rank of the hero of Socialist Labor.

From 1985 to 1990 he was the U.S.5.R. Foreign Minister. At
that period he was the participant and organizer of historical
proeesses and favorable changes happened in the world. As a
highly experienced politician he was the lirst who anticipated
and foretold possible threat of dictatorship in the Soviet Union,
the danger that was prognosticated by opposition as a step for-
ward to positive relations between the greatest and advanced
states worldwide, achieved as a result of hard work and efforts
by progressive officials. He publicly stated of that and resigned
his position of the Foreign Minister in 1990 showing his protest.
Alter resignation he was the head of the Association of Foreign
Policy.

At the instance of the population of Republic of Georgia in
1992 Eduard Shevardnadze returned to Georgia. From March
1992 he was the Chairman of the State Council of Georgia. . In
October 1992 his leadership was confirmed when he was elected
chairman of Parliament, Ruler of the State and commander-in-
chief of Armed Forces of the republic.

On November 5, 1995 a majority of Georgia's population
elected Eduard Shevardnadze President of Georgia.

On April 9, 2000 the population of the countiry confirmed
adherence to principles proclaimed by Eduard Shevardnadze
and elected him for the second term.

Eduard Shevardnadze is a the honorary doctor at Harvard,
Boston, Atlanta, Los-Angeles, Providens (USA), Triest (Italy)
Universities. He is the author of "Moy Vibor" (My Choice)
monograph and other articles.



- Mr. President, what is your view on
present geopolitical situation of Georgia as
one of member-states in global energy
projects, which are put into effect in the
Caspian region?

- Establishments of geopolitical and
regional function of the country have become
priority tasks for us since restoration of
Georgia's state independence.

Through participation in implementation of
the global energy projects we not only provide
investments into the economy and open new
jobs but we also strengthen independence of
Georgia. The international support, active par-
ticipation with the neighboring states can cer-
tainly be considered as the most stable war-
ranties of independence, sovereign and stabil-
ity of any state.

Presently, Georgia together with
Azerbaijan build a "geopolitical bridge® for the
shortest way from the Central Asia and
Caucasus (or "Central Eurasia” as per modern
definition) to Europe. The energy projects are
just a part of the meaning "Eurasian Bridge" as
it going to be in the XXI century. The Great Silk
Way as well as its space constituent will
become carrier for not only energy recourses
and technologies but also new ideas reinforc-
ing freedom, sefting up justice ideals, peace
and cooperation.

Future of Georgia as an independent,
democratic state is substantially connected
with prospects of the regional cooperation and
if we re-phrase famous expression from the
perestroika time one can say that the slogan
"For our and your independence and prosperi-
ty" could be recognized in our region.

- Now, when the Georgian parliament
has already ratified agreement on MEP and
experts study the future pipeline's route,
could you please tell about major and key
stages in putling this strategic project into
effect, its impact on solution of economic
and, possibly, political problems of Georgia
in a long-term prospect?

- Presently we are already getting down fo
implementation of the "Baku-Thilisi-Ceyhan®
project, At the moment the Georgian special-
ists together with colleagues from oil compa-
nies develop a specific route of the "Great
Pipeline® through Georgia. As a result of that
action it is expected to define a route that will
meet interests of economic expediency and
environmental security, as well as, will allow us
keeping cultural heritage as the pipeline will
cross regions rich in historical and cultural
monuments.

The work on basic and detailed design is
starting in parallel resulting in final approval of
the engineering parameters of the project.

The work is also ongoing on establishment
of consortium for the "Baku-Thbilisi-Ceyhan" oil
pipeline: and' negotiations with international
financial institutions on extending funds need-
ed to put the project into effect.

Successful performance will allow starting
the construction of the pipeline as early as end-
2001, and we expect the first barrels of “the
black gold" through the Great Pipeline in 2004.

- In your opinion, what is prospect for
the Kazakhstanian and Turkmenian gas
transit via Georgia?

- Besides oil preduced in Azerbaijan the
"Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan® oil pipeline will also
transport oil produced in Kazakhstan. Such the
agreement has been achieved in Istanbul by
signing the "project of the century”. We still
consider it profitable to transport gas by Trans-
Caspian pipeline through Azerbaijan and
Georgiato Turkey and other regions of Europe.
Of course, the interests of Turkmenistan,
Azerbaijan (which also possess huge reserves
of natural gas) and other participants of the
project should be taken into account.

- What do you think about future
Caspian oil and gas pipelines system?

- In a few years the Baku-Thilisi-Ceyhan il
pipeline and Azerbaijan-Georgia-Turkey gas
pipeline will be added fo already existing and
successfully operating oil pipeline on the Baku
to Supsa route.

Discovery of large oil reserves at the
Kazakhstanian field of "Kashagan® confirms
that the Caspian region has huge oil recourses.
A number of pipelines will be required to trans-
port the recourses to the world markets and it
has been repeatedly expressed by President
Nursultan Nazarbayev of Kazakhstan. The oil
and gas pipelines system will lead to creation
of common multi-functional infrastructure con-
tributing to cooperation between the states of
Caucasus and Middle Asia..

- What is probability of Georgia partici-
pating in the Caspian projects as not a fran-
sit country but one of oil and gas exporters
1o the world markets? What activities will
be undertaken in this direction?

- It is already two years as Frontera
Recourses, the US company, is working at the
Tariban field which is located in the east of
Georgia, in Kahetia. Availability of 1bn barrels




of oil at the field has actually been confirmed.
Now Frontera works on projects aimed at refin-
ing this recourse in Georgia and exporting end
product t the world markets.

Huge amounts of natural gas have also
been discovered in Georgia in the east. It
should be noted that participation in the
Caspian projects will allow Georgia reviving its
chemical and oil refinery indusiry - and so par-
ticipating in the "project of the century” for us is
not just "a transit® although this component is
of importance 1o us as well.

- In your opinion, can reinforcement of
the Presidential power in Russia affect pal-
icy of the state in the Caspian region?

- During my meetings with Viadimir Putin,
the new President of Hussia created an
impression on me of a clever and far-seeing
politician. He understands it very well that the
peace and stability in the region of South
Caucasus meet long-term interests of Russia,
as well as, just settlement of conflicts.

- Besides the energy sphere, where
else can you see future development of
relations between Georgia and Azerbaijan?

- | would like to note that personal friend-
ship between the Presidents of Azerbaijan and

Georgia became the considerable factor for
establishment of the strategic parinership rela-
tions between the both countries.

| think that there are model interstate
mutual relationships at the present between
Georgia and Azerbaijan. The relationships are
based on the principles of cooperation, neigh-
borly relations, complementarity of national cul-
fures.

A solid legal foundation contributes o
development of relations between the both our
states in all fields, including political, economic
and cultural on the international arena.

However, the most important is that we
created conditions for free communication
between people - Georgians and Azeries. The
fact that Georgians can easily visit Azerbaijan
as well as Azeries can freely go to Georgia,
and get acquainted with sights and develop
business are the great achievements and priv-
ilege. | reckon that this is the most important -
even more important than grandiose projects
which are called up to provide free and happy
life for the people.

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Interview of the minister of Foreign Affairs of Georgia

Was born in 1951 in Thilisi. In 1974 he graduated from Medical department of the
Thilisi State Medical Institute.

During the study in the institute in the period of 1971 to 1973 he was elected Secretary
of the Komsomol Committee of Medical Department, and then Secretary of the
Komsomol Committee of the Institute.

From 1975 to 1978 he was the Secretary of the Orjonikidzeh District Komsomol
Committee in Thilisi: from 1978 to 1980 - head of department of the Central
Committee. In 1980 to 1982 he was appoinfed head of the Health Protection
Department of Thilisi. In 1982 he filled in position of first deputy Minister of Health
Protection of Republic of Georgia, and in 1986 he was appointed the Minister of
Health Protection. From 1991 to 1992 he was the director of Center for Strategic
Researches, Coordinator of Humanitarian aid under the State Council of Georgia. In
1992 he was appointed Minister of Health Protection of Republic of Georgia, and from
October 1993 to December 1995 - deputy prime minister of Republic of Georgia.

Since December 1995 he is the Foreign Minister of Georgia.

Languages: Russian, English.
He is married and has two children.

- What states do you think are the
main partners of Georgia at present?

If you take a broad view on this subject
it is possibie to say that Georgia considers
all members of the world community as own
partners. However, we are just becoming
independent as a member-state of the inter-
national concord and, therefore, our rela-
tions with the states of various regions
worldwide are at different level of develop-
ment. Of course, the relationships are being
established in accordance with priorities in
the foreign policy of Georgia. It should be
noted that our neighbors are the major part-
ners of Georgia in the sphere of economy.
There are Azerbaijan and Armenia on the
south of Caucasus. In addition, we actively
cooperate with Turkey and support broad
enough economic relations with Russia, as
well.

I would like to note growth of economic
cooperation with the United States of America
and European countries. The growth is not yet
at a desired level for our country. A lot is to be
done fo achieve high level in the economic
collaboration, and first of all, we need fo get to
a level where the economic parameters, stan-
dards of Georgian oulput and cooperation in
the commercial and industrial fields with the
countries correspond to inlernational level.
However, with great satisfaction | would like to
note that the cooperation is developing well.

Georgia also brisk up the cooperation
with such large countries of the East as
China and Japan. Although, collaboration

with Japan is still within the framework of the
donor-to-recipient relationships and leading
role slifl belongs to aid rather than invest-
ments. However, interest of the Japanese
business to Georgia is great enough and
presently it is planned to implement a num-
ber of joint projects. Thus, we believe that in
the nearest future our relationships will be
established as a solid economic partnership.

As o cooperation with China - it is
developing more dynamically. In Georgia
the Chinese partners already carry out such
projects as construction of small-scale
hydroelectric power station. China has more
serious plans regarding Southern Caucasus,
including Georgia.

I should also note active enough coop-
eration with Israel. The Israeli companies
are one of the leading investors into the
Georgia economy.

Lately the Arabian world has interested
in the economic relations with Georgia. |
hope that the economically developed states
of the Arabian world will actively participate
with Georgia. It should be noted that a num-
ber of delegations representing economic
sphere visited Georgia. The delegation con-
sidered opportunities of putting into effect
important projects in our country.

In addition, as it is known, for the whale
region, including our country, the East -
West transportation & communication corri-
dor represents the major fine for our eco-
nomic strategy. Hence the member-states of
GUUAM are the major partners of Georgia.

Cooperation between Georgia and

states of the Middle Asia gets into more spe-
cific shape. On the first place - Uzbekistan
that use TRACECA line and Kazakhstan oil
export of which crosses Azerbaijan and
Georgia for a few year. We believe that
other states of the Middle Asia will take
more active part | the projects which are
being put into effect and pianned.

- How much does Georgia participate
in implementation of projects on trans-
portation of the Caspian and Middle
Asian energy recourses?

Georgia is interested and actively partic-
ipates with both neighboring Azerbaijan and
states of the Middle Asia in construction of
the Trans-Caucasian and Trans-Caspian
energy corridor from the East to the West.
Turkey is the leading partner of Georgia in
the sphere. On one hand Turkey is a great
consumer of energy recourses, on the other
hand it undertakes a transit function. The
Baku-Supsa oil pipeline for transportation of
early Azeri oil was the first and most impor-
tant project implemented for the Iast years in
the South of Caucasus.

In addition, the interstate negotiations
on kicking off construction of the Main
Export Pipeline on the Baku to Tbilisi to
Ceyhan route has already completed. The
companies have already got down (o
preparatory work. It is beyond question that
the project of the oil pipeline will be the most
important for our region in the XXI century.

The work is ongoing in two directions in
parallel. One of the directions is a develop-
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ment of the Trans-Caspian space or trans-
portation of oil of other states of the Middle
Asia, first of all, Kazakh oil. There are two
projects on the agenda one of which
(presently under development stage) is
fransportation of the Azeri gas from Shah-
Deniz field through Georgia to Turkey; the
second one is a Trans-Caspian gas pipeline
from Turkmenistan through Azerbaijan and
Georgia to Turkey and then to world mar-
kets. It should be noted that the project
resulted in a number of issues but | consid-
er it optimistic and reckon that it will be
implemented for sure. In the future one can
expect the Trans-Caspian oil pipeline and
participation of Uzbekistan where growing
oil and gas reserves can be observed.

- What do you think about prospects
of the "Silk Way" restoration?

"Silk Way" is a specific project, a wide
concept for estabiishment of the transporta-
tion & communication system that can link
through Sitk Way the countries of the Far
East, in particular, Japan, China, the Pacific
coast and South-East Asia with Europe and
completely with the West.

TRACECA project covering the land,
railway, marine and transport complexes
occurs when the point is about restoration of
the Silk Way. Yes, TRACECA is important
but not the only component of the Silk Way,
however, it is already operating and in the
process of development. Even institutional
establishment of TRACECA took place and
this project has serious prospects and it is
one year as TRACECA's headquarter oper-
ates in Baku. However, | would lixe to note
that goods transportation, i.e. its transport
system, is just one of the Silk Way's ele-
ments. In addition it comprises such an
important element as fibro-opfic information
& communication channel Transasia-Europe
that is being created and intended to link the
Atlantic coast of Europe with the coast of
Pacific Ocean. Two sections of the channel
- from Shanhay to the Middle Asia and from
the Biack Sea coast to Europe are already
ready. Presently the work is ongoing on put-
ting its central section into operation - the
Trans-Caucasian component. According to
already developed project the fibro-optic
cable will link Georgia, Azerbaijan and
Armenia with each other. A decision has
already been taken to establish a special
structure that would be engaged in laying
the cable on the seabed of Black Sea. There
are a number of options for the cable route.
Supposedly, Turkey, Ukraine, Romania and

Bulgaria are going to connect to the cable.
Thus, the construction of the grand
lranscontinental infermation & communica-
tion channel will be completed and it will cer-
tainly be the most important element in the
Silk Way project.

So, the Silk Way is not just a concept or
theory. Seme of its components are already
in place and working and it has great
prospects.

- How active is participation of Georgia's
MFA in mentioned international project?

Of course, active participation can be
observed from the departments of foreign
policy of the countries concerned with all
those projects covering many slates. It
should be noted that the projects require
solution of not only economic and technical
but also political issues. Therefore, together
with colleagues we take aclive part in organ-
ization of international forums, preparation
of Inlernational agreements needed fo put
global projects into effect.

| would say that the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of Georgia has taken very active part
in working oul agreements on the Baku-
Thilisi-Ceyhan project. Presently, we vigor-
ously cooperate with the International Gas
Association on development of gas pipelines
system. For that purpose a special division
has been set up at the Ministry. The new
structure now works on large-scale Trans-
Caucasian infrastructure projects.

- To what extent do the prospects ot
development of mentioned projects
depend on political and economic
changes in the neighboring states?

By nature | am an optimist, however, |
reckon in this case my optimism has firm
foundation. That convinces me because in
1993 | witnessed that appearance of
TRACECA and Silk Way terms caused
everybody considering them as a fantasy
and ironic smile could be found on faces.
Now it is all reality and | am once more
assured that the projects will be implement-
ed regardless change in the spectrum of
geopolitical interests in the regions and rel-
evant to lhe region because absolutely
objective vitally important interests of the
region’s slates are laid as a basis.

- What is present stage of relations
between Georgia and Azerbaijan and
other member-states of GUUAM econom-
ic block?
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The relations between Georgia and
Azerbaijan are friendly and, as the
Presidents of our states more than once
have stated it - the relations are exemplary
in all spheres including economic coopera-
tion.

Georgia also supports active relations
with other states of GUUAM - Ukraine,
Uzbekistan and Moldova.

We think that the prospect group of
GUUAM, which made a lot for member-
states, has an intention of confinuing this
tradition. However, in contrast to other
forums established on the base of similarity
of consultancy or political and economic
interests, we do not sirive for red tape and
do not hurry to declare GUUAM as an organ-
ization. This is due lo the fact that we are
firmfy convinced, and agreement signed by
Presidents of GUUAM member-states is
indicative, that first of all it is necessary to
do business and then shape it. However, the
organizational structure of GUUAM is being
developed well. A decision was taken last
year to establish national Coordinators
Institution and it operate now. The summits
of GUUAM and meetings of the Foreign min-
isters are held on a regular basis. The work
is also ongoing for institutional establish-
ment of the organization, however, accord-
ing to our fundamental position we should
not be in a hurry.

To cut a long story short, GUUAM lives,
works and, above all, does useful business
for own member-slates.

- What are the relationships between
Georgia and CIS states and what do you
think about CIS's future?

We are striving for aclive economic and
political cooperation with all CIS states.
Unfortunately, it is hard enough to see ful-
filfed this targel within the frameworks of the
Commonwealth due to weakness and lack of
efficiency of the Commonwealth itsell and
therefore, the emphasize is more placed on
bilateral relations between the CIS states.
As to future of the Commonwealth of
Independent States, Georgia has more than
once fixed own position. At the moment the
Commonwealth can be used for deepening
the economic cooperation only. In all other
sphere the Commonwealth turned out to be
less efficient, and in reply to the question -
For how long the CIS will exist and whether
it has prospects - | would say that it has
future if by own existence it would contribute
lo processes of state formation, independ-
ence and economic development of the



member-states. Otherwise, it will remain just
an artificial establishment that is certainly
out of gur interests.

- How do the Georgian authorities
regard Russia's aspiration to introduce
visa regime between Georgia and
Russia? How will that affect relations
between Georgia and CIS states includ-
ing Russia?

The officials in Georgia have repeatedly
stated that introduction of the visa region
would become a step backwards. Therefore,
Georgia's relation to the issue is negalive,
although, we acknowledge that Russia's
right to take such decision is a demonstra-
tion of sovereignty. And if Russia earnestly
demand introduction of the visa regime, we
are ready to start negotiations with Russia
and agree on corresponding terms and con-
ditions. This fact will also be a negative in
terms of upcoming cooperation between the

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of
Georgia does not act in isolation from reali-
ties of the country. It is a part of the
Government and executes a function of real-
izing the slate's interests thraugh mobilizing
efforts of the international Commonweaith.
That concerns both national issues and spe-
cific sectors. Hence, our cooperation with all
the Ministries is active enough; for instance,
we are closely working with the Defense
Ministry for military construction of the coun-
try and achievement of international sup-
port, as well as, with the Border Security
Service on the slate's frontiers defense. We
also cooperale with the institutions of the
economic sector in terms of double econom-
ic cooperation with International Financial
Institutions, as well as, with the pariners.
Therefore, it is hard to find a sphere where
we do not collaborate closely with other
departments of the country. It is the only
way forward.

- What are your principles when
selecting staff for the Ministry - do you
prefer to employ young people or skilled
workers?

Our Ministry is very young. Average age
is 29 years. This should not be a surprise.
The dipiomatic corps and the Georgian
Service are just being set up. A real estab-
lishment of the Ministry started only after the
country became independent. Only a few
professionals remained in the National
Diplomatic Service of Georgia from former
diplomatic coprs of the Soviet Union. All
other staff have joined and developed signif-
icantly in our sight. Though | cannot say that
the young people only populate the Ministry.
We have a lot of skilled staff members at
both the Ministry itself and on mission
abroad. Hence, our organizafion constitules
certain mixture of skilled diplomats and
young people who are already now being
developed as professional diplomats. Of
course, there are numerous problems and
shortages; however, | reckon that we can be
proud of a lot of what is being done by the
young colfective of our diplomatic organiza-
tion for the weifare of the state.

Interview of minister of Fuel and Power Engineering David Mirtshulava

- What are the economic indexes

of the fuel and energy sector of
Georgia today? What is fuel and
energy complex's share in the coun-
try's gross output?

- 4,730.2 million kilowatt-hours of
electrical energy, 64,800 tones of oil
(including gas condensate), 4,200
tones of coal have been produced and
24,500 tones of oil have been refined
in Georgia for the period of January,
2000 to July, 2000.

A share of electrical energy in the
country’s output for the mentioned
period of 2000 totaled 34.78% that is
7.5% higher than similar index for the
corresponding period of 1999,

Crude oil annual production rate in
the petroleum industry reduced from
3.3m tones to 42,000 tones, and the
gas production stopped at all in the
period from 1983 to 1995.

In present situation the only way to
safe the sector is to attract foreign
investments and create favorable envi-
ronment for them. As a result of inten-
sive work ongoing in this direction, the
largest companies worldwide are
engaged in joint business in oil and gas
production sector of Georgia.

legal basis for development of oil and
gas recourses contributed to accelera-
tion of oil industry progress and con-
ducting common governmental policy
in the sphere. The legal basis was
introduced after adopting by the
Parliament in 1999 the law "On Oil and
Gas”, which had been worked out by
the Ministry of Fuel and Power
Engineering. According to the law a
state supervision and control body for
the oil and gas transactions was set up
- Oil and Gas Recourses Regulation
Agency.

As a result of undertaken reforms,
the state company of Gruzneft was
reorganized into a joint-stock company
“National Qil Company of Georgia -
Gruzneft”, that enabled it to carry out
large-scale research and survey opera-
tions jointly with foreign companies.
The efforts made by the joint ventures
led to suspending oil production rates
reduction and increase the production
rate to 100,000 tones by 1999, as a
result of what Georgia has produced
560,500 tones of crude oil and 30.4m
cubic meters of gas from 1995 till now.
At the same time the Sartichala refin-
ery's output from mid-1998 to present
days amounts to 122,700 tones of oil.

- What are the companies

- As a result of operation of the

Georgian-British oil company
"Ninotsminda”™ it became possible to
resume gas production at the
Ninitsminda field in 1999 in Georgia. It
is notable that in order to increase
hydrocarbons production rates the
company started about preparatory
work on drilling new horizontal well. In
all for 2000-2005 the company is
intended to produced 541,000 tones of
oil and 1,405m cubic meters of gas for
the purpose of what it is stipulated to
drill additionally five new well,

This May the Georgian-American
oil company “Frontera Eastern Georgia®
put into operation a new well "Niko-1"
(target depth of 3,4000 meters) at the
Tariban field. The well has a daily pro-
duction rate totaling 100-120 tones. By
the end of this year it is scheduled to
drill one more new well. In accordance
with forecasts the company has it is
intended to drill more than 50 well and
produce 6.5m tones of oil for 2000-
2005.

A majority of probable recourses of
oil in Georgia are located at the Black
Sea continental shelf. Thus, it is an
encouraging factor that "Anadarke”, a
well-known company in the world oil
business, made a decision to carry out
prospecting work for oil and gas joint-
ly with the National Oil Company of
“Gruzneft® and JKA Ltd. Within the
framework of this decision it is also
planned to drill long holes at the shelf.
The corresponding contract was signed



on June 26, 2000.

Not only the future of the energy
sector significantly depends on suc-
cessful results of ongoing process, but
also the fact that the oil and natural
gas industry will be able to establish a
powerful economy of the country.
Thus, the Ministry of Fuel and Power
Engineering hopes on the governmen-
tal support in the question of develop-
ing the oil and gas industry.

= What are issues of the day for
the development of this sector of
the Georgian economy?

- Judging by the interests of the
country’'s economy, this sector needs a
serious support that would serve pre-
requisite to renascence and further
development of local oil refining
industry.

The operation of the plant, which
was constructed in 1998 in Sartichala
by the Georgian-American oil refining

company, entails some difficulties. The
value of excise and traffic taxes set for
the oil products produced was a seri-
ous problem and it resulted in the com-
pany’s output becoming noncompeti-
tive. As a result of considering the
issue at the governmental level it
became possible to keep normal work-
ing conditions for the company. The
term of validity for the loan regime
was defined till August 20, 2002, Due
to that and other problems the compa-
ny paid back only USD450,000 to the
investors so far, that is 13% less than
sum required. A treat now become
possible that the company would not
be able to pay back investments in
agreed terms because of low produc-
tivity of the plant.

- Are there possibilities for fur-
ther expansion of the economic
integration of the fuel and energy
sectors of our countries? Do you
work in this direction?

- To provide further integration
with the Azeri gas industry and receiv-
ing Azeri gas, the Georgian
International Gas Corporation has car-
ried out rehabilitation on the main gas
lines. According to available informa-
tion, similar work is carried out In
Azerbaijan as well. On completion of
the work Georgia will be ready to
receive Azeri gas.

For future economic development
of Georgia and Azerbaijan a great
importance is attached to deepening
cooperation in the oil and gas sectors
and implementation of joint regional
projects.

Interview of Minister of Transport and Communications of Georgia

MERAB ADEISHVILI

- In your opinion, what is the
prospect on further development of
the Great Silk Way project?

- In September 1998 a summit of his-
torical importance was held in Baku and
devoted to prospects of developing the
Eurasian transport corridor. A signing of
the main multilateral agreement on the
Europe-Caucasus-Asia transport corridor
development by twelve states was its key
event. Ten of the states have already rat-
ified the document to date. Kazakhstan
and Turkey, in all probability, will do that
up to the end of 2000. At the summit a
Final communigue has been adopted and
signed by 45 states and international
organisations. A political progress
achieved in development of the Eurasian
transport corridor is noted in the commu-
nique, as well as, there is also an appeal
to all countries interested in development
of the corridor to maximally enhance
mutually profitable interregional cooper-
ation. The main agreement also empha-
sises main principles and postulates for
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development of the Eurasian transport
corridor, The technical appendixes of the
agreement concern the railway, marine,
car transportation and simplifying the
customs procedures.

Intergovernmental commission was
established within the frameworks of the
agreement. The commission will have
meetings once a year. Under the terms of
the main agreement the commission set
up a standing secretariat headquarter of
which is located in Baku. Every quarter
the secretariat invites the working groups
of the national secretaries. The first such
sitting took place in the period of July 18
to July 21, The institute for national sec-
retaries can be described as a representa-
tive office of the Secretariat in the coun-
tries signed the main multilateral agree-
ment. They are committed to monitor
fulfilment of the agreement’s main
clauses. The European Commission hav-
ing attached a significant important to
the Institute has made a decision on
funding it within 2-3 years. One of the
main aims of the National Secretaries

of Gcorgin.

Institute is to associate the national legis-
lation concerning transit shipments and
issues related to transportation with the
international agreements and conven-
tions. A harmonization of the legal prac-
tice should provide a commercial attrac-
tiveness of the transport corridor to a
great extent.

It is important to note that the issues
related to enhancement of TRACECA's
competitiveness are in the foreground at
the present. That is the main goal, burden
of activity of the Standing Secretariat
and National Secretaries. Three of nine
projects approved at the first
Intergovernmental conference held this
March in Thilisi were discussed in the first
sitting of the national Secretaries in Baku.
The projects have been comprehensively
analyzed. The European Commission and
the Standing Secretariat committed the
National Secretaries to work out the main
conditions to the technical tasks concern-
ing the institutional reorganizations not
only in every country separately, but in
relation to the corridor as a whole. The
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first project touches upon establishment
of a common legislative base in the first
of transit. The second project relates to
harmonization of the boundary proce-
dures. The third one highlights unified
policy of transit tariffs and customs
duties. All of the projects are basic ele-
ments for implementation of the key
clauses of the main multilateral agree-
ment. The reality shows that the number
of countries interested in TRACECA will
increase, The links existing within the
frameworks of the program as well as
within the frameworks of the Black Sea
Economic Cooperation (BSEC) will speed
up transformation of the regional rela-
tions into successful interregional coop-
eration and provide development of
countries in the Black Sea and Caspian
basins of the Caucasus and Middle Asia
for the purpose of their quicker integra-
tion into the transport infrastructure of
the European community.

- How much is Georgia involved in
the project at present?

- Georgia has been taking part in 28
out of 40 projects started under the aegis
of TACIS-TRACECA program since 1995.
The most significant of them are the con-
struction of train-ferry terminal at the
port of Poti and building of new car
bridge through Hrami River at the
Georgian-Azeri border. At the present
this is the major project. A EURO15m
investment project on laying a fiber-optic
cable and installation of relevant equip-
ment along the railways of Georgia,
which has already started, is a priority-
driven for us.

Once Georgia, Armenia and
Azerbaijan get possessory right on the
cable with corresponding equipment,
they can rent unequipped capacity. The
demands are very high: Banking system,
Regional television, radio broadcasting,
Internet, etc.

According to the experts, annual

extra profit of every railway would total

$10m to $12m as a result of commerciali-
sation of the project in future; let alone a
raise in train traffic that results in reduc-
tion of tratfic handling cost. In the long
run this should favourably impact the tar-
iff policy.

The second project deals with recon-
struction of the train-ferry terminal at
the Batumi port and establishment of
corresponding infrastructure. So-called
“European track” will be created. That will
lead to bringing into operation the sec-
ond triangle: Batumi-Samsun-Konstantsa
with a railway meeting European require-
ments. It would enable to directly con-
nect the Georgian, Turkish and Romanian
railroads in future. This will attract addi-
tional freight traffic and reduce traffic
handling cost by 20-30% compared to
motor transport.

At the moment the negotiations
ongoing on extending a grant to the tune
of above EURQO 2m to carry out relevant
work at the Batumi Sea Port.

Also, the important projects on tech-
nical assistance are put into effect at the
moment. These are: freight flow forecast
in our corridor and assistance to the
international transit motor freights. The
negotiations are ongoing with the
European Commission to survey opportu-
nities for finding the projects, which have
been approved, in the first sitting of the
Intergovernmental Commission held this
March in Thilisi.

The rehabilitation work on the train-
ferry terminal at the port of Aktau will
also start in the nearest future, and this
will contribute to engage additional
freight flow in the TRACECA corridor as a
whole, and, in particular, for Georgia.
Thus, the EC tries all ways to aid us to
integrate into corresponding European
infrastructures in terms of transporta-
tion, power engineering, telecommunica-
tions, environment protection, etc.

- What sort of problems (paolitical,
economic, etc.) can be observed on the
way of putting the project into prac-
tice?
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- The implementation of TRACECA's
projects in 1998-2000 shows that almost
in all countries participating in the pro-
gram, including, Georgia, there is lack of
systematic and coordinated approach to
concept of international transit freight
traffic as a whole due to the lack of sin-
gle legislative framework in the corre-
sponding state structures. Therefore, the
aspiration of our countries to integration
into the European transport nets is ham-
pered. Moreover, a an adherence of dif-
ferent state bodies to unbalanced and
inadequate tariff policy, imperfection of
administrative procedures when crossing
the boundary regions, ungrounded rates
of extra fees, transit customs taxes, and,
the most important, illegal payments
result in incredible raise in traffic han-
dling cost. It is then undermines our
authority and unfavourably affects com-
petitiveness of TRACECA's corridor as a
whole. However paradoxical it is all
occurs at the time when the top adminis-
tration of our states attaches a great
importance to and periodically declares
about priority-driven development of the
Europe-Caucasus-Asia transport corri-
dor, and calls upon to enhance its com-
petitiveness.

With due regard to strategic impor-
tance of developing the Europe-
Caucasus-Asia transport corridor for the
countries signed the main Multilateral
Agreement (MMAJ), it is high time to
develop a common approach to resolve
the problems with the international
freight flows and legal aspects involved
through systematization of correspon-
ding laws and amendment of the stan-
dards which do not correspond to the
international legal acts principles, or
through the adopting of a special law to
regulate international transit freights.

In 1996 about 40m of transit com-
modities were transported by the north-
ern corridor (via Russia). About 4.5m
were delivered through TRACECA's corri-

dor. However, the southern corridor



(through Turkey and Iran) provided
transportation for 5m tones of goods.
The Europe-Caucasus-Asia can attract
10% of goods from the northern and 20-
30% of freight from the southern trans-
port corridors. This target cannot be met
without flexible tariff policy of the coun-
tries taking part in TRACECA program.

Today, transportation of crude oil
from Kazakhstan plays important role in
the cargo transportation via our corridor.
TRACECA's European experts have pre-
pared an analysis on alternative
prospects on delivery of crude oil, and
one can expect appearance of other
route in the nearest future. Such the
aspects should be taken into account
right now.

TRACECA's group
undertook analysis of present tariff poli-

coordination

cy in 1999 on the Poti to Tashkent route.
A transportation of a 20-feet container
costs USD 1,209. Thereby, it should be
taken into account that the distance here
is 2.5 times longer than the Poti direction.

The Novorossiysk-Tashkent route has
similar distance as to Poti. However, the
transportation cost for a container totals
USD825.

In conditions of rigid competition,
when selecting the routes for the cargoes
transportation, everything is solved with-
in the frameworks of famous commercial
triangle: Service, Time, Tariff. Thus, if the
tariffs and service are not brought to cor-
respondence to the demands of present
transport market, it is more difficult for
the TRACECA corridor to meet the com-
petition that becomes peinted.

On the assumption of above stated it
is possible to ascertain that if the market-
ing of cargoes transportation in present
alternative corridors is not studied, all
efforts aimed at enhancement of TRACE-
CA transport corridor’s competitiveness
are not efficient, The national Secretaries
Institute has been established for that
purpose, i.e. study alternative options.
The working groups will be established on

every of three above mentioned projects.

The working groups will have direct links
to the colleagues who are involved in
TRACECA program. In terms of that the
National Secretaries Institute, by imple-
menting the will of own presidents who
signed the MMA in Baku, should play an
important role in putting main postulates
laid in the MMA into effect.

- What is the present condition of
the Georgian transport system and
does it meet economic demands of the
country?

- The Georgian economy, which
leaves lingering crisis, continuously issues
the new, more complicated and scale
challenges to the transport system of the
country. Their resolution leads to dynam-
ic growth of the annually performed
transportation work, quantity of cargoes
and passengers transported, a significant
portion of which lies on the transit trans-
portation.

For the past years the rolling-stock
has been refurbished and upgraded, new
forms for organizing transportation and
managing the transport-technological
and economic processes have been intro-
duced. Their role in formation of the rev-
enue item of the state budget is continu-
ously growing.

The main target of the transport-
cargo service to economy and population
of the country at the state of existing
requirements is performed successfully,
and accompanied by some excess of
service offers in comparison to demand
on both internal and outside markets of
the transport-forwarding services,

However, in order to provide a strate-
gic stability of existing situation in the
foreseeable future, the Ministry of
Transport and Communications of
Georgia actively works on attracting for-
eign investments for continuous develop-
ment of the production facilities and per-
manent enhancement of service culture.

The volumes of already attracted for-
eign investments for the past years total
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tens of million USD. For instance,
presently an international tender on con-
struction of new seaport at mouth of
Inguri River at the Black Sea coast of
Georgia is ongoing. The project is esti-
mated at USD500m.

Aforesaid by no means stipulates lack
of problems or their insignificance. In
addition, the Ministry uses advanced
management methods aimed at state
regulation of the sector in conditions of
market economy, that provide a system-
atic, integrated and purposeful approach
to solution of the problems, rational uti-
lization of rather limited financial, mate-
rial recourses and organizational-intellec-
tual potential in sorting out paramount,
key problems.

- What new joint transport proj-
ects are planned for implementation
together with Azerbaijan?

- Itis planned to put into effect many
joint transport projects with Azerbaijan.
However, | would focus attention to
technical projects being planned in accor-
dance with TRACECA plan. For example,
a project will be implemented on studying
ways for restoration and building of a
motorway linking capitals of the states of
Southern Caucasus with each other and
ports of the Black Sea. For implementa-
tion of the project EURO 1.5m have been
extended. Also, a putting into commis-
sioning of a multimodal terminal servic-
ing will be completed this year as well as
studying and forecasting freight flows.

In addition, the rehabilitation of rail-
way on the Baku to Tbilisi to Baku, laying
and technical provision for the fiber-
optic cable along the railway, establish-
ment of common control system for air-
space and aircraft’s control system for
the Southern Caucasus and Middle Asia,
design, construction and commissioning
of the oil-products terminal and complex
in Kulev will be implemented at the
expense of the credits from the
International Financial Institutions and
private companies.

Interview of minister of Economy, Indusry and Trade of Georgia lvane Chkhartishvili

- What are the economical parame-
ters of Georgia today? And what is the
portion of transit of power supplies in a
revenue of the budget of the country?

On a background of 1996 -1997 years,
when the annual growth of the economy
was within the limits of 11 %, the today’s
position of the country looks rather retiring.
Under influence of a number of the objec-
tive and subjective factors, since 1998 the
high rates of economic growth notably have
decreased and are captured on the average
within the limits of 3 %. To this there are
some causes and these are the disturbed
territorial integrity of country, the global
financial crisis received development in the
second half of 1998, which has called acute
exchange- budget crisis in Georgia, unfa-
vorable metereological and climatic condi-
tions, first of all, continuous drought, big
scales of the corruption and shaded quad-
rant of economics, scarcity of own financial
resources and, outgoing from this, dearness
of credit resources etc.

In the present year to economics of
Georgia, first of all, to its main branch agri-
culture the irreplaceable loss was plotted by
a continuous and unknown drought. The
size of the damage only in this branch has
exceeded $ 250 million. Under the tentative
datas marked by a drought to electric power
industry a loss is estimated in $ 9 million.,
the considerable loss is marked also ecolo-
gies. For example, as a result of the private
fires the damage has exceeded $ 11 million.
According to the experts, the damage will
also be solid in the future, in particular, it is
possible to suspect, that because of preser-
vation of a source of raw materials the out-
turn of a process industry will considerably
be also reduced. Besides, mass shautle of
cattle is not eliminated because of shortage
of the foragest.

Allowing all this, in present year can
take place and reduction of an actual gross
internal product.

On 1999 account year the volume of
production of the gross internal product has
compounded $ 2,7 million., or in recalcula-
tion per capita - $ 610,

Under the totals of 1999, the monthly
average salary held in national economy
equals $ 33,3, including in budget quadrant
- 26,6 of US dollars. And the officially cap-
tured rate of unemployment was within the
limits of 4,9 %, that is conditioned by dis-
believing and absence of concern of the
population to a service of employment.
Actually, the rate of unemployment in the

country is much higher.

in this background the relevant positive
aspects are the preservation for last 1,5
years of a firm course of the national cur-
rency with tendency of its constant
strengthening and on this basis mainte-
nance of stability of the prices in the con-
sumer market.

In a revenue of the budget of Georgia in
normal conditions we have the right to
expect the considerable sum of the
incomes, which one probably we shall
receive from power quadrant, in particular,
in hydropower, as the given quadrant
makes rather cheap energy. Unfortunately,
these capabilities can not be utilized by us
while on the known cause. Last years the
government of the country under the low
prices and frequently without payment
releases to customers more than 50 % of
the electric power, developed on these sta-
tions. Moreover, quite often it is necessary
to take on credit energy from the neighbors,
including for Azerbaijan energy sector.

Therefore, the power sector yet does
not give the anticipated incomes of the
budget of the country. The incomes
received by us from transit of the electric
power, also are not large, as average annu-
al the volume of transit of the electric power
in Turkey does not exceed 200 million. The
kvt. /hour, and transit of natural gas in
Armenia is reduced up t0 1,5 mnpa.m3. As if
to transit of oil for 1999, amount of transit
is up to 5 million. tons of ail.

- What is the specific weight of sep-
arate branches of economics in a gross
internal product of country?

According to the official data, in 1999
the main branches of the national economy
in total amount of the gross internal prod-
uct, built in the country, were shown as fol-
lows: an agriculture and fishing -26,2 %,
industry, including production, made in
internal facilities - 18,2 percents, building -
3,8 percents, trade - 12,5 %, transport and
communication - 11,8 %, hotels and restau-
rants -2,5 %. The remaining part is on unre-
al quadrant of economics.

- What branches are considered to
be leading and most perspective?

For today the main branch of the eco-
nomics of Georgia is the agriculture and, in
spite of not the tendency of reduction, it
and in the long term remain by branch num-
ber one. Since 1399 of the tendency of
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growth are characterized changes of a
development of industry - 2 under the score
of branch of a national economy. We con-
sider, that the branch has considerable
reserves of development and in the near
future as a result of their implementation
specific weight of an industry in total
amount of a gross internal product some-
what will increase.

As to perspective branches of national
economy, for today most perspective due to
an expedient geopolitical occurrence of
country is the transport and communica-
tion. For implementation of this factor
already much i1s made. Enough to call even
building of an oil pipeline to a Baku-Supsa,
as a result of which one the specific weight
of the transport in a gross internal product
has increased from S % in 1996 up 0 9,3 %
by 1999, and communication- from 1,9 %
up to 2,6 %. As a result of the implementa-
tion already of officially signed and other
perspective projects, which one concern
haul of the Azerbaijan oil and gas of
Turkmenistan through terrain of Georgia
and in implementation which one large
value there is a support and activity of the
Azerbaijan party, the data parameters even
more will increase,

- Does today's condition of oil and
gas refining system satisfy require-
ments of Georgia?

The oil-refining industry of Georgia
now disposes of alone serviceable plants
(Sartichala), power which one of 100 thou-
sand ton/y. He does not provide require-
ments of the market. The installations on
processing of gas in country misses, there-
fore considerable proportion of petroleum,
natural and liquefied of gas is oriented on
import.

Georgia is interested to obtain local
reserves of oil and gas, and in the process of
increase of their mining to expand oil pro-
cessing and to run in processing of gas,
however, success completely associated
with outcomes of activity of the joint oil
companies, which one are held by looking
up of new sources and after treatment of
available sources of power supplies.

- How essential are the communica-

tions between industrial firms of
Georgia and Azerbaijan?
In the economic ties between

Azerbaijan and Georgia the considerable
lobe is necessary and on are production
firms. A broad range and the considerable
volumes of industrial output that had been
mutually delivered in a near past were con-
ditioned not only affinity of the sires with
customers, but also conventional connec-

tions, which one were piled and extended
for a long time in process of development
of industrial quadrant of national
economies of our countries. Even today,
when the industrial firms of both countries
are enveloped by a steep economic crisis,
these connections yet are not lost. To what
many examples of reciprocal deliveries of an
industrial output testify. The Kutaisi electro-
mechanical plant delivers to oil producing
firms of Azerbaijan submersed electric
motors for downhole petroleum pompes,
the metallurgical plant of Rustavi starts
manufacturing of the order on 40 thousand
tons of steel tubes., cement also deliver to
Azerbaijan chemical fertilizings, items of
electrical industry etc. the simultaneously
Georgian customers from Azerbaijans pur-
chase sulfuric acid (chemical center), caus-
tic, steel founding (Baku steelmaking plant)
for bodies small electric motors etc,

It is remarkable, that quantity of deliv-
eries step-by-step extends in process of
rehabilitation of industrial firms,

- Is there opportunity for further
enlargement of economic integration
not only in oil and transport areas?

Azerbaijan and Georgia not only are
neighbors, integrates them a commonality
of many problems. It is small countries
located in similar geopolitical conditions,
received the almost identical patrimony
from former USSR, before which one there
is an identical problem of construction of
independent national economy on the basis
of market relations and federating in world
economical assemblage. Allowing all this,
the necessity of federating for all quadrants
of national economy of both countries is
obvious, where it is possible and is mutually
advantageous. We have restricted financial
resources, therefore we are not capable to
overhaul economics by broad front. It is
possible only on separate priority directions.
If we will manage to coordinate and to
aggregate our operatings on separate
directions of national economy, we will not
only be freed from “superfluous™ costs (for
example, bound with competition in the
market), but also we shall achieve indispen-
sable concentration of efforts, sufficient
for successful implementation of the
intended purpose.

- What branches are for this purpose
most perspective and what activity is
conducted in the given direction?

In development of economic comple-
mentation between Azerbaijan and Georgia
in a part of dilating of economic integration
the most perspective branches, on our view,
are, metallurgical, chemical and petrochem-
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ical industry, engineering, mild, wood-
working and food-processing industry.

For intensification of economical rela-
tions between two countries the Agreement
" On Free Trade” is made out, pursuant to
which one, the goods, displaced(migrated)
between two countries, are freed from a
customns duty.

Except for close relations in transport
and oil, the economical potential of Georgia
angd Azerbaijan allows intimately to bind
effectings these countries.

Activity of metallurgical center of
Rustavi on Azerbaijan (Dashkesan) and local
{Chiatur) to ore tradition which was adding
up stillleven) in the Soviet period. The
recovery of this tradition will allow to satis-
fy a great demand of both countries for
tubes made by metallurgical center.

Potential of a textile industry of Georgia
and adding up tradition will enable to run in
raw for this branch in Azerbaijan. A com-
modity market of finished products should
become both home market, and capability
of exportation of competitive products for
limits of our countries.

Geographic proximity and sharp differ-
ence of natural environments allow makes
rather miscellaneous agricultural produc-
tion, and also to create agricultures, the
efficiency which one is affirmed by world
practice.

The mechanical engineering branch of
Georgia largely can satisfy demand for this
production in Azerbaijan.

As to mention production produced by
chemical center of Rustavi, it has a serious
customer in the Azerbaijan Republic, the
volume of export of mineral fertilizers in
this country introduces stable digit. Same it
is possible to say about mineral waters of
Georgia, the overflow and effecting which
one intensively increases.

For sugar center of Agar there is a
potential for processing of local raw, main-
tenance of a customer by finished products.
Brought up in Georgia the filbert and wal-
nut, intensively is mastered by a food-pro-
cessing industry of Azerbaijan.

In electric power industry the necessity
of integrated activity is foregone, as by this
way it is possible effectively to run in
hydroresources {(hydrosafe lifes) of Georgia
and power supply of Azerbaijan,

And in summary, the tourist and recre-
ational potential of Georgia historically was
and is the best means of a satisfaction of
the demand of the people of Azerbaijan.

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in AIOC), and adoption by the Parliament of
Georgia to enable legislation covering those
agreements. This assistance is now continuing
1o help GIOC in improving and elaboration its
structure, enhancing its abilities fo foreign oil
companies in implementing projects on the ter-
ritory of Georgia, and perform its business
activities in the most efficient way. Now, one
can state with confidence, and this is not just
our view, that President Shevarnadze's idea to
establish a specialized entity to facilitate the
implementation of pipelines, served as an
effective basis to ensure success. GIOC was
able to form a professional team and to upheld
Georgia's interest in the course of project
implementation, owing to the obtained knowl-
edge and experience. In Addition, as GIOC has
always sought to find ways to reduce invest-
ment risks to make projects more attractive, it
was able o earn the reputation of a transpar-
ent, competent and reliable partner.

Over the centuries, the location of Georgia
has contributed greatly to its development as a
transit country. Located at the crossroads of
Europe and Asia, Georgia represents a natural
corridor between the two continents. For hun-
dreds of years it has served as a connecting
link, a fast which has played an important role
in shaping Georgia's statehood, its outlook,
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culture, and traditions. Upon regaining its inde-
pendence, Georgia - being deprived of an
opperiunity to perform its historical function
over a certain period in history- is working hard
to reinstate itself in the world community. This
aspiration is associated with the idea to revive
the fabled Silk Road, by giving it a new dimen-
sion, and to develop the Eurasian Corridor.

The 18th century rapid industrial growth
generated an enhanced interest toward the
Caspian hydrocarbon resources. At that time,
renowned oil industrialist- the Nobel brothers-
built a pipeline running from Baku to Batumi.
The pipeline, a unique project for that time, first
served to move kerosene from Azerbaijan, and
later on-oil. Now all of this is history, and yet
this century-oil project fumishes another con-
vincing proof that the Caucasian Corridor, tra-
versing Georgia, is the most viable alternative,
both technically and commercially, for the
transportation of Caspian hydrocarbons.

In the early 90's, almost immediately after
independence, Presidents of Azerbaijan and
Georgia, HE's Heidar Aliev and Eduard
Shevarnadze set forth an idea to restore the
ancient Silk Road, in other words, to develop
the Eurasian Transport Corridor. This was a
visionary idea, though at that time it aroused a
great deal of skepticism. Developments that



followed clearly demonstrated the viability of
this initiative.

The people of Georgia will always thank the
Azerbaijan people and personally, President
Heydar Aliev, for making the heroic decision to
lay the early oil pipeline through the territory of
Georgia. Time has proved that this was the cor-
rect decision.

On April 17, 1999, an auspicious event took
place on the Georgian Black Sea coast at
Supsa, a location hardly known before to any-
one. The Azerbaijan ol moved via the newly
completed Westem Route Pipeline, to beginning
to fill the first tanker. This was a historic day
marking the onset of the Caspian oil transporta-
tion onto the world's markets through the
Western Route.

Presidents of three countries-Azerbaijan,
Georgia and Ukraine, HE's Heydar Aliev,
Eduard Shevamadze and Leonid Kuchma-
arrived at Supsa fo jointly launch the Baku-
Supsa Pipeline and the Supsa On-Shore
Terminal. We know the way was difficult fo
achieve that victory; how hard, and sometimes
fatally dangerous, it was to make decisions.

Thus another important move was made
towards translating into reality President Aliev's
and President Shevamadze's idea to give a
new life to the Silk Road, in other words-towards
realization of the project to build a fransport cor-
ridor linking Europe to Asia through the
Caucasus, known as TRASECA.

During the implementation of the Baku-
Supsa Early Oil Pipeline project, Georgia estab-

lished, and has successfully maintained, a good
working partnership with leading international oil
companies. As a consequence of this special
consideration by the Georgian authorities and
population given to this project, and the reg-
ular and constant co-ordination by the President
of Georgia, it became possible fo establish a
close productive co-operation with the investors.
The investment climate in Georgia has so
improved that other international comorations
and investors now view Georgia as a reliable
partner and are considering undertaking the
building of even more significant energy trans-
portation facilities through the territory of
Georgia. It should be emphasized that the role
of the Parliament of Georgia, and personally that
of Mr. Zurab Zhvannia, the Chairman of the
Parliament, is very important in this process.
During the past few years the Parliament of
Georgia has adopted more that 700 new laws
which contributed to the creation of the attractive
and favorable investment climate in Georgia.
The Development of the Eurasian
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cially the invaluable contribution of the
Assistant of the President for the National
Security Affairs, Mr. Samuel Berger, National
Security Adviser of the Vice President, Mr.
Leon Fuert; Counselor of the US Department
of Commerce, Dr. Jan Kalicki, and Special
Adviser to the Secretary for the NIS,
Ambassador Stephen Sestanovich. Also, it
should be mentioned, that in order to assist
Georgia to uphold fts interest in the Caspian
Hydrocarbon transportation projects, the US
Government nominated Mr. Edward Chow, a
person who has an extensive experience in the
international pefroleum business, to be the
Strategic Adviser to the President of Georgia
on intemational Oil and Gas Matters.

Georgia considers the multinational transit
infrastructure projects, including both the Baku-
Supsa Early Oil Pipeline and the Baku-Thilisi-
Ceyhan Main Qil Pipeline (MEP) projects, as
the means to strengthen its economic and
political independence and thereby become a
valuable member of the western community's
free markets.

On November 18 of 1998, an
Intergovernmental ~ Agreement  among
Azerbaijan, Turkey and Georgia was conclud-
ed in Istanbul by the President of these coun-
tries, HE's Heydar Aliev, Suleiman Demirel and
Eduard Shevarnadze in the presence of
President of the USA-Bill Clinton and the US
Secretary of Energy, Mr. Bill Richardson. The
President of Kazahstan, HE Nursultan
Nazarbaev and President Turkmenistan, HE
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Saparmurat Niazov also attended the ceremo-
ny. This showed clearly the firm commitment of
the governments of these transit countries to
co-operate in, and facilitate the implementation
of the Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan Main Oil Pipeline.
Thereafter, intensive negotiations took place
between the Working Groups of the transit
countries to prepare a Host Government
Agreement with the purpose of creating a
sound economic investment basis for the inter-
national pipeline investors.

On April 28, 2000 with the completion of
the Georgian Host Government Agreement in
Washington, the negotiation process with the
fransit countries was concluded and, there-
after, the entire package of agreemenis was
ratified by the parliaments of the transit coun-
tries.

Madlen Albrain, the US State Secretary,
who witnessed the initialling of the document,
conveyed congratulations from the President of
the United States on the successful accom-
plishment of the negotiations: "Today's
achievement completes this work and brings
the pipeline project a critical step closer to
fruition”, the President said in a written state-
ment.

It is necessary to emphasize that the
speech delivered by HE Heydar Aliev, in the
Georgian Parliament during his visit to Georgia
in March this year, played a key role in the
unanimous ratification of the Baku-Thilisi-
Ceyhan Main Oil Pipeline project agreements.
In that speech President Aliev gave a detailed
picture of all sides of the project, demonsirating
its huge economic and political benefits for the
whole region, rather than to any single country.
It was during this visit that a solution to one of
the most important issues for Georgia-the
issues of tariffs-was found.

We would like fo emphasize the productive
and mutually beneficial co-operation between
SOCAR and GIOC during the negotiation
process on the Baku-Thilisi-Ceyhan Main Gil
Pipeline project. We are thankful to the
Azerbaijan Working Group, and especially to
the Vice Premier of the Azerbaijan Republic,
Mr. Abid Sharifov, the President of SOCAR,
Mr. Natik Aliev, and the Head of the Foreign
Investment Department of SOCAR, Mr. Valekh
Aleskerov, for their understanding and good
faith during the negotiations. But, above all, we



would particularly like to emphasise the crucial
and invaluable role of the First Vice President
of SOCAR, Mr. llham Aliev, in contributing
toward the positive development of these
processes and the important decisions made.

We are also very grateful to the Georgian
Ambassadors to the USA, HE Tedo Japaridze,
HE Zurab Gumberidze to the Azerbaijan
Pepublic and HE Tariel Lebanidze to the
Republic of Turkey, for their efforts with respect
to the successful co-ordination of matters relat-
ed to the development of the Baku-Toilisi-
Ceyhan Main Qil Pipeline project with the gov-
ernments of these countries.

Georgia's position with respect to the
Baku-Thilisi-Ceyhan Main Qil Pipeline project
has remained supportive from the beginning.
The Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan Main Oil Pipeline is
the best oil export route for oil producers on
both side of the Caspian Sea, not only because
it advances the strategic and security objec-
tives of the regional countries, but also
because it will be a commercially viable
pipeline. This will result from the joint efforts of
transit and oil producing countries and interna-
tional investors.

Once the package of the Baku- Thbilisi-

Geyhan Main Qil Pipeline agreements was rat-
ified by the Parliaments of Azerbaijan, Georgia
and Turkey. Georgia now is having to plan
ahead and do its homework as a reliable,
responsible and competent pariner in this
strategically important project. Georgia has to
meet the challenges of the legal, financial,
operational and environmental implications of
the Baku- Tbilisi- Geyhan Main Oil Pipeline
agreements.

We believe that as a result of the future
development of fransport systems, the Supsa
area will have a unigue role to play, both in
terms of the Caspian oil transit, manufacturing
refined petroleum products for export and for
the manufacturing goods and raw materials.

We are working on development of a refin-
ery in Supsa together with the US Trade and
Development Agency (US TDA). We would like
to use this opportunity and thank Mr. Joseph
Grandmaison, Director of US TDA, for his con-
tinuos assistance in the advancement of this
process. The plan envisages the building of an
export refinery and related petrochemical
industries. GIOC will soon be in a position o
invite investors for these projects. This devel-
opment will also benefit the large potential con-

Gotsiridze, who is also a state represen-
tative in the managing bodies of the cor-
poration. By subsequent Presidential
Order No Of November 6, 1997, GIC was
entered into the list of Natural Monopolies
as a sole entity responsible for natural
gas transit through the territory of
Georgia. In addition to its commercial
functions, Presidential orders No of April,
1997 and No 43 of February 4, 1998,
made GIC responsible for negotiations
with foreign states and companies on
natural gas transit issues, empowering it
to sign such international agreements on
behalf of the Georgian State.

Currently GIC is participating in the
negotiations concerning several interna-
tional large-scale natural gas transporta-
tion projects, such as Trans-Caspian Gas

Pipeline Preoject from Turkmenistan
through Azerbaijan and Georgia to
Turkey, the natural gas transportation
project from the Shah-Deniz field in
Azerbaijan's sector of Caspian sea
through Georgia to Turkey.

On July 6, 2000 a Protocol was signed
between the Republic of Azerbaijan and
Georgia on "Negotiations on Natural Gas
Pipeline System Project”. On behalf of
Azerbaijan it was signed by a member of
the working group established by the
Order of August 17, 1999 of the President
of Azerbaijan, Mr. Valekh Aleskerov and
from the Georgian side by the Special
envoy of the President of Georgia and the
President of GIC Mr. Alexei Gotsiridze.
The Protecol presents those general guig-
ing principles, which will become the



bases for future negotiations for the
Shash -Deniz natural gas transportation
project through Georgia to Turkey. As a
sign of full endorsement for this project, a
subseguent Order No 311 was issued by
the President of Georgia providing for
support and facilitation necessary for its
timely realization.

Following the successful examples of
cooperation in oil pipeline projects such
as Baku-Supsa Early oil Pipeline, which
proved the viability of East-West energy
transit, and the planned Baku-Thbilisi-
Ceyhan Main Export Pipeline mega-proj-
ect, Georgia is actively supporting region-
ally focused energy cooperation projects
in natural gas. The Memorandum of
Understanding between Azerbaijan,
Georgia and Turkey on cooperation in
Caspian basin natural gas and related
transportation projects, signed simultane-
ously with the famous Istanbul
Declaration on Baku-Thilisi-Ceyhan Main
Export Pipeline project on November 18,
1999 at the OSCE Summit, established
the basic framework for comprehensive
development of Caspian hydrocarbons.

Realizing the great potential of such
cooperation and gas industry develop-
ment strategy harmonization, GIC views
the relationship between gas producing or
importing countries and Georgia, as a
transit country, to be symbiotic in many
ways. Solution to the problem of trans-
portation routes for gas producers holds
an answer to Georgia's energy security
needs giving an opportunity for the supply
diversification. Ensuring gas producers
steady export revenues, on fair and rea-
sonable terms of transit, supply security
of recipient states becomes an integral
part of Georgia's domestic supply security
and Georgian International Corporation
an essential mechanism for its implemen-
tation

In early year 2000 GIC initiated fun-
damental reorganization and restructuring
of Georgia's gas transportation and
pipeline operation sector. In order to
enhance efficiency and start the imple-
mentation process of upgrading existing
pipeline operations to international gas
industry's technical and environmental
standards, GIC established a new sub-
sidiary, " Georgian Gas Transportation
Company" Ltd. (GTC).

GTC, staffed with the experience per-
sonnel and qualified management was
able to obtain the appropriate license for
its activity from the Georgian National
energy Regulatory Commission only with-
in seven months since the commence-
ment of its activities. Decentralizing and
at the same time streamlining the deci-
sion-making process between constituting
operating units, GTC emerged as a lean-
er, more effective and efficient mecha-
nism for management of Georgia's high-
pressure gas pipeline operations. At pres-
ent, Georgian Gas Transportation compa-
ny is authorized by GIC to manage and
operate high-pressure gas pipelines
owned by GIC. The company successfully
implements this task and individually car-
ries out all kinds of designing, construc-
tion, mounting and operating activities.
Through the effort of GTC's management
and staff it became possible 1o decrease
by almost 50 % the amount of natural gas
losses during its transportation by exist-
ing system. At the same time, company
engaged its construction and refurbish-
ment activities on damaged positions of
the pipeline, which was left almost fully
big cities in Western Georgia-Zugdidi and
Zestafoni, Currently GTC also operates
the system for natural gas transit deliver-
ies from Russian Federation to the
Republic of Armenia through GIC's high-
pressure gas pipeline system.

- Are you satisfied with development
of international relations between
Azerbaijan and Georgia? What are the
main events in the field of international
relations of Azerbaijan and Georgia,
which have occurred for the past year
you consider as most relevant?

- The relations between Azerbaijan and
Georgia have the historical radicals and
were always characterized as provisional.
We consider relation in last 5-6 develop with
rather fast paces. We consider ourselves as
the strategic pariners. There are many
examples of rather successful development
of two-sided relations. Among the main
events which have occurred for last years if
fo mean political aspect, it is possible to
mark occurring top-level of presidents of
Azerbaijan and Georgia, and also outcomes
reached on these occurring. One of the main
purposes of our cooperation is the achieve-
ment a pattern and stability in all the
Transcaucasian locale. The relevant
momentum became the maiden application
of two presidents " About Peaceful
Caucasus ", made during visit of the presi-
dent of Azerbaijan to Georgia in 1996. The
declaration "About Peaceful Caucasus”
became the beginning of all those initiatives,
which one now have accepted more broad
scales.

Economical relations between our coun-
fries very successfully develop also. Most
obvious case of these relations it is possible
1o consider implementation of the grandiose
project, as 1o a Baku- Supsa. At decision
marking about building the given pipe line
there were definite differences in judge-
ments on its necessity, but the solution of
the President of Azerbaijan Heidar Aliyev
has allowed to overcome all these difficul-
ties. This pipeline once again has demon-
strated large possibilities of using of terrain
of Georgia for transit. In particular, we
already have completed intergovernmental
negotiations, which one concern a following
oil pipeline to a Baku- Thilisi-Ceyhan.
Together with this are conducted negotia-
tions concerning gas pipelines of Azerbaijan

Priority in our relations is the
realisation of the world class projects.
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Georgia-Turkey, These are the most impor-
fant events in the economical schedule
between our states.

If there is such high level political and
implementation of the projects of a world
scale as pipelines, transport corridors etc.
we can actively realize the two-sided proj-
ects in other branches of economics. For
example, in metallurgy, chemical branches,
electronics and others. There is for us an
obviously definite reserve.

- In what reference directions two-
way communications of our states now
develop? What main problems cost on
paths of development of economical rela-
tionships between our countries?

- We actively aim to realize mutually
advantageous cooperation in all orbs. As to
economical relations, development of those

branches, which have been traditionally
existed in our country, in conditions of inde-
pendent economics, it is represented prob-
lematic without mutual support. Here there
is a definite capability for cooperation.

It's the traditionally for us good relations
between a metallurgical plant in Rustavi and
firms in Azerbaijan. The possibility of using
of ore in Dashkesan, as raw for production
on Rustavi a metallurgical plant is now
esteemed. This project very interesting,
because he will supply many workstations,
and at the same time will give production,
which one in the world market is in great
demand. One of the major projects, which
one we now prepare, and we shall realize,
as soon as possible it is the civil-engineer-
ing design of a power line from Azerbaijan
and Georgia in Turkey.




| think, that in economical relations we
lag a little more that political level, which
one we have achieved. In implementation of
these problems will play a large role the joint
intergovernmental economical commission.
Problems, which one face by Azerbaijan and
Georgia, demand constant decision making
and commission, which one in batches will
collect at a high level, would give a capabil-
ity o decide problems which sometimes wail
for the next round of occurring at a high
level.

- What your way prospects for the
development of relationships of coun-
tries included in CIS? As far as it is effec-
tive, in your judgement, the cooperation
of countries included in the unit GUUAM
develops?

- To show one unit would be abnormal-
ly. As independent and sovereign states we
participate in many international organiza-
tions and in each we have definite purposes
and problems.

In spite of the fact that CIS exists during
the long-lived term, the purposes and prob-
lems are permanently reformed. | want to
mark, that last term is characterized by look-
ing up of problems and problems, which
should be most priority in countries of CIS.
This union included those countries, which
still recently were in a structure of one state
and had close economic ties, industry. And
if today our relations will give that desirable
effect, for which we search and we want to
receive, we shall be only pleased.

The relationships of countries -partici-
pants of GUUAM develop now more dynam-
ically. Recently in New York the memoran-
dum by the presidents of countries-partici-
pants GUUAM was signed. It is very signifi-
cant, that our presidents, meeting on a high
forum, as summit of millenary and sign such
relevant document, which one will give new
development of this unit. One of a major
problem - problem on systematization of
occurring of our presidents yearly, ministers
of foreign affairs two times annually, and
also coordinators, which one will meet more
intensively, and accordingly, to decide those
problems, which one we put in the given
frame.

One of priority problems is again eco-
nomical. We give large value to such of
directions as the transport, tourism, cultural
values of our countries. | think, that as a

result of this activity the new tourist routes
on countries GUUAM, and also new trans-
port schemes will appear. There are also
political problems, there are also other prob-
lems, | think, that the memorandum, which
one was signed in New York, and which one
was prepared by all five countries, will give
a severe momentum for development of the
given unit.

- At what stage there is an implemen-
tation of the project of the pipeline to a
Baku-Thilisi-Ceyhan? What main prob-
lems which stand on paths of implemen-
tation of this project?

We now are in expectation of the deci-
sion of the companies, and from the
Azerbaijan party are negotiated with the
possible sponsors of the given project. | am
sure, that that large activities, which were
made by governments of three countries of
Azerbaijan, Georgia, Turkey with the pur-
poses of opening-up of the major document
for creation of legal base of this project, will
be evaluated by the companies. | am opti-
mistic in this respect, and | consider, that
this very relevant and severe project will be
realized. And if between the companies
there are some discords, they are problems
of discussion and negotiations, and they
should be finished positively in the near
future. (The interview was held on
September 15, 2000).

- What, in your judgement an outlook
of turther development of the project "A
Great Silk Path "? How close in this proj-
ect is Georgia involved today?

- |dea of implementation of "The
Silk Paths", authors of which are the
president of Georgia Eduard
Shewardnadze and President of
Azerbaijan Heidar Aliyev, now suc-
cessfully develops. We have created
a transport corridor and we cooperate
in a problem of implementation of
such relevant project, as "TRACECA”.
In this project we try alongside with
two-sided relations also to realize the
project with our pariners - participants
of " TRACECA ", Major event in this
area was the Baku conference, where
not only participants of the project, but
also other countries have signed the
document on development and recov-
ery of an ancient silk path. This proj-
ect has large value both with political,

and from the economical point of view.

In the given moment in Baku the con-
stant secretariat has initiated with activity,
which one is engaged in many problems,
including fares and problems of unified cus-
toms tariff policy. At implementation of our
routes, we should achieve flexibility on this
an isthmus, first of all in our terrain the Black
Sea - Caspian sea, and also to develop by
way of joining, both to European, and to the
Asian transport frames. In this direction the
activities on renovation of the Baku and
Batumi port and port in Poti, building of new
terminals, advancing of iron roads of
Azerbaijan, Georgia, building of bridges are
now conducted. Rather successfully and
good paces there is a renovation of port in
Aktau in Kazakhstan.

- What main plans on cooperation
between Georgia and between
Azerbaijan for 2001?

- The tollowing 2001 is anniversary for
Georgia and for Azerbaijan, as we shall
mark the tenth anniversary of recovery of
our state independence. By priority in our
relations | would call implementation of the
projects of a world level an oil pipeline, gas
pipeline, power and transport projects. The
implementation of these projects speaks
about a high level of our relations, both in
economics, and in policy. The 2001 should
pass in an atmosphere of further federating.
| am sure, that Georgia and Azerbaijan will
develop an integration process, which one is
watched for last years.

INTERVIEW OF EXTRAORDINARY
AND PLENIPOTENTIARY AMBASSADOR
OF AZERBAIJAN IN GEORGIA

GADJIEV GADJAN

- Are you satisfied with development of
international relations between Azerbaijan and
Georgia? What are the main events in the field
of international relations of Azerbaijan and
Georgia, which have cccurred for the past year
you consider as most relevant?

- Now refations between Azerbaijan and
Georgia follow on a mounting line. Till now
between countries there were signed more than
70 contracts and agreements. All these docu-
ments promote dilating, recess and develop-
ment of intergovernmental relations. Azerbaijan
and Georgia, representing itself as guarantors
of peace in the region, have done in this area
large business. The President of Azerbaijan
Heidar Aliev and President of Georgia Eduard
Shewardnadze, who attended different sum-
mits, which were conducted by International
Organizations, stood in the same position and
connect efforts for the solution of problems
available on Caucasus, and also execution of
idea "Peaceful Caucasus ", which belengs to
these Presidents. All orbs of relations between
Azerbaijan and Georgia, which are the strategic
pariners, worth the praises. | do not know what
year it is meant in words "in the course of the
year", which are mentioned in the second part
of your question. If you mean 1999, |, without
doubts, having added to this also term fill
September 2000, want to mark two large events
in relations between countries during the indi-
cated term. The first of these events, discover-

covering of the terraneous terminal Supsa on
April 17, 1999 and participation there of
President of Azerbaijan Heidar Aliev together
with the President of Georgia Eduard
Shewardnadze and President of Ukraine
Leonid Kuchma. Having marked historical value
of this event, and also impertance of this event
from the political and economical points of view,
| would evaluate relevance of the given event in
relations between two countries by words of our
President outstanding in this measure: "There
are many examples of relative expedient coop-
eration of Azerbaijan with Georgia. But
doubtlessly the oil line to a Baku-Supsa is peak
of this cooperation ", And the second event is
the visit of the President of Republic of
Azerbaijan Heidar Aliev fo city of Tbilisi of April
22-23, 2000. During this visit, confirming a high
level of two-sided relations resting on strategic
cooperation between two countries, the rele-
vance of affiliation of efforts was marked with
the purpose of a safeguarding of peace, stabili-
1y in the region and basis of a new security sys-
tem. All main fundamental issues concerning
the transit tarifis related with construction and
working of the main export oil pipeline, which
will transport the il from Caspian region.

The exclusive relevance of wide area activity of
the Eurasian transport route and recovery of a
Large Silk Path was pointed out.

- What main problems cost on paths of
development of economical relationships
between our countries?

- | do not see any barriers on the way of
development of economical relations between
our countries. Of course, the economical rela-
tions between Azerbaijan and Georgia do not
limit only by oil, by production from oil and
fransportation of oil both and these relations
include also other areas. | consider that now
economical capabilities of two countries are not
completely used. It is necessary to mark that
the economical relations have still large out-
looks.

Between Parliament of Georgia and
National Assembly of Republic of Azerbaijan
signed agreement " About a Harmonization of
the Laws between Two Countries ", This agree-
ment states that the bodies of legislation of
each of two countries will receive inside country
the conforming laws and thus remove barriers,
which preclude with development of economi-
cal relations of two countries. For example, law
on taxes, law on the custom-houses, and also
the conforming one another laws in other areas
much more have facilitated development of
economical relations between two countries.

- What your way prospects for the develop-
ment of relationships of countries included in
CIS? As far as itis effective, in your judgement,
the cooperation of countries included in the unit
GUUAM develops?

- As is known, the organization GUUAM
for the first time was buil, consisting of
Georgia, Ukraine, Azerbaijan and Moldova,



subsequently Uzbekistan has joined to this
organization. In my judgement, between coun-
tries, which are included in GUUAM, there is a
mutually advantageous cooperation. The evi-
dence to this is views of the Presidents of the
countries - members GUUAM on Summit of
millenium in New York of September 5-6, 2000
and Declaration, adopted by them. An adminis-
tration of countries-members of GUUAM solid-
ly have made a decision about an all-around
development of relations, about regular organ-
ization of summits for the presidents of coun-
tries once in one year, for ministers of foreign
affairs of countries once in one half-year, both
once within one quarter and if necessary of
realization of more often occurrings of
Committee of the National Coordinators of
GUUAM. In the same time the perspective con-
ditions for dilating a structure GUUAM were
built. For example, Kazakhstan, Romania,
Poland and other countries are interested in
membership in this organization.

It is necessary specially to mark that
GUUAM was not built alternatively of any other
organization.

As to CIS, in my judgement, this affiliation
should defend itself from definite elements. In
spite of the fact that it developed activity during
the long term, this organization could not sclve
the prablems, which it faces. The weakest fea-
ture of this organization is that country which is
included in CIS, conquers the territory of other
state, there are differences between countries,
the third country renders the military help of
one of two countries that are in a state of the
war, and as a result of separatist inclinations,
the territorial integrity of countries is upset, efc.
In view of absence of reliable solution and elim-
ination of the indicated problems, all this puts
under a problem the reliability of CIS and
makes it organization completely without any
perspectives.

- At what stage there is an implementation
of the project of the pipeline to a Baku-Toilisi-
Ceyhan? What main problems which stand on
paths of implementation of this project?

- The project of the oil pipeline to a Baku-
Toilisi-Ceyhan already exists in the form of the
project, it means, that as the project all prob-
lems in relation with it are already resolved.
Now there is a problem of the implementation
of the indicated project as the actual project. As
you know, the project of an oil pipeline to a
Baku-Thilisi-Ceyhan is commercial structures
and now for its realization investments of dif-

ferent corporations are expected. Now in this
connection the activities are conducted, the dif-
ferent proposals are infroduced and in my
judgement, this problem will be resolved in the
near future,

- What, in your judgement an outlook of
further development of the project "A Great Silk
Path "? How close in this project are Georgia
and Azerbaijan involved today?

- It is possible fo say, that the Large Silk
Path has been already restored. And Georgia
and Azerbaijan are the main transit countries
connecting the Black sea to the Caspian Sea.
In connection with recovery of this path on
September 7-8, 1998 in Baku the conference
including of representatives of 30 countries and
13 International Organizations was conducted
and the concern and interest of all countries in
the beginning of development of activity of this
path was demonstrated. The Large Silk Path is
the shortest, and consequently is the most
expedient way passing through the territories
of Georgia and Azerbaijan, connecting Europe
and Asia. A historical Large Silk Path consists
of highway, railway, air and sea routes. | con-
sider, that in the future many more countries
will use this way and this path will turn, as well
as in an ancient times, to one of the main roads
of the world.

- What, in your judgement an outlook of
further development of the economical reletion-
ships between the economical subjects of
Azerbaijan and Georgia?

- The prospects for cooperation between
the economical subjects also are broad. As a
result of known processes there are a lot of
economical subjects of Azerbaijan and Georgia
that have completely stopped development of
activity or largely have reduced development of
activity. And it has resulted in easing of eco-
nomical relations between the economical sub-
jects of two counfries.

- In general, development and the expan-

Georgia and Azerbaijan is one of the main
guestions. The provisional intergovernmental
relations, which exist between Azerbaijan and
Georgia now, highly estimate by world commu-
nity and experts. Despite of all problems and
available difficulties, Azerbaijan and Georgia,
which are young independent states, have
managed to establish an infrequent example of
two-sided relations.

And in the first year of the third millenium
the schedules of relations of Azerbaijan and
Georgia are multilateral.

Philosophies of our countries is the elimi-
nation of available differences by negotiations,
recovery of territorial integrity of our countries,
implementation in a direction of a safeguarding
of peace, stability and safety in the whole
region, affifiation of all efforts in connection with
the beginning of the pipelines for export of oil
and gas procured from the Azerbaijan part of
the Caspian sea and profrusion from cne
stand.

One of the main questions is also develop-
ment of cultural relations between Azerbaijan
and Georgia. Despite economical difficulties,
our cultural relations develop with each day.
The representatives of culture of Azerbaijan
often visit Georgia, the representatives of cul-
ture of Georgia often visit Azerbaijan, the exhi-
bitions open, the two-sided days of culture are
carried out, and thus new pages in a history of
cultural relations between two peoples are
added. Today we can with pride mark, that last
years with the help and with direct presence of
the President of Georgia Eduard
Shewardnadze with large splendor were
marked in Tbilisi 500-year anniversary of
Muhammed Fizuli, 100-year anniversary of
Bulbul, 80- year anniversary of foundation of
Republic of Azerbaijan, 1300- year anniversary
of great Destan of Turkish peoples "The
Grandfather Gorgud®, 80- year anniversary of
Kara Karaev, 75- year anniversary of the foun-
dation of Nakhichevan Autonomous Republic
in a structure of Azerbaijan. The realization of
similar measures will be proceeded in the
future.

The history of the Georgian periodical press numbers
mare than 180 years. A brief digression: the first Georgian
weekly newspaper - an official publication of the local
authorities - "Kartuli- Gazeti" - was established in Tbilisi on
March 8, 1819. In February 1846'a news agency was estab-
lished under a chancellery of the Tsarist governor of Russia
ta Caucasus Mr. Vorontsov-Dashkov. The news agency was
forerunner to present Information Agency "Sakinform®. The
agency provided official newspaper of the government
*Zakavkazkiy Vestnik" (Trans-Caucasian Bulletin) with nec-
essary information for mass readership. Sakinform was set
up on-March 3, 1821 and considered to be as one of the old-
est news agencies in the South of-Caucasus.

Modern mass-media of independent Georgia is maif-old
enough; it covers a number of new TV, -radio-and information
structures. Quantity of journalist associations has recently
increased considerably, New independent agencies, radio
companies, newspaper-and journals have been established.
Such the diversity of the mass-media is indicative of freedom
of speech in the country.

Above 150 newspapers and journals are published in
Georgia-at present, independent radio and TV companies are
working in the country. The main-newspapers are the follow-
ing: "Sakartvelos Respublika® ‘(in Georgian), "Svobodnaya
Gruziya® ("Free Georgia”, in Russian), newspapers:named
"Vrastan® (in Armenian) and’ “Gyurdjustan™ (in Azeri) are
published in Georgia for the Azeri and Armenian population
living in the country. The radio fransmissions are broadcasi-
ed in Georgian, Russian, Armenian and Azeri.

It is 73 years and 44 years as the Georgian radio and
Georgian TV exist, respectively. Besides the state channel
the Georgian TV also broadcast on independent channels.
The radio-and television broadcasis are inevitable essentials
of the.cultural live of the people.

Georgia's mass-media broadly. highlight all political,
social, economic, cultural events in the state. It plays an
important role in formation of the ideological awareness of
the population. At the moment corresponding committees of
the Geargian Parliament work on draft bill on Press that is
intended to regulate rights and obligations of journalists,
define role of the press in the couniry's life:

Vakhtang Kiknadze was born on March 10,
1975. In 1971 he graduated from the Georgian
Polytechnic Training College as Mechanical
Engineer and then graduated from the Georgian
State University as economist. He started his car-
rier working as an electrician at Railroads, In 1964
he started working as technician at the Thbilisi:
Machine Repair Plant, and gradually moved to
deputy senior engineer and Secretary of the Party
Committee.

was bullt at the very beginning, the more so as
alot of oil products {about 2m tones) are trans-
ported from Azerbaijan, Turkmenistan,
Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan through railway,
which could easily be shipped by the pipeline.
It will cost much more cheaper for the states.

We believe that at present stage it is not
necessary to increase the carrying capacity of
the oil-products pipeline due fo the fact that
quantity of export oil products exported from
the East within next 10 years would not
exceed 5m tones. It will enable us to manage
the rehabilitation of the pipeline and its infra-
structure within USD8m to USD10m, which
can be paid back within three years since com-
missioning.

The following rule should be noted: the
construction of the oil-products pipeline has
been started during leadership of H.Aliyev and
E.Shevardnadze in the Soviet period. It was
subject to destruction when they have with-
drawn from the leadership in the republics and
the pipeline was put under reconstruction after
their coming to the power.

Our target is that the Baku-Hashuri-
Batumi oil-products pipeline existing from now
on becomes one of the main parts of the Silk
Way's system crossing Azerbaijan and
‘Georgia.
