"Azerbaijan oilmen are our fteachers in the Caspian", chief of one of the largest oil compa-
nies in Kazakhstan says. Azerbaijan and its pariners with the help of Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan oil pipeline "named after Heydar
Aliyev" got a direct access to deep water port with exit to world markets. Precedent of Azerbaijan served as calalyst of
global world economy processes. There is no dominant or dominants, “the interests of country and interests of state are
major for us", - said Nationwide Leader Heydar Aliyev.

There
are problems connected with development of
priority fields of national economy by own

And as a result of the potential lack the
dilemma became clear or we should thread
one's way through the tough economy cri-
sis, or create the profitable conditions for
attraction of foreign investments with the
aim of economy situation’s stabilization in
the country.

The first meant, "o enter to the same
water twice". And the second was aftractive
and at the same time deceptive, that for
liguidation of political problems and begin-
ning the process of multi-billion of invest-
ments attraction is required the close com-
bination of two rarely meet factors.
Particularly, - strong political will that should
define the priorities of domestic and foreign
policy, including clear economy programs
aimed to providing of the profitable regime
for attraction of investments.

Exaclly stated above was deficit during
the first stages in Azerbaijan, taking into
consideration its geopolitical location after
USSR breakup became as a centre of

struggle for the sphere of influence in the
Caspian region.

The largest oil and gas reserves of
Azerbaijan make the ‘"pour oil on the
flames” (only proved oil reserves make
more than 1 bn fons). Knew about the
Caspian oil boom in the beginning of XX
century foreign investors began their flew 1o
Baku in 1990s.

By this time Azerbaijan governmeni had
already negofiated with some largest com-
panies like Statoil/BritishPetroleum, Amoco
and Unocal.

FORE-HISTORY
In winter of 1881, there were done the
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concrete steps on creation of conditions for
oil development in Absheron. According fo
decree of the Ministry of Oil and Gas
Industry of the USSR and Soviet of
Ministries of Azerbaijan SSR dated January
18, 1991 there was decided to organize the
tender on creation of joint venture with
"Kaspmorneftegaz” for survey and develop-
ment of offshore "Azeri® field.

The results of realized tender were
acceptable: one of the leader from oil busi-
ness — American Amoco became the win-
ner of tender in June 1991 for implemen-
tation of surveys at stated field.

In further for participation in the project
there were attracted alliance BP/Statoil,
Unocal, Mc.Dermott and Ramco. Amoco has
kept its leading position and saved 45% of
total interest of all western companies.
Generally, there is assumed the further
shares’ allocation - 85% will be in Azerbai-
jan, 15% will belong to new established
company. However, the changes in power
structures of Azerbafjan mixed everything.
Spring of 1992 in result of struggle National
Front headed power. And decided to take
for realization of economy reform, and the
oil matter will be first.

JUNE 1992 - APRIL 1993

State Company "Azneft" continued nego-
tiation with the westemn companies regard-
ing surveys and development the bowels of
Azerpaijan sector of the Caspian Sea.
Negotiations were prosperity and in 1992
the first info about joint oil produced in
Azerbaijan appeared in American press. It
is true that the speech was not about off-
shore developments, but about onshore
fields which had already been discovered

\,,W &
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and launched. In September 7, 1992 one
more contract was concluded with the
aliance of two European companies
BP/Statoil. Alliance received exclusive rights
for realizing of survey at "Dostlug” field and
"Shah Daniz” area's development. The
shares in new established joint venture are
distributed by 50/50. Moreover, BP/Statoil
had agreed to pay $30 min. for exclusive
rights to development of stated fields.

In March 1993, there happened signing
of the second preliminary agreement betwe-
en alliance BP/Statoil and SOCAR about
joint operation at "Chirag” field and later at
"Shah Daniz". By this time BP had already
had 19% of interest in "Azer" project.

Soon, at the beginning of October 1992
there was signed the third agreement with
Pennzoil. According to agreement, company
received the rights for participation in devel-
opment of "Gunashli® field where Azerbaija-
nian oilmen had already conducted oil pro-
duction since 1980. So, there were offered
to attention of foreign investors four offshore
fields "Azeri”, "Shah Daniz", "Chirag" and
"Gunashii",

Project proposed by American Unocal on
unitization of surveys' operations at all three
fields was positively accepted by SOCAR.
Proposal got its development in October
1992 and there was signed five memoran-
dums in November with all participants of
confracts regarding mutual understanding
about unique base of provision, unigue sys-
tem of subsea pipelines and terminals.

Azerbaijan informed Pennzoil, Amoco and
BP some months later about its wishes to
unite all of three projects into one — with
unique management. Companies frostily
reacted to news. However, nobody

expressed its principal disagreement with
perspective of operation in the siaff of
unique consortium.

During further negofiations the Turkish Oil
Company TPAO joined into staff of getting
ready transaction that BP gave the part of
its share. Within stated period, Azerbaijan
refused 1o companies like Total, Lukoil and
Iran. It was one of major mistakes of the
National Front of Azerbaijan, which resulted
with changes of political situation in the
Republic.

In the middle of May, the companies
signed last - sixth memorandum about uni-
que program of operation at all three fields
and the matter about unitization got its final
stage. By that time the staff had the fol-
lowing  participants  like  BP/Statoil,
Pennzoil/Ramco, Amoco, Unecal, TPAO and
Mc.Dermott.

In June 5, the Board of Directors of
SOCAR approved the declaration about uni-
tization of all works conducted at "Azeri-
Chirag-Gunashli® fields. Only TPAQ from all
foreign companies did not declare about its
public agreement with SOCAR's plans but
finally they got unigue declaration. According
to new terms 70% of share belonged to
SOCAR and the rest 30% distributed among
participants of Consorfium.

Several political mistakes resulted that
two Azerbaijan’'s neighbour super powers
Russia and Iran did not agree with the
regime of National Front of Azerbaijan.

In April 1893, Armenia began the occu-
pation of regions belonging to Azerbaijan
adjoining to  Nagorniy Karabakh and
Armenia. Azerbaijan found itself in the worst
economy and political crisis.

LIGHT AT THE END OF TUNNEL

At such kind of situations, the helm of
power took experienced politician, Nation-
wide Leader of Azerbaijan Heydar Aliyev
and later he was elected as a President of
the Republic of Azerbaijan. Combination of
experience and knowledge, energy and cau-
tion with rely to unlimited trust of nation
permitted him to made a place the accenis
and priorities both in domestic and foreign
policy of state. And done things served as
a security of further success. President
Aliyev could define who and what is not
enough in the project of oil contract.
Besides it became clear to him that nego-
tiations with future pariners on business are
not fulfilled by needed people, so, H.Aliyev
had to postpone the signing of the contract.

Regarding investors then they waited the
final of political instability in the Republic
and were not going to leave the region.
They made a resolved to stimulate the
power in oil project and eight oil compa-
nies in June 22 decided to offer $70 min.
bonus for Azerbaijan against that was

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planned for payment after contract's signing.
However, despite all of these con-

trivances, chief of state rested as uncom-
promising and the matter's solving about
concluding of transaction was postponed.
Soon Aliyev gave explanations regarding
defay of signing of almost ready contract.
*| understand that oil companies attracted in
Azerbaijan have their own economy interest.
It is normal. But at the same time, we
should put the interest of our country above
the interest of companies’, - the president
declared in interview to Chicago Tribune.

He has also explained that he was sur-
prised to such kind of strong anxiety of for-
eign companies regarding government's
wishes to more closely introduce with the
contract’s terms.

In stated interview, there was declared
that contract were made by not competent
persons and since the time there would be
paid more aftention to the confract.

Besides Aliyev made statement in so
many words during meeting with represen-
tatives of oil companies that held in August
1993 in Baku. Its main point was"... if oil
companies from the largest countries are
interested in oil pool of Azerbaijan... then
state departments should pay attention and
interest to present public-poliical situation in
the republic”.

Further, Aliyev made a steps for achiev-
ing of agreement about cease the fire,
including many intensive diplomatic negotia-
tions with all countries participated in set-
tlement of Armenian - Azerbaijan conflict,
pacifying domestic opposition, improvement
of relations with Iran, but the main was that
he made - partly satisfied the wishes of
the north neighbour and achieved the deci-
sion from Parliament about joining in CIS

stopping the consideration of oil contract.

Following the postponed date of contract’s
signing, there was founded special commis-
sion from foreign expers that should fulfill
its detail checking. There was also con-
ducted full cleaning of management staff in
SOCAR and its chie! had been appointed
incumbent Natig Aliyev.

Some months later the negotiations with
foreign companies were continued.

However, the terms had already been
changed and at present, Azerbaijan offered
two instead of three fields (without
Gunashli).

Share in the contract distributed as fol-
lows: 80% belong to Azerbaijan and 20%
to representatives of foreign companies that
divide it among each other by following:
Amoco - 24.3%, BP/Statoil - 36.7%,
PennzoilRamco - 17%, Unocal - 16%,
Mc.Dermott - 35% and TPAO - 25%.
Bonus for development of fields was risen
up to $500 min. and the half of which
should be paid immediately after contract's
ratification by the parliament of country.

Such kind of amendments would not sur-
prise for western companies though did not
call special delight. It will be logically to
offer that Consortium's staff will be
enlarged.

Share participation in ACG project are as
follows: BF (operator - 34,1%), Unocal

{102%), SOCAR (10%), INPEX (10%),
Statoil (8,6%), ExxonMobil (8%), TPAO
(6.8%), Devon (56%), ITOCHU (3,9%),

However, firstly, there should be fulfilled
several visits and realize many political con-
sultations.

the world. (). For two years two oil
pipelines had been commissioned for early
ol export from the contract area ACG -
Baku-Novorossiysk (5 min. fons a year with
initial power). In 1998, there began negoti-
ations with foreign companies regarding
main export pipeline - MEP, which previ-
ously called the present transport corridor
Baku-Toilisi-Ceyhan named after Heydar
Aliyev. Then the decision about Baku-
Erzurum gas pipeline construction was
accepted.

It is enough 1o say that according 1o esti-
mations of experts the dynamic of aftracted
by Azerbaijan of foreign investments look as
following: 1893 - 15 min. USD, 1996 - 546
min. USD, 1997 - 1,3 bn USD and 1998
- 1,6 bn USD. At the same time, accord-
ing to Ministry of Economy of Azerbaijan
the volume of investments in 1999 reached
2 bn. USD and by 2010 will be more than
$15 bn. It is necessary to note that accord-
ing to forecast, the main part of investments
in 2010 was the investments in non-oil sec-
for.

Presently Azerbaijan successfully develops
own processing and it is important that
country imports the final production, seem-
ingly daily there are opened in all regions
of Azerbaijan new industrial processing, tan-
ning mill, tinned food factory, baftery farm
and others.

Ambassador of Georgia in the Republic
of Azerbaijan, Mr. Zurab Gumberidze.

- Mr. Ambassador, how do you esti-
mate today’s level of relations between
Azerbaijan and Georgia?

- Today, there was achieved serious
progress in relations between Azerbaijan and

-

b Gumberidze.

then our countries have achieved very high
level of entrust, cooperation, relations, begin-
ning from states' leaders, among all struc-
tures operating in this field.

As you aware, we realize interesting proj-
ects in humanitarian and culture fields, in
particular regarding bumning Azerbaijan the-
atre in Georgia and Georgian theatre in
Azerbaijan. Of course, there are exists some

project of two energy systems, i.e. the pos-
sibilities to work in parallel regime, technical
assistance rendering opportunities, fransit
projects’ implementation and so on.

It is necessary to make balance the ener-
gy potential of both Azerbaijan and Georgia.
This is the best variant when there is pos-
sibility to balance the operation of hydro
power stations and heating power stations
as it was in Union state. As it is aware,
Inguri HPS was aimed for providing with
power energy during peak times and
Azerbaijan HPS were aimed as basic power
stations. Today when Georgia uses Inguri
HPS as basic power station in November
we found ourselves ahead the fact - there
is no water. Therefore it is necessary fo bal-
ance the peak and basic power energy pro-
viding between two states. And this is more
acceptable variant to operation. In this case
we will be able to get transit potential.
South countries like Iran or Turkey is pos-
sible too.

Taking into account that Georgia will
get a gas from Baku-Tbilisi-Erzurum gas
pipeline, do you plan to begin the full
import of Azerbaijan gas in future?

- | think that there is never stood such
kind of task. Certainly, we expects the com-

Georgia. It regards economy, polifical, cul-
tural and humanitarian spheres.

As you aware, regarding economy sphere,
there are realized our long-ferm projects: the

construction of Baku-Thilisi-Ceyhan (BTC)
and Baku-Thilisi-Erzurum (BTE)} pipelines,
and Baku-Supsa oil pipeline operates suc-
cessfully.

| think the most important for last two
years became active work of Azerbaijan-
Georgian intergovernmental commissions on
economy relations headed by Prime Minister,
Mr. Zurab Nogaideli from Georgia and the
first vice-premier, Mr. Abbas Abbasov from
Azerbaijan. Two successful conferences are
over where opened and considered in detail
all aspects of our cooperation in the sphere
of economy. These are energy problems,
probable cooperation and integration projects,
the problems are connected with citizens'
moving through the border and other
appearing problems, including humanitarian
matters too. At the same time, there is ful-
filled the process of stated decisions and
planned matiers’ execution, So, we can say
that both parties’ active control the execu-
tion of above stated issues will be possible.
Principally, the matters that can be interest-
ed to both sides a lot. Concerning political

problems in both sides. So, we try to solve
them fast for providing with opporunity to
make active our relations. | think that we
should fulfill many interesting things.

You reminded about problems, and,
which problems are main and how are
they being solved practically?

- | do not see such kind of big prob-
lems. This is frue that the matters are being
solved on the base of bilateral relations. The
most important problems at present is
reconstruction of existed gas pipelines (from
Azerbaijan Caucasus to Georgian Saguran)
for providing with gas Georgia. This is the
main task for guaranteed and stable provi-
sion of Georgia with energy carriers. Georgia
pay aftention 1o it and presently, implements
active consultations regarding probable
agreement of gas pipeline working in emer-
gence operation or in regime of minimal gas
supplies providing for provision's stabllity. We
know that Azerbaijan feels deficit in natural
gas, imports big volume gas but stated mat-
ter is being discussed.

At the same time, there is discussed the
working possibility of two energy systems in
parallel regime. By the other words we
speak about strategy planning, cooperation

pletion of "Shah Daniz" project that will per-
mit to receive gas on behalf of Georgia on
the base of two existed contracts. As you
aware, the first contract is the volume of
gas that Georgia receives free of charge as
a transit payment (depend onm volume of
passed gas - 5%). The second contract is
additional volume maximum 1,5 bn of gas
a year during 15 years. In stipulated price
are 1taking into consideration inflation
processes and other changeable parameters
too. Presently, there is observed in Georgia
serious dynamic of economy growth and the
perspectives of new units that will use nat-
ural gas and so, it does not exclude sig-
nificant growth of demands in natural gas.
In this connection, we have appealed to
Azerbaijan side and asked them to consid-
er opportunities of new contract’s concluding
for additional gas volumes' supplying to
Georgia. The proposal is considered both by
shareholders of "Shah Daniz" project and
Azerbaijan side. At present, there exists an
agreement between us that under possibility
the matter will be considered.

As | have already mentioned, there is
also exist the possibility of gas supplying
from Azerbaijan via old gas pipeline. It has
almost been fully reconstructed in Azerbai-
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jan. Now, the matter in technical connecting
of gas pipeline with Georgian network and
getting minimal gas volumes for its operat-
ing. Therefore, first of all we would like fo
make it good from technical point of view.
This is a task as altemative in case of acci-
dent in the North gas pipeline, therefore we
have already appealed fo Azerbaijan side
regarding possibility of gas supplies in little
volumes, approximately 200-300 min. cu. m.
a year. Previously, this gas pipeline was
used not only for fransit of the Russian gas
through Azerbaijan to Georgia but also as
transit gas pipeline via Georgia 1o
Azerbaijan. Thus from technical point of view
stated pipeline can be acceptable both fo
Azerbaijan and Georgia sides. It is able to
accept up to 3 min. cu. m. of gas daily.

How Georgia does plan to pay for nat-
ural gas in future?

- We guess that stable guarantee of sol-
vency in banks with high rating, i.e. provid-
ing with solvency guarantee. It is necessary
to note that we provides the fransparency
of stated gas using on those projects which
we are going to realize and the process will
make sure the suppliers not only in solvency
but also in real realization of these projects.

Presently, oil via Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan
oil pipeline passed Azerbaijan-Georgian
border...

- You are right, during the first half of
October of 2005 we plan to celebrate the
filing of the Georgian part of BTC. The cer-
emony wil be held for commissioning of
pipeline in Georgia.

During laying the route there were solved
global matters, they were historical. At the
same time, there is fulfiled the political
operation - at the level of states’ leaders
that supported the project and contributed to
fast moving through bureaucratic labyrinths.

Soon, Kazakhstan should connect fto
BTC...

- My opinion regarding it is very optimistic
and think that Kazakhstan will connect fo
BTC. | mean that both the implementation
of stated connection and oil fransit from
Kazakhstan to Azerbaijan, and oil volumes
which will be supplied via BTC. | am also
sure that Kazakhstan's oil will move by
existed railways, which actively operate dur-
ing last 10 years.

Now, we observe the serious increasing
of crude oil transit volumes that is trans-
ported by Baku-Batumi railway.

As you aware, approximately during the
first half of (March-April) 2006, there opened
the largest oil terminal in Kulevi (north part
of the Black Sea coastal) and it will allow
to our comidor to get new opporiunities on
pushing up the transit volumes’ potential and

increasing the volumes of crude oil, which
will be transporied via our corridor. In the
given case the speech about terminal's
capacity from 10 to 20 min. tons of oil a
year. Terminal is built as accumulative and
its volumes should be large. So, we would
like new volumes that can be appeared had
an opportunity to move through our corridor
and there were not any delays. Regarding
the railway network to terminal then it has
already existed. Now, transit oil is supplied
by railway via Azerbaijan 1o Georgia and the
oil mainly Kazakhstan's.

So, is there stimulated the competition
of railway routes aimed for oil export?

- Kulevi route is not competitive to any
existed route regarding oil volumes and it's
volumes increase. There is a fime when it
became impossible to believe that oil trans-
shipment via Georgia will permit to increase
the volume of supplied oil. After detail ana-
lyze became clear that these routes com-
plete each other, expanse the transit possi-
bilities and can be competitive only at serv-
ice level, qualitative service, prices, etc. So,
there will be created commercial relations
and user will define himself which terminal
he can use.

What about problems in Bosphorus?

- The speech about that new terminals’
opporiunities were aimed to new routes as
it called "north”. Everything will depend on
economy of these projects. l.e. if economy
is aimed to north routes then they will oper-
ate in the North routes such as European
- via Ukraine, other neighbour nations via
Black Sea.

Did new opportunities aim to filling of
Odessa-Brody?

- There is no such direct relation at level
of agreements and contracts. But theoreti-
cally it does not exclude the using of such

possibility. At present, we will look for addi-
tional oil on measure of BTC filing that will

reduce our ftransit potential by railway.
Azerbaijan and Georgia are interested in it

When we talk about extra oil, we mean
exira volumes that will be sent to Ceyhan.
The matter is that according to BTC project
the negotiation are conducted regarding fixed
volumes' of Kazakhstan's oil pumping. And
other oils that are not able to enter BTC
from Kazakhstan because of their quality or
small producers are not interested to inves-
tors we invite them and strive to create
acceptable conditions for them for the sake
of their using the existed during centuries
built corridors. And permit them to fulfill tran-
sit.

Is it possible to suppose that the pow-
ers will be expanded in Baku too?

- | do not think that existed powers in
Baku had already been exhausted. Did any-
body say that existed powers had already
been exhausted? If there is necessary then
the construction of additional terminal will not
be a problem. There will be appeared health
compelitive under possibility of coridor's
transit potential increasing. If there are many
terminals and transit productions then it does
not exclude that it will reflect to capacity of
the coridor with benefit,

Is there being considered the matter of
Novorossiysk-Supsa-Ceyhan oil pipeline
construction for making easy the move-
ment via Turkish straits?

- The matter was being considered. | can-
not say that the project found its solving but
in any case Russian connection to our tran-
sit opporiunities is positively considered by
me. It will be the reason for improvement
the relations between two countries in the
sphere of policy.

DEEPWATER PLATFORM PLANT NAMED AFTER HEYDAR ALIYEV

Hydrocarbon production in Azerbaijan
has begun 150 tears ago. Technologies
aimed to oil and gas production have
been improved from year to year and
there appeared high technologies and
equipment instead of wells and pails.
Since realization of oil contracts con-
cluded during again gaining independ-
ence by Azerbaijan, there required the
presence of developed infrastructure on
construction of sea units. Basis of stat-
ed infrastructure, particularly the con-
struction of the largest and unique in
the field of Deepwater Platform Plant
(D.P.P) was eslablished in 1979 by
Nationwide Leader of Azerbaijan Heydar
Aliyev. D.P.P. should provide by con-
struction of deep-water platforms not
only on Caspian shelf but also on other
aquatories’ shelf of the former USSR.
We kindly asked Director of D.P.P, Mr.
Tahir Mammadov lo fell us about com-
pany's future development.

History

The first support block of deep-water plai-
form was launched from plant stock and
sent to its point in August 1985. More than
1500 highskilled workers and specialists
were trained for work at plant. In its equip-
ping by technological and load lifting equip-
ment the French firm "ETPM" and West
Germany firm "DEMAG" took part.

In 1987 on the basis of "D.P.P"
"Shelfproyectstroy™ unity was formed for pro-
duction of support parts of deepwater off-
shore platiorms, serving for oil and gas
exploration and production from Caspian
shelf part. Besides D.P.P. several construc-
tion and fitting, transportation, energetic
depariments, economic and frade enterpris-
es are members of Production Organization
"Shellproyectstroy® (P.0. "ShPS?).

According to Decree of the former
President of the Republic of Azerbaijan, Mr.
Heydar Aliyev dated January 24, 2003 the
plant was retumed previous name -
Deepwater Platform Plant. And according to
Decree of incumbent President, Mr. llham
Aliyev. dated March 10, 2004 D.P.P.
became the one of four units in Azerbaijan
which was aimed to perpefuate the name
of Nationwide Leader of Azerbaijan and so,
the plant became name after Heydar Aliyev.

Specific
The ferritory of P.O. is divided into four

zone. On the first zone, situated near the
main highway (Salyan highway), there are
engineer and administrative buildings, cen-
tral plant lab-oratory, dining hall and edu-
cation centre,

Second zone is the zone of main pro-
duction corps, pipe assemblies, colouring
corps, auxiliary shops corps, desk-assem-
bling corps.

Third zone is situated along the beach.
It is assembling and mounting fields,
equipped with stocks.

Fourth zone is the zone of stock hous-
es and energy supply objects (boiler room,
cOm-pressor-room, Ooxygen-room, and car-
bonic acid receiving installation.

The technological process, developed by
French fim "ETPM", has been put into the
basis of pro-duction of support parts of off-
shore deepwa-ter fixed platforms.
Production, erection of metalwork's are car-
ried out under the controlled technological
process in accordance with technological
instructions and work production project, on
the basis of technical manuals of "ETPM".

Shops has been complected by gas weld-
ing equipment of "SAF" and "ESAB" firms,
pow-erfull roller sheet cleaning machines of
Swiss firm "Hawsper, french gas cutting of
pipes of "Eyler" type with stored-programme
control. Sharp zoning of territory permitted
com-fortable situation of the main highways
and passages faking into account siting of
engi-neering services and Organization of
public amenities. Area sguare is 200 ga,
site area 1066 ga, area of open techno-
logic erection sites is 855 ga. Offshore
area near 80 ga.

D.P.P. production consists from main
building, preparing workshop, workshop on
pipes’ manufacturing, workshop on preparing
of elements of pipes' knots, painting work-
shop, repairing-mechanical workshop, work-
shop on manufacturing of strobes, workshop
on preparation of decks and welding work-
shop. Engineering and erection departments
have 4 stocks for fixed platform compo-
nents. Specificity of P.O. "ShPS" consists in
that fact, that it is not intended for pro-
duction of the definite kind of products.
Each of newly constructed on the plant off-
shore deepwater fixed platforms has its own
structural features and distinctions, which
are determined by the purpose of the instal-
lation, its quantity, depth and geological
conditions of well sinking. Productions of
P.O. are universal and are possible fo pro-

duce only constructions of sup-porting
blocks and their decks for water depth to
200m. Enterprises of the P.O. have at their
disposal the main technological equipment -
preparation of plates for productions, gas
cut-ter stands and trucks, sheet-bending
rollers, stands of automatic electric welding
of pipes, electric welding machines, etc.
Besides, the production of high quality weld-
ing electrodes is provided.

When the project was being projected,
there was considered the matter for instal-
lation of support blocks aimed for large
deep. So, plant was received reserve terri-
tory, but later the matter on known reasons
did not find its solving. However, this mat-
ter was included at TES of plant free of
financing. At that time, nobody could imag-
ine to himself that block would be repre-
sented the block at the depth of water in
300 meters.

Successes

From the beginning of activity on stocks
P.O. (4 stocks with the length 420 m), des-
tined for mounting and running of support-
ing blocks of offshore fixed platforms, man-
ufactured and runned fens supporting
blocks, some of them are erected at "Azeri-
Chirag-Gunashli® (ACG) fields.

Particularly, there are began at D.P.P. 1o
preparation of four upper constructions of
platform and six of support blocks for them
aimed to ACG fields. Main AIOC subcon-
tractor is an American McDermott Caspian
Contractors Inc. preparing the upper con-
structions of platform at D.P.P. The build-
ing of support blocks at the plant is fulfilled
founded between D.P.P. and "Star Gulf
Fzso' - "Bossheli”.

There have already been prepared at
D.P.P. three support blocks for "Azeri" field
(2 for Central Azeri and 1 for West).
Presently, the construction of support block
for East Azeri (block is ready to 70%) is
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being completed and there was Dbeing
begun the assembling of two support blocks
for "Gunashii® field.

Besides, there were completed the oper-
ation on upper construction of platform at
Central and Western Azeri (latter will be
sent during the third decade of September).
The upper constructions for Eastem Azeri
are in the process of preparation and the
building of upper constructions of support
blocks for "Gunashii® were begun.

Beginning from Phase-2 project of large-
scale ACG fields' development the plant
began tfo prepare the poling. At the same
time, there are fulfiled SOCAR's orders. For
SWFP No.1887 of oilfields Neft Dashlary
manufactured supporting blocks for mounting
of platform for deep sea 60 m. for drilling
36 wells. At present, there is implemented
SOCAR's order for 5WFP N0.2387 of oil-
fields Neft Dashlary manufactured supporting
blocks for mounting of platform for deep
sea 24 m. for diiling 12 wells.

Reconstruction

According to other Decree of state's
chief, there is planned the plant's recon-
struction. Now, there is being conducted
TES of D.P.P. reconstruction aimed fo long-
term perspective that there will be submit-
ted to SOCAR for consideration in the near-
est time. Within the frame of TES are stud-
ied the opportunities of module's preparation
at plant and the plant was not projected for
preparation of stated module. They were
puilt and packed at Asfrakhan plants.

Module's preparation is not a difficult con-
struction but its structure is serious.
Concerning the upper platform's construc-
tion then plant had already had the expe-
rience in assembling and studding. There
had already been prepared some modules
in cut version for our platforms.
Specialists should still conduct great sur-
vey of existed hydro-technical constructions
after which there will be decided either
about reconstruction or full mooring's
change. Furthermore, plant should receive
from firms producers the competent conclu-
sion regarding main technological equipment,
is it possible to upgrade the equipment or
it will be more expensive than buying of

new. If upgrading is possible then organi-
zations should take the upgrading to them-
selves, define its cost and provide with war-
ranty for 15-20 years and last that after
upgrading stated eguipment will meet to all
international standards. Besides, there is 27
DEMAG cranes with big tonnage at plant
and which have been operated since 1982.
But company-produce should inform about
possibility of stated equipment upgrading or
it will be more expensive than buying of
new. After all specialists’ decisions and proj-
ect organizations will possible to define total
cost of DPP. upgrading maybe with
achieving its quality up fo the level of inter-
national standards. n

According to reports of worldwide
famous auditory companies like Deloitte
Touche and MRI, AtaHolding Group of
Companies which consists of 17 compa-
nies with staff totalling more than a
thousand persons is a structure having
clarity and a high image and due to its
urge for development it has its dominant
place in the Azerbaijan economy.
Famous companies in Azerbaijan like
AtaBank, Atalnsurance, Ataleasing,
Atalndustry, AtaConstruction, AtaTourism,
AtaConsulting, AtaAudit, AtaTechnology,
AtaSecurity and others are part of the
structure of this Holding. Expansion in
other fields has also been planned for
AtaHolding this year. Which includes
education and training not only in the
professional sense (Ata  Training
Academy, IT Academy) but also for
those very important students starting
from primary, elementary, high school
and University levels. One of the subdi-
visions of AtaHolding is AtaTourism
which was established at the beginning
of 2003, however, it could recommend
itself as a serious business-partner in
the market. First Vice-Chairman of the
Executive Board, "AtaHolding", Mr.
Hakan Ozalpay gave us information on
the structure of AtaTourism and its
activities.

AtaTourism subdivision is one of
important  discoveries in  AtaHolding
structure. How do you imagine to your-
self the development of AtaTourism as a
part of AtaHolding?

-In general as per the philosophy and
strategy of our Holding. When developing

new projects or implementing them our
major priority is in the development of
Azerpaijan as a whole, than comes our
company and our employees. Therefore
when we develop a project, a lot of input
is made by our strategy team towards
doing the best we can and to use the lat-
est technologies of the world to be able to
compete in the International market. We
believe that if we can assist in the devel-
opment of the nation this will also reflect
on the development, expansion and opera-
tions of our company and will allow us to
have a healthier future. We also believe in
the development of all our employees and
therefore have also established the Ata
Training Academy which trains everybody
from management to the lowest rank of our
group of companies.

Coming back to AtaTourism and ifs
development, when we first established the
company we did a lot of research both in
Baku and in the regions and than decided
into which areas to develop and invest in.
We decided o develop in three sectors of
tourism. Presently we have a travel agency
(Paragon Travel) a hotel (Excelsior Hotel
Baku) and a hotelrestaurant supply com-
pany (Hotec Intemational). All three are
very imporlant to the development of the
country as well as the development of
tourism. While establishing Paragon Travel
we decided that we should do something
diffierent and 1o develop the markel in
health tourism, education tourism, conven-
tion and congress tourism and sporis
tourism, naturally not forgetting the impor-
tance of corporate travel. What can be
more important than ones education and
their health. We also have a fourth sector
in our future plans which still needs devel-
opment and that is the quality of service
and hygiene. Therefore we have planned to
open a Hotel Management School which
will not only be a benefit for Azerbaijan but
also for the other nearby countries in the

CIS. This project we hope will be realized
in 2006.

Speaking about tourism we should
emphasize that one of the main
AtaTourism projects in Azerbaijan is the
new Excelsior Hotel Baku...

Yes, thank you for mentioning this. It is
one of our major projects which has been
completed and is now in operation. The
official opening of the Excelsior Hotel Baku
was on August 1st with the participation of
the President of the Republic of Azerbaijan,
Mr. llham Aliyev. While introducing the
Hotel the President of Azerbaijan Ilham
Aliyev emphasized the following: “Hotel
was designed with perfect taste and
love. This beautiful building decorates
Azerbaijan both from architecture and
presence of the most modern equipment
point of view. We can say that Excelsior
Hotel is one of leading hotels in
Azerbaijan".

When developing this project a lot of
effort and affection was put into this proj-
ect. There was a lot of input from our dif-
ferent sectors including  AtaHolding,
AtaConstruction & AtaTourism. First we
familiarized ourselves with the present hotel
market and the need of qualitative servic-
es, the city architecture and the culture of
the country. Together with the architects,
interior designer, electrical and mechanical
engineers a feam was established and set
forth to do something unique. We wanted
to have an elegant propery which is both
classical in architecture as well as contem-
porary, we wanted to make sure that all
areas are functional, we wanted to employ
the latest technologies that a hotel would
need in this period but not to disturb our
guests visually, we wanted guests to feel
that they were in Azerbaijan and not just
another international hotel anywhere and
last but not least we wanted to have a
hotel not only fo make our guests feel at

home but to exceed their expectations and
to make them feel special.

The decor imprint on the left side of the
50000 AZM note was used in the interior
decoration of the hotel in the lobby and
was also carried on to the uniforms of the
staff. Emphasis was put on Azeri An. The
hotel has only used oil paintings of at least
30 famous Azeri artists. It is unigue to see
that the fifth floor comidor has been dedi-
cated to the artist Sagit Mammadov. His
paintings were also used in the Imperial
Suite. Our hotel Cigar and cockiail bar is
also dedicated to Azeri art. The name of
the bar is the Latlelier meaning an ar
workshop and displays pictures of young
Azeri arfists which are up for sale in their
name. The hotel only takes a percentage
of the sales which is directly donated to
charity. We believe that art is an important
factor in the development of any country
and therefore support it.

We are pleased that we have been able
to implement our desires and have received
for this property a 5 star plus certification
through the experts of the Ministry of
Tourism, which makes us the only hotel in
Azerbaijan or even in this region with such
a certification. We are very much aware
that this ceriification of the property is sole-
ly not enough to do what we are set forth
to do and therefore have continuous train-
ing of all our staff to be able to perform
to high standards with a friendly but disci-
plinary attitude. Almost all employees were
hired 56 months prior to opening for this
purpose.

What are the specialties and services
of this new hotel?

- The Excelsior Hotel Baku is one of the
most important projects of AtaTourism and
one of the new landmarks of Baku. It com-
bines fradiions and innovations, modem
luxury and a touch of antiquity. The hotel
is furnished with a melange of classical
architecture and contemporary design ele-
ments. Being conveniently located near the
center of Baku, the Excelsior Hotel offers
easy access 1o business, shopping and
entertainment centers, while the Heydar
Aliyev International Airport is only 20 min-
utes away.

In the construction of the Excelsior Hotel
a total investment of $22,5 min. US Dollars
was made. All construction materials, oper-
ation equipment and decoration materials
were obtained from Turkey, USA, France,
Germany, laly, and Belgium. The hotel
consists of the Imperial Suite - 1 (350
sq.m.), Royal Suites - 2 {75 sq.m.), Crown
Suites - 4 (60 sq.m.), Heritage Rooms -

Traditional ~ for  agrarian  sector of
Azerbaijan, cotton has new period of growth.
Agrarian reforms’ successes made during last
decade pawned under exist material-technical
base of market relations done the growing of
cotton very profitable and high cost effective
business. It confirms expansion from year to
year areas aimed for stated culture: in 2005,
there was sewn approximately in 113,0 ha.
with cotton in twenty regions of state that for
35,2.000 ha more than in 2004. According to
forecast of specialists, this autumn will pos-
sible to collect no less than 200.000 tons of
raw cotton. Cotton field could pass the peri-
od of fall in 90s caused with sharp price
reduction to raw material in the world mar-
ket. Analyzed situation, the management of
country decided that negative tendency's
breaking is possible only by privatization of
cotton scraper plants and due fo it the stim-
ulation of farmers to cotton growing. By the
end of 90s totally 19 companies on pro-
cessing of cotfon were successiully privatized.
In result of fulflled prvatizaton, "MKT

cofton plants and three more are managed
by "Jecot”, two plants "Kurdamir-Pambig” and
"Agdam-Pambig® are under the management
of separate juridical persons.

Presently, instead of 14 old cotton plants
only 7 new technological plants are under
operation and 4 min. USD was spent for
their reconstruction. Three of them were built
by Azerbaijan-American JV "Azercot” Ltd. we
had to stop the operation of more loss tech-
nologies. Afler upgrading the processing,
"MKT  Istehsalat-Kommersiya® LLC  and
"Azercot” began to provide with financial and
technology assistance fo farmers and agricul-
tural cooperatives, separate producers stimu-
lating them to pay attention for giving of
more place under cotton field.

Famers do not have faciliies for inde-
pendently realizing cotton growing, processing
and collection, therefore almost whole culture
and cooperatives are received assistance for
sowing and looking after cofton. In this con-
nection it is impossible fo re-estimate "MKT

ing to farmers technique and necessary raw
matenals — cotion seeds, fuel, kalums and
phosphate fertilizer and pesticides, including
loans percent free. According to agreement
