A. Todiychuk: The results of the pipe-
line's operation during 18 months proved the
economic expedience of the reverse direc-
tion. As we forecasted, TNK-BP and
Transneft JSC are not capable of fulfiling
their obligations to pump 9. 14 and even
18 milion tons of oil a year. Their promis-
es 1o the Government of Ukraine were over-
stated from the very beginning. In 2004 they
pumped hardly over 1 milion tons, in 2005
somewha! less than 6 million tons. The plan
for 2006 prowides around 5 million. Besides,
in compliance with the concluded agree-
ments, the reverse oil volumes were 10
become additional to already existing vol-
umes ftransifed through Ukraine. These
promises also failed to come ftrue. As a
result, we oblained the converse effect as
we introduced new capacities. borrowed
credits on oil processing. But both volumes
at transit routes and deliveries to pelroleum
refineries went down. In 2003 Ukrtransnatta
pumped 56,6 million tons of ‘oll, in 2004 -
55.3 million tons, in 2005 - less lhan 46,7
million tons, the plan for 2006 is about 43
million. Transnefl just redisinbuted its oil
flows through Ukraine. That is why the infor-

mation that the Odessa-Brody pipeline recei-

be empty belore, is no! comect as these
volumes were withdrawn from the Dnieper
main oil pipelines. As for outlays, overall
they considerable increased throughout the
ol transportation system due o many rea-
sons including introduction o new capacities.

Odessa-Brody oil pipeline tumns to be utgent
The Eurasian Oi Transportation Comdor
Project has already oversiepped the
Ukrainian frontiers. A number of countries as
well as large petroleum companies that
already concluded corresponding agreements
expressed their inlenlions to deveiop the
project.

+ The scope Increase of Caspian ol
delivery to European marke! takes place al
the same time with increase of Russian
raw materals export, that proves lack of
direct compeliion between these markels

Caspian oil consumption in Europe increas-
es at the expense of excluding from the
marketl the similar brands of light sweet oil
delivered from other regions

Taking into accounl these conditions,
Ukrtransnafta OJSC verifies that:

+ Odessa-Brody oil-pipeline does not
make compelitions between Russian and
Caspian oil and does not influence the con-
sumption level in the Caspian oil region;

+ QOdessa-Brody oil-pipeline can only be
an additional route of the Caspian oil trans-
portation which is delivered to European
market aiready. and Russian light oil

In this connection Ukrtransnafta OJSC
has proposed the following directions of
Ukraine and Russian Federation cooper-
ation in oil-transportation:

+ Using the Samara-Cremenchuk-South
export direction more atiractive for Russian
companies prom economic point of view
instead of the more expensive route
Samara-Unecha-Mozir-Brody-South  route
currently used.

+ Joint efforts on Bratislava (Slovakia)-
Shvekhat (Austria) oil-pipeline construction
project improvement for prowiding direct
pipeline dehvery of Russian oil 1o Shvekhat
ORP, and correspondingly, volume increase
of its transit through Ukraine territory.

« Atmranging Russian oll Sibera light
delivery on the oil-pipeline Odessa-Brody

« Establishing a new export pipeline
route for Russian oil delivery to South
Germany SRP at the same time with fight
oil delivery batching

« Joint improvement of Friendship-Andriya
project with the purpose o increase
Russian od expor, that will provide growth
of its transit volume over Ukraine territory.

Russian  experts have  positively
approached Ukrtransnatta QJSC proposals
in general

In particular, the president ol Moscow oil-
and-gas manufacturers forum A. Yudin con-
siders that Odessa-Broda oil-pipeline charg-
ing on direct route benefits Russian and
Ukraine

As A Yudin asserts, "the opponents of
Friendship oil-pipeline construction asserted
in their time that Russian oil would not be
competitive at European market. But alter
Friendship oil-pipeline construction it has
found its sector at European market and
kept it...

The opponents ol oil-pipeline construction
of the Caspian pipeline consortium Tengiz-
Novorossiysk also asserted that Kazakhstan
ol would exclude Urals from European
market, but after the pipelines starts oper-
ations it did not happen.”

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DISCUSSION ON STRATEGIC PARTNERSHIP BETWEEN
ALL CONCERNED SIDES IS NECESSARY TODAY

Ukrtransnafla OJSC prese-
nted offers on mutually ben-
eficial partnership in the field
ol oil transportation to Rus-
sian companies on February
8, 2006 in Moscow.

It can be said that things
are moving on due to meel-
ings and negotiations carried

on between Russia and
Ukraine.  Misunderstanding
and mistrust of each other's
projects are outdated. Round-
table negolialions have
opened a new stage in
Russian-Ukrainian coopera-
lion.

While viewing the offers of
Ukrtransnafta OJSC, it is nec-
essary 1o consider growing ol
demand in the world, which is
an important stimulus to moti-
vale the concemed Russian
companies actively increase oil
exporls abroad, thus contributing
to oil production development.

The reviewed malenals virtu-
ally consider two vanants of the
Odessa-Brody oil pipeline’'s use,
the first being transportation of
Caspian oil to Europe and the
second involving Iransportation
of Russian oil to the coast of

the Biack Sea. Considering
favourable lorecasts on further
steady growth of world ol con-
sumption, Russian companies
stive (and will sirive in future)
to use favourable conjuncture of
world oil demand. Due lo high
levels of effectiveness and prof-
itability of export deliveries, the
Russian ol firms will keep on
stnving (in the near and long-
term perspective) to increase oil
progduction volumes fo lorm a
necessary export resource base.
Besides this, development of the
oil transportation infrastructure in
the country will require heavy
invesimen! due lo significant
distances between areas of pro-
duction and consumption. Inc-
reasing production growth levels
and ol export result in the ne-
cessity 1o expand and upgrade
the oil transportation infrastruc:
ture.

In 2005. Russian oil exports
wenl down by 1% and com-
prised 251.5 million tons includ-
ing ol supplies o Ukraine,
which reduced by one-third and
thereby caused net surplus of
capaciies in the pipeline sys-
tem. TNK-BP Holding (37.82
miflion tons), Rosneft {34.42 mil.
lion tons) and Lukodl (34.42 mil-
lion tons} were the main expor
suppliers from Russia

I compliance with the fore-
casts of the RF Ministry of
Economic Development. in 2006,
the oil expons are expected 1o

grow by 4.5% and require add:-

African and
Caspan oil exporters lo com-
pete with the Russian oil sup-
ply to Europe

Accotding to the “Energy
strategy of RF until 2020°, Rus-
sia would lke to hold and
strengthen her position at the
European market and simultane-
ously expand exports ol Russian
oil supply to the markets of

| China. APR and USA

Thys, the foliowing main con-
clusions can be drawn from the
offers of Ukriransnafta OJSC

1) Almost ali ofters concern
expansion and strengthening of
cooperation between Ukraine
and the Russian Federation in
the feld ol developing oil liows
to Europe, which implies forma-
tion of a single energy space
for two states within the frame-
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work of stll “dying” idea of SES
(single economic space);

2) It is necessary to maintain
in every possible way the ini
tiative of the Ukrainian side to
rehabilitate and direct the lormer
Druzhba pipeline system togeth-
er with Adrya ol pipeline to
Schwechat  (Austria)  and
Ingoistadt (Germany), which cur-
rently receive oil through the
Trans-Alpine  pipeline due 1o
expanded oil supply to these

regions;
3) The offer to use the alter-
native route of Samara-

Kremenchug-MOT Pivdenniy ins-
tead of the curently operating
route Samara - Unecha-Mozyr -
Brody - MOT Pivdenniy deser-
ves serious attention, especially
considering the targel to bring
the volumes of pumped oil 10
over 10 million tons a year;
4) Use of the Odessa-Brody
ol pipeline by suppliers from
Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan on
the condition - to extend the
pipeline to Plolsk angd, Gdansk
thus stimulating creation of a
new energy space in Europe.
Growing potential of Kazakhstan
and rapid growth of energy

resources production in Azerbai-
jan (rapid growih of oil produc-
tion amounted to 27% in 2005)
will contribute to this process.
Therefore, the Russian compa-
nies possessing the privilege fo
export within Eurcpe should
work out all vanmants stimulating
development of offered projects
considering growing significance
of Caspian oil, which at first
was oniented to the East, China,
india and USA rather than the
European markel. The Heydar
Aliyev  Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan  oil
pipeline and Kazakhstan-China
(Atasu-Alashankou) pipeline,
Caspian Pipeline Consortium,
which started operation in
December 2005 will serve to
obtain these largets,

5) Supplies from Russia, Far
East and the North Sea virtual-
ly completely meel the needs of
the European countries in crude
oil. Due to reduction of ol pro-
duction at the North Sea's fiel-
ds. the competition between the
Russian and Far Eastern oil will
intensiy. Russia will succeed in
this competition if it uses the oil
pipelines crossing the terntory of
Ukraine. From this point of

view, proposals made by
Ukraine tum to be more appeal-
ing;

6) It is necessary to specify
volumes of Russian oil trans-
portation and conditions of tran-
sit through Ukraine as well as
measures o be laken by
Ukrtransnafta OJSC 1o expand
Urals brand oil shipment from
the Ukrainian ports;

7) The tension appearing
from time (o time between
Ukraine and Russia practically
minimize all efforts of the coun-
ires aimed at effective use of
the export and transit oil fiows
transported through the terntory
ol Ukraine to Europe. Due to
this, Russia searches for alter-
native routes to deliver oil to
Europe. Firstly, this involves the
expansion of the Baltic pipeline
system (up to 60 million tons a
year), definition of routes 1o
transport  eastern  Siberian ol
and start up of the Westemn
Shera - Barents Sea oll
pipeline.

Despite this fact, Russia and
Ukraine search for joint poten-
tial opportunities to transport oil
bypassing Bosporus  and

Dardanelles (the Burgas-Alexan-
drupolis oil pipeline) and bene-
fits of integrated use of Druzhba
and Adriya oil pipefines for oil
export through Samara-Omishal
{Croatia).

Thus, in our opinion, the mat-
ter related to implementation
and loading the Odessa-Brody
oil pipeline is not political with-
in the interstate relations of the
countries. Besides, most likely
the opportunity to use this pipe-
line is no! associated with esti-
mation of various oil transporta-
tion routes as these no/ms can
be changed depending upon
volumes of conditions of agree-
ments conciuded by the part.
ners, but with the commercial
strategy of vanous Russian,
Azerbaijan, Kazakh and other
leading companies on expansion
ol production and oil transporta-
tion in the long-term perspective
during 15-20 years.

Therefore, today the matter
should concemn the strategic
partnership between all con-
cemed sides guiding by the
principles of equal nghts and
equal benefits within the coop-
eration,

ODESSA-BRODY-PLOTSK OIL-PIPELINE:
A STEP TOWARDS LIBERALIZING

EUROPEAN DIL MARKEIT

Antonin Sinagel, the independent expert (Czechia)

Only a small amount of shares of all nat-
ural soil freasures in our planet are locat-
ed where the people need. t concems oil,
too. The soil treasures are localed mainly
in the places ol difficull access, also under
seabed. To deliver the oil to the places ol
consumption remains as a big problem.

Qil transportation by sea or by lrain is
dangerous enough and environmentally
nisky. The oil purchasers have an opportu-
nity to choose its brand and then - the
price. The oil refinery plants are flexible,
have the best initial indicators and do not
demand big product resources.

The oil transportation by pipelines is more
sale, environmentally reliable and cheaper.
Everyone knows, but no! each recognizes
that the transport cormidor - pipeline - is
immovable, and it does not use power, and
as it runs underground, the damages of col-
lisions are impessible

It is inconvenient that the ORP is fixed
with the oil extraction places, because of
that they do not have altemale application.
It concerns the Central European ORP,
associted with Friendship oil-pipeline, as
well.

Combined transfer is a safe way of pro-
viding the ORP in Western Europe with oil,
it unites both the profitable and unprofitable
sides. For example, let us see one of the

biggest oil transporters in Europe-German
company TAL (Trans-Alp line). The pipeline
which takes its start from [talian port Triest
and directs towards Inholshtadt in Germany,
has 1,000 mm diameter, is pul into exploita-
tion in the end 1967. In March of this year
bilion tons of oil is pumped by it. The
ORPs connected with TAL oil-pipeline do
not satisty the limited ol delivenes.

After changing the political situation in the
beginning of 90th, the REB oil slarted to
be pumped by this pipeline, and laler Azen
Light oll, Tengiz and other sorts of oil from
former USSR. The way from the eastem
Black Sea region to Triest and Inholshiaot
via Bosporus strait is long and sale.

When in 1996 the oil delivery from Tries
to Czechia wvia Inholshtadt started on the
new pipeline MEPO IKL, it became obvious
that the REB oil is only al 340 km dis-
tance from German border, as It is trans-
ported to Czechia by Friendship pipeline

In 1997 the negotiations started with oil-
refinery plants from Inhoishtadt and Carlsrue
about possibility of reversing this pipeline
and providing REB ol delivery, or some
other sonts of oil to Germany. The negoti-
atons did nol improve further the issue
investigating. The investments which consid-
ered transter of only one sort of oil (that
one, which is more profitable) was 0o rnisky

for the parties. Later it became gbvious that
from power and technical capacities point of
view would be estimated for a little scope.
In 1999 the project was frozen.

Odessa-Brody oil-pipeline project imple-
mentation in 2001 gave a hope for liberal:
ization of European transport network (with
possibility of its future continuation till
Poland Plotsk, further to Gdansk port by the
existing pipeline).

This project considers the topic which is
talked much about: access to the Caspian
oll pipeline without hmited opportunities for
REB purchase, decline of the ecological
nsks by declining the number of ports on
delivery ways, declining the number ol
tankers and transport ways on the Black
Sea. | think that putting Baku-Ceyhan oil-
pipeline into explodation does nol cause
danger for the project implementation.

| think thal duning the preparation and
implementation of such a project, it is nec-
essary (that we failed lo achieve in nego-
tiations with potential consumers from
Germany) to sign three-sided agreements or
contracts among the prowiders, with us, as
with transporters, and with consumers, main-
ly, about the quantity, terms, oil sorls and
their pnces. It is necessary 1o agree about
fanffs on transler on the basis of these
terms.

The negotiations on govemnmental level
have only a declarative character. The proj-
ects in western regions are nol provided
with finances, as in EU new member-coun-
lries, f0o

| believe that we succeed in establishing
preparatory consortium formed of the repre-
sentatives of providers, transperters and oil
consumers, which will propose a model of
European transport corndors in  East-West
diection, something like as the comdor for
natural gas.

As time goes by they will provide a
whole chain combinations together with
Euro-Asia corndor and TAL oil-pipelines in
Germany, and SEPL in France.

The decisions will be ambiguous and pre-
mature, without complex approach to all
sides proposals, which are enabled in
European oil-pipeline network, in the case
of one-sided approach.

European ol network biberalization - is "a
long dislance race”. Odessa-Brody-Plotsk
project is its basis.

We do not have to speak about ol with-
out varety of its proposed sorts. Providing
negotiability (from both sides in fulure) of
the eastern-western fines, which ends in the
south of Omishel, in the center - in
Inhoishtadt, in the north — in Shperhau, -
must be the next step. If all the parties
agree and be sure about the future, then
Odessa-Brody project implementation will be
implemented without obstacies

ALARM CLOCK GODES OFF IN UKRAINE TD
REVEAL ENERGY CRISIS

The subject of reliability and energy
supply security for Europe turned out to
be especially urgent during the most
recent months. The gas conflict between
Russia and Ukraine that took place cou-
pled together with severe winter in
many European countries, when Europe
faced short breaks of nalural gas sup-
ply from Russia caused, in many
respects, the EU's interest. The dispute
between Moscow and Kiev was about
the main pipeline to Europe crossing
Ukrainian territory. Gazprom wanted con-
trol over a part of the pipeline and
instead was ready nol lo hike gas
prices. Ukraine's refusal resulted in the
gas giant threatening to increase prices
four-fold. From a certain point of view,
clear commercial logic played a role in
the action of Gazprom.

Common problem, different approach-
es

Alarmed at the present situation. the EU
called upon its 25 member-couniries 1o
conclude an energy agreement pact with
Moscow. However, Poland once more exp-
ressed ils special opinion and presented a
plan of energy security without consulting
the chief energy supplier of the continent.
The crisis in Ukraine worried Poland, which
imporis two-thirds of its gas consumplion
and 97% of its oil utiization from Russia
During his visit to Berlin in March this
year, Lech Kaczynski, the President of
Poland submitted a plan to the German
Government on reduction of the present
dependence of Warsaw upon Russia - the
agreement about European energy secunty
to create a new aliance out of EU and
NATO countries. According fo the plan,
European counines should continue import-
ing energy products from Russia but reach
an understanding on matters related 1o
energy security. The EU currently does not
have a common policy on énergy security
Gas supply contracts with Russia are con-
cluded on a bilateral basis. Polish author-
ities are sirengtheming iheir positions with

the desire to provide maximum support for
the agreement. Bul only volumes of ener-
gy products delivered to Europe make
implementation of this idea quite nsky. All
further actions, in parlicular, Germany’s
unwillingness to exclude Russia has placed
the future of this idea under question
Germany while importing 35% of all gas
consumed in the country from Russia and
gwing preference to two-sided contracts,
has already concluded agreements with
Russia prowding close cooperation in the
energy field. Moreover, Germany is partic-
ipating in the North European Gas Pipeline
project where two companies Wintershall
and E.ON Ruhrgas represent it

Officials in Brussels did not make any
comments regarding Poland's plan
However, stalements like “Europe should
refuse "any nationalism™ in the energy Sec-
tor" or "EU should diversify energy prod-
ucts-supply sources and study the issue on
creation of a gas reserve lo prevenl pos-
sible crisis™ has been sounded more fre-
quently

Benita Ferrero-Waldner, the EU Commis-
sioner for External Relations & European
Neighborhood Policy and Woll Bernotal,
Chairman of E.ON, the largest German
energy company. have recently expressed
such opinions,

I think that the event in Ukraine was
an alarm bell that warned us lo place mat-
ters related to securty and reliability of
energy supply on the agenda,” stated Ms,
Ferrero-Waldner. Europe needs fo speak
about this problem in a single voice.” As
Mr. Bernotat mentioned, E.ON takes seri
ous steps with the-view 10 study outiooks
of LNG purchases. Thus. the problem relat-
ed to diversification of gas supply sources
for Germany and other Western European
countries will turn out to be more urgent.
Simultaneously, with the construction of the
first LNG Terminal in Wilhelmshaven, locat-
ed in the north of Germany, E.ON plans
lo implement a3 large project in South
Europe. "We are studying the oppartunity
o construct a terminal for LNG in Croatia,”

said Mr. Bernotal. Judging by the amount
of funds to be invested in the given proj-
ect (500 milion eurg), it wil be of the
same scale as that implemented in
Wilhelmshaven.

Besides, E.ON intends to expand its
business activity in the ferritory of state-
LNG producers. The company has recent-
ly announced its plans to fake part in a
LNG production project in Qatar that is
striving to become the world's largest LNG
producer.

According to the E.ON Chairman, the
LNG terminal in Croatia will allow, for the
first time, avoing “almost complete
dependence” on Russian gas. In recent
years, the concern purchased assets of
numerous gas distribution companies of
South Europe. EON has one more larget
within the framework of this project. which
is to supply the south of Germany with
LNG through the Croatian terminal and
compensate losses from reduction of the
gas production leve!l in Great Britain, The
Netherlands and Germany. The E.ON
Chairman intends to maintain its wide cir-
cle of gas suppliers for Germany and EU
"We do not fall under greal dependence
upon Russia,” he said. "Gazprom did not
gain popularity when it ceased supply for
a short time. Qur experience with Russia
as a gas supplier is positive. We have
been receiving gas form Russia for the last
33 years, even during periods of political
tension™, Mr. Bernotat added. According to
him, in the course of time, mankind will
face problems regarding depleting energy
resources. Only few countres such as
Russia or Norway will have dominant posi-
tions during that penod. "E.ON Intends to
provide balanced diversified supply. We
cannot afford too much dependence upon
Russia,” noted Mr. Bernotat

In line with the E.ON sirategy. the next
few years is going 1o see the concern pro-
vide 15-20% of the total volume of gas
supply on account of its own production
As Mr. Bernotat stressed, last year E.ON

| purchased the Brtish company Caledonia
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Oill and Gas and is now studying the fields
of the North Sea in Great Britain and
Norway.

Romania keeps up with the common
European business and intends 1o consiruct
a terminal in Konstansa port located at the
coast of the Black Sea to import LNG from
the Far Easl. Traian Basescu, the
President of Romania stated the following
after his wisit to Qatar: "This project is part
of efforts of the country aimed at search-
ing alternatives to gas import from Russia™.
The Romanian leader called upon all con-
cemed European counines lo lake part in
the project. which could quickly become an
alternative for energy supply to Europe.
Romania striving to join the EU next year,
purchases approximately 40% of gas con-
sumed by the country from Russia. The
rest of 60% is covered through production
of the State Gas Company Romgaz and
Petrom SA (the majority stake belongs to
Austrian OMV AG).

Are ambitions baneful for Europe?

The German and European energy poli-
cy worsens security of supply in Europe
and in the middle-term perspective, puls
the compelition under obvious disadvantage
with the USA" The advisory firm MuKins
ley&Company gave this conclusion while
studying the “Global Integrated Electric
Power Perspective” conducted within the

energy sector: ‘If the European energy pol-
icy is nol changed, EU dependence on
power generation through means of
Russian gas will aimost double by 2020,
shows the resulls of the studies. Moreover
by 2014, Europe will lose the advantage
of lower prices on energy in competition
with the USA." The studies carried out by
McKinsley analyzed the energy policy of
the largest industnally developed countries
and those with ftransition economies until
2020. The yielded resulls demonstrate 2
radical change in the course ol the ener-
gy palicy.

"By 2020, Europe will not be able 10
provide cheap and simultaneously reliable
and ecologically clean energy at all, says
the report. We will have 1o make more
compromises such as refusal ol nuclear
power.”

According to the studies, Germany bears
the primary responsibility for decline of
competition with USA.. Ambitions related fo
protection of the climale and simultaneous
refusal of nuclear power will result in
increasing dependence of Europe on Rus-
sian gas. Together, prices of energy will
keep on growing. According to the report,
by 2020. the percentage o! electric power
stations in Europe working on gas will
grow around two-fold from the present 23%
1o 44%. Therefore. at the same time, the
volume of gas import dunng this pernod will

bring a2 130% gromh. It wil require expa-
nsion of infrastructure, which is unteal, This
rend canno! be stopped by means of
wider use of renewable energy sources or
programs on energy supply. The repon
runs: “The planned refusal of nuclear po-
wer contradicts the task of reduction in
dependence on Russian gas™.

Possible allernalive pipeline routes

Against the background of European dis-
putes, alternatives routes of gas supply to
the continent will nol undergo significant
changes in the near future. Significant vol-
umes of the Russian gas will be delivered
o Europe via three main routes: through
Ukraine - 120-150 billion m’, North Euro-
pean Gas Pipeling - 50-70 bilion m’ and
50-70 billion m’ through gas pipeline Sys-
tems of Norway due to reduction of gas
production in this country. According to
western experts, even il expansion of Rus-
sian gas supply fo the European market is
taken into consideration, by 2025 the neg-
ative "gas balance™ of Europe will reach
150 billion m".

in order to solve the problem of “miss-
ing gas’, Europe focus on Iran, namely on
Southern Pars - the largest gas field in
the world that can be connected to Europe
by means of a gas pipeline. This deposit
draws attention not only due 1o large high
quality gas reserves but also due to the
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fact that it is still out of control of Russia.
USA and China. According to preliminary
gata, the annual output at the given field
can reach 170 bilion m" without neighbor-
ing Northern Pars whose perspective
reserves are estimated at 70 billion m’. In
fact, Iran is interested in the European
market as fixed prices offered by Pakistan,
India and other Asian consumers conira-
dicts the interests of the government of
Teheran. However, construction of a gas
pipeline from Iran to Europe is the mos!
political among all vananis against the
background of confiict between lran and
USA and recent temporary suspension of
negoliations on gas cammed on by EU and
Iran due to the scandal around Tehran's
nuclear program.

The recent statement made by
Rokneddin Javadi, the Managing Director of
the Iranian organization dealing with gas
export, he mentioned that the contract for
3-5 billion m' a year can be signed with
Nabucco Consortium already in 2006. This
proves that the European Union slill does
not conceal its intentions to import natural
gas from lran guided by the aim of reduc-
ing its dependence on Russia. This con-
cerns the Nabucco project that will connect
Iran with the European consumers through
Turkey, Bulgaria, Romania, Hungary and
Austnia, The feasibility study of the project
was financed with EU funds. Implementa-
tion of this project will give another oppor-
tunity to the European couniries to obtain
gas from the Caspian region to Europe
bypassing the system of Gazprom.
Nabucco would not have been so inler
esting if other companies in Europe had
received permission lo export gas from
Russia. The desire 10 gel nd of Gazprom's
monopoly s tremendous. Nabucco will
deliver 7-10 billion m’ of Iranian gas annu-
ally starting from 2011,

Lately the Middle East-North Alfrica gas
pipeline (MENA) project is being discussed
more frequently in European circles. The
results of the feasibility study of the given
project providing gas supply from the
Persian Gulf to Europe through pipelines
worked out by the German Company ILF
Consulting Engineers turned oul to be quite
optimistic, given the conditions of the pres-
en] prices on hydrocarbons,

The hypothetical pipeline will start from
the fields of Qatar and Iran, which consti-
tute the areas of major concentration of
the largest world gas reserves amounting
to 72 nlion m' It will also cover the
deposits of UAE, Kuwait and [rag. From
this region, the route can be planned
either directly through Saudi Arabia Of via
Irag and Jordan into the Red Sea. Al this
point, Egyptian gas will join the gas fiow.
The pipeline will then further run along the

Mediterranean coast via Libya and Tunis to
Algefia to complete its 6,000-km length.

It is notable that a significant part of the
MENA route will cross terrtories where the
EU already sees fulure gas pipelines such
as the Eastern-Mediterranean Gas Circular
Aoute. It will connect Greece, Turkey,
Syria, Jordan, Egypt. Libya and Tunis and
end from both sides in ltaly.

One of the most importan! features of
this project is that some of the common
cost factors are very favourable for the
main pipeline. Low cost of labour in Far
East and Nonth Africa is the advantage for
such a large-scale project. Besides, good
weather conditions of the given region
allow for construction all the year round.
This will minimize outlays on mobilization
and demobihzation and simullaneously
reduce construction period and construction
costs.

Another favourable cost dnver is the
expected low density of population and low
prices on the right to cross private lands.
Simple demands on construction in the
given region aiso contribute to formation of
a cost-effective structure and reduction of
construction outlays. As for operational
costs. significant means are spent 1o gen-
erale power necessary for operation of
compressors. Natural gas that activales
compressors is driven directly from the
pipelines. In fact, gas production cosls are
quite low in this region.

Position of Russia - Assumplion of
perspective

What are the current plans of Gazprom,
which sinves fo swilch to transportation
and sale of gas? Is the company ready to
yield a significant part of the home mar-
ket to independen! producers S0 that it can
concenlrate on export pipelines and gas
distnbution systems in other countries offer-
ing larger profits? Statements made by offi-
cial representatives of Gazprom show the
readiness of the company lo give foreign
companies minority shares within its gas
deposits in exchange for access 1o retall
markets of Europe and USA. This will
allow gaining international expenence and
funds without losing control. Now Gazprom
deals with making these inlentions a real-
ity. The company owns 35% ol shares in
the German gas distribution company
Wingas operated by BASF and plans to
bring its share to 50%. BASF in its tum
will receive a 25% share in the largest
field located in the north of Russia
Negotiations about a similar transaction are
being carried on with EON. Gas from the
Yuzhno-Russkoye field, which reserves esti-
mated at 1 billion m'. will be transported
through the North European Gas Pipeline
(NEGP) being joinlly constructed by

Gazprom and its German partners. Cons-
truction of the Russian conshore section of
the gas pipeline (Gryazovels-Vyborg)
began in December 2005 at Babayevo in
Vologodsk region (351 km from St. Peter-
sburg). It will connect the offshore section
of NEGP with operating gas pipelines run-
ning from Western Siberia. Gas will be
transported by 7 gas-compressor stations.

NEGP will connect the Baltic coast of
Russia near Vyborg with the Ballic coas!
of Germany near Greifswald. The outlet
point at the Baltic coast ol Germany was
chosen considering operative access 10 the
main sales markets of Germany, Great
Britain, the Netherlands, Belgium and
France. NEGP will contnbute to meet grow-
ing demands of Central and Westemn
Europe in gas import. The first pipe run
of NEGP with a throughput capacity of
approximately 275 billion m’ is scheduled
lo start up in 2010. The gas pipeline is
around 1,200 km long. The diameter of the
pipe is 1,200 mm. The operating pressure
of gas exceeds 200 bars. The project pro-
vides conslruction of the second pipe and
double expansion of throughput capacity of
the gas pipeline up to 55 billion m" a year.
The first pipe run costs 2- 2.5 billion euro.
The joint amount of investments in the off-
shore section of NEGP project will be over
4 billion euro. The NEGP will raise the
reliability of Russian natural gas supply to
European consumers. There are no transil
countries on the NEGP project’s way that
allows excluding possible political risks.
NEGP will directly connect Russia with the
All-European gas network and provide
Western European consumers with maxi-
mum reliable gas supply.

Europe’s dependence on Russian gas
supply will grow steadily. Officials in the
Government of Russia understand this very
well. Position of Russia is strengthened by
a number of reasons. Firstly, assuming the
coming perspectives state monopolies plays
significant role in strengthening the position
of Russia that has 28% of world natural
gas reserves. Gazprom conciuded a suc-
cessful agreement with Turkmenistan where
the latter will purchase gas for 25 years
in advance. According to the contract, in
2009 the company will 1ake the Turkmen
gas export under ils exclusive control.
Gazprom expressed intentions to buy 44%
share in the gas monopolist Uzbekistan-
transgaz (Uzbekistan) and significant share
in the gas pipeline structure of Kazakhstan,

The gas policy of the country that can
surely bring new changes to the world
geopolitical system in case some
favourable conditions appears for Russia,
will hardly contrbute to formation of alter-
native energy sources lor the European
market.
