While leading world exporters such as Saudi Arabia, Russia and the USA reduce their presence at the global oil market, oil production in Kazakhstan was

doubled over the past 10 years — from 40 min tons registered in 2001 up to 80 min tons which are to be extracted in 2010. Kazakhstan's role as oil supplier
keeps growing stably, IT it accounted for 1.2% of global volume in 2003, this figure grew up to 1.3% five years later. The total volume of investments made
inta the sphere so far has reached over $87 bin, some 80% of the sum fall to the share of foreign companies and joint ventures.

Kazakhstan oil reserves account for 3.2% of global reserves. Kazakhstan holds position among top ten countries which abound in this hydrocarbon raw
material.

Raw materials base

According to the proved oil reserves
Kazakhstan holds the Sth position in the
world. Kazakhstan holds the 16th position in
the rating of oil producing countries en pro-
duction level. Oil production in Kazakhstan
arew by 4 times over the period of indepen-
dence from 20 min tens (400 thousand bar-
rels per day) in 1994 up to 78 min tons (over
1.5 min barrels per day) in 2009. According
to forecasts, oil production in Kazakhstan
may have reached about 140 min tons (over
2.7 min banrels per day) by 2020.

The main source for oil production growth
in Kazakhstan is the Kashagan field. Oil pre-

After meeting with former Spanish
Energy Minister Chuan Klos Mateu in
Ankara, Turkish Minister of Energy and
Natural Resources Taner Yildiz told jour-
nalists that Azerbaijan and Turkmenistan
are the most real suppliers for Nabucco.

Gas Company. The inquiry has already been
forwarded to the appropriate ministry of
Turkmenistan, he said.

“For some reasons the project of the
Trans-Caspian gas pipeline still remains
unrealized, This interfered the full launch of
energy supplies project from East to West.
On the other hand, we are sure that in the
coming months we shall sign agreements to
support new regional projects like Nabucco,
the Turkish Minister noted. He said that the
work on development of a number of proj-
ects in those Caspian region areas where no
territorial disputes exist between the states
is carried out”.

In January 2007 KazMunayGaz, participants
of the Agip KCO consortium and Tengizshevroil
IV signed 3 memorandum on understanding
on major prindples of cooperation in the proj-
ect for the creation of the Kazakh Caspian
Transportation System (KCTS).

“l have many times told it to the
RF government, Azerbaijani side and
the Americans as well. | consider gas
pipeline through the Caspian Sea to be
a political utopia. There is no ecanomic
rationality in this project’, K.Masimov
thinks.

Another issue is whether it is possible
to export gas to Azerbaijan through the
Caspian Sea. Yes it is. There is LNG tech-
nology but it is so expensive that there
is no economic rationality in this process
at all, For this reason, | consider it to
be simply paolitical discussions with lack
of economic rationality. We have incon-
siderable gas volumes which should be
exported along already existing direc-
tions towards Russia and China. Maybe
it will be perspective and we will find a
new field. Another issue is the export of
accompanying petroleum gas which is
not a matter even of coming 10 years’,
the Premier said,

products in the forthcoming 7-8 years.
We shall export as much as the Russian
transportation system can carry. It will
not depend on us but on the capac-
ity of the transportation system of RF.
All the rest velumes will be shipped in
other directions. Especially to China and
through Caspian Sea and Azerbaijan’,
Karim Masimov resumed,

Jerery Ellis, Head of the Commercial
Development Department of RWE
Supply & Trading, thinks that there is a
whole amount of launched initiatives.
“Caspian Energy Company was created
to study technical potential of the trans-
portation infrastructure for gas delivery
to Europe. Apart from this, the European
Commission  established  Caspian
Development Corporation which is to
sign contracts on purchase of resources,
financial development of new projects,
invest into infrastructure including into
the construction of the Trans-Caspian
gas pipeline, We will look for the results’,
JEllis says.

Taking the close location to European
markets into account big gas reserves of
Turkmenistan and gas of Kashagan will
become a resource base for the Trans-
Caspian gas transportation system. For
this purpose, consumers, transit parties
and suppliers need to gain a positive
experience of laying pipelines from the
Western shore of the Caspian Sea to the
European consumers.

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CASPIAN TO BE UNDER ATTENTION OF PRESIDENTS
OF FIVE LITTORAL STATES AGAIN

Ilham Aliyev, President of Azerbaijan,
mentioned early in September during
the visit of RF President to Baku that
the next summit of the Caspian shore
countries in Baku should take place in
coming months and partner-states did
not intend to postpone it to 2011,

The previous second summit
was held in 2007 in Tehran. The
declaration of the five Caspian shore
countries was adepted on the basis
of its summary. According to the
agreement the declaration has been
serving as a political orientation till
Convention about legal status of the
Caspian has been signed. This aged
legal problem will be 20 years old
soon and this age coincides with the
jubilee of independence of Turkic
CIS countries, namely Azerbaijan,
Kazakhstan and Turkmenistan.
MNursultan Nazarbayev, the president
of Kazakhstan, has proposed recently
to celebrate the event at the summit,

2010 will show whether the status of
the Caspian will live after the jubilee
of independence or not. Presidents of
the five countries will have to analyze
main principles of interaction and
integration on the Caspian, to show
general point of contacts concerning
ecology, use of Caspian resources
and demilitarization of the reservoir.

Political-legal status of the Caspian
has historically ‘celebrated’ many jubi-
lees and emerged in modern world after
‘Campaign of Peter | in Persia’ (1722-1723)
and Russian-Persian wars (1804-1813,
1826-1828). Petersburg (1723), Rasht
(1729), Gulustan (1813) and Turkmenchay
(1828) treaties that followed the wars,
provided Russia with unique right
to Russia to keep military fleet in the
Caspian. Persia enjoyed its right only over
trade shipping. Soviet Russia gave up with
monapoly rights over the Caspian and the
agreements signed between Soviet Russia
and Iran in 1921, 1935 and 1940 gave
equal and unique rights for realization of
marine activity to the USSR and Iran,

Modern ‘status of the Caspian’ is
related directly with intensity of
economic activity of the seaside
countries. Despite that hundreds of
kilometers of subwater oil and gas
pipelines have been laid since 1929
in the Caspian possible buiiding of
a gas pipeline from Turkmenistan
to Baku (to join the system of
South corridor and Nabucco in
future) always faces this subwater
problem,

Vladimir Putin, the chairman of
Russian government, reminded about
this matter in the first decade of
September at the meeting with the
participants of ‘Valday' club.

‘The main problem of Nabucco
is the lack of guaranteed volumes
- the necessary product - fer this
pipe. There is no source to fill the
system, he said.'Russia does not plan
to export anything there. Those fields
have not been developed in Iran
yet. In Azerbaijan the volumes are
small, in addition, Azerbaijan signed
a contract to export gas to Russia,-
Putin added.

‘AsfarasTurkmenistanis coencerned,
its volume capacities have not been
determined yet since there is a gas
route from Turkmenistan to China
with the capacity of 30 billion cubic
metres of gas, Putin reminded.

Russian Prime Minister spoke
about other obstacles on the way of
the project implementation. ‘There
is a territorial argument between
Turkmenistan and Azerbaijan on
delimitation of the Caspian. To say
softly to lay a system under such
conditions is difficult if not to say
‘impossible”, he added.

All the abovementioned
‘undermines realization of Nabucco’
‘But | do not rule out theoretically
that it is possible unless there is an
interested company that will invest
billions without signing long-term
contracts on supply, the Minister
concluded.,

Answering the question about Caspian
problem in the context of relations
between Turkmenistan and Azerbaijan,
President Gurbanguly Berdimuhamedow
said at the summit of Turkic countries in
mid September that negotiations on the
international-legal status of the Caspian
went on practically in online regime,
were conducted on different official levels
and had constant progress. The head of
Turkmenistan underlined his country's
position was simple - all questions
regarding the Caspian should be solved
taking into consideration interests of all
the parties and the adopted norms of
international right. Meither of parties
doubted that those problems had to be
and would be solved.

All the Caspian countries are interested
in activating of cooperation in this
direction. Turkmen leader said at the
moment Azerbaijan and Turkmenistan
demonstrated the most constructive
approach to developing bilateral friendly
and mutually profitable relations.
‘There is not any unsolved problem
between our countries, the president of
Turkmenistan said, - Administration of
the both countries express political will
and wish to solve the problems under
mutually acceptable conditions. That
is why Turkmenistan has no doubt in
real perspective of different projects on
export of gas in any direction including
to Europe via ‘Nabucco”.

In the process of the press-conference
Illham Aliyev, President of the Republic
of Azerbaijan approved that relations
between the two neighbor countries are
really friendly, brotherhood in character,
were built on the principles of mutual
respect, constructiveness and mutually
beneficial cooperation. The two countries
do not have unsolved problems.

Such radical approach of the
Chairman of Russian government
on the Caspian summit eve shows
intensive protection of Russian
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interests in gas market of Europe
rather than that in the Caspian. Since
Nabucco project, Russia supposes,
will reduce dependence of EU on
Russian gas supply and thereby the
share of Russian gas monopaly in
European market.

But that is far from truth; the shade
of Nabucco has been traveling in
Europe for about 4 years. Meanwhile
Gazprom has been reducing its share
in EU. The share of Russian gas in
general gas import in OECD-Europe
decreased from 39% to 31% between
2000 and 2008. At the same period
the share of Russia in supply of gas
out from EU decreased from 48%
to 39%, Europe bought much gas
while main additional velumes were
imported not from Russia but from
MNorway, Algeria and Qatar. The rate
of decrease doubled in 2008-2010.
During the crisis prices in spot market
were nearly twice lower than those
of Gazprom according to traditional
schedule 'take or pay”

The share of import of Russian
gas to OECD-Europe in June 2005
comprised 42% from Norway and
4% from Qatar. Five years later, in
June 2010, supplies from Norway and
Qatar exceeded Russian export by
10%.

Thus Caspian gas of Nabucco will
have to compete with the prices of
spot market rather than with Russian
supplies. All the participants of the
project count the abovementioned
today.

The participants of Nabucco are
Austrian OMY, Hungarian MOL,
Bulgarian Bulgargaz, Rumanian

Transgaz, Turkish Botas and German
RWE with equal share 16.67% each.

Russia's position related with the
status of the Caspian today seems
quite absurd since the first steps on
solution of the problem taken in 2001
are related with the name of Viadimir
Putin. Then Kazakhstan and Azerbaijan
signed the agreement in Moscow
about delimitation of the seabed of the
Caspian on November 29, 2005.

« Russia and Kazakhstan signed the
agreement on July 6 1998 on differentiation
of the seabed of northem part of the Caspian
to realize soveraign rights on usage of intenor.
There is a section in the agreement that
intends to separate the bed and the interior of
the Sea according to the prindple of modified
mid line.

« Joint statement about the prindples of
cooperation in the Caspian’ was signed on
January 9, 2001 during the visit of Viadimir
Putin, Russian President, to Baku.

The statement is about the methodology
of dividing the seabed 'based on the method
of mid line drawn on account of equidistance
of points and modified by agreement of the
parties, also on account of adopted principles
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of international law and Caspian practice.
Paragraph 5 of the Statement rums: ‘Other
elements of legal status of the Caspian are to
be discussed on further stages.

Those agreements allow to say that 3 out of
5 countries: Azerbaijan, Russiaand Kazakhstan
have reached the first consensus — to divide
the bed and interior of the sea according to
the prindple of modified mid line on account
of adopted principles of international law and
Caspian practice.

- Kazakhstan and Azerbaijan signed
the agreement on November 29, 2005 in
Moscow about differentiation of the Caspian
bed. The document determines principles
of differentiation of the Caspian bed into
national sectors according to the mid line

(geographical description and coordinates
of the line will be mentioned in a separate
protocol). The agreements do not interfere
with differentiating of sovereign state
territories and refer to realization of economic

activity in the bottom for investigation,
development and management of bottom
resources and interior of national sectors of
the Sea. The representative of Ministry of
Internal Affairs of Kaakhstan underlined
that agreed differentiation of the seabed was
not applied to biological resources and use
of the Caspian for shipping. The parties also
called the Caspian countries to condude a
convention about legal status of the Caspian
as sooni as possible on account of their common
agreement.

That is why blowing of any tense
in the Caspian future will not bring
Moscow any dividends whereas a
constructive and a just approach to
interests of its Caspian neighbors
may allow to solve many problems.
The positive change in bilateral
relations between Russia, Azerbaijan,
Kazakhstan and Turkmenistan has
proved that.

SOCAR FIRST VICE-PRESIDENT

KHOSHBAKHT YUSIFZADE IN BAKU

Member companies of the Casplan-European Integration Business Club (CEIBC) held (September 24) a meeting in Baku with
participation of Khoshbakht Yusifzade, First Vice-President on Geology, Geophysics and Field Development Issues of the
State Oil Company of Azerbaijan Republic. Information about the activity and perspectives of development in the oil sphere
of Azerbaijan was provided to CEIBC member companies at the meeting.

Rendering a speech at the meeting
Khoshbakht Yusifzade stressed the
importance of CEIBC activity which has
been operating for 8 years. Firstly, CEIBC
brings together companies operating in
different parts of the world. Companies
study CEIBC's activity and discuss
perspectives of cooperation with each
other. Secondly, meetings with heads of
state are held within the framework of
CEIBC where member companies receive
useful pieces of advice. All of this enables
to solve private sector’s problems when
solution depends on the state.

K.Yusifzade also noted that CEIBC
supports publication of journals rich in
content and broadly popular among
oilmen and businessmen. He reminded
that CEIBC was established under the
initiative of Azerbaijan President llham
Aliyev and now the Head of the State
expresses particular interest to CEIBC
activity.

K.Yusifzade presented elaborate
information about SOCAR activity during
the meeting. According to him, proved
and forecasted gas reserves of Azerbaijan

total 2 and 4.5 trillion cubic meters
respectively.

He also added that the proved reserves
of Azerbaijan total some 1.5 bln tonnes
while forecasted reserves are estimated
at 2.5-3 bin tonnes.

State Oil Company of Azerbaijan
Republic plans to maintain previous
oil and gas production level in 2011,
K.Yusifzadesaid and noted that Azerbaijan
had produced 50.4 min tons of oil in
2009. "0il production may be increased
this year but the rate will be determined
following the results of the year, First
Vice-President of SOCAR said. He also
noted that oil production in Azerbaijan
may reach 28 bln cubic meters at the
end of 2010 against 23 bin cubic meters
of 2009.

K.Yusifzade stressed that first gas within
Shah Deniz Stage |l may be extracted
during 2015-2016. He also expressed an
909% assurance for the first well located at
Umid field to be profitable.

SOCAR's First Vice President also spoke
about perspectives of onshore exploration
drilling. SOCAR has performed exploration

drilling into productive formations so far.
If we drill into Mesozoic formations then
it is quite probable that we will reveal oil
deposits. However, drilling into Mesozoic
formations is fraught with great risks
and requires big investments. If SOCAR
has appropriate potential then we shall
commence onshore exploration drilling,
he said.

Serik Primbetov, Ambassador
Extracrdinary and Plenipotentiary of
the Republic of Azerbaijan, declared at
the meeting that Kazakhstan has been
conducting successful cooperation with
CEIBC. “We have plans on cooperation
with the Club. Besides, the well known
companies operating in Kazakhstan are
CEIBC members’, he said. According
to him, CEIBC delegation will attend
KAZENERGY Forum to be held in Astana
on October 5-6. "CEIBC's meeting with
Karim Masimov, Prime Minister of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, will be also held
during the forum’, the diplomat also
emphasized that Kazakhstan is open for
cooperation with CEIBC companies.

Miroslav Blashuk, Head of Trade-



Economic Mission of the Ukraine
Embassy to Azerbaijan, declared at the
meeting that Azerbaijan abounds in oil
and resources. But the main wealth of the
country is potential of the people who are
able toincrease theseresources. He noted
about brotherhood relations between
Azerbaijan and Ukraine and invited CEIBC
companies to take part in erection of
facilities in Ukraine within the framework
of Euro-2012 football championship that
will be held in Ukraine. According to
him, trade-economic relations between

Azerbaijan and Ukraine kept developing
even during the crisis since the volume of
commeodity turnover totaled about $1 bin
and role of SOCAR is also noteworthy in it
Miroslav Blashuk also said that Azerbaijani
President llham Alivev's visit to Ukraine
will take place on October 26, 2010.

According to the results of the
certification audit that was held
successfully, evaluation of the quality
management system was positive. This
acknowledges that quality management
system certificates gained by the
company meet the requirements of
international standards ISO 9001-2008
and national 150 9001:2001 standard,

For KazTransGas JS5C positive
evaluation of the TUV international
certification body means that the



quality management system proved
to be active and effective. l.e. the
J5C develops in stable and dynamic
manner: the activity of the J5C is carried
out in accordance with established
business-processes, management and
legal requirements positively impacting
the quality of passed decisions and
enables J5C's management to feel
more  confident. Management
system’s conformity to international
requirements ensures cooperation
with partners at both domestic and
international markets.

Management systems meeting the
requirements of ISO 9001, ISO 14001,
OHSAS 18001 and ISO 27000 were also
developed, introduced and certified at
affiliated companies.

CE: How would you assess J5C's
economic figures gained within 10
years?

Sultangaly Serik: Over a 10 year
activity KazTransGas grew up into stable,
firm structure with strong positions at
the intermational market. According to
the results of 2009, gross profit within the
Group of Companies of KGT exceeded
200 bln tenge. This is 5 times as much as
the figures of 2000 when the company
was established. Profitability index of
the company totaled 17% that conforms
to the level of the best foreign oil-gas
companies,

Taxes and other compulsory payments
transferredtothe republican budget from
2000 to 2009 totaled over 721 bln tenge.
Total volume of capital investments into
the gas transportation system of the
country reached 250 bin tenge over the
reporting period. KazTransGas Group of
Companies sold a total of 51.4 bin cubic
meters of gas from 2000 to 2009.

Total volume of transportation
through main gas pipelines totaled
1,174.3 biln cubic meter of gas
within 10 years. The volume of gas
transported by KazTransGas JSC
aleng main gas pipelines in 2009
reached 91.088 bin cubic meters (96%
of the yearly plan) including 73.2 bin
cubic meters of gas that accounted
for international transit. The volume
of exported gas totaled over 10 bin
cubic meters. Gas transportation plan
for domestic consumers has been
fulfilled by 102%. The plan on gas
export and transit has been fulfilled
by 100% and 95% respectively.

KazTransGas JSC (throughKazTransGas-
Aymak, KazTransGas-Almaty subsidiary
enterprises) is currently supplying gas to
consumers of Jambyl, South-Kazakhstan,
GyzilOrda,Westemn-Kazakhstan, Aktubyn,
Almaty, Kostanay regions and Almaty city.

A total of 7.8 bin cubic meters of gas was
supplied by KGT Group of Companies to
the domestic market in 2009, This is by
almost 7 times higher as compared with
the figures of 2000.

KazTransGas plans to transport up
to 94 bin cubic meters of gas through
main gas pipelines in 2010 including
71 and 15 bin cubic meters of gas that
account for international transit and
export respectively. KazTransGas J5C
and Intergas Central Asia JSC plan to
make own investments to the sum of
3 bin 926.7 and 16.543.6 min tenge
accordingly this year.

Today KazTransGas is a sustainable
company and aspires to become a
national operator in the gas field of
Kazakhstan forensuring energy security
of the republic.

CE: What success was gained
to shift automobile transport to
compressed natural gas?

Sultangaly Serik: Shift of the
motor transport to compressed nat-
ural gas will enable to considerably
improve the ecological situation
within the country.

The project envisages shift half of
vehicles especially city busses and
public transport to natural gas which is
a hydrocarbon crude with lower rate of
hazardous emission.

Due to the growth of quantity of
such vehicles consuming natural gas in
future the network of such gas stations
in all the regions of Kazakhstan will be
established.

In order to shift motor transport to
compressed natural gas KazTransGas
ISC signed a memorandum on
cooperation with South-Korean
Company Kolon Group. According to
the memorandum feasibility study
of the project on shifting motor
transport to compressed natural gas in
Kazakhstan will be prepared.

Results of the work will enable
parties todeterminefurther directions
of cooperation in this business sector.
In case the results of the feasibility
study show the consistency of the
market, the parties agreed to hold
negotiations on creation of the
joint Kazakhstan-Korean enterprise
to be engaged in construction
of automobile gas compressor
stations and re-equipment of motor
transport.

CE: What importance does the
company attach to the Kazakhstan
content?

Sultangaly Serik: In order to
increase Kazakhstan content in
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purchase of goods, operations
and services for 2009 KazTransGas
J5C and its subsidiary enterprises
signed 38 memorandums on
cooperation to the total sum of
9.158 bin tenge with such national
enterprises as Western-Kazakhstan
machine building company, Ust-
Kamengorsk reinforce plant, Kentau
transformer plant, Kazenrgokabel,
KSP Steel LLP, Electrochemzashita LLP,
Spetzhekhservis LLP, Kazelectromash,
Gidromash Orion MIBK, Jetisy
JSC, Silhouette Sewing factory,
Kaznefttegazmash, etc.

Agreements worth 7.795 bln
tenge have been signed on basis of
memorandums by the present day.
Agreements worth 4.101 bin tenge
and 1.646 bln tenge were signed
with Elektrochemzashita LLP and
Spetszhekhservis LLP due to the
additional range of operations and
assets allocated to restoration of
equipment meant for electrical and
chemical protection as well as for
overhaul repair of GPU of GTK-10l,
GTK-10-4.

KazTransGas ISC also carries out
purposeful and consecutive activity
for improvement of HR policy. For the
present day the staff of the Group
of Companies of KazTransGas JSC
numbers 11,003 people (including
KazTransGas 109 people).

The company applies programmes
covering all main directions of
personnel training.

The company also increases
payment of social allowances
which mainly account for financial
assistance to employees for getting
treatment during vacation, payment
of women's leave when they take care
of children.

In order to popularize physical
training and sports, active rest and
healthcare of employees as well
as develop and maintain friendly
relations between subdivisions of
the group of companies, KazTransGas
JSC holds winter and summer sports
contests on ice hockey, skating, skiing,
volleyball, soccer, desktop tennis and
chess.

In conclusion, | would like to note
that KazTransGas JS5C managed to
gain success in gas transportation
field of Kazakhstan within 10 years
and undertook the assignment to
restore and modernize main gas
pipelines. Today KazTransGas is a
substantial and integral part of the
Kazakh economy domestically with
strong positions at the international
market.

NABUCCO IS MOST COMPETITIVE

PROJECT WITH LOWEST

TRANSPORTATION COSTS — REINHARD MITSCHEK

Reinhard Mitschek, Managing
Director of Nabucco Gas Pipeline
International GmbH: We are well on
track with Nabucco. We have already
completed technical and detailed
engineering and signed a mandate
letter with the banks. Thus, European
Investment Bank, European Bank of
Reconstruction and Development as
wellas EuropeanFinancial Corporation
has a mandate for allocating 4 bln
Euros for construction of the pipeline.
Another 3.5 bin Euros shall be
attracted from export agencies. We
hope to solve all financing issues in
2011 so that to launch construction
work in 2012.

We have markets for transported
capacities and presently we keep
working on documents concerning
supply of products. The next step
within Mabucco aims at signing of
project support agreements, offering
transport capacities to markets
that express interest, and certainly
solving gas supply issue that is not
the issue of Nabucco itself. It is to be
solved by the European gas suppliers,
namely the shareholders of Nabucco
like OMV, Mol and etc to buy gas
from Shah Deniz Stage Il. This is the
basis for making a final investment
decision.

The revised project of the gas
pipeline envisages only two branches
that feed the main pipeline: from the
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Turkish-Georgian border and Turkish-
Iragi border. Iran also possesses big
gas potential but use of Iranian gas in
near future is impossible.

During the session held by the
Managing Committee of the Nabucco
gas transportation project a decision
on changing a concept of gas supply
line was passed. Two gas supply
lines (from the Turkish-Georgian and
Turkish-lraqi border) were approved.

Thus, corresponding engineering
work has been ordered.
We plan to complete the

construction of the pipeline in 2015
and hope to receive first gas from
Azerbaijan and Iraq in the same year.

We have determined the terms of
suppliers’ selection for construction
of MNabucco gas pipeline from Asia
to Europe through the territory
of Turkey. We have already held a
pre-gualification evaluation of 60
companies supplying pipes and steel
structures. We plan to launch an“open
season” on search for gas customers
and sellers from the Caspian region.
Of course we will notify SOCAR about
it. The final selection of suppliers has
been scheduled for June-July 2011.
It is planned to choose about 16
suppliers.

CE:How willthe signing ofthe latest
agreement on AGRI project by the

Georgia affect the implementation
of Nabucco project?

Reinhard Mitschek: | would say
that it will not have serious effect
on our project because unlike
AGR! our project is a high-scale
one. Furthermore | do assume that
MNabucco is the most competitive one
with the lowest transportation costs.
So | believe that we are ahead of
other projects.

CE: Nabucco has two directions
from Azerbaijan and iraq? But Iraq is
impeorting gas now. How will gas be
supplied for Nabucco from Iraq?

Reinhard Mitschek: In coming
decade Europe’s gas needs will grow
by 20% and reach 600 bincubic meters.
In the meantime, gas production at
the continent will reduce twice as
much down to 100 bin cubic meters.
European countries plan to reimburse
forecasted gas shortage by means of
imported 100 bin of liquefied and the
same volume of natural gas.

We have also determined an
approximate potential of sources
feeding Nabucco gas pipeline from
Asia to Europe through the Turkish
territory. Thus, export potential of
Caspian and Asian regions through
the territory of Turkey is estimated at
60-80 bln cubic meters per year. 20
bln cubic meters of this total will be
consumed in Turkey, 30-40 bin cubic
meters will be consumed by countries
located along the route of Nabucco

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and the rest gas velume will remain in
the pipeline on the way to the point
of destination in Baumgarten.

The gas for Nabucco will come
from Shah Deniz Il. That will comprise
15-16 bln cubic meters. Besides, Shah
Deniz I, there are other projects in
Azerbaijan like SOCAR projects, BP
projects, RWE, etc. A lot of companies
invest here in the country. We expect
more gas from Azerbaijan than Shah
Deniz Il and we also expect 10-15
bln cubic meters of gas from lraq
because Irag has a huge potential
for gas production, already launched
producing onshaore gas, very close
to the border of Turkey so very
promising for gas exports to Turkey
and Nabucco.

| am sure that gas extracted from
Stage | of Shah Deniz, gas of SOCAR
and other fields will flow into Nabucco
starting from the end of 2015.

We try to synchronize our activities
with SOCAR. As soon as SOCAR signs
the first contract on sale of big gas
volumes, we will sign a contract onits
transportation towards Europe.

CE: European Commission sets
certain conditions for crediting
Nabucco? What could you tell about
those terms of crediting?

Reinhard Mitschek: For now we
can use 200 min Euros promised by
the European Union for conducting
a feasibility study of the project since
we have to fulfill a number of terms

set by the European Commission.
| hope they will be fulfilled soon
and we shall launch the detailed
engineering.

These terms require signing of
certain contracts on certain issues
and | am optimistic that we can fulfill
all these conditions.

CE: Will there be certain work done
to attract the Turkmen gas during
Stage Il of Shah Deniz project?

Reinhard Mitschek: Yes, why not.
There are good reasons to assume
that Trans-Caspian pipeline can be
constructed. It belongs to Azerbaijan
and Turkmenistan to reach an
agreement. | believe Turkmenistan
will be happy to broaden and increase
export portfolio by supplying gas to
Europe.

CE: What further agreements
should be signed between Azerbaijan
and Turkey in order to provide gas
export to Europe?

Reinhard Mitschek: There is no
step to be taken between Azerbaijan
and Turkey for export to Nabucco
because MNabucco will start on the
Eastern Turkish border. The only thing
that to be done is gas deals between
Azeri producers and European
gas suppliers so that to conclude
transportation contract within the
framework of Nabucco.
