INDUSTRIAL SECTOR AND FEC OF UKRAINE:
PROSPECTS OF DEVELOPMENT

One of the key branches of Ukraine’s economy is the industry, traditionally providing the gross domestic product. Industry has always been stronghold

of the economic stability of the state.

HEAVY INDUSTRY AND MACHINE BUILDING
ndustrially  developed regions,
including Donbass (Lugansk and
Donetsk areas), Kharkov, Lvov, Odessa,

the Zaporozhye and Dnepropetrovsk

areas and also the Ukrainian capital,

Kiev city, form the cornerstone of the

national economy. The Donetsk oblast

is presented mainly by enterprises of
coal and metallurgy industries, Lugansk
by coal production, oil processing and
machine building enterprises. The Kharkov
area specializes in machine building
and metalwork, industrial production of
construction materials. Pridneprovye’s
industrial regions, the Zaporozhye and

Dnepropetrovsk oblasts, are presented

in the national economy by ferrous and

nonferrous metallurgy, mechanical
engineering, metalwork.

@ Direct foreign investments (equity stock) into Ukraine's economy by world countries
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Heavy engineering and ores produc-
tion constitute a leading direction for the
Dnepropetrovsk Oblast. The Krivorozhye
coal basin considerably contributes into
the national economy. Industrial enter-
prises of Odessa play an outstanding
role for the economy of Ukraine and are
represented by machine-tool factories,
mechanical engineering and metalwork
enterprises. During certain years the GDP
of Ukraine had been growing mainly at
the expense of contribution of indus-
trial enterprises of the the Kiev Oblast.
This region is represented by machine-
building and metalcutting enterprises,
manufacturers of construction materials.
Kiev’s enterprises regularly account for
18% of total GDP. The contribution of
Donetsk and Lugansk Oblasts to GDP
comprised in total about 20%, about
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10% accounted for the Dnepropetrovsk
Oblast and approx. 5% to Zaporozhye.

Mechanical engineering has been play-
ing a special role in strengthening of
economy of Ukraine and her becoming
an independent highly-developed state.
The “Economic miracle” of Germany, Japan,
South Korea and other states once started
with development of its modern branches.
Mechanical engineering is one of the lead-
ing links of heavy industry. The machine-
building industry creating the most active
part of the fixed business assets (labour
instruments), essentially influences rates
and directions of the scientific and techni-
cal progress in various branches of econo-
my, labor productivity growth, other eco-
nomic indicators defining efficiency of the
social production development.

In Ukraine this complex is among the
most developed spheres. It accounts for
more than 40% of the total industrial and
manufacturing potential of industrial pro-
duction. The production of this complex
accounts for 29% in the total production of
the industry.

The role of mechanical engineering in
country’s development is defined by its serv-
ing function in all interbranch complexes:
fuel, agroindustrial, construction and others.
The status of the country and her place in
international economic integration process-
es in many respects depends on the share of
machine-building products in the structure
of export. Especially significant is the role of
mechanical engineering of Ukraine in eco-
nomic integration of the CIS states.

The production of metallurgical equip-
ment is almost completely (95.5%) concen-
trated in the Donetsk and Pridneprovye
economic regions.

The centers of the power equipment
are: Kharkov (providing 40% of the total
power equipment of Ukraine), Zaporozhye,
Kiev, Dnepropetrovsk, Melitopol, Lvov,
Ternopol, Poltava, New Kakhovka, Tokmak
(Zaporozhye Region), Odessa.

Automobile factories of Ukraine produce
oversize vehicles (Kremenchug), buses and



auto-loaders (Lvov), cars (Zaporozhye), cars
for rural areas (Lutsk), automobile motors
(Melitopol), and minibuses (Simferopol).

The aviation industry produces planes
and knots, devices and spare parts. The
greatest development of this industry is
especially obvious in Kiev and Kharkov
where factories manufacture passen-
ger and heavy aircrafts, including one of
world's largest ones, AN-225. In connec-
tion with the conversion of production this
industry has recently began to manufac-
ture a lot of products of wide consumption.

Tractor construction is a consumer-
oriented industry. Its major center is
Kharkov where such factories as the trac-
tor factory, tractor self-propelled chas-
sis factory, and engine-building factory
operate. Wheel tractors are manufactured
in Dnepropetrovsk and tractor units in
Vinnitsa. Some large enterprises manu-
facturing details and spare parts for trac-
tors work in Simferopol, Kremenchug,
Chuguyev, Kiev, White Church, Lugansk,
and Odessa.

Machine-tool construction is concentrat-
ed in large cities including Kiev, Kharkov,
Kramatorsk, Odessa, Zaporozhye, Lvov, and
Zhitomir.

Ukraine completely covers her local
needs with own iron ore, coke, manga-
nese and other auxiliary materials. As to
reserves of iron ores, Ukraine is the fourth
largest country in the world (27 billion
tons; following Russia, Brazil, Australia) and
the sixth largest country in terms of ores
production (48 million tons; following the
People’s Republic of China, Brazil, Australia,
India, the USA). The Krivorozhye iron pro-
ducing area (Dnepropetrovsk Oblast) is
the largest iron-ore basin. Here 75% of
iron ore is produced by open way. Rich
iron ores (with up to 60% of Fe content)
there are almost exhausted. So now pro-
duced in Krivbass are mainly poor ores
(with 35% of Fe content) that consider-
ably increases wastes. After enrichment
on the Southern, Krivorozhye, Central,
Northern and Inguletsk ore mining and
processing enterprises ore turns into a
concentrate with about 62% of iron con-
tent, then arrives on agglomeration plants
and further goes to blast furnaces. More
than a half of enriched ore is supplied to
steel works of the European part of Russia,
Slovakia, Hungary, and Poland.

The Kerch (Crimea) iron-ore basin
accounts for 4.2% of total ore production
in Ukraine and steel works of Mariupol are
the main consumers.

The development of fields of
Kremenchug iron producing area (Poltava
region) and large reserves, including rich
ores, of Belozerskoye (Zaporozhye Oblast)
iron producing area continues.

The Pridneprovsk manganese ore basin
(Dnepropetrovsk oblast, Nikopol, Ingulets
fields and Zaporozhye Tokmatskoye field)
is world’s largest one in terms of produc-
tion and the second largest considering
reserves after the Republic of South Africa.
The two thirds of production is carried
out by open way and mine way. Ukraine
supplies manganese ore to metallurgical
enterprises of Russia and some European
states.

Half of coke for metallurgy is provided by
coke-chemical factories of Donbass where
13 out of 18 coke-chemical enterprises
of Ukraine are located. Big coke-chemical
factories of Donbass and Pridneprovye
are located in Makeyevka, Mariupol,

Gumboils, quartzites,

refractory clay constitute a component

metallurgical

part of the raw materials base of the met-
allurgical complex. Refractory clay is pro-
duced in Donetsk region, and high-quality
flux limestone and dolomite are produced
in Donetsk, Dnepropetrovsk oblasts and
the Autonomous Republic of the Crimea.

Production of ferrous metals is concen-
trated mainly on the full-cycle enterpris-
es located in three areas: Pridneprovye
(Dneprodzerzhinsk, Dnepropetrovsk, Krivoi
Rog, and Zaporozhye), Donbass (Donetsk,
Makeyevka, Alchevsk, Konstantinovka,
Kramatorsk), Priazovye (Mariupol). The larg-
est iron and steel plants are: Krivorozhstal,
Azovstal (Mariupol), Zaporozhstal and also
Donetsk and Makeevsky metallurgical
complexes.

Nonferrous metallurgy in Ukraine as

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compared with ferrous metallurgy is less
developed, first of all because of the inef-
ficient developed industrial categories of
raw material resources. In Ukraine there
are numerous fields of mineral resources
for nonferrous metallurgy: aluminum raw
materials (alunite of Zakarpatye, baux-
ites of Cherkashchina, nephelines of
Priazovye), polymetals, mercury, nickel,
titan, zinc, etc. But their exploration con-
ditions are not sufficient.

Leading branches of nonferrous met-
allurgy are aluminum, zinc, magnesium,
titanic, mercury, and ferronickel.

In the structure of non-ferrous met-
als production of Ukraine the alumi-
num industry goes first. It works on
imported bauxites and consists of
production of alumina and aluminum.
Their production accounts for nearly
20% of total nonferrous metallurgy
production. Aluminum oriented at the
source of cheap electric energy and
imported from Nikolayev alumina (pro-
duced from import bauxites of Hungary
and Guinea) is melted in Zaporozhye.
Sverdlovsk (Lugansk Region) manufac-
tures aluminum alloys.

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FueL & ENERGY COMPLEX

One of the most important structural
components of Ukraine’s economy and
the key factor of ensuring vital activities
of the state is the fuel and energy com-
plex (energy industry).

The structure of FEC's enterprises
includes coal mines, oil and gas wells,
power plants, overhead lines. They are
grouped into branches that act as basic
elements of the branch structure of the
energy industry.

The coal industry in Ukraine is the
old and traditional industry, dominat-
ing among fuel branches. Ukraine has
large reserves (up to 200 billion tons) of
high-quality coal that lies mainly on the
considerable depth in Donetsk, Lvov-
Volynskiy and Pridneprovsky (brown)
basins. 75% of coal is used as fuel and
25% as process feedstock for ferrous
metallurgy, chemical industry and other
branches. The Donbass basin remains the
largest coal producing area in the coun-
try. Carboniferous areas in Donbass make
more than 50,000 square kilometers and
possess about 98% of coal reserves of
Ukraine.

The oil industry of Ukraine features low
indicators, though potential possibilities
of oil production and refining are rather
higher. Oil produced in Ukraine has rather
high prime cost because of imperfect tech-
nologies of production: production by pro-
gressive gushing has almost stopped here.
Today every year own oil production com-
prises about 3 million tons vs. required 20
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million tons of crude oil. Therefore Ukraine
is a considerable importer of oil and oll
products (mainly from Russia).

Oil processing industry of Ukraine is
represented by several oil refineries with
total capacity of 80-90 min tons of oil
per year. An oil terminal with the capac-
ity of 25 miIn tons of oil per year with
possible capacity growth up to 100 min
tons has been recently built in Odessa. It
is possible to pump oil from Azerbaijan,
Kazakhstan, Iran, Iraq, Saudi Arabia,
Yemen, Syria and UAE.

The Ukrainian terminals received Azeri
Light oil in 2011 for further transportation
along the Odessa-Brody oil pipeline in the
averse regime as well as along one of the
lines of Drujba oil pipeline to Belarusian
Oil Refinery. According to the current
contract signed between Ukrtransnafta
and Belarusian Oil Company CJSC the
Belarusian party was obliged to pump
(in transit regime) 4 min tons of oil per
year along the oil transportation system
of Ukraine. However, less than 1 min tons
of oil was pumped following the results
of 2011. Odessa-Brody oil pipeline did not
operate in the averse regime in 2012.

Construction of the Odessa-Brody oil
pipeline branch was commenced for
Caspian oil transportation. Ukraine is
also ready to take part in construction of
Ceyhan-Samsun oil pipeline in Turkey.

Gas industry is quite a young and prom-
ising branch therefore. Gas production in
Ukraine totaled 20.1 bcm in 2011 including
18.1 bln as the share of daughter com-
panies of Naftogaz. NJSC says that these
indicators were achieved at the expense
of measures undertaken for the growth of
efficient use of production and resource
base as well as commencement of develop-
ment of new fields and reserves. According
to the forecasts, Ukraine will increase gas

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production up to 21 bcm and 22 bcm in
2012 and 2013 respectively.

It is necessary for Ukraine to produce
about 85 bcm of gas each year. The main

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reserves of gas production growth in
Ukraine are the search for perspective fields
and introduction of new technologies.

Ukraine is the biggest gas consumer
in Europe today. 65%-70% out of 60
bcm that the country consumes each
year is imported. Neftegaz Ukrainy and
ExxonMobil signed a Memorandum on
cooperation in exploration of reserves
of unconventional hydrocarbons in
Ukraine on February 16, 2011. Shevron
Corporation was announced the winner
of the tender for production of hydro-
carbons in the area of Oless field (Lvov
and lvano-Frank regions) on May 14,
2012. Shevron presented the draft of the
agreement on distribution of products
during the development of Oless gas
bearing field to the Cabinet of Ministers
on August 23, 2012.

OF ENERGY SUPPLIES DIVERSIFICATION BY HERSELF,
WELCOMES PARTNERS’ INVOLVEMENT IN THIS PROCESS -

MYKOLA AZAROV, PRIME MINISTER OF UKRAINE

The high level and intensity of the political dialogue between Kiev and Baku should be converted into expansion and deepening of the economic rela-
tions, Prime Minister of Ukraine Mykola Azarov said when commenting on his April’s official visit to Azerbaijan (this year). He considers the cooperation
in the field of supplies and transit of energy resources to be one of the most actual ones. Today the Head of Ukrainian Government gives answers to
the questions of CASPIAN ENERGY.

Caspian Energy (CE): Mr. Azarov,
what does the concept “energy
security” mean for Ukraine? Which
international projects are now
planned for implementation to
reinforce it?

Mykola Azarov, Prime Minister of
Ukraine: Like for any other country,
energy security for Ukraine is first of all
the question of national security. For the
last two and a half years we have made
enormous efforts for development
of large-scale projects with the aim
in mind to minimize dependence on
external energy sources and diversify
supplies.

Programs of a wider use of coal are
now underway, since this is the only
energy carrier in Ukraine that can
fully meet demands of the national
economy because of abundant coal
resources available (about 117.5 billion
tons). These programs include coal
gasification, production and use of
methane from coal fields as alternative
fuel (industrial resources make 3-3.5
trillion cubic meters, which is more than
2 times exceeds expected reserves of
natural gas in Ukraine), re-equipment
of existing and construction of new
energy generating capacities with
replacement of natural gas by water
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coal fuel or a mix of stone and brown
coal.

Development of enterprises for
production and complex processing
of peat and brown coal as alternative
types of fuel will allow reducing
consumption of imported natural gas
by about 1 billion cubic meters a year.

Challenges of international value
are exploration of oil and gas fields
on the Black Sea shelf, development
of shale gas reserves, the project
of construction of a regasification
terminal for LNG supplies.

The nuclear power industry is not
forgotten, since 15 energy units are
now operational in Ukraine. So, the
other day | and Director General of
Rosatom State Corporation Sergey
Kiriyenko put a symbolical stone on the
site of construction of a joint Ukrainian-
Russian nuclear fuel production plant
in the Kirovograd area. This plant will
start working already in 3 years and

completely meet demands of all our
reactors.

CE: Could you, please, tell about
prospects of shale gas production in
Ukraine?

Mykola Azarov: The results of
researches of slate stratums in the
Western, Central and Eastern regions of
Ukraine have revealed 11 prime areas
of different degree of prospects for the
subsequent researches and production
of shale gas deposits.

According to the resolutions of the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine, two
areas Olesskoye and Yuzovskoye fields
have been offered for a tender for
conclusion of a relevant agreement
about distribution of hydrocarbons,
which will be produced within the
corresponding sites. Shell and Chevron
have been chosen as their developers.

By estimates of geologists, gas
reserves on the Yuzovskoye field can
make 2 trillion cubic meters and up




to 1.5 trillion cubic meters on the
Olesskoye field. Investments into these
shale gas fields in 30 years can make
$50-70 billion.

The US Energy Information
Administration (EIA) estimates the
Ukrainian reserves of slate gas as
1.2 trillion cubic meters, which puts
Ukraine on the fourth place in Europe
in terms of volumes of such kind of fuel
after Poland, France and Norway.

CE: Do you consider South Stream
project a threat for economy of
Ukraine and how urgent is it for
Europe? How is the project on
modernization of the Ukrainian gas
transmission system proceeding?

Mykola Azarov: Construction
of South Stream is economically
inexpedient for both Ukraine and
Russia. Three gas pipelines go across
the territory of Ukraine. They now can
supply 150 bcm to Europe and 200 bcm
after modernization, i.e. completely
meet gas needs of European countries.

Neither Nord Stream, nor South
Stream have and will have in the near
future reliable gas storages. However,
Ukraine has such gas storages
available. Reserves of these storages
could be used during the period of
low temperatures. For both Russia and
Europe it would be the most optimum
choice to use our gas transmission

system, which annually provides transit
of 75% of total export of Russian gas to
19 countries of Europe.

It is obvious that the Ukrainian gas
transmission system needs capital
modernization. For this reason our
Government suggests transferring
the operation of the gas transmission
system to the international consortium
incorporating Ukraine, Russia and
the European Union. This consortium
would provide its transparent and
fair administration and perform
its modernization worth only 4.5
billion euro. The Euro-2012 football
championship has shown Ukraine is
a reliable partner when the matter
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concerns international
projects.

At present the national joint-stock
company Neftegaz of Ukraineis actively
cooperating with the European Union
within the frames of implementation of
the General Statement signed on March
23,2009 by theresults of the EU-Ukraine
international conference on GTS
modernization. Mott Macdonald Ltd
has completed work on a preliminary
research on modernization of the
transit and underground gas storages
system. Obtaining of a loan from the
European Bank of Reconstruction
and Development and the European
Investment Bank on reconstruction
of line facilities of Urengoy-Pomary-
Uzhgorod gas pipeline will become a
provision of practical implementation
of the agreements.

CE: Does Ukraine plan to join
Nabucco project?

Mykola  Azarov: Ukraine s
interested in implementation of this
project. | spoke about during my latest
meeting with President of Azerbaijan
Ilham Aliyev. Our country, addressing
the problem of energy supplies
diversification by herself, welcomes
partners’ involvement in this process
and is ready to offer assistance. EU
considers the Caspian region an
alternative source of gas supply.
Ukraine could have lent a financial aid,
supplied pipes, compressor units, etc.

The Ministry of Energy and Coal
Industry of Ukraine applied to
the Azerbaijani side with a request
concerning Ukraine’s participation
in the implementation of the project

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of construction of the Trans-Anadolu
gas pipeline and obtained a positive
response of the State Oil Company
of Azerbaijan which expressed its
readiness for negotiations with
authorized organization of Ukraine
after signing of the corresponding
agreement between Azerbaijan and
Turkey.

CE: What are the prospects of
development of the oil transit corridor
Odessa-Brody-Plotsk-Gdansk?

Mykola Azarov: The project of the
Eurasian oil-transportation corridor
envisages creation of the new route of

transportation of oil from the Caspian
region to Ukraine and EU’s markets
bypassing overloaded Turkish straits.
Unlike other alternative projects,
the considerable part of the transit
infrastructure has already been built
(Odessa-Brody oil pipeline, offshore
oil terminal Youjniy, south branch
of Drujba oil pipeline, etc) and
operates. That is what the advantage
of this project is. It enables to get it
implemented within a short period of
time.

One of the urgent tasks is to sign
a multilateral intergovernmental
agreement which should determine

investment, environmental, tax
and other regimes of the project
implementation. This document is a
mandatory prerequisite for getting a
financial aid from EU and attraction of
strategic investors.

The Ukrainian party sent the draft
agreement to project participants
in accordance with the established
procedure. The Polish and Georgian
parties have already made their
proposals and remarks. The Azerbaijani
side offered to create a joint working
group for the workup of the document
text.

The development of the Ukrainian
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working group is already on verge of
completion whereupon the parties
will be offered to conduct multisided
consultations. The support that the

European Union lends especially

within the framework of the EU’s

Eastern partnership initiative is another
important direction of the project of
development of the oil transportation
corridor.
Within the framework of the Road
™

map of the “Eastern partnership” for
2012-2013 (approved by the European

Commission on 15.05.2012)
EU intends to consider an issue of
attaching of al-European significance
status to this project.

During the session of the platform
“Energy security” initiatives of EU
“Eastern partnership” held on June
18, 2012 the participants were
acquainted with the activities of the
Ukrainian party aiming at arrangement
of Caspian oil supply to EU markets
through the territory of Ukraine.
According to the information of the
European Commission representatives,
the issue concerning the provision of
all-European significance status to the
Eurasian oil transportation corridor
project will be considered by the end
of this fall.

This status itself offers provision
of state support to the project. Thus,

the simplified procedure will enable
to get necessary agreements and
permissions for the construction as
well as additional opportunities for
obtaining a financial support from the
European Union funds.

CE: What are the prospects in the
field of LNG supplies?

Mykola Azarov: A decision on
realization of the national project for
supply of liquefied natural gas and
construction of regasification terminal
was made within the framework of
implementation of economic reforms
by President of Ukraine Victor
Yanukovych. The plan of immediate
measures concerning the preparation
and realization of the project of
construction of offshore LNG terminal
was approved in accordance with the
order of the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine.

Spanish company Socoin became
a winner of the tender for the
development of the feasibility study in
September 2011 and completed it on
January 30, 2012. The feasibility study
envisages construction of the terminal
with the capacity of 10 bcm on the
Black Sea coast. The construction will
consist of 2 stages. The first stage
envisages construction of the floating
unit for storage and regasification (to
be commissioned in 2016); the second
stage envisages construction of the
onshore terminal (to be commissioned

in 2018).
The cabinet of ministers
of Ukraine will provide state

guarantees worth over 2.3 bln
UAH for the construction of the
offshore part of the terminal.

Countries of the Caspian region
(Azerbaijan, Turkmenistan), Persian
Gulf (Qatar), North and West Africa
(Egypt, Algeria and Nigeria) are the
potential suppliers of liquefied gas to
Ukraine.

THE FUTURE OF UKRAINE BELONGS TO ENERGY
EFFICIENT ECONOMY AND HIGH TECHNOLOGIES -

P SERGIY TIGIPKO, VICE PRIME MINISTER AND MINISTER OF SOCIAL POLICY OF UKRAINE

Caspian Energy (CE): Mr. Tigipko,
what are the main activities that the
government carries with the purpose to
attract investments into the Ukrainian
economy?

Sergiy Tigipko, Vice Prime Minister
and Minister of Social Policy of Ukraine:
First of all we try to maximally simplify the
access for an investor into the Ukrainian
market. The law on single investment win-
dow has gained force since the beginning
of the current year. According to the law,
the authorized company InvestUkraine
accompanies an investor at all stages
of project implementation; starting from
the search for a land and feasibility study
development till all necessary permits
have been received. We attract investors
on basis of sectoral and territorial prin-
ciples. Related communal enterprises are
created in each sphere. The enterprises
become centers for attraction and accom-
paniment of investors. For instance, such
center in the Kiev region currently accom-
panies implementation of 50 projects.

A number of branches enjoy privileges
including tax remissions on the legislative
level. It concerns ship and plane con-
struction, light industry, hotel business,
companies engaged in power saving and
alternative energy as well. A package of
laws on providing address privileges to
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investors who implement project in pri-
ority economic spheres and create new
working places will gain force starting
from 2013. Reforms that the government
has been implementing since 2010 also
aim at improvement of the investment
climate. It includes adoption of Customs
and Tax codes, reduction of audits and
the amount of controlling bodies and
simplification of accountability of enter-
preneurs.

As the result, we have been witness-
ing the inflow of foreign investors into
Ukraine for the last two years in spite
of the global economic crisis. | expect
the revival in the investment sphere in
the coming two years when the imple-
mentation of the biggest and advanced
investment projects starts — shale gas
production in West and East Ukraine,
oil and gas production in the Black Sea
shelf, reconstruction of heat and power
plants, thermal power plants and refiner-
ies, modernization of hydropower plants,
construction of new wind parks and solar
plants, the launch of construction of
new units of nuclear power plants. The
amount of investments (both Ukrainian
and foreign) to be expected in the energy
sphere alone will be worth tens of billions
of dollars in coming decade. We set an
ambitious target to radically reduce the
energy content of the economy, reform
a market of coal and power industry as
well as ensure energy independence
of the state. Tenders for gas develop-
ment at Yuzov, Oless and Skif fields were
held a few months ago. The contractual
documentation is under development.
National Joint-Stock Company Neftegaz
develops Odessa and Shtorm fields now.
Two platforms have already been pur-
chased. A tender was announced for pur-
chase of two more platforms. Commercial
production on these fields will probably
be launched in 2017. The development of
the feasibility study for LNG terminal con-
struction is also on verge of completion.

The size of investments that the Black
sea countries intend to draw into the oil-
gas projects in coming decade equals to

the sum of investments that have been
lately attracted by the Caspian region
countries. According to the optimistic
plans, we will manage to meet all our gas
demand and stop import in 10 years.

CE: Which economic branches demand
big investments and what are the plans
on their development?

Sergiy Tigipko: Apart from the oil-gas
complex and power industry, we intend
to attract very serious investments into
the renewal of transport infrastructure,
modernization and construction of new
ports. A new law on sea ports was adopt-
ed for this purpose. Railroads will become
another object for investing. Necessary
laws have already been adopted and our
goal is to ensure renewal of rolling stock,
vans, routes and railway stations. We also
plan to proceed with large-scale construc-
tion of automobile roads. Among top pri-
ority projects we can especially mention
a new Kiev-Dnepropetrovsk road and the
circular road around Kiev. They are among
state projects. Private investors focus
attention mainly on agriculture: construc-
tion of new elevators, farms, reanimation
of agricultural machine building.

Development of high technologies is
one of the most important tasks of the
government: IT and biotechnologies.
Therefore we plan to develop a network
of technoparks and build tens of indus-
trial parks jointly with Ukrainian lead-
ing institutes of higher education. Oil
refining is an important branch as well.
We intend to attract foreign investors
for reconstruction of national oil refiner-
ies. Negotiations are currently held with
Romanian and Azerbaijani companies.
Ukraine is also interested in import of
Kazakh oil and continuation of coopera-
tion with oil companies.

CE: What advantages will Ukraine
gain after initialing of an agreement on
a free trade zone with EU, ratification
of the agreement about free trade zone
with CIS countries?

Sergiy Tigipko: The agreement on free
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trade zone with CIS countries is already
in force in Ukraine and now we wait for
it to be ratified by other CIS members.
A decision on supplement of this agree-
ment with an agreement on free services
trade within the framework of CIS was
taken during the summit that had been
recently held in Yalta. Ukraine is inter-
ested in its signing and fulfillment as it is
a big exporter of services.

The agreement with EU was only nego-

tiated and its ratification is expected in
coming year. The agreement on the free
trade zone with CIS countries will enable
to make a bilateral trade more predict-
able. None of the parties will be able to
impose groundless sanctions or obstruct-
ing duties. The agreement provides a firm
base for solution of trade disputes as
well. The agreement of free trade zone
with EU will open access to the European
market for Ukrainian producers — mainly

it is food products and goods that are
in daily demand. | strongly believe that
assembling plants along the Ukrainian-
European border will be constructed after
ratification of this agreement. It will be
convenient for the Europeans to assem-
bly TVs, refrigerators, furniture there con-
sidering the qualification of Ukrainian
workers. By the way, we plan to sign an
agreement on free trade zone with Turkey
following the creation of the free trade
zone with EU.

CE: How would you evaluate the
cooperation with the Caspian region
countries: Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan and
Georgia? What kind of work is imple-
mented for expanding cooperation with
these countries?

Sergiy Tigipko: We have a very
dynamic cooperation with the countries
of the region. | am in charge for the rela-
tions with Georgia in the government,
| have paid several visits to this coun-
try during the past few years. Ukraine
is one of the biggest foreign investors
in Georgia. Cooperation with Azerbaijan
and Kazakhstan is also important. We are
interested in gas import from Azerbaijan.
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Import of liquefied gas from Kazakhstan
has been growing. Countries of the
region are the biggest customers of the
Ukrainian machine building and metal-
lurgical products: pipes, vans and oil-gas
equipment. Logistics is one of the most
serious problems. Ukraine is interested
in opening of new airlines, expansion of
ferry transportation and growth of port
capacities in Georgia. The port in Poti is
under reconstruction now. A new city-
port Lazika is being built. Completion
of these infrastructure projects will be
an incentive for the development of our
trade.

CE: What could you tell about the proj-
ect on creation of the company for insur-
ance of exporters’ risks? What other
measures will be undertaken to stimu-
late export component of the Ukrainian
economy?

Sergiy Tigipko: There is a plan to cre-
ate a state export-credit agency similar
to the export supporting corporations
operating in many developed countries.
The agency will be engaged in insurance
of contracts for export of high-tech prod-
ucts, provision of state guarantees, lend-
ing marketing and information support to
Ukrainian exporters.

CE: Are there any countries which
experiment you apply during the solu-
tion of social sphere related problems
of Ukraine?

Sergiy Tigipko: The situation in
each country is different therefore it
is impossible to apply the experience
of other countries especially in such
sphere as social reforms. Nevertheless,
we attracted Bulgarian specialists
during consideration of the pension
reform, and considered the Polish
and Slovak experience. We consult-
ed with Hungarian specialists while
working on the reform in customs
sphere. Kazakhstan's experience was
taken into account in the tax reform.
Georgian experts helped us with the
construction reform. In near future
we should implement a reform in the
sphere of housing and public utilities
and now | also study the experience
of East European countries. We have
already introduced a part of this expe-
rience. First of all it concerns stimula-
tion of the population and thermal/
energy enterprises toward reduction
of energy consumption.
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CE: Why don’t you attract IMF’s credits
for economy development?

Sergiy Tigipko: Now resuming of
cooperation program with IMF is being
negotiated. Credits of IMF are extremely
important for restoration of macroeco-
nomic stability and trust of other credi-
tors to the country. In general, | think that
it is more important to apply the experi-
ence of this international organization
rather than considering the issue of cred-
its in cooperation with IMF. Institutional
reforms implemented together with IMF
are extremely important for stable eco-
nomic growth.

CE: What importance does Ukraine
attach to high-tech production and
innovative development?

Sergiy Tigipko: It is a key task of the
state. Two things are neessary for that —
formation of necessary institutes of com-
petitive economy which creates demand
for innovations as well as growth of train-
ing quality of human resources.

Higher education system reform is on
the agenda in Ukraine now. We plan to
give more autonomy to institutes of high-

er education including a financial autono-
my so that to finance more the training of
technical specialists and engineers as well
as to bind higher education with science.
The experience of other countries shows
that such integration is very fruitful, new
branches of economy can be created at
the expense of technologies transfer. For
instance, IT-outsourcing is the rapidly
growing branch in the country. Google
has bought one of the Ukrainian start-ups
worth 30 miIn dollars the other day.
Stimulation of the demand for innova-
tions is the second problem. High price
for Russian gas stimulates metallurgists
and chemists to renew production tech-
nologies, constructors to erect energy-
efficient buildings, energy specialists to
modernize networks and boilers. | think
that companies not introducing ener-
gy saving technologies will simply not
endure the price competition even after
the shift to consumption of domestic gas
and reduction of its cost. | am sure that
the future of Ukraine belongs to energy
efficient economy and high technologies.

Caspian Energy (CE): Mr. Blyznyuk,

how do you evaluate global trends of
development of construction industry
and how do they impact on development
of the construction sector of Ukraine?
What was the impact of the world crisis
on the development of the construction
sector of the country?

Anatoliy Blyznyuk, Minister of
Regional Development, Construction
and Housing and Communal Services
of Ukraine: Global trends of develop-
ment of the construction industry in
conditions of the financial crisis make
us develop mainly the domestic market

of production of construction materials.
If we manage to meet the demand of
the entire country then we will invest
state means into construction of large-
scale infrastructure facilities more con-
fidently.

Ukraine needs to update systems of life-
support, transport infrastructure, construc-
tion of new industrial facilities in compli-
ance with modern ecological requirements.

We have a big source of raw materials
therefore the concept of development
of domestic production of construction
materials is the main task for success-
ful modernization of infrastructure of

our country. We constantly search for
emplaced areas for placement of enter-
prises engaged in production of con-
struction materials. Our task is to make
Ukrainian construction materials cheaper
and better than imported ones. As the
result, the growth of export over the
import is already observed today.

19 out of 25 regions of Ukraine are
cross-border ones. Their total area
makes about 77% of the whole
territory of the country. It is a
viable ground for highlighting the
work in the field of creation of
cross-border clusters and applying
the results of their operation
in the long-term country-wide
strategy. The Ukrainian-Russian
cross-border region is the biggest
one among them. The area it
occupies is 385,000 square km.
It includes 10 oblasts - Donetsk,
Lugan, Kharkov, Sumskaya and
Chernigovsk oblasts of Ukraine
and Bryansk, Kursk, Belgorod,
Voronej and Rostov oblasts of the
Russian Federation. In common,
about 23 min people live here.
The Russian-Ukrainian region is
the biggest one considering the
quantity of population.

CE: To what extent was it possible to
put a town-planning activity in order in
Ukraine? How do you solve the issue of
combination of architectural structures
with newly erected buildings?

Anatoliy Blyznyuk: A law on “General
scheme of planning of the territory of
Ukraine” was adopted in 2002. It laid
basis for regulation of the town planning
activity. We indeed had precedents of
chaotic building development, especially
historical centers of big cities. Since this
law gained force the land for construc-
tion has been given exceptionally under
condition of development of detailed
plans of territories in compliance with all
infrastructure features. It is noteworthy
that the process of toughening of town
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planning principles runs in parallel with
deregulation of permission procedures
in the construction. Our ideology aims
at facilitation of the work of constructors
and consideration of interests of all resi-
dents of the given territory.

CE: What are the prospects of coop-
eration in the field of construction with
neighbor countries?

Anatoliy Blyznyuk: Countries which
were the first to realize the importance
of regional and trans-border coopera-
tion gain success in the modern global
economy.

The main goal that Ukraine pursues in
the field of trans-border clusters of econ-
omy (construction is not an exception
here) is to create economic growth cen-
ters in the cross-border regions in order
to raise the quality life index, competitive-
ness of national products in the global
market. Ukraine has a certain experience
of clustered arrangement of entrepre-
neurship. The process of development of
cross-border cluster initiatives has begun
as well.

CE: Which infrastructure projects are
realized in Ukraine?

Anatoliy Blyznyuk: For instance, it is
noteworthy that Ukraine built 5 modern
airports over the past 3 years. There are a
few countries in the world that may boast
of such rates of development of transport
infrastructure. Qualitative logistics is the
basis for development of international
and economic relations.

Infrastructure facilities are built on basis
of the most advanced world technolo-
gies. However, only national construction
materials are applied.

Our main objective for a short future
is to conduct a massive construction of
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energy-efficient available housing and
water supply, heat supply and alter-
native energy facilities. These are the
projects that the government focuses
its efforts on.

CE: How do you evaluate investment
prospects of the construction sector for
foreign investors?

Anatoliy Blyznyuk: | would like to note
two key positions.

Over the past year alone we shortened
the terms of preparation of construction
facilities and allocation of lands almost
by 4 times. Nowadays, it will take you
90 calendar days in Ukraine to prepare
documents permitting the construction
including provision and preparation of
documents for lands. It meets world prin-
ciples of deregulation in the construc-
tion and creates favorable conditions for
attraction of foreign investments into the
construction sector of Ukraine.

The second: Most part of construction
guidelines and state standards are fully
harmonized with the European construc-
tion legislation.

Thus, we provided all conditions for
comfort operation of foreign constructors
and investors. Now it is simpler, faster and
cheaper to build in our country.

CE: What kind of innovations are
planned to be introduced in the con-
struction segment of the economy for
the regions of Ukraine?

Anatoliy Blyznyuk: The task for near
future is to implement the provisions
of the Law of Ukraine about regulation
of town-planning activity. We intend to
provide all investment-attractive territo-
ries with necessary town planning docu-
ments.

One of our priority tasks is to create
an electronic town planning cadastre of
dynamically and constantly updating sys-
tem. If the traditional land cadastre is a
cadastre of statics and fixation of ground
areas the town planning cadastre implies
dynamics and development. It is the town
planning cadastre that will reflect per-
spective plans of city development, main
functional and territorial vectors of its
development.

CE: To what degree was it possible
to solve the matter of housing afford-
ability?

Anatoliy Blyznyuk: We solve the issue
of housing affordability in two aspects.
The first is the cheapening of cost price of
construction at the expense of develop-
ment of the internal market of construc-
tion materials. The second is the targeted
budget support of consumers of this
housing. This year, over 4.0 families alone
have become owners of apartments at
the expense of state budget programs
aiming at support of construction of
affordable housing.

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CEIBC MEETS WITH
TOP MANAGEMENT OF SOCAR

Member companies of the Caspian-European Integration Business Club (CEIBC) met with Suleyman Gasymov, Vice President for
the Economic Issues of the State Oil Company of Azerbaijan Republic (SOCAR), and Tofig Gahramanov, Vice-President for Strategic
Development of SOCAR, in Baku. The parties discussed prospects of economic cooperation with CEIBC member companies, pros-
pects on development of the project related construction of the new oil&gas processing and petrochemical complex as well as
possible participation of the CEIBC member companies in it.

t the sessions of the Club the
Aguests highly evaluated CEIBC's

initiatives for such meetings are
contributing into the maintenance of
the business-to-government dialogue,
exchange of opinions, and discussion of
proposals on prospects for new projects’
development.

According to S.Gasymoyv, today SOCAR
is on the way to turning into a big
international company and builds activity
asavertically integrated company starting
from the process of exploration and
production on fields right up to sale of oil
and petrochemical industry products. He
spoke about the modernization of SOCAR
structure and reminded that Azerigaz and
Azerikimya entered SOCAR as production
units in 2009 and 2010 respectively.

Speaking about branched network of
main oil and gas pipelines for transportation
of energy resources, he noted that 22
enterprises operate within the structure
of SOCAR today. Apart from this, SOCAR
represents interests of Azerbaijan in more
than 32 PSAs. The most significant of them
are the contracts on development of Azeri-
Chirag-Gunashli and Shah Deniz fields.

He also noted that reformation of
SOCAR's structure enabled to solve some
problems with payments and reduced the
tax load of SOCAR enterprises. S.Gasymov
noted that the assets of the State Oil
Company of Azerbaijan Republic total
$17 bin. Besides, about $2 bin falls to the
share of attracted funds.
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S.Gasymov spoke in details about
the placement of nominal securities at
London stock exchange and noted that
the prospect of placement of securities
in the domestic market was under
consideration as well.

During the CEIBC session T.
Gahramanov spoke about the results of
the April forum held in Baku dedicated
to construction of the new oil-gas
processing and petrochemical complex
with participation of over 150 companies
from 30 countries worldwide and over
450 delegates. T.Gahramanov mentioned
a 130-year history of oil refining industry
of Azerbaijan. According to him, if the
project cost of the new complex varied
within $12-13 bin ($15 bIn bank interests
inclusive) during the forum the sum
comprised $14-15 after inclusion of

i

certain units and other changes ($16-17
together with bank interests for future
credits). “As far as the configuration of
the complex is concerned, the capacity of
the initial oil and gas processing will total
10 min tons and 10 bcm respectively. A
petrochemical block and an energy block
with the capacity of 250 mW will be built’,
he said and noted that 40 processing
units are to be installed in the complex.
17 of them need licensing.

SOCAR Vice Presidents Suleyman
Gasymov and Tofig Gahramanov
were awarded the CEIBC honorary
membership certificates. Certificates
were also given to new CEIBC member
companies. Executives of companies and
representatives of a number of diplomatic
agencies accredited in Azerbaijan

participated in CEIBC meetings.

Tekfen Bayil Steel Fabrication Plant
will undertake all the erection, testing
and commissioning work.

Tekfen is also
taking a close interest in industrial proj-
ects such as the new Oil Gas Processing
and Petrochemical Complex (OGPC) to
be developed and constructed by SOCAR
near Baku and additionally fertilizer
plants, high rise buildings and Olympic
stadium.

Construction Journal (CJ): Mr.
Mammadov, what success did the
company gain in the Azerbaijani
market and which innovations and
technologies does the company
introduce in the market?

Rashad Mammadov, Head of the
Marketing and Sales Department,
NJT 2000: As you know our company
is engaged in production of plastic
materials, mainly pipes and pipe
fittings. Our company will promote
these products just like the way it
did last year.

Today, every second sewage pipe
produced in the world out of polymer
materials is a corrugated pipe.

It is an innovation introduced
by us in the production and has
no analogues in the region. NJT's
production line was commissioned
on basis of technology of German
company DROSSBACH. Technology
on corrugation of materials, one of
the efficient ways for increasing the
stiffness of the structure, is broadly
applied in the world plastic industry.
Accordingly, flexible corrugated
pipes enable to provide a perfect
protection. It is a new technology
in pipe business which is also used
for laying main drain pipes. In this
regard corrugated pipes will keep
actively occupying a niche position
in different spheres in countries
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where corrugated pipes are known
little to a consumer, for instance in
our region.

CJ: How do you evaluate prospects
of participation of the company in
Baku Build exhibition?

Rashad Mammadov: We took part
in Baku Build 4 times. This exhibition
isa peculiarevent which gathers both
domestic and foreign companies,
provides new opportunities,
new prospects and new business
partnerships. It is an opportunity
for introducing a company to
potential business partners and
becoming more popular both in
the domestic and external market.
The effectiveness of this exhibition
certainly played a positive role in
promotion of our company therefore
we have not missed this exhibition
for the last years.

The main task of the exhibition is
to create a positive image along with
the prestige growth of the exhibition
itself as these notions are interrelated.
The more attractive is the exposition
of firms, the more interesting is the
exhibition for visitors. The process
of organization of a specialized
exhibition unites organizers and
exponents with state structures and

public unions as well as contributes
to the development of the industrial
policy. Thus, it promotes an intensive
development of a certain enterprise
and the entire economy. Surveys of
CEIR (Center for Exhibition Industry
Research) show that exhibition
exhibits affect the sales 6 times
higher than other means. Visual
output from exhibition sample may
last up to 14 weeks. Apart from this,
investments into the exhibition stand
are reimbursed much faster and in
higher volumes. Unfortunately, an
exhibition culture in our country
is still young. Our country has no
educational institutions which would
provide sufficient knowledge in this
sphere as well as necessary literature
for independent study. Therefore,
all exponents face considerable
difficulties during organization
of exhibitions and preparation for
participation. The whole knowledge
of running of exhibition business as
well as efficient use of exhibition as
a unique mechanism of promotion is
obtained by means of realization of
own ideas and hard analysis of each
step.

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CONSTRUCTION INDUSTRY OF AZERBALJAN

Construction sector of Azerbaijan develops quite dynamically. This sector grew almost by 8 times over the past 10 years. Approval of the town-planning
and construction code of Azerbaijan opens new horizons for the development of the construction sector. Big infrastructure projects bearing regional

significance are realized in Azerbaijan, modern buildings are erected, necessary construction materials and equipment are produced.

INFRASTRUCTURE

Construction and infrastructure proj-
ects that are implemented in Azerbaijan
changes the appearance not only of
the capital but also regions. Investment
expenditures on construction and recon-
struction of science, education, health-
care, culture, sports and other social-
cultural facilities totaled 514.0 min AZN
within the first 6 months alone.

1 bin 476.0 min AZN was spent on
the construction and reconstruction of
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energy, water and gas supplying facilities,
transport, communication and meliora-
tion infrastructure, including 405.0 min
AZN on construction and reconstruction
of road-transport infrastructure, 118.0
min AZN on fulfillment of the State pro-
gram of development of Baku subway for
2011-2015, 150.0 mIin AZN on provision of
gas supply measures envisaged within the
framework of the State Program of Social-
Economic Development of Regions of
the Republic of Azerbaijan for 2009-2013,
154.0 min AZN on restoration and recon-

struction of water supply and sewage
system (Azersu 0JSC), 156.0 min AZN on
measures for improvement of water sup-
ply of lands and melioration (Melioration
and Water Industry of Azerbaijan).

118.0 min AZN was spent within the
first half of 2012 on financing of invest-
ment projects that are under implemen-
tation in the Nakhchivan Autonomous
Republic, including 29.0 min AZN on
the construction of water power plants
Arpachay and Ordubad, 44.0 min AZN
on construction of the water supply and

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sewage systems of the city of Nakhchivan and 7 districts,
and 13.0 min AZN on reconstruction of Nakhchivan-Julfa
highway.

Along with the investment expenditures allocated by
the state budget for the construction and reconstruction
of the road infrastructure, water industry and melioration,
agriculture, social and other infrastructure in our country
the government of Azerbaijan spent 348.0 mIn AZN at the
expense of credits attracted from abroad.

133.0 min AZN was allocated within the first half of the
year by the Reserve Fund of Azerbaijan President llham
Aliyev for the implementation of a number of social and
infrastructure projects, as well as 215 min AZN spent on
the construction of vicinal roads over the past 2 years.

The head of the state has recently allocated another 20
min AZN for the construction of medical institutions.

Following the results of the IV session of the three-sided
coordination council for construction and operation of
the Baku-Thilisi-Kars railroad Azerbaijan, Georgia and
Turkey reached (in July) an agreement on acceleration
of solution of technical issues in order to commission
the line in 2014. Turkish Minister of Transport, Shipping
and Communications Binali Yildirim said that the parties
agreed to conduct operations round the clock in summer
season in order to accelerate construction work.

NEw cope

Town planning and construction code approved by
President of Azerbaijan [lham Aliyev in September 2012
also makes a contribution to the revival of the construc-
tion market. The guidelines for its fulfillment will be ready
during 3-6 months. The government was assigned to sub-
mit proposals for bringing the legislation to conformity
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with the new code and ensure such con-
formity for its normative and legal acts
within 3 months. The Cabinet of Ministers
was ordered to develop and submit
the draft laws to the President within 4
months. The bills will determine the types
of responsibility for the violation of the
Code, as well as the civil and administra-
tive responsibility for the damage caused
to the construction facility as the result of
false conclusion of structures engaged in
examination of construction projects. The
document also envisages development of
projects of rules for conduction of state
town-planning control, examination of
construction projects, clearance of con-
struction facilities, etc.

From now on permissions will be given
not only for frame-systems of residential
facilities (up to 12 floors or 39 m tall)
but also to 16-storey facilities 58m tall.
Besides, the concrete resistance should
not be lower than B25 mark. Much taller
buildings may be designed on basis of
technical regulations recommended only
by special science-research institutes.

All of these changes will bring to the
growth of amount of applied armature
and concrete. It promotes the growth of
cost price of construction. However, these
measures will enable to increase resist-
ibility, longevity and safety of residential
buildings.

Special attention was paid to the market
of construction materials as well. Cement
production in Azerbaijan totaled about
1min tons several years ago because such
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construction, creation of industrial enter-
prises demanded cement.

“Nowadays, the demand for cement
totals 3.3 miIn tons. We meet about 70%
of it. However, projects that are under
implementation will increase cement
production in Azerbaijan up to 5 min
tons in several years. It should happen
approximately in 2014-2015. Thus, we
meet domestic demand for this product’,
President of Azerbaijan Ilham Aliyev said
at the governmental session dedicated to
the outcomes of social-economic devel-
opment in the first half of 2012.

CONCEPTUAL DEVELOPMENT SCHEME

State Committee for Urban Planning
and Architecture of Azerbaijan presented
a Conceptual scheme of development of
Big Baku till 2030 in summer.

According to the State Committee, the
area of Baku, neighboring Sumgayit and the
Absheron peninsula will occupy 213,000
hectares, 8,000 hectares and 32,000 hect-
ares by 2030 respectively. Besides, sanato-
ria and health zones consisting mainly of
Boyuk Zira and Gum Adasi islands with an
area of 300 hectares will appear in Baku.
The coastal national park (Baku Boulevard)
will extend by 33km and include the shore
from Bibiheybat settlement to the State
Flag Square, from the Government House
to Zygh settlement inclusive.

Olympic sports-health improving facili-
ties will occupy 700 hectares and extend
around the Boyuk Shor Lake. 700, 1600,
500, 1550, 1400 and 1000 hectares will be

allocated for campuses of higher educa-
tion institutes, forest parks, parks, public
infrastructure of culture and resort, new
low-rise construction and 5-floor residen-
tial buildings respectively.

The main purpose of the project is to
create an efficient system of urban plan-
ning management of Big Baku as well
as all other cities and dwelling settle-
ments of Azerbaijan. The work on the
plan concept is currently underway. The
representatives of the World Bank will
join the project late in October for con-
sideration of results of initial assessment
of the situation.

President of Azerbaijan Ilham Aliyev
also signed an order on construction of
the grandiose complex for water types of
sports in Baku which would meet world
standards. The complex will be built in
the area of Keroghlu subway station and
occupy an area of 5-6 hectares. It will
meet both European and world standards
and commissioned in 2014-2015.

The Ministry of Education of Azerbaijan
completed construction of 50 new school
buildings by the beginning of the school
year. State Oil Company of Azerbaijan
(SOCAR) also proceeds with its active pro-
motion of its shipbuilding yard.

Finally, experts from CIS countries will
get a chance to get familiarized with
grandiose constructions of the capital
this autumn. Baku will host the XXXIV ses-
sion of the intergovernmental council for
cooperation in the construction activity
of CIS countries.
