Greater synergy can be created
between Turkey and the EU

Binali Yildirim, Prime Minister of the Republic of Turkey

Caspian Energy (CE): Your Excellency, you
have recently visited Baku. What was the
purpose of the visit? Which agreements have
been reached there?

Binali Yildirim, Prime Minister of the Re-
public of Turkey: On 15 March, | paid a visit
to Baku in order to participate in the “6th Baku
Global Forum”, which is a highly prestigious
event that allows us to discuss problems con-
cerning the globe. It was an honor for me to
realize exchange of views on global issues with
such distinguished participants and audience.

On this occasion, | was received by President
Ilham Aliyev and had meetings with Prime Min-
ister Artur Rasizade, Speaker Ogtay Asadov and
Chairman of State Committee on Work with Di-
aspora Nazim ibrahimov. | can say that, as Tur-
key and Azerbaijan, we have a common under-
standing to enhance our relations in all fields.

CE: Which global challenges are affecting
the interests of the EU and Turkey nowadays?
Which global platforms are the most efficient
to address these challenges?

Binali Yildirim: Turkey is part of Europe; geo-
graphically, historically, demographically. We
are faced with similar challenges in this part
of the world; challenges with a global dimen-
sion. People in Turkey and the rest of Europe are
worried about the security situation, the threat
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of terrorism, irregular migration, the economy,
the rise of protectionism over globalisation,
among other pressing issues. Turkey and the EU
need to act together to meet these challenges
and we are trying to do so. Besides the current
dialogue and cooperation mechanisms be-
tween Turkey and the EU, we are also cooper-
ating with most EU countries within platforms
such as NATO, OSCE, UN and its relevant bodies,
G20 to name a few. Turkey is an active member
of these and other international organisations,
contributing to the peace, security, stability
and development in its region and other parts
of the world. However, greater synergy can be
created between Turkey and the EU once Tur-
key is a full member of the EU.

CE: What do you think about the global
trend of trade and investment globalization?
How do you see the role of Turkey and the
entire Caspian-Black Sea region in these pro-
cesses?

Binali Yildirim: Globalization is character-
ized by the growth of the international trade of
goods and services, the growth in foreign direct
investment as well as the political and social
linkages that accompany growing economic
integration. Outwardly, the driving forces seem
to be the decline in administrative barriers to
trade, sharp falls in the costs of transportation
and communication, fragmentation of produc-
tion processes and the development in infor-
mation and communication technology.

The mutually advantageous economic co-
operation in the Black Sea region arises from
geographic proximity and their complemen-
tary economic resources. Initial areas of coop-
eration included a wide range of fields of eco-
nomic activity such as commercial, economic,
scientific, and technical cooperation. The ul-
timate goal was to ensure that the Black Sea
region becomes an area of peace, stability, and
prosperity. In order to serve this purpose, mem-
ber countries have to prepare the ground for
cooperation by promoting friendly and good-
neighborly relations through mutual coopera-
tion and dialogue.

To this end, we try to take advantage of glo-
balization trends to build up a more prosperous
region.

Europe and the US are recovering from the
problems that were brought by the world crisis
since 2008. According to IMF World Economic
Outlook, world economy in 2017 grew by 3.7
percent and is expected to grow in 2018 by 3.9

percent. Turkey in that global picture showed a
striking performance with 7.4 percent growth
in 2017. This is the biggest growth among G20
countries and second among OECD members.
Global trade in goods has increased as well by
10 percent in value alone in 2017 and this trend
is expected to continue in 2018. In that regard,
Turkish exports grew by 10.2 percent in the
same year.

We are encouraging entrepreneurs to invest
and to increase their gains in Turkey. We are
also encouraging our entrepreneurs to invest in
our neighbouring countries including the Cas-
pian and the Black Sea region. In fact, Turkey
has some very important strategic advantages
for investment. Over 60 countries and a market
of 1.5 billion people can be accessed with a
4-hour flight distance from Turkey. Our project-
based incentive mechanism is also very strong.

CE: Could you please tell about the current
stage of the preferential trade agreement be-
tween Azerbaijan and Turkey?

Binali Yildirim: The Agreement would ex-
pand gradually and extend to new areas of mu-
tual interests and would strengthen Turkey and
Azerbaijan’s close economic partnership. The
Agreement will also bring economic and spe-
cial benefits and improve the life standards of
the peoples of both countries.

We will start the third part of negotiations on
13 April 2018. 1 hope we will conclude it, duly.

CE: How would you evaluate a potential of
cooperation with Azerbaijan and other Cas-
pian countries?

Binali Yildirim: Caspian basin area is a glob-
ally important region in terms of transportation
capabilities and energy resources. We are aware
of the opportunities that this region offers and
working with Azerbaijani and other partners in

order to utilize this potential as much as pos-
sible.

To this end, we continue to enhance our bi-
lateral cooperation with Azerbaijan within the
framework of High Level Strategic Cooperation
Council. On regional scale, we established Tri-
lateral Mechanisms with Georgia, Turkmeni-
stan, Iran and Pakistan at the level of Foreign
Ministers. Trilateral Mechanisms with Turk-
menistan and Georgia have been elevated to
the level of Presidents as well. Recently, we
have inaugurated the Quadrilateral Mechanism
between Turkey, Azerbaijan, Georgia and Iran.
With all these active and dynamic cooperation
mechanisms, we are contributing to prosperity
and stability in the region.

Turkey wants to see the restoration and re-
vival, in a modern guise of the ancient Silk
Road that brought so much prosperity to our
region in the past. To this end, we shall make
every effort to help build up the physical and
institutional infrastructure of our road and rail
transport systems as well as our oil and gas net-
works, so as to better serve the needs of our na-
tions and the international trading community.

The recent inauguration of the US$ 4.5 bil-
lion motorway that runs parallel to Turkey’s
Black Sea coast to link up with the Georgian
road network and the construction of the rail
tunnel under the Strait of Istanbul to connect
the European rail system with that of Asia are
but two examples of Turkey’s determination to
contribute actively to this goal. Such efforts will
not only bring our nations closer but will also
contribute to the development of our trade re-
lations, promote cross-border investments and
help the growth of our tourism industries.

CE: The pace of growth in Turkey’s energy
demand is the second largest in the world af-
ter China. Which short-term and long-term

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steps will Turkey make to meet the energy de-
mand?

Binali Yildirim: Energy demand in Turkey
is estimated to increase by 6 percent per year
through 2023. As a fast growing energy mar-
ket, Turkey is taking action to meet its growing
energy demand.

Turkey's energy strategy focuses on enhanc-
ing its energy security. To this end, first and
foremost, we are working to make utmost use
of our indigenous resources.

We have made it a priority to increase the
share of renewable resources in the country’s
total installed power to 30 percent by 2023.

We took two giant steps forward in 2017,
with a wind and a solar tender each of which
exceeding one billion dollars with the partici-
pation of the world’s largest companies.

We are also determined to add nuclear en-
ergy to our energy basket. For this, two nuclear
power plants in Akkuyu and Sinop will be con-
structed.

As regards hydrocarbon resources, we con-
tinue our efforts to diversify both sources and
routes. In addition, we are determined to in-
crease our LNG and gas storage capacities and
are undertaking important investments to this
end.

CE: Which regional gas projects will inte-
grate into the gas hub for subsequent exports
to the EU and the UK?

Binali Yildirim: Turkey occupies a strategic
location between a number of major energy
consumers and suppliers, and thus serves natu-
rally as a regional energy hub. Turkey currently
imports gas from 6 countries under long term
purchase agreements including pipeline gas
and LNG. In addition to major pipelines current-
ly operational in Turkey such as the Baku-Tbili-
si-Erzurum gas pipeline, there are a number of
major projects currently underway, which will
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further increase Turkey'’s strategic importance.

The most prominent project in this context is
the Trans-Anatolian Natural Gas Pipeline Proj-
ect (TANAP), which constitutes the backbone
of the Southern Gas Corridor.

Another important project is the TurkStream
Project. We believe both projects will have im-
portant positive implications for Turkey and EU.

CE: The TANAP project will come on stream
this year. In your opinion, how will it change
the energy situation of the country?

Binali Yildirim: The delivery of gas from
Azerbaijan’s Shah Deniz Il to Turkey will start
in mid-2018 and to Europe in 2020. Through
TANAP, Turkey will receive 6 billion cubic meters
(bcm) of natural gas to meet its growing en-
ergy demand. This will contribute significantly
to meeting Turkey’s energy needs and will in-
crease the amount of our gas purchases from
Azerbaijan.

This pipeline may potentially in the future
also include Turkmen gas which would be im-
portant for the energy security of both Turkey
and Europe.

CE: How would you assess the EU-Turkey
relations?

Binali Yildirim: Turkey-EU relations have
been going through a difficult period, espe-
cially following the lack of solidarity from the
EU after the coup attempt in Turkey. The nega-
tive atmosphere in our relations was fuelled
by domestic politics and the rise of far right
and populist rhetoric in some parts of Europe
where elections took place. There was also a
confidence crisis in our relations with the EU
since the EU did not fully honour the promises
it had given within the migration deal frame-
work, while Turkey was fully delivering its part.

However, EU membership remains our stra-
tegic objective, and regardless of the ups and

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downs in our relations, Turkey and the EU remain
key strategic allies for each other. The Varna Sum-
mit held on March 26 was a good occasion to re-
establish dialogue at the highest level between
Turkey and the EU. We now expect this dialogue
to continue through concrete steps on key issues
as well as the lifting of artificial and political ob-
stacles from our negotiation framework. The EU
also needs to understand that we face extraordi-
nary threats that require extraordinary measures.
Some EU circles let themselves easily be con-
vinced by misleading propaganda targeting our
rightful fight against terrorism. Instead of uncon-
structive and unfair criticism on such sensitive
topics, we expect sincere cooperation since our
efforts are also vital for European security.

CE: Turkey is developing into a gas hub be-
tween Europe and Asia. What impact will the
Southern Gas Corridor have on the energy se-
curity ofthe EU  ?

Binali Yildirim: The Southern Gas Corridor will
indeed have a significant effect on both Turkey’s
and EU'’s energy security policies. In this regard,
while Turkey will increase its supplies from Azer-
baijan, EU will for the first time import gas from
the Caspian and will thereby acquire a new source
of natural gas. A sustainable, reliable, affordable
and secure gas supply route will be accomplished
for the transmission of the Caspian gas to the
heart of Europe via Turkey. In an environment
where the demand for energy is rising rapidly, this
project will be a win-win solution for the whole
region. It will not only strengthen Turkey’s role as
a regional energy hub, but also contribute to Eu-
rope’s ambition to diversify supply routes.

CE: What is the share of small and medium-
sized businesses in Turkey’s GDP?

Binali Yildirim: Small and Medium-Sized
Enterprises (SMEs) in Turkey constitute 99.8%
of total number of enterprises, provide around

73 % of total employment, 55 % of wages and
salaries and 62% of global turnover.

Approximate share of the Small and Medium
Sized Enterprises (SMEs) was 55 % for exports
and 40 % for imports in 2016.

SMEs are also significantly contributing to
R&D expenditures. Their share in total R&D ex-
penditures are around 20 percent.

That is why representatives of SMEs consti-
tute an important part of my delegation during
my visits.

CE: Does Turkey indeed need to build the
Akkuyu and Sinop nuclear power plants, since
after the Fukushima disaster the leading Eu-
ropean countries are phasing out this type of
electricity?

Binali Yildirim: Actually, nuclear power capac-
ity worldwide is increasing steadily, with about
50 reactors under construction. Nuclear energy is
reliable, sustainable, less costly and is completely
safe for the environment and consumers, if man-
aged properly. Although some countries have
announced their intention to review their nuclear
programmes after the Fukushima disaster, global
investments in nuclear power plants continued.

In light of its rising energy demand, Turkey is
eager to add nuclear energy to its energy mixin
order to strengthen its energy security. The two
progressing nuclear power plant (NPP) projects
in Akkuyu and Sinop are envisaged to generate
80 billion kWh electricity per year. We are aim-
ing to make the first reactors of both nuclear
power plants operational by 2023.

Nuclear safety is of utmost importance to our
nuclear energy programme. Turkey is taking all
necessary steps and measures in line with the
most rigorous international standards, to make
sure that the use of nuclear energy is undertak-
en in the safest way possible.

Caspian Energy (CE): Can we consider
the Convention about the legal status of
the Caspian Sea agreed? The negotiations
over it took 20 years. Will it be adopted at
the 5th Caspian summit and when will this
event take place?

Igor Bratchikov, Special Representative
of the President of the Russian Federation:
The work over the Convention was practi-
cally complete at the session of the Foreign
Affairs Ministers of the Caspian states, which
took place in Moscow on December 5, 2017.
Now all parties have to carry out the autho-
rized domestic procedures to prepare this
document for signing on the high level. This
historical event is expected to happen at the
5th Caspian summit in Kazakhstan in the first
half of 2018. Our counterparts in Kazakhstan
intend to agree the concrete date through
the diplomatic channels, considering the
working schedules of 5 Presidents.

CE: Could you please tell how the process
of harmonization of the document ran?
Which issues took the littoral states long to
reach the consensus?

Igor Bratchikov: Historians of diplomacy
and political scientists will probably have to
to describe the details of the negotiations on

the legal status of the Caspian Sea after the
Convention has been adopted, and begins
to work for the benefit of all 5 littoral states.
However, it is evident that the entire process
of developing a legal status of this unique
water body, meeting modern requirements,
got a real great impulse from the decision
of the 4th Caspian summit which took place
in September 2014 in Astrakhan. The partici-
pants of the Astrakhan summit have unani-
mously found the outcome of the summit as
“breakthrough” results.

The agreements reached by Presidents in
Astrakhan were introduced into the Conven-
tion text in harmonious manner in the fol-
lowing three years. They were concretized in
the relevant articles and paragraphs of the
Convention.

Let me stress that the final version of the
Convention is a product of the balanced
compromise and represents the established
balance of interests without infringing on
the positions of any country. Thereby, the
Convention lays a legal basis for the future
conflict-free diverse cooperation in the re-
gion. This document contains single clear
regulations for cooperation of countries in
different areas, a procedure of settlement of
possible disputable issues without an out-
side interference, as well as maintenance of
safe and predictable situation.

CE: Nowadays there are lots of idle sites in
the Caspian, where no operating activities
are conducted because of the lack of legal
agreements. Do you think that the three
southern Caspian countries - Azerbaijan,
Iran and Turkmenistan - can develop them
on a parity basis, adhering to the experi-
ence of Russia?

Igor Bratchikov: The leaders of the Cas-
pian littoral countries discussed the matter
of resource jurisdiction during the Astrakhan
summit. Then they came to understanding
that the seabed and subsoil resources of the
Caspian Sea shall be demarcated for the pur-
poses of subsoil use on the basis of agree-
ment between the neighbouring and oppo-
site-lying states in two-sided and three-sided
formats. The positive experience of such kind
of delimitation does exist: Russia, Kazakhstan
and Azerbaijan divided the seabed and sub-
soil of the North Caspian on the basis of the
agreements dated 1998-2003, Kazakhstan
and Turkmenistan —by the agreement dated

2014. | admit that, provided that the sides
show goodwill and a certain degree of flex-
ibility, the “northern formula” is also applica-
ble to finding an elegant and mutually ben-
eficial solution to the “southern equation”.

CE: What is Russia’s stance on Trans-Cas-
pian gas pipelines? Has it undergone any
changes?

Igor Bratchikov: Russia’s position on con-
struction of main pipelines in the water area
of the Caspian Sea is open and consistent. We
continue to advocate the preservation of the
environmental imperative during implemen-
tation of infrastructure projects. This position
comes from the requirements of the commit-
ments assumed under the international trea-
ties in the field of environmental protection
such as, for example, the Framework Conven-
tion for the Protection of the Marine Environ-
ment of the Caspian Sea adopted in 2003
(Tehran Convention), and, at the same time,
elementary categories of common sense. In-
deed, it would be extremely imprudent to for-
getabout possible fatal environmental conse-
quences for the fragile ecosystem of the sea
in pursuit of hypothetical economic benefits.
Such an approach would negate the principle
of joint responsibility for the fate of the Caspi-
an Sea declared by the parties and downplay

the significant efforts the littoral countries are
making to keep the Caspian Sea “alive” for fu-
ture generations, recover and multiply its lost
biodiversity, and reduce the level of anthro-
pogenic pressure. We are pleased to note that
the parties were able to find verified formula-
tions on this principal issue in the draft Con-
vention.

CE: Could you please tell about how a
five-sided consensus regarding possible
force majeure situations in exploration and
production of oil and gas in the Caspian will
be reached by the Caspian littoral states?

Igor Bratchikov: To address such prob-
lems, we have the good legal instrument,
namely the above-mentioned Tehran Con-
vention and its Protocols. The first one is the
Protocol Concerning Regional Preparedness,
Response and Co-operation in Combating
Oil Pollution Incidents (Aktau Protocol, 2011)
already took effect in July 2016. The most
important Protocol on Environmental Im-
pact Assessment in a Transboundary Context
is in a high degree of readiness, and Russia
expects it to be signed before or simultane-
ously with adoption of the Convention on
the legal status of the Caspian Sea.

Ahmet Arslan, Minister of Transport, Maritime Affairs and

Communications of the Republic of Turkey

One of the important advantages of the Trans-Caspian
Middle Corridor is the possibility of access to the
countries of the Mediterranean and North Africa

Caspian Energy (CE): Mr. Arslan, could you
please tell about the plans on operation of the
Baku-Tbilisi-Kars transport corridor?

Ahmet Arslan, Minister of Transport, Mari-
time Affairs and Communications of the Re-
public of Turkey: As you can see from the map,
the Baku-Tbilisi-Kars railway project enables to
reach the Great Britain, France, Belgium, Germany,
Austria, Hungary, Serbia, Bulgaria, Turkey, Georgia,
Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan, Turkmenistan and China.

This project is the result of joint efforts and deci-
sions of Turkey, Azerbaijan and Georgia. With the
commissioning of the 829km Baku-Kars railway,
the construction of one of the main sections of the
Trans-Caspian Middle Corridor was completed.

Works on the project were commenced on May
4, 2008 after the approval of the construction site.
The ground-breaking ceremony for the railway
was held in Kars on July 24, 2008 and was attend-
ed by the heads of state of Turkey, Georgia and
Azerbaijan. The rail road is 829 km long, including
504 km in Azerbaijan, 246 km in Georgia and 79
km in Turkey. The entire Turkish section is a newly
built line. In Georgia, the 29km section of the line
is a newly built line, 155 km of the line have been

reconstructed, and the 62km section of the line is
the old section. The railways stretching via Azer-
baijan and Georgia meet the standards of the So-
viet times, having the 1,520mm track gauge. The
railways of Turkey comply with the IRIS standards
(International Railway Industry Standards), so
their track gauge is 1,435 mm. For this reason, the
bogie exchange station was built at the Akhalka-
laki station in Georgia to implement the break-of-
gauge. After commissioning the line is expected
to handle 1 million passengers and 6.5 million
tonnes of cargo. By late 2034 the railroad capabil-
ity will reach 3 million passengers and 17 million
tonnes of cargo. In the longer term, we plan to in-
crease the capacity to 50 million tonnes.

This line has a tremendous potential for
freight transportation. The travel time for cargo
transportation from China to the EU countries
along the southern and northern corridors, in-
cluding sea transport, is approximately 45-62
days. If the same cargo is transported to the EU
countries along the middle corridor, then the
travel time will be only 12-15 days. Our target
market covers all countries along the historic
Silk Road. The Baku-Thilisi-Kars project’s key
objective is to create a new energy corridor in
the region. We intend to supply petrochemical
products of Azerbaijan throughout the world
by means of this line. At the same time we be-
lieve that a large part of Turkey’s current trade
with the CIS countries (Turkmenistan, Uzbeki-
stan and Kazakhstan) will be shifted to this line.

CE: Which international transport projects is
Turkey currently implementing?

Ahmet Arslan: Over the past 15 years Turkey
has launched large-scale infrastructure reforms.
The main goal of our transport investments is to
ensure fast and uncongested traffic between Asia
and Europe.

The Marmaray project (railway communication
via the strait), which we implemented in 2013,
connected the two parts of Istanbul under water.
Currently Marmaray is used only for passenger
transportation, and once therest line is over, cargo
transportation will be performed along this route
starting December 31, 2018. Cargo transportation
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is expected to be carried out at night from 1.00 am
t0 5.00 am. In 2021, 8.8 million tonnes of cargo are
expected to be transported via the Marmaray line.

With the commissioning of the Baku-Thilisi-Kars
and Marmaray projects we enable uninterrupted
railway connection between Asia and Europe.

As far as railway projects are concerned, | also
would like to highlight that we are currently work-
ing on creation of a high-speed railway line from
Edirne city located in the west of our country to-
wards Kars in the eastern part of the country. We
are in talks with the Chinese side on this project.

By means of the Eurasia Tunnel and Northern
Marmara Highway projects we enabled underwa-
ter connection between the Asian and European
continents with the help of the Third Bosphorus
Bridge, Yavuz Sultan Selim Bridge. To carry out
rail transportation via the Yavuz Sultan Selim
Bridge commissioned in August 2016, works on
construction of the railway line are currently un-
derway.

Another our project across the strait is the Three-
Tier Istanbul Tunnel. The middle tier of the tunnel
is projected under the metro line, while the two
other tiers will be used for the passage of vehicles.

In addition, using the Canakkale 1915 Bridge,
for which the ground-breaking ceremony was
held on March 18 of the last year, we will ensure
the fourth connection between Europe and Asia.
This bridge with a total length of 3,860 meters will
be the longest bridge in the world. The bridge is
scheduled to be commissioned in 2023 during
the celebration of the 100th anniversary of the Re-
public of Turkey.

The Gebze-Orhangazi-lzmir Highway is the
largest infrastructure project in the history of our
country. Once commissioned, this highway with a
total length of 433 km will enable to reduce the
travel time from Izmir to Istanbul from 10 to 4
hours. The important section of this project is the

Osman Gazi Bridge. Its construction was ended in
June 2016.

The location of our country, surrounded by the
seas on three sides, at the junction of three con-
tinents boosts the importance of our country in
terms of maritime transport. In this regard, we
have three major port construction projects we
plan to implement, including Port of Chandarly
in the Aegean Sea with the annual cargo han-
dling capacity of 4 million tonnes, Port of Mersin
with the throughput of 20 million tonnes in the
Mediterranean Sea and Port of Filyos with the an-
nual capacity of 25 million tonnes on the Black Sea
coast.

With the aim of transforming our country into
a global aeronautical hub, we are building the
third airport in Istanbul on the area of 76.5 million
square meters. Once completed, it will become
the world’s largest airport in terms of annual pas-
senger traffic. The terminal with the capacity of
200 million passengers will be connected with the
Yavuz Sultan Selim Bridge via the Northern Mar-
mara Highway.

CE: What will be Turkey’s share in global mari-
time transport in the next decades?

Ahmet Arslan: Currently 318,889 people are in-
volved in our maritime transport sector. Of these,
80,000 people are crew members, and 36,650
people are officers. There are 173 marine lyceums
and faculties in our country to produce the future
generation of sailors.

We work not only for today, but also for our chil-
dren and grandchildren.

To date, we have plans and goals for 2023, 2035
and 2071 years. At the same time we have great
expectations on the year 2123 - the year of cel-
ebration of the 200th anniversary of our repub-
lic. We are preparing ourselves for the “Internet
of things’, the fourth industrial revolution, un-
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manned ships and smart ports. On the agenda are
digital payment technologies, zero emission ves-
sels and alternative transportation methods.

We are also working on long-term goals and
forecasts. According to the forecasts, the perfor-
mance of maritime traffic is expected to grow. At
the end of this year, we will reach the figure of
442 million tonnes. According to our estimates,
this figure will be 522 million tonnes in 2023 and
729 million tonnes in 2035.

The size of our fleet today is about 30 million
DWT, and in this regard we hold the 15th place in
the world. According to our statistical forecasts,
by 2023 our country will become the 11th larg-
est fleet and its size will reach 86 million DWT.

We also intend to become a transit country in
the region. At present we have the port, comply-
ing with the requirements of the 174 ISPS Code,
which is open for international trade, as well as
projects of new ports that can become impor-
tant transshipment ports in the seas surround-
ing our country. For these purposes, we already
have the completed and planned projects.

The construction of the Baku-Thilisi-Kars rail-
road has been recently ended. This project will
improve efficiency of our country in terms of
transit traffic between Europe and Asia. There
are also plans to connect the corridor, which is
formed by this road, to the main ports via auxil-
iary railways. According to our forecasts, this rail-
way will also secure a growth of overland trans-
portation between the Baku-based Port of Alyat
and our ports.

CE: Today much is talked about a transition to
fuelling vessels with LNG as an environmentally
cleaner resource. Does Turkey plan to switch
its vehicles to clean fuel? Could you please tell
about the state programs, which are being im-
plemented now in this area?

Ahmet Arslan: We are following up closely
and supporting the developments on Interna-
tional Maritime Organization about energy effi-
ciency of shipping. In this context we are aware
that LNG as a bunker is an important alternative
for low Sulphur and low Carbon fuels. We always
support cleaner transport and environmental
friendly technologies. Within this scope, we think
that it is more important to promote new ships
to be built as LNG fueled. To retrofit the existing
ships may not be feasible in some cases due to
design constraints. Our relevant General Direc-
torate is evaluating the pioneering technologies
and investigating the ways to implement them
to Turkish Flagged fleet. On the other hand Tur-
key has sufficient technology to build LNG fueled
vessels. For example the first LNG fueled Tug Boat
was built by a Turkish company called SANMAR.

CE: How do you see the role of Turkey in the
development of North-South and One Belt, One
Road transport corridors?

Ahmet Arslan: As you know, we are living in an
era of accelerated development of economic and
trade relations between Asia and Europe. At pres-
ent China’s trade with Europe stands at $1.5 billion
per day. This trade flow is expected to grow and
reach $750 billion per year. This is the reason why
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the development of communications between
the two continents is of vital importance.

The One Belt, One Road initiative is the very im-
portant project involving more than 60 countries
and 4.5 billion people. Itis aimed at creating a qual-
itatively new system of economic, political, social
and cultural ties. The development of trade routes
and ties between the two continents can be crucial
for the economic growth of the countries along
the entire route. In this context, this win-win initia-
tive is of great importance for Turkey, which has
been a geographical transit location for centuries.

Located at the crossroads between Asia and Eu-
rope, Turkey is one of the advanced countries of the
Silk Road. The country sits along the main transport
routes, sea and transport links. It has the ancient
and historical ties with both Asian and European
countries. For this reason, Turkey will play an impor-
tant role in the One Belt, One Road project.

The One Belt, One Road initiative is largely
integrated with the Turkish project, Middle Cor-
ridor. The Middle Corridor is a project intended
to connect Europe with Central Asia via Anatolia
and from there with China. It secures the oppor-
tunity for Turkey to develop into a logistics hub.

This route will ensure transportation of goods
from Asia to Europe via ports Baku, Aktau and
Turkmenbashy. The commissioning of the 829-
km railway from Baku to Kars marks the comple-
tion of construction of the Trans-Caspian Middle
Corridor project.

This project, which is the result of joint efforts
and decisions of Turkey, Azerbaijan and Georgia,
has secured unhindered connection between
Europe and Asia. One of the important advan-
tages of this corridor is that it opens up the pos-
sibility of transportations by multimodal, stable
and environmentally friendly transport.

This line will also boost economic growth of
the landlocked countries of Central Asia. One of
the important advantages of the Trans-Caspian
Middle Corridor is the possibility of access to the
countries of the Mediterranean and North Africa

Initiatives related to strengthening the ties be-
tween Europe and Asia are not limited to the One
Belt, One Road project. To date, there are a num-
ber of projects aimed at achieving this goal. One
of such projects is the International North-South
Transport Corridor project.

This project is aimed at establishing a railway
connection between Northern Europe and South
Asia via Azerbaijan, Iran and Russia.

We have the railroad from these countries with
Iran from the Kapikoy border post. We have estab-
lished the railroad connection with Azerbaijan via
the BTK project, and we have regular Ro-Ro routes
on the Black Sea with Russia. In this context, | be-
lieve that Turkey will play an important role in di-
versifying the routes of the North-South corridor.

In fact, Turkey is aware of promising outlooks
of regional and integrated transport corridors for
transport investments. In this context, for the last
15 years the transport policy of our country has
been based on a mutually complementary and
inclusive vision of the transport corridors across
our region.

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Production ramp-up at
Kashagan will run at a much
slower pace than it was planned

Kanat Bozumbayev, Minister of Energy of the Republic of Kazakhstan
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Caspian Energy (CE): How will the Kasha-
gan project develop in 2017-2018? How
much oil and gas will be produced in the
longer term?

Kanat Bozumbayev, Minister of Energy
of the Republic of Kazakhstan: Oil produc-
tion increase up to 370,000 barrels per day at
the giant Kashagan field will run at a much
slower pace that it was expected earlier.

Since the start-up of gas injection in Au-
gust of this year the company has got new
data about the reservoir performance. Pres-
sure reduction and relevant increase of pro-
duction rate will run a little slower than it was
expected at the beginning.

It is a field with enormous reserves and its
operating development cycle last for tens
of years. The equipment is now operating
in a routine mode and its service reliability
complies with estimated figures and even
exceeds them in certain cases. NCOC is fully
committed to reach the estimated capacity
(370,000 barrels per day) as soon as possible.
| think we will need 2018 to reach this pro-
duction rate and we will keep studying the
possibilities of accelerating this process.
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CE: How do you plan to maintain a lower
oil production volume due to the launch of
Kashagan field?

Kanat Bozumbayev: The present OPEC+
agreement is in force till March 31, 2018.

Kashagan field is now in the experimental
program stage. Relevant pre-commissioning
operations are still underway.

To date, Kazakhstan has got no offer to ex-
tend the OPEC+ agreement. Once received,
the proposal will be considered in order to
develop a stance by the relevant session of
OPEC+.

CE: Which hopes does Kazakhstan rest on
offshore projects? Which of them are the
most promising and significant for Kazakh-
stan?

Kanat Bozumbayev: It should be noted
that no offshore project can be implemented
within a day, considering the difficulty of its
offshore development, lack of developed in-
frastructure and high capital expenditures.

A number of projects are currently under-
way in the Kazakh sector of the Caspian Sea.
Of these, North-Caspian project (Kashagan,

Kalamkas-sea, Kayran, Aktoty), Zhemchu-
zhina (Khazar, Auzov), H-block, Kurmangazy,
Satpayev, Zhambyl are being implemented
by the national operator KMG in partnership
with large foreign oil-gas companies.

Kashagan field has been successfully
launched. The following stage of develop-
ment of the North-Caspian project, implying
the achievement of the next stage of capac-
ity at Kashagan, as well as the future of other
fields related to this project are currently un-
der discussion.

Together with project operators and par-
ticipants, the Ministry is also discussion the
possibility of synergy of Khazar and Kalam-
kas-sea fields, which should have a positive
impact on the development of infrastructure
and revenues of the republic in future.

Moreover, according to the interstate
agreements, NC KazMunayGas JSC will be
engaged in implementation of offshore proj-
ects in the Russian sector of the Caspian Sea.
The relevant decision on Khvalynskoye field
was made in the first half of this year. The is-
sue of PSA signing is discussed also.

CE: Kashagan oil has a number of chemi-
cophysical features which are unfavorable
for the environment. What importance is
attached to this factor in the course of the
field development and possible evaluation
of force-majeure situations? Has a system
of environmental monitoring and detec-
tion of oil spills in the Caspian Sea been
developed? How do Kazakhstan and other
Caspian countries cooperate to prevent the
marine environment from the oil pollution?

Kanat Bozumbayev: There are approved
Rules to organize and hold operational envi-
ronmental monitoring when performing oil
operations in the Kazakhstan sector of the
Caspian Sea. They determine the order of or-
ganization and conduction of the operational
environmental monitoring (hereinafter OEM)
during the performance of oil operations in
the Kazakh sector of the Caspian Sea.

These rules are applicable within the whole
water area of the Kazakh sector of the Cas-
pian Sea.The areas covered by these rules are
the mouth reaches of the rivers falling into
the Kazakh sector of the Caspian Sea, bays,
gulfs and water areas of the seaports.

OEM is carried out by a subsoil user. Con-
sidering the features of the production activ-
ity, a subsoil user develops a program on ob-
servation over the environmental pollution.

The program sets objectives and tasks; de-
termines volumes, parameters, methods, a
frequency and observation points; regulates
an arrangement and the procedure of moni-
toring in accordance with the legislation of
the Republic of Kazakhstan.

In the Kazakh sector of the Caspian Sea
OEM is carried out at stations which are creat-
ed due to the performed and planned types
of operations (oil operations).

If an accidental environmental pollution
happens, a subsoil user starts performing
OEM of its consequences no later than two
calendar days after the pollution occurs. A
subsoil user submits the results to the au-
thorized body involved in the environmental
protection and provides annual reports on
impact monitoring within 3 months after the
completion of the reporting period.

There are also rules for arranging and
conducting baseline environmental studies
(hereinafter BES) when performing oil opera-
tions in the Kazakh sector of the Caspian Sea.

To conduct BES a subsoil user attracts spe-
cialized research organizations or scientific
production centers which possess an analyti-
cal laboratory.

BES operations in the Kazakh sector of the
Caspian Sea include assessment of the initial
condition of components of the environ-
ment.

According to BES results, annual reports
are prepared on basis of the results of surveys
held in the sea and laboratory analyses of col-
lected samples. The reports are submitted to
the authorized body for environmental pro-
tection within 3 months after the completion
of the reporting year.

Framework convention on protection of
the marine environment of the Caspian Sea
(Islamic Republic of Iran) was signed in 2003.
Five Caspian states (Azerbaijan, Iran, Kazakh-
stan, Russian Federation and Turkmenistan)
are the parties to the Convention. The Con-
vention entered into force on August 12,
2006 after it had been ratified by all Caspian
states.

After the first session which took place in
Baku in May 2007, a decision was made to call
the Convention on protection of the marine
environment of the Caspian Sea as the Teh-
ran convention in honor of the city in which it
was signed. Besides, a decision was made to
mark the day of the Convention’s entry into
force (August 12) as the Caspian Day every
year.

Tehran convention is aimed at ensuring
ecological safety and sustainable use of natu-
ral resources of the Caspian region. The ne-
cessity for its adoption arose from the com-
plicated ecological situation in the region
and from the need for sooner taking of mea-
sures to prevent its further deterioration in
conditions of intensive use of rich biological
and mineral sources of the sea.

The convention envisages the develop-
ment of a number of protocols which should
reflect the concrete measures for achieve-
ment of goals.

Experts of the Caspian countries, in their
turn, have developed a draft of the Protocol
on regional readiness, response and coop-
eration in case of accidents causing oil pollu-
tion. The protocol is meant to ensure regional
measures on readiness, response and coop-
eration in case of pollution of the Caspian
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Sea by oil caused by the operations on the
seabed, as well as in case of oil pollution by
vessels and overland sources.

The Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On
ratification of the protocol on readiness, re-
sponse and cooperation in case of oil pollu-
tion incidents to the Framework Convention
on protection of the Caspian Sea’s environ-
ment” was signed in March 2016.

CE: Has there a plan of activities on pre-
vention of oil spills been developed?

Kanat Bozumbayev: The national plan on
prevention and response to oil spills in the
sea and internal water bodies of the Republic
of Kazakhstan was developed and approved
in 2015.

Based on the risk and environmental as-
sessment, the major task of the plan is to en-
sure timely, overall and efficient prevention
measures, readiness for response to emer-
gency oil spills which are causing and have
caused the environmental damage.

CE: Which modern facilities does Kazakh-
stan have to prevent the consequences of
such accident? (PSA, ERSC)

Kanat Bozumbayev: There are approved
standards and requirements for materials
and substances which are necessary for con-
duction of cleanup operations in the sea.

Offshore facilities, main oil-pipelines, sea-
ports are supplied with necessary materials
and substances to prevent the first and sec-
ond level spills.

Depending on the ways selected to pre-
vent oil spills in the sea and conduct risk as-
sessment, necessary additional resources,
required for cleanup in the sea and coastal
zone, are determined: absorbents, loaders,
dispersant sprinklers, tow-ships, pumps, cis-
terns, barges, warehouses, barrels, rail carts,
vacuum units, plastic sheets, aviations, trans-
port facilities.

The Ministry has determined a list of dis-
persants meant for use in the Kazakh sector
of the Caspian Sea.

Besides, a procedure of determining dis-
persants for their inclusion into the list of dis-
persants meant for the prevention of emer-
gency oil spills in the sea and internal water
bodies of the Republic of Kazakhstan has
been approved.

Dispersants in their turn are meant for
dispersing (emulsification) oil slicks floating
in the high amount of water as scattered oil
droplets.

Moreover, they lower oil concentration in
the oil spill area, intensify pollution biode-
terioration processes, recover interaction of
the marine environment with an atmosphere,
reduce fire hazard of spillage, prevent possi-
bility of coastal line pollution, appearance of
“chocolate mousse, and as a result reduce the
likelihood of oiling of sea birds and animals.

Due to the prospects of oil production in
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the Kazakh sector of the Caspian Sea, a mat-
ter of considering a possibility and efficiency
of use of dispersants at offshore oil spillages
has arisen.

Dispersants should be considered as a pos-
sible option to address oil spillages. Disper-
sants are meant for use in the marine envi-
ronment. As the Caspian Sea greatly differs
from the marine and oceanic waters in terms
of the water composition and salinity, a task
to study the behavior of dispersants in our
environment and determine a number of ef-
ficient dispersants, which can be applicable
in our waters, arose.

Besides, the rules of application of meth-
ods of rectification of emergency oil spills in
the sea and internal water bodies have been
approved.

The current decree has been worked out in
order to bring to conformity with the Kazakh-
stan Republic’s Law “On changes and supple-
ments into some legislative acts concerning
ecology and subsoil use”.

According to the Law, the authorized body
for environmental protection has the right to
approve the rules on application of methods
of rectification of emergency oil spills in the
sea and internal water bodies.

Based on the environmental benefit analy-
sis, the rules regulate a procedure of applica-
tion of methods of rectification of accidental
oil spills, and situations when their applica-
tion is possible.

There are three methods indicated in the
rules:

1. Mechanical containment and oil gather-
ing from the water surface (oil spill booms,
oil skimmers-oil gathering vessels and other
equipment);

2. Controlled burning of oil spots;

3. Use of chemical agents: dispersants, sor-
bents

The rules apply to subsoil users perform-
ing oil operations, physical and (or) legal en-
tities carrying out operations in the sea and
internal water bodies, associated with oil spill
risk. The rules also apply to organizations
possessing resources on handling oil spills,
authorized bodies and local executive bodies
engaged in rectification of the consequences
of oil spill in the sea and internal water bod-
ies.

CE: Could you please tell about the gas ex-
port policy of Kazakhstan? Which areas are
the most promising ones?

Kanat Bozumbayev: In view of the histori-
cally developed gas transportation system,
gas export from Kazakhstan is currently per-
formed only towards Russia (gas supplies to
China via the Sarybulak-Zimunai gas pipe-
line are not taken into account in view of
low volumes). Given the lack of access to the
gas transportation system of Gazprom, the
gas of Kazakhstan is transferred at the bor-
der of the Republic of Kazakhstan with the
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Russian Federation. When the construction
of the Beineu-Bozoy-Shymkent gas pipeline
was ended, its compressor stations secured
a technical capacity to export Kazakh gas to
the PRC, and the relevant negotiations are
ongoing between the authorized companies
of Kazakhstan and China.

CE: Which benefits do you see in the fact
that Kazakhstan has resumed oil transpor-
tation via Azerbaijan?

Kanat Bozumbayev: The Republic of Ka-
zakhstan will continue to develop the multi-
vector oil transportation system aimed at im-
proving energy security and diversifying oil
transportation routes, also through expand-
ing the existing projects and creating new
transport hubs, if necessary.

At the same time the prospect of trans-
portation of Kazakhstan oil via Aktau Port
through Azerbaijan will depend on the eco-
nomic attractiveness of this route for the oil
producing companies of Kazakhstan.

CE: Kazakhstan has been the first coun-
try in Central Asia to adopt the Concept of
Transition towards Green Economy until
2050. At the same time, the International
Green Technology Center is expected to be
established on the basis of EXPO 2017 in
Astana. This center is to address the objec-
tives of transforming the energy sector,
transition to “green” business, transfer and
adaptation of “green” technologies and de-
velopment of finances in this area. Could
you please tell us more about this project?
Is Kazakhstan able to share its experience in
this area with Azerbaijan?

Kanat Bozumbayev: The initiative to cre-
ate the International Center for the Develop-
ment of Green Technologies and Investment
Projects under the aegis of the United Nations
was announced by Head of State Nursultan
Nazarbayev at the 70th session of the United
Nations General Assembly. So, currently we,
as the Ministry of Energy of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, are facing the objective of estab-
lishing this center.

Itis important to highlight that many inter-
national organizations, namely UNDP, UNEP,
United Nations Economic Commission for Eu-
rope, OSCE, ESCAP, the Astana International
Financial Center and others, welcomed the
idea of establishing the Center.

A working group was created to construc-
tively study the issue, taking into account
proposals of all interested parties. It includes
representatives from the ministries of na-
tional economy, ministries of investment
and development, foreign ministries, the As-
tana International Financial Center, Astana-
EXPO-2017 JSC, Nazarbayev University and
others.

The Concept of the Center was developed
at the first stage.

In November 2016, the Concept was ap-

proved at the meeting of the Council on Tran-
sition of Kazakhstan to Green Economy.

In February 2017, the Ministry jointly with
UNDP held the meeting of partner experts.

The Center’s mission is to contribute to glob-
al sustainable development through the sup-
port of green technologies. The Center’s estab-
lishing will be based on a long-term strategy
for building the potential of Kazakhstan and
the Central Asia region with the use of the in-
novative approach and best global practices.

The International Center will cover seven
main areas of activity: Energy Sector Trans-
formation, Sustainable Urban Development,
Green Business Development, Transfer and
Adaptation of Green Technologies and Best
Practices, Green Financing & Renewables De-
velopment, and Capacity Building for Green
Growth.

Along with providing consulting services,
training and demonstration of technologies,
including carrying out expert examination
and consulting on green financing issues, the
Center for Green Technologies will speed up
implementation of green economy projects.

It is expected to create domestic produc-
tion and technologies in the field of green
energy, to build synthetic materials, increase
capacity and productivity by developing
breakthrough innovations, as well as to im-
prove the ecological situation in the region,
megacities by transferring their energy sup-
ply to clean and renewable energy sources.

The Center’s activities will focus primarily
on the Central Asian countries (The Republic
of Kazakhstan, The Republic of Uzbekistan,
The Kyrgyz Republic, The Republic of Tajiki-
stan, Turkmenistan), Iran, Afghanistan, Mon-
golia, Belarus and Azerbaijan.

At the same time the Center will also co-
operate with the industrialized countries of
the OECD, the European Union, the United
States, the Russian Federation, China, India
and Latin America.

The Center will be created as a legacy of
the Expo 2017 Astana international exhibi-
tion and its location is supposed to be in the
Best Practices Area in the territory of the ex-
hibition.

In June 2017, the Ministerial Declaration
was adopted within the framework of the
Energy Ministerial Conference in Astana. The
Declaration envisaged the initiative to estab-
lish the International Center for the Develop-
ment of Green Technologies and Investment
Projects “Energy of the Future”

In addition, the Joint Statement with the
UN agencies (UNECE, UNEP, UNDP, UNIDO
and ESCAP) on the Establishment of the Cen-
ter was adopted within the framework of the
above-mentioned event.

At present, the Ministry is working on the
issue of determining the organizational and
legal form and financing of the Center.

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Unique model of SGC can be

Mahmud Mammad-Guliyev, Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs of the

Republic of Azerbaijan

Caspian Energy (CE): Mr. Mammad-Gu-
liyev, how successful was the last year for
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Azerbai-
jan? How successful were the negotiations
on a Partnership and Cooperation Agree-
ment with the EU and on a country’s acces-
sion to the WTO?

Mahmud Mammad-Guliyev, Deputy
Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Republic
of Azerbaijan: The year 2017 was marked
by positive dynamics in the EU-Azerbaijan
relations. The visit of Mr. llham Aliyev to
Brussels in early 2017 played a key role in
this respect. During the visit meetings were
held with the senior government officials
of the European Union, and the issues on
deepening equal and mutually beneficial
partnership with the EU were discussed. The
EU leaders expressed unequivocal support
for the independence, sovereignty and ter-
ritorial integrity of Azerbaijan. Official Brus-
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sels called Azerbaijan as an important and
reliable partner for the EU, and stressed that
the strategic cooperation in the energy sec-
tor plays an important role in the EU-Azer-
baijan ties.

The visit also marked an official start of the
negotiation process for a new comprehensive
agreement. The new bilateral document will
bring the cooperation with the EU to a new
strategic level and secure a solid legal frame-
work for closer and effective development of
equal and mutually beneficial partnership. It
will also open up opportunities for large-scale
cooperation in the field of political dialogue,
trade, investment, economy, legislation and
culture. During the past year the sides were
involved in the intensive negotiation pro-
cess, both in Baku and in Brussels, and in the
format of video conferences as well. The ne-
gotiation process is divided into 3 big parts:
political, trade-economic and sectoral. Cer-
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tain clauses of the agreement have been al-
ready agreed, while on others discussions are
being finalised. However there are still many
questions on which the parties continue dis-
cussions to find common ground. In general,
considering the progress achieved, the past
year can be considered successful for the ne-
gotiation process.

As far as the process of Azerbaijan's acces-
sion to the WTO is concerned, in July 2017
our delegation visited Geneva. During the
visit the Azerbaijan’s delegation held bilater-
al negotiations on goods and services with
the representatives of the United States, the
EU, Japan, Thailand, Brazil, Russia, Switzer-
land and India, held the multilateral meet-
ing on domestic support for agriculture, and
attended the 14th meeting of the Working
Group on Azerbaijan.

The matter of setting a specific time frame
for joining the WTO can be considered as
soon as the process of diversification with-
in the non-oil sector yields results and the
priority sectors of economy show stable
growth. In this regard, the first results of the
economic reforms are expected by 2020.

CE: Why did you tell in summer (in June)
that “the negotiations on a new agreement
with the EU are not easy’; so “we need to be
patient”. What do you think the main prob-
lem is? Have you managed to advance the
negotiation process since then, and which
steps will you take in 2018 to improve the
quality and foster the negotiation process
with the EU?

Mahmud Mammad-Guliyev: When this
question was asked, we just started the ne-
gotiation process. | have already mentioned
satisfactory progress in the negotiation pro-
cess. In a short time, the parties were suc-
cessful to host 11 rounds of negotiations on
all three blocks of the agreement. This shows
the commitment of the parties to move the
process forward.

Azerbaijan views the new agreement first
of all as a long-term and solid framework for
equal partnership. In this regard, we believe
that the quality of the document along with
principles to be laid down in it should pre-
vail over harmonization in a hurry. Artificial
forcing of the negotiations may affect the
quality of the document.

At the same time Azerbaijan has always
advocated the differentiated and adapted
approach in the EU’s relations with its part-
ners. What is suitable for one EU partner
country may be unacceptable or contra-
dictory to a national legislation for another
partner country. These moments should be
necessarily taken into account in the new
agreement and we hope for understanding
from our European partners.

We will continue negotiations at the same
pace asin the past year. And this also applies

to the preparatory process and to the work
with the relevant government agencies dur-
ing short periods between the rounds. As
you already know, interdepartmental work-
ing groups were established for each block.
These groups regularly hold coordination
meetings to coordinate and work out a uni-
fied position on the relevant areas. Such
meetings of experts contribute to strength-
ening interdepartmental coordination and
ensuring a wider coverage of our interests
and proposals.

Nevertheless, there are a number of dif-
ficult matters such as the ubiquitous refer-
ence within the trade bloc to the rules and
principles of the WTO, where Azerbaijan
is not yet a member. At the same time the
economy of Azerbaijan is growing and the
process of diversification is underway. We
are gradually integrating into the world
trading system. With this in mind, the basic
principles of the WTO, which simplify a clos-
er trade relationship, are also being adopted
in our economy.

CE: You mentioned that certain clauses
of the Agreement with the EU have al-
ready been agreed. Which ones have been
agreed? Could you please tell more details
about the economic block, since the EU ac-
counts for 50% of the foreign trade turn-
over of Azerbaijan and 46% of foreign in-
vestments into the domestic economy?

Mahmud Mammad-Guliyev: Without go-
ing into details, we can say that quite a lot
of issues in the political and sectoral blocks
of the Agreement have already been agreed.
Azerbaijan and the EU take advantage of the
close trade and economic ties. Azerbaijan is
the EU’s largest trading partner in the South
Caucasus, and the EU countries are among
the main trade partners of Azerbaijan and
are among the main foreign investors of
Azerbaijan’s economy. Only in the past 10
years the EU countries have invested more
than $10 billion into our economy. In this
regard, the trade and economic part of the
Agreement can secure ample opportunities
to simplify the trade relations and boost ex-
ports between the sides.

CE: After February'’s visit of President of
Azerbaijan Mr. Ilham Aliyev to Brussels Di-
rector for Neighbourhood East, Neighbour-
hood and Enlargement Negotiations (DG
NEAR) in the European Commission Law-
rence Meredith offered Azerbaijan the im-
plementation of the EU4Business support
program for small and medium-sized busi-
nesses. Could you please tell about today’s
development of this area of cooperation?

Mahmud Mammad-Guliyev: The Eu-
ropean Commission renders assistance to
support the development of different sec-
tors of our economy. Such assistance covers
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projects to support small and medium-sized
businesses, as well as regional develop-
ment. EU4Business is one of the new tools
launched to that end. Currently the joint
project is being implemented together with
the Organization for Economic Cooperation
and Development on introducing the com-
ponent of the Strategic Road Map of the Re-
public of Azerbaijan on Small and Medium
Enterprises and on its monitoring.

CE: What practical work has the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs performed after the visit
of the Head of State to Brussels?

Mahmud Mammad-Guliyev: The main
result of this visit, as | already mentioned,
was the beginning of the negotiation pro-
cess on the new agreement, which has been
ongoing at a fast pace to the present day.

Consistent and purposeful work during
the year enabled to meet the main interests
of our country in the Final Declaration of
the 5th Eastern Partnership Summit hosted
in Brussels on November 24. This important
document reflected the EU’s adherence to
the principles of international law, includ-
ing the territorial integrity, independence
and sovereignty of the partner countries
and the EU’s unified position on the issues
of territorial conflicts in the Eastern Partner-
ship region. This position is also reflected in
the Global Strategy for the European Union’s
Foreign and Security Policy. The attempts of
the Armenian side to include provocative
addendums contradicting our interests have
been prevented.

The parties also began consultations to
harmonize new Partnership Priorities for
2018-2020. This is a document intended to
replace the previously applied ENP Action
Plan.

Significant progress has also been made
on the draft Agreement on Unified Avia-
tion Space, and today the discussions on the
document are close to completion.

CE: According to the order of Mr. Presi-
dent Ilham Aliyev, the state should ensure
protection of the “Made in Azerbaijan”
brand on foreign markets. What practical
work did the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
perform to that end in 2017 and what are
its results?

Mahmud Mammad-Guliyev: In an effort
to promote the economic potential of the
country abroad, including promotion of ex-
port of goods and services of local producers
to the international markets, the diplomatic
missions of Azerbaijan conduct the neces-
sary work to host business forums, support
organization of economic events, study for-
eign markets with an aim to promote our
goods and services, and also attend interna-
tional exhibitions and open trading houses
to promote the “Made in Azerbaijan” brand.
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The Foreign Ministry also contributed to in-
cluding the matter on promoting the “Made
in Azerbaijan” brand in the Roadmaps on Bi-
lateral Economic Cooperation with Kazakh-
stan and Ukraine.

At the same time last year the Trade House
of Azerbaijan was opened in Minsk with
the assistance of our diplomatic mission.
The opening of similar trading houses in
Ukraine, Latvia, Kazakhstan and Russia is not
far off. Export missions to Qatar, the UAE, Ka-
zakhstan, Germany, Afghanistan, China and
Pakistan were organized in 2017.

CE: In your speech at the celebration of
the national day of Germany you said that
Azerbaijan is interested in cooperation in
the transport sector with Germany. Which
transport projects do contribute to the de-
velopment of the economic cooperation?

Mahmud Mammad-Guliyev: For a long
time Azerbaijan and Germany have been
enjoying the mutually beneficial and fruit-
ful cooperation in the field of economy. Of
course, we would like to see a faster pace
of development of the trade and economic
ties with this country. Given that our coun-
tries do not have a common border and are
located at a sufficiently large distance from
each other, we should approach such issues
as trade, access to the market and develop-
ment of mutually beneficial economic rela-
tions in a strategic sense. To develop trade
relations, not only with Germany, but with
Europe as a whole, is a priority for us.

If you look at the map of Eurasia, the po-
tential for developing an additional trans-
port and trade corridor between Europe
and Asia, where Azerbaijan is a link, is being
considered. Given Azerbaijan's vision for the
New Silk Road, which reduces the distance
between Europe and Asia, | believe that the
transport and logistics sectors can be one
of the opportunities for German companies
in Azerbaijan. Everybody knows the experi-
ence and possibilities of Germany in these
sectors. Not by chance Baku International
Trade Port is developing close relations with
the Port of Hamburg.

The development of cross-border infra-
structure projects is critically important for
establishing strong trade relations. For many
years Azerbaijan has been working towards
putting in place transport corridors. Cur-
rently most of the necessary transport in-
frastructure is already in place. We have the
established railway communication with our
neighbours, which are the big regional mar-
kets having large trade turnovers with the
Asian countries, let’s say, for example, with
China. Our cargo fleet is the leading in the
Caspian Sea region. But the Government is
aimed at even greater development of trade
routes with the neighbouring countries.

Our ambition is to expand transport op-
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erations through the new largest port built
on the Caspian Sea. Its first stage is almost
fully operational, and its initial capacities are
expected to be operational by the middle of
next year. It will enable to handle additional
2-3 cargo ships per day.

Test container trains from China to Europe
already move through Azerbaijan. Thus, the
East-West transport corridor can be consid-
ered as already created. At the same time
Azerbaijan extended over $700 million as fi-
nancial assistance to Georgia to construct a
new railway line. We are in the final phase of
negotiations with Iran on financing the con-
struction of a railroad in Iran that will con-
nect the Iranian railways with the Azerbai-
jani ones, and thus ensure a through flow of
trade between India, Pakistan, Persian Gulf
and Russia, Turkey, and European countries.
At the moment we are developing spot lo-
gistics routes along the North-South, East-
West and South-West corridors. All these
transport and transit corridors contribute to
the development of ties in the field of tran-
sit trade between Azerbaijan and Germany.
We are monitoring the increasingly grow-
ing Germany'’s trade turnover with Iran and
the countries of the Persian Gulf. | think that
Germany and its logistics companies could
consider options for cooperation with Azer-
baijan in this field.

CE: Minister of Transport of Turkey Mr.
Ahmet Arslan in his interview with Caspian
Energy said that Baku-Tbilisi-Kars connects
14 countries of the world today. Which ben-
efits do you see in this strategic area of de-
velopment of the international relations of
Azerbaijan?

Mahmud Mammad-Guliyev: The com-
missioning of the Baku-Tbilisi-Kars railway
(BTCQ) is a historic milestone in the economic
life of not only Azerbaijan, but the entire
South Caucasus region. The opening of this
railway is one more important step towards
improving trade and commercial ties in
Eurasia as a whole. At the initial stage the
railway will be able to transport 5 million
tonnes of cargo per year, but the freight traf-
ficalong it can be raised to 17 million tonnes
over time. The turnover just between Europe
and China comprises several hundred mil-
lion tonnes per year. However China’s stra-
tegic trading agenda with Europe promises
a much greater potential for transit flows. In
the future, BTK will serve as a reliable link
in the East-West corridor and will provide
countries with an additional trading route
connecting Europe with Asia.

The attractiveness of BTK for cargo trans-
portation along the Trans-Caspian Interna-
tional Transport Route (TCITR) comes from
such components as lowered costs of goods
transportation, reduced travel time and
safety of transportation. With the commis-

sioning of Baku-Thilisi-Kars there is no need
for transport operations from Georgian to
Turkish Black Sea ports via TCITR. In other
words, it removes extra transportation costs
for sea ferry transportation and harbour
fees. This will notably improve competitive-
ness and attractiveness of the route. BTK is
also of strategic importance for ensuring di-
versification of the economy and trade rela-
tions of Azerbaijan.

CE: The Head of the EU Delegation to
Turkey and Turkmenistan in his interview
with Caspian Energy said that the EU is in-
terested in a strategic energy partnership
with Turkey, and the relevant negotiations
are currently underway. Do Azerbaijan and
the EU have similar legal agreements and
which benefits for Azerbaijan and Turkey
do you see in this?

Mahmud Mammad-Guliyev: The strategic
cooperation with the EU in the energy sec-
tor is based on the relevant legal documents,
and one of the most important documents
is the Memorandum of Understanding on a
Strategic Partnership between the Republic
of Azerbaijan and the European Union in the
Field of Energy. Today, Azerbaijan is contrib-
uting notably to ensuring energy security of
the EU by means of exporting large volumes
of crude oil to the European markets. Cur-
rently, the energy cooperation also envisages
export of natural gas from Azerbaijan via the
ambitious global project - the Southern Gas
Corridor (SGC) - which will be considered as
an essential element in ensuring pan-Euro-
pean energy security and diversification of
supplies. The SGC is an excellent example
of cooperation between different groups of
countries - the EU countries, the associative
country and Azerbaijan, which is the main ini-
tiator and inspirer of the project. The unique
cooperation model of SGC can be used in
other areas of mutual interest, for example,
in the transport sector. The issues of coopera-
tion in the energy sector will be fully reflected
in the new strategic agreement with the EU.

With fraternal Turkey Azerbaijan has his-
torically established spiritual and cultural
ties, traditions and customs. The close ties
and well-established confidential dialogue,
as well as exemplary cooperation in the en-
ergy sector have created necessary condi-
tions for implementation of joint strategic
projects. In this context, the TANAP project,
the backbone of SGC, which will expand
the export opportunities of Azerbaijan, is of
special importance.

In general, implementation of internation-
al energy projects and operation of trans-
port corridors is of strategic importance for
strengthening regional security and sustain-
able development.

of April 2018, SOCAR Georgia Gas supplies natural gas to
more than 620 thousand subscribers (both households and
commercial) in all of territory of Georgia, and offers ser-
vices through 36 service centers in regions of Georgia and
headquarters in Thilisi. Even though there is significant dif-
ference between household and commercial markets (97%
and 3% of total), it should be underlined that commercial
segment is very important to the overall consumption of
natural gas provided by SOCAR Georgia Gas. Commercial
market itself is divided on the wholesale and retail markets.
Retail customers are connected to company’s distribution
network, while the wholesale customers are connected to
the transportation grid.

MAIN PROBLEMS. SOLUTIONS

One of the main issues with rural areas was low density
of subscribers in the regions. In the beginning of our activi-
ties, 78 thousand customers were distributed over 50,000
sq km territory, and sales did not justify operational expen-
ses. However, SOCAR Georgia Gas has optimized the costs
through complex activities in administrative management,
and introduced new technological solutions that led us to
the operational efficiency.

In first 4-5 years of company’s operations, structural re-
organization and unification of processes were underway.
Through detailed planning and management, company has
enhanced the processes, by unifying all regional companies
into one structure. In addition to that, numerous techni-

HISTORY. INVESTMENT
OBLIGATIONS AND MAIN ACTIVITY

SOCAR Georgia Gas is a subsidiary company of SOCAR
Energy Georgia. Company was established in August 2007
with a vision of implementing a gasification program in the
territory of Georgia. According to the Investment Agree-
ment signed in 2008 between SOCAR and the Ministry of
Economic Development of Georgia, 29 state-owned re-
gional gas companies were transferred to SOCAR Georgia
Gas. On its behalf, company undertook the obligations to
provide gasification to the minimum of 150,000 subscribers.

In December 2014, new Agreement was signed between
SOCAR Georgia Gas and the Ministry of Economy and Sus-
tainable Development of Georgia. According to new terms,
number of subscribers to be provided gasification has in-
creased from 150,000 to 250,000 with total investment ob-
ligations of 250 million U.S. dollars. These investments were
to be directed to the construction of gas distribution net-
work in the regions of Georgia. At the end of 2017, all obli-
gations were fulfilled.

As a licensee of gas distribution in Georgia, SOCAR
Georgia Gas operates low and medium pressure pipe-
line network.

In general, current scope of work includes import, sup-
ply, distribution of natural gas, as well as the construc-
tion, rehabilitation and maintenance of gas network. As
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cal standards in construction and maintenance of network
have been developed.

For the optimization of business processes and data ana-
lysis, number of solutions in the field of information sys-
tems were introduced. These include new Billing system,
Electronic Docflow, 1C ERP System, Geographic Informa-
tion System (GIS), Customer Relationship Management
(CRM) and Network Dispatching application.

GEORGIA’S DEMAND FOR NATURAL GAS AND SO-
CAR GEORGIA GAS ROLE IN DISTRIBUTION PROCESS

In March 2016 Agreement was signed between Georgia
and Azerbaijan to seal long-term gas supply. According to
the Agreement, Azerbaijan supplied 1.14 billion cubic me-
ters of natural gas in 2016, and 1.38 billion cubic meters
in 2017.

Each year, on average, more than 50,000 subscribers are
connected to the distribution network of SOCAR Georgia
Gas. This trend will remain till the end of 2019, and active
customer number of the company will exceed 700,000.

Georgia’s gas market is expanding on both wholesale and
retail levels. SOCAR Georgia Gas itself handles an increased
volume, and also sells gas to various large suppliers in Geor-
gia, including other gas distribution companies.

CURRENT MARKET CONDITIONS FOR THE BUSINESS
AND OPPORTUNITIES TO FURTHER EXPANSION AND
DEVELOPMENT

Distribution of natural gas is a regulated business in Geor-
gia. Regulatory body GNERC has to issue the licenses for
natural gas distribution and transportation. No licences are
needed for natural gas supply. According to the customer
numbers, there are two main gas supply and distribution
companies in Georgia - SOCAR Georgia Gas with 52% mar-
ket share, and Kaztransgaz with 39% market share (operates
only in Thilisi).

SOCAR Georgia Gas has achieved outstanding results
during last 7 years: six-fold increase of subscribers, six-fold
increase of gas sales and five-fold increase of operational
network. According to our strategic development plan we
are going to increase the size of our business for 20% more
till the end of 2018.

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Ziraat Bank keeps serving
as a bridge in external trade
operations - Avni Demirci

Caspian Energy (CE): Could you please tell
about the history of activity of Ziraat Bank in
Azerbaijan?

Avni Demirci, Chief Executive Officer and
General Director of Ziraat Bank Azerbaijan
0JSC: In Azerbaijan, Ziraat Bank started oper-
ating as a bank partner in 1995 and since then
it has been broadly contributing to the devel-
opment of the banking sector of the country.
Strategic geographical location, constantly
expanding relations with Turkey, broad oppor-
tunities for investment-making into Azerbai-
jan, as well as new prospects of the economic
growth promoted the opening of Ziraat Bank in
Azerbaijan.

The Bank started operating on 30 December
2014 in accordance with the license #255 given
by the Central Bank of the Azerbaijan Republic.
After performing our first banking operations
on 12 June 2015, we started receiving clients as
early as July 2015. It took us two years to secure
our IT infrastructure, create internet-banking,
card systems, and develop a firm structure of
human resources.

We purchased a headquarters building. The
management of Ziraat Bank, Minister of Econ-
omy of Turkey Nihat Zaybekchi, officials of the
banking sector of Azerbaijan, government rep-
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resentatives and public figures attended the
opening ceremony of Ziraat Bank.

CE: What role does the Azerbaijani market
play in the turnover of Ziraat Bank?

Avni Demirci: The Republic of Turkey finds
Azerbaijan as a window towards the Caucasus
both political and cultural terms and also sees
Azerbaijan as a bridge between Turkey and
other Turkic republics. As is known, Turkey and
Azerbaijan are “one nation, two states”. Among
the Turkic states, Azerbaijan is the closest one
to Turkey in regard to culture, history, language
and traditions. Turkey and Azerbaijan support-
ed each other during hard period of the War for
Independence, and proved their brotherhood.
Salvation of the Azerbaijani capital, the city of
Baku, in 1918 by the Caucasian Islamic army
commanded by Nuru pasha is of big historical
importance to Azerbaijan.

The following stage of development of rela-
tions between the two countries started after
the restoration of the Azerbaijan Republic’s
independence in 1991. Over 100 major agree-
ments were signed between Azerbaijan and
Turkey over the last 26 years, which contributed
positively both into the development of mutual
relations and regional cooperation.

CE: Could you please tell in details about
the activity of Ziraat Bank and about devel-
opment of this sector in Azerbaijan?

Let the
bank come to you”. High level of advanced risk
management systems, risk management cul-
ture, as well as a high quality of assets distin-
guish Ziraat Bank’s clients in Azerbaijan from
their competitors in this sector. Moreover, as
a result of use of the local currency in external
trade payments between Turkey and Azerbai-
jan, in 2017, tendering worth 27 min TRL was
conducted between the two countries. In this
way, Ziraat Bank keeps serving as a bridge in
external trade operations for all those coun-
tries which it cooperates with.

Being very perfectly aware of needs and
expectations of its customers, our bank made
its products and services fast and efficient ow-
ing to its subdivisions making it possible to do
banking operations in a right manner.

Focused on ethical values, offering efficient
and profitable services in accordance with in-
ternational standards, attaching top priority to
satisfaction of its customers, providing quality
and more innovative services to its clients and
human resources, since the first day of its op-
eration Ziraat Bank OJSC has been aspiring to
be more than a bank for its clients.

Established to finance trade-economic co-
operation developing between Azerbaijan
and Turkey, especially in the field of agricul-
ture and trade, except for the oil sector, within
a short period of time our bank managed to
increase its assets, credit portfolio and deposit
portfolio up to 185 min AZN, 70 min AZN and
up to 96mIn AZN. The net profit totaled 15min
AZN over the period of three years. The in-
vestment potential reached 62min AZN. Over
this period we have opened two branches,
developed skilled human resources and an
IT-crew, completed the construction of our
headquarters, and increased the number of
our customers up to more than 10,000 people
through permanent expansion of the area of
our operations. We will also service our clients
in 5 branches and expand our service network
with 3 new branches which we plan to openin
large cities of Azerbaijan in 2018.

A minimum size of the capital re-
quired to create a bank in Azerbaijan makes 50
min AZN.

CE: Exactly which banking services do you
offer for service of the Turkish investments
made or planned to be made into Azerbaijan?

Avni Demirci: Our bank continues staying
one of the leading banks funding large proj-
ects in the field of agriculture, small and me-
dium businesses, big corporations, infrastruc-
ture and energy, which are becoming more
significant in Azerbaijan. Ziraat Bank Azerbai-
jan together with its rich diversity of products
and services, synergetic structuring, market
knowledge and experience, skilled human re-
sources and strong structure of shareholders,
continues staying an important bank on the
market, ensuring non-stop support and moti-
vation required for all sectors.

In addition to the Azerbaijani banks, our
bank’s customer portfolio also includes Turk-
ish companies which have invested and are
operating here. For our clients investing into
Azerbaijan, using “Made in Turkey” product
brand and importing goods from Turkey, in
addition to our own resources, we also apply
the resources of the EXIM bank.

Besides, the Baku-Tbilisi-Kars railway project
launched in 2017, and the TANAP (Trans-Ana-
tolian gas pipeline) project which is scheduled
to be completed in 2018, will be very promis-
ing in terms of commercial relations in this re-
gion. Together with our major bank and other
banks operating in this region, Ziraat Bank
Azerbaijan plans to be more active in funding
commercial relations developing in the region.

Caspian Energy (CE): Mr. Hajiyev, could you
please tell about the Company’s development
in 2017 and your plans for 2018?

Namig Hajiyev, General Director of Yag-
mur-2: The past 2017 was quite successful for
the Company. We overcame new challenges,
which enriched our experience. We had inte-
resting projects. | would like to highlight the Al-
monds Watering Project. This is a very large proj-
ect for us. The works are still ongoing there. The
customers intend to increase the planting area,
and work is already underway in this area.

At the same time we had many other projects
in different regions of the country. It is nice to
work, especially when you see progress made
after a certain time. | would like to note that
nowadays our investors shy away from increas-
ing the initial investment, which complicates
the process to a certain extent. Here one should
take into account such moments as, for exam-
ple, when a tree gets bigger it requires more and
more water. So, it is necessary to dismantle the
system and install it again, although these mo-
ments, of course, could be taken into account at
the very beginning.

“The choice should not be made in favor of
cheap services but a stable company”and this is
the most important thing.

The only plans for 2018 are to develop and jus-
tify the trust of companies.

CE: Which macroeconomic factors have posi-
tive and which ones negative effects on the
Company'’s operation?

Namig Hajiyev: Macroeconomic figures di-
rectly do not have a serious influence on our
operations. But, like any company importing ma-
terials from abroad, the cost of foreign currency
affects our prices. This is the reason why sharp
fluctuations create discomfort for our operations.

CE: Which incentives, created by the Govern-
ment of Azerbaijan to boost the development
of agriculture, does the Company benefit from?

Namig Hajiyev: The Company enjoys the fact
that as a result of the policy and support of the
state more and more people are getting en-
gaged in agriculture. And planting respectively

needs proper irrigation. After all, crop yield pri-
marily depends on this.

CE: How popular are the Company’s prod-
ucts on both local and foreign markets today?

Namig Hajiyev: The Company’s products and
services are quite popular, since in recent years
the agricultural sector in the country has been
developing at a faster pace. The state pays much
attention to the development of this sector be-
cause the priority for Azerbaijan now is the de-
velopment of the non-oil sector and promotion
of the “Made in Azerbaijan” brand.

CE: Are you satisfied with the incentives cre-
ated in the country for the development of small
and medium-sized businesses? What would you
like the Government to pay special attention to?

Namig Hajiyev: Considering the recent
changes in the country, including the easing of
the state control over businesses, | am satisfied
with the undertaken measures and extend my
gratitude to the government for the attention
paid to the work of the private sector. The proce-
dures have become more transparent, and the
process itself easier. However, there are some
issues, which, if changed, will make it easier to
please customers. This is, of course, the matter of
customs duties, since we import goods.

CE: Will the new Baku-Tbilisi-Kars railroad
help to expand the Company’s markets?

Namig Hajiyev: | would not say that this route
will help to expand the markets, since this is not
still included in the Company’s plans. However,
given that Turkey is the main supplier for us, and
including the transit role of this country, this
route notably simplifies the matter of transport
operations.

CE: Which new technologies does the Com-
pany use in its work? Does the Company use
renewable energy sources and energy-saving
technologies?

Namig Hajiyev: Obviously, the principle of
work and activity of our Company is based on
brand-new technologies, including the use of
renewable energy sources. The main focus for us
is automatic watering. Our ambition is to make
it easier for customers to do their business by
installing special controllers for irrigation man-
agement. In this way they save both time and
money, since “smart irrigation” reduces water
consumption. We mainly use solar energy. As
an example, | can mention a water ozonator in
water bodies, which works on solar panels, also
solar panels, which we use to generate electric-
ity used in electromagnetic valves.

THE LEADER REGION OF 2017

Aninvestmentrating of the economicregions has demonstrated
the results of the economic reforms and social policy of regions
implemented in the country under the leadership of President of
Azerbaijan, Chairman of the Caspian European Club Ilham Aliyev.

This year’s rating has assessed 11 economic regions of
Azerbaijan (Absheron economic region, Ganja-Gazakh economic
region, Sheki-Zagatala economicregion, Lankaran economic region,
Guba-Khachmaz economic region, Aran economic region, Yukhary
Karabakh economic region, Kalbajar-Lachin economic region,
Daghlyg Shirvan economic region, Nakhchivan economic region).
The regions were ranked according to 18 parameters divided into
6 groups - social-demographic profile, socio-economic status,
business climate, infrastructure, feel-good factor and agriculture.
Ganja-Gazakh economic region, which got the highest total score,
took the lead among the regions last year, while the leader of this
year's rating is Nakhchivan.

Itis noteworthy that Aran economic region, which took a prime
position over all parameters in the ‘Agriculture’ group last year and
had a big lead in every indicator, has maintained both its dominant
position in this sector and a common position in the rating.

Comparing the country regions’economic development results
for 3 quarters of 2017 with those of the last year, perhaps, an uneven
socio-economic development of the country’s regions turned out
a main distinctive feature, which is seen in the main figures of the
rating. Thus, the GDP per capita in the capital turned out almost
3 times higher than that of the rating leader Nakhchivan, 9 times
higher than in Ganja-Gazakh region and 20 times (!) higher than in
Yukhary Karabakh which completes the rating. At the same time,
the size of the population in Nakhchivan is 4 times lower than in
Baku and three times lower than in Ganja-Gazakh region. But the
size of the population in Yukhary Karabakh is 1.5 times higher than
in the leader-region Nakhchivan.

The distinctive feature of this rating is that we have put Baku into
the rating, following the requests of the readers. Baku's indicators
serve as a relative benchmark and an indicator of development of
the Azerbaijan regions. However, Baku did not join the final rating
due to its dominant position.

Despite Baku takes the last place in terms of the quantity of
secondary educational institutions per capita, a high number of
higher education institutions compared to other regions made

Baku the first in the group “Social-Demographic Profile” It is
noteworthy that there are a total of 3 higher education institutions
in the region which comes after Baku, while Baku has 41 higher
education institutions. According to the data, the number of
secondary schools per capita in Nakhchivan region, which took the
second place, is twice lower than in Baku.

Rating under the second criterion, the Business climate, was
based on direct investments per capita of population, unlike last
year when gross investment was taken as a basis. Therefore the
data for the regions may faintly correlate in comparison with the
previous year.

Compared to the respective indicators of the last year, this year's
«Business climate»-based rating outcomes revealed an abrupt
increase (by 20% on average) in the number of business-enterprises
across the country’s regions, with a 30% increase in Baku city.
Nonetheless, paradoxically, that the decline of direct investment
rates per capita of population across the territory of the republic has
decreased by 15 to 30% depending on the region. Investments in
Baku dropped by 2%.

Lankaran, where a 30% growth of investments is fixed, has been
an exception.

A 300% increase of business facilities in Yukhary Karabakh
region was registered, but a 200% decline of investment indicators
compared to the last year rating undoubtedly had a negative impact
on the general rating of the region. It is noteworthy that the higher
was the number of enterprises opened in the regions throughout
this year, the higher was an indicator of reduction of the volume of
investments.

The only exception here was Nakhchivan where a 20% growth
of investments into the region was registered in comparison with
the same period of the last year. Besides, the number of business
structures here reduced by 25%.

GDP per capita was taken as a basis for calculation under the
third criterion, “Social-Economic Status”. It is noteworthy that this
indicator in Nakhchivan region, coming second after Baku (229), is
three (!) times lower than that of Baku. The number of branches of
private banks in Baku is 17.6 (!) times higher than in Nakhchivan (13).
The size of population in Yukhary Karabakh region, which closes the
rating, is 30% higher than that of Nakhchivan. But there are 3 private
banks operating here which is 8.6 times lower than in Nakhchivan.

President of the Republic of Azerbaijan H.E. Ilham Aliyev’s
decree about measures on creation of the special economic zone like free trade zone in Alat settlement of Garadagh district of Baku, including an
area of the new International Baku Sea Trade Port, was signed on March 17, 2016. The zone will transform Alat into the main logistics center, as well
as a hub for distribution, manufacturing and other value added services aiming at the markets of China, Turkey, Iran, Russia, India, Pakistan and
others.

In 2016, the volume of cargo transportation in the Baku International Sea Trade Port increased by 47%.
