Head of Government of the Kingdom of Morocco Saad-Eddine El Othmani

Caspian Energy (CE): Your Excellency, econo-
my of the Kingdom of Morocco is closely linked
with both the African countries and Europe.
How would you assess the investment attrac-
tiveness of the Moroccan economy and other
countries of the continent?

Saad-Eddine El Othmani, Head of Govern-
ment of the Kingdom of Morocco: For several
years the Kingdom of Morocco has been imple-
menting a strategy for bettering the investment
attractiveness, which implies reducing delays
in companies’ registration and mitigation of
administrative barriers. Besides, it has made it
easier to reach funds meant for projects financ-
ing, and also set up better guidance for inves-
tors, etc.

These policies have allowed our country to
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improve its ranking in Doing Business from
97th in 2012 to 69th in 2018. Our ambition is
clearly to host more and more strategic invest-
ments both for the African market but also for
the needs of our strategic partners such as Eu-
ropean countries.

CE: Which countries are strategic partners of
the Kingdom?

Saad-Eddine EI Othmani: We are a very
open economy. We count within our partners
- countries from the African, Asian6 American
and European continents. Historically, Morocco
has always been a country of trade and strategic
alliances.

Today, however, we feel the need to both par-
ticipate in the global economy by being part of

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the main economic flows, but also, we strongly
feel part of a new dynamics in Africa that we
surely want to hold up high and defend.

CE: Which energy security problems exist?
Which projects are priority and when will they
be implemented?

Saad-Eddine EI Othmani: Morocco is on a
way of development that surely needs energy
for its industry, agriculture, services, housing,
and so many other sectors that are thriving in
our country. Thus, energy is a key element for
our development to be sustainable. We do have
thermal power stations under development
throughout the country (in Safi for instance), to
maintain the dynamics on.

However, we do have a chance of having a
land of sun and wind potential, which are cur-
rently being developed. Indeed, we have a Re-
newable Energy plan that started with the Noor
Solar Plan in Ouarzazate, holding a current ca-
pacity of 160 MW, forecasted to be 580 MW by

-
2030, raising the part of renewables in our en-
ergy consumption to 52%.

We are also the third wind energy producer
for Africa with a capacity of almost 790 MW in-
stalled, and we have a 850 MW project currently
being developed through five wind plants
around the country with an opening between
this year and 2020.

CE: How much investments will be attracted
to bring the share of renewable sources of en-
ergy up to 52% in the total consumption vol-
ume?

Saad-Eddine El Othmani: We estimated
that the Renewable energies plan will need an
investment of $18.95 billion by 2020 and will
create some 50 000 jobs. These are major invest-
ments that will bring our country to the rank of
leader both in Africa and worldwide.

CE: How is the relationship with the Caspian
countries developing? What potential do you
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see in relations with Azerbaijan, Russia and
Kazakhstan?

Saad-Eddine El Othmani: For sure, the Cas-
pian countries are key partners to Morocco. First,
our relationship with those countries has been
developing quite long. We have strengthened
our trade agreements with Russia since last sum-
mer, regarding many of our strategic sectors such
as pharmaceuticals, building industry, transport
and logistics, energy, aviation industry, and so on.
As for Kazakhstan, | personally met with Mr. Bag-
dad Amreyev in 2012 when | was Minister of For-
eign Affairs, and we have agreed on working ac-
tively on the development of our trade relation-
ship. Azerbaijan, finally, is one of our key partners
in the Caspian countries. Our relationship with
Baku is strong and based on mutual support. We
are looking forward to strengthening our suc-
cessful partnership in the long run.

CE: Transport corridors One Belt, One Route,
North-South are actively developing at pres-
ent. What role belongs to Morocco in develop-
ment of these directions?

Saad-Eddine El Othmani: The OBOR project
is key to the development of trade between Asia
and Africa. It will surely help both continents to
develop and to maintain strong relationships
between countries, nations and areas and help
them overcome economic and political crises.
In Morocco, we observe with scrutiny its imple-
mentation and look forward to it.

CE: Global LNG consumption is rapidly
growing. What role can Moroccan ports play
in making gas a global energy resource?

Saad-Eddine El Othmani: Morocco is a coun-
try of great coast. We have three international
standard ports such as the Tangier Med port,
the Jorf Lasfar industrial port and of course the
Casablanca international port, which relates to
all international destinations. We also have oth-
er international but smaller ports, such as the
Agadir port, the Laayoune port or the Moham-
media port near Casablanca. All infrastructures
are well equipped, and under strong reinforce-
ment to reach global standards and to meet the
international demand in terms of energy trans-
port.

CE: To what extent is LNG consumption ef-
fective in Morocco?

Saad-Eddine ElI Othmani: LNG represents
5.2% of our energy consumption, which we
mainly import.

CE: What stage has the coastal Nigeria-Mo-
rocco gas pipeline project reached?

Saad-Eddine El Othmani: The project is cur-
rently under study to identify the impact of its
implementation.

CE: What is the share of small and medium
businesses in the Kingdom’s GDP?

Saad-Eddine EI Othmani: Small and medi-
um enterprises-SMEs represent up to 95% of the
business in Morocco. They are a valuable asset
for our flexibility and adaptability regarding the
global economy although they also face some
major challenges we have to address.

Development of renewable energies in
Morocco has been raised as a national
priority - Mohammed Adel Embarch

Caspian Energy (CE): Your Excellency, the Em-
bassy of Morocco in Azerbaijan was opened 11
years ago. What do you think about the poten-
tial of the Morocco-Azerbaijan relations? Which
agreements have been reached between the two
countries?

Mohammed Adel Embarch, Ambassador
Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of the King-
dom of Morocco to the Republic of Azerbaijan:
Relations between the Kingdom of Morocco and
the Republic of Azerbaijan are older than embas-
sies. Back in 1994, national leader of Azerbaijan,
late Heydar Aliyev paid a visit to Morocco and was
received by late Hassan II, King of Morocco back
then. Today His Majesty King Mohammed VI and
His Excellency President Ilham Aliyev enjoy very
good and friendly personal relations. Morocco
and Azerbaijan share the same view with regards
to various issues of the common concern. The ex-
cellent level of the political relations between the
two countries was highlighted on many occasions,
especially when they were non-permanent mem-
bers of the United Nations Security Council during
the period of 2012-2013. Morocco and Azerbaijan
also have a lot in common: a rich history, cultural
diversity as well as being international models
of tolerance, openness and dialogue of civiliza-
tions. In 2017, both countries celebrated 25 years
of excellent relations. The legal framework of the
relations between the two countries is quite rich
and covers several areas such as politics, economy,
trade and culture and there is a strong and shared
will to further expand it. It is worth noting in this
regard that many agreements are finalized and
will be signed during the Joint Commission, to be
held during the first half of 2018.

CE: Morocco is strongly encouraging the de-
velopment of renewable energies and one of
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the world’s largest solar power plants has been
constructed in Morocco. What are expectations
of Morocco as a country, which does not have oil
and gas fields, from renewables?

Mohammed Adel Embarch: Let me first give
you an idea about Moroccan energy policy.
Being deprived of important oil and gas re-
sources, Morocco places a high priority in the
development of renewable energies through a
mix of solar, wind and hydropower. Exploration
works in the area of fossil fuels are still ongoing
and discoveries have been made in this direc-
tion, limited of course but studies show that
the Kingdom has an important potential in this
field too.

At the same time, the development of renew-
able energies has been raised as a national priority
and became an important part of the Moroccan
development model. The Kingdom has set the ob-
jective to increase the contribution of renewable
energies to its energy needs to 52% by 2030.

The Moroccan leadership in the field of renew-
able energies and sustainable development has
been internationally recognized and acclaimed
especially during the COP22 conference orga-
nized in Marrakech city in 2016.

By organizing the COP22, Morocco succeeded
in raising awareness that the issue of climate
change and its dangerous impacts are not the
exclusive concern of developed countries. In
fact, although they pollute less, developing
countries are the ones exposed the most. Hence
the need for these countries is to put in place en-
vironmentally friendly national strategies. | can
say in this regard that there is a before and an
after the COP22.

Faithful to its commitments, Morocco has
established and implemented a binding legal
framework for the respect for environment such

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as the prohibition of the use of plastic bags in
commerce. The Kingdom will also reduce its
greenhouse gas emissions by 42% by 2030.

According to Climate Change Tracker and Cli-
mate Change Index, Morocco is in the top 4 of
the most environmentally friendly countries in
the world.

CE: Are Moroccan companies interested to
cooperate in this field with Azerbaijani com-
panies?

Mohammed Adel Embarch: By all means.
Moroccan companies are definitely interested in
doing business with their Azerbaijani counter-
parts. Sometimes, they don’t go through embas-
sies as they meet in international exhibitions.

The potential of growth of the economic rela-
tions between Morocco and Azerbaijan is lim-
itless. Both countries are becoming important
regional platforms. Morocco enjoys a strong
presence in Africa in several economic sectors
such as finance, insurance, telecommunica-
tions, transportation, construction and civil en-
gineering and fertilizers.

In addition, Morocco has the largest free-trade
network in the world. Anything that is partially
or totally produced in the Kingdom can be ex-
ported to a 1 billion customer market.

Since its not an oil producer, it has been es-
sential for Morocco to diversify its economy, the
country has made great achievements in the
fields of tourism, agriculture, logistics and also in-
dustry. With 40 ports including Tangier Med (top

20 in the world) and 22 airports, the Kingdom
has become a hotspot for aerospace, electronics
and automotive industries, some 115 aerospace
companies including the major players (Boeing,
Airbus, Bombardier, Thales, Eads, Safran, etc.) are
operating in Morocco and the largest Moroccan
export overseas is cars.

Today, as Azerbaijan is diversifying its econo-
my, Morocco can be a very good partner as it has
an important experience in all the economic sec-
tors that the Azerbaijani Government intend to
develop. The prospects of economic cooperation
between the two countries are therefore very im-
portant.

CE: For long Morocco has been famous for its
minerals such as gold, tin, diamonds. How is this
industry developing in Morocco nowadays?

Mohammed Adel Embarch: Morocco has
the chance to be located in the African conti-
nent whose soil is known to be rich in minerals.
The mining industry is well developed since the
Kingdom has largest phosphates reserves in the
world (3/4) and is the first exporter of this mineral
and its derivatives. Morocco exploits other min-
ing products, such as lead, zing, silver, gold, cop-
per, cobalt, manganese, antimony, iron, barite,
fluorite and salt.

In recent years, Morocco has invested heavily
on transformation of these minerals in order to
increase the value of its resources.

TANAP

The Trans-Anatolian Natural Gas Pipeline
(TANAP) mega project, which is perhaps as
important for the world energy market as
the Baku-Thbilisi-Ceyhan system named af-
ter Heydar Aliyev, is nearing its completion.
The gas pipeline through Georgia and Tur-
key will connect the Caspian gas fields with
the European market. Officially, it will be put
into operation on June 12, Minister of En-
ergy and Natural Resources of Turkey Berat
Albayrak said.

“There are no problems in the implemen-
tation of the TANAP project: Azerbaijan will
be able to start gas exports to Turkey, and
then to Europe. Turkey and the European
countries will get access to a new alterna-
tive source”, President of the Republic of
Azerbaijan Ilham Aliyev said.

The Contract of the Century-2 on the
development of the Shah Deniz field was
signed in Baku under the supervision of the
National Leader of Azerbaijan Heydar Aliyev
on June 4, 1996 and ratified by the Milli Ma-
jlis on October 17 of the same year. The par-
ticipating interests in the Shah Deniz project
are: BP (operator, 28.8%), Petronas (15.5%),
SOCAR (16.7%), LUKOIL (10%), NICO (10%)
and TPAO (19%). Gas production at the field
began in December 2006.

The participating interests of the TANAP
project are: SOCAR (51%), SOCAR Turkiye
Enerji (7%), BOTAS (30%), and BP (12%).

The TANAP gas pipeline, along with the
South Caucasus Pipeline and Trans Adriatic
Pipeline (TAP), is a part of the Southern Gas
Corridor (SGC) project which will enable gas
transportation from the Caspian region to
Europe.

Currently, gas production from the Shah
Deniz field is carried out within the scope
of Stage-1 worth $4.1 billion. Stage-1 envis-
ages the output of 178 bcm of gas and 34
million tonnes of condensate.

The gas sales agreements were signed be-
tween Turkey, Azerbaijan and Georgia with-
in the scope of Stage-1. The 690-km South
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Caucasus Pipeline (442 km in Azerbaijan and
248 km in Georgia) was built to enable ex-
port of Azerbaijani gas to Turkey.

In those days, low liquidity of natural gas,
compared to oil, in the world markets and,
as a result, the delayed financing of the
European partners for the European sec-
tion of the gas pipeline leads to the delay
in the implementation of both Shah Deniz
and SGC and only on September 19, 2013,
agreements were signed with European gas
buyers within the scope of the second stage
of the Shah Deniz gas condensate field de-
velopment in the Azerbaijani sector of the
Caspian Sea.

Revenues under the gas supply contracts
signed in Baku to transport about 300 bcm
of Azerbaijan gas from the Shah Deniz field
to Europe will comprise roughly $200 billion.

In particular, German E.ON will buy 40
bcm of Azerbaijan gas under the 25-year
contract. Gas supplies will begin no earlier
than 2019.

According to the statement of French GDF
SUEZ, the company contracted 2.6 bcm of
Azerbaijan gas per year.

Spanish Gas Natural Fenosa will receive 1
bcm of Azerbaijan gas annually, according
to the company’s statement.

Italian company Hera will receive 300 mil-
lion cubic metres of Azerbaijan gas per year
within the scope of the concluded agree-
ment.

In April 2018, the rights under the gas
sales agreement under the Shah Deniz-2
project signed with the Spanish company
Gas Natural Fenosa were transferred to the
leading Italian energy company Edison.

In January 2018, TANAP General Manager
Saltuk Duzyol said that over time other po-
tential suppliers in Central Asia, the Middle
East and the Eastern Mediterranean will also
be able to access the market through this
new route.

The groundbreaking ceremony of the
TANAP gas pipeline was held on March 17,
2015 in Kars Province, Turkey. The through-
put capacity of the pipeline will be at least

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16 bcm, of which 10 bcm will be supplied
to Europe, 6 bcm to the western regions of
Turkey.

The project cost is estimated at $7.99 bln,
while up to date expenditures on its imple-
mentation have exceeded $5.6 bin.

FORECASTS

Noteworthy is that this time forecasts of
the main players of the gas market are al-
most identical and sound in unison. They
also coincide with the forecasts of CEOs of
the oil and gas companies spoken during
the World Energy Congress (Caspian Energy
No.3 (101). This encourages strategic inves-
tors tired of instability in the world market
in recent years. Reduced industry risks will
secure an intensive growth of gas upstream
projects, the LNG market, development of
new production efficiency technologies, un-
bundling of gas quotes from the OPEC bas-
ket and benchmark crudes and, as a result,
a growth of spot trading, creation of gas ex-
change sites of both regional and local im-
portance.

Thus, the Gas Exporting Countries Forum
(GECF) expects the gas demand to grow, and
its share in the total energy basket by 2040
is expected to reach 26%, former Secretary
General of the GECF Seyed Mohammed Hos-
sein Adeli told reporters. “The gas demand
will grow much faster than forecasted in pre-
vious years. And that’s good news. The share
of gas in the total energy basket will grow to
26% by 2040. The share of gas in power gen-
eration will grow by 5% to reach 28%”, he
said. The GECF will officially unveil its Global
Gas Outlook until 2040 in November.

At that BP expects the global energy de-
mand to grow by one third by 2040, runs
BP’s traditional Energy Outlook-2018 un-
veiled on February 20, 2018.

The increase in global energy demand will
be ensured by the rapid growth of emerging
economies.

China and India will secure 50% of growth
in energy demand by 2040, while Africa will
be playing a bigger and bigger role closer to
2040.

At the same time today energy prices in
China are traditionally higher than in the Eu-
ropean market.

By 2040 the global energy mix will be the
most diversified than ever.

The share of oil, gas, coal and non-fossil
energy sources will amount to approximate-
ly 25% of the energy mix.

Renewable energy sources (RES) will grow
most rapidly, showing a fivefold increase
and securing about 14% of primary energy
supplies.

The oil demand worldwide will grow up
to 2040 and stabilize towards the end of the
forecasted period.
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The gas demand will grow faster and
eventually will replace coal from the 2nd
place among the largest energy sources.

By 2040, world supplies of liquefied natu-
ral gas (LNG) will grow more than twofold.

At the same time, already in early 2020s
LNG supplies will exceed the volumes of
inter-regional gas supplies via pipelines. At
the same time, by 2040 the USA will account
for almost 25% of global gas production and
take the lead in this business.

Earlier, the US company Cheniere Energy
Partners signed the 20-year contract for sup-
ply of 3.5 million tonnes of liquefied natural
gas per annum to Korean Kogas. Gas is sup-
plied from the third transfer line of the LNG
plant at the Sabine Pass terminal in the Gulf
of Mexico.

Earlier, Cheniere already signed contracts
for 16 million tonnes a year from the annual
total capacity of the four lines of the plant at
18 million tonnes. Other customers, besides
Korea and India, are the companies of Spain
(Fenosa), which owns the one third of 21 re-
gasification terminals of the EU and the UK
(BG).

Together, oil and gas will account for more
than 50% of the world’s energy balance.

The electric power industry will account
for almost 70% of an increase in demand for
primary energy.

The balance of fuels used for power gener-
ation will change notably, while renewables
will increase its share faster than any other
type of fuel in history - from 7% to date to
almost 25% by 2040.

Despite this, coal will keep the first place
in power generation in 2040.

By 2040 carbon dioxide emissions will
grow by 10%.

This is significantly lower than the growth
rate of emissions over the past 25 years, but
the growing trend is still expected to con-
tinue, rather than a significant decrease in
emissions, which is necessary to achieve the
goals of the Paris Agreement.

By 2040, the share of electric vehicles
worldwide will grow to 15% of the entire
fleet - more than 300 million cars out of al-
most 2 billion.

COMPETITION

Unlike the USA, Europe does not have wide
natural gas reserves to meet its domestic en-
ergy needs. Though, the European produc-
tion (mainly in the North Sea via Norway and
the Netherlands) is an important gas source
for the continent. Its rates are rapidly falling
as the old fields are diminishing. Meanwhile,
the demand is growing and does not meet
the rate set earlier (2% per year): according
to the forecast of experts, by 2035 Europe
will be in need of additional 120 bcm of im-
ported gas.




ACCENT -

Europe is now meeting over 50% of its
gas demand through import. According to
the latest official forecasts of the Norwe-
gian agencies, gas production is planned
to decline after 2020s. Gas production at
Groningen, the biggest field of Europe, has
decreased by more than half over the past 5
years. After the recent earthquakes, includ-
ing the one which happened in January of
this year, the Government of the Nether-
lands has made a decision about its decline
down to 2 bln by 2030. If the gross consump-
tion of energy resources in the EU drops 8%
by 2050, the volume of gas consumption will
rise by 6% compared to the figures of 2015
and constitute 25.4% of the energy balance.
The renewable sector which is growing rap-
idly will have the same share. The major
growth segments are transport, housing
sector, and it is quite possible that it will in-
volve the power industry if the EU is consis-
tent with its ambition to reach the goals of
the Paris agreement, which requires reduc-
tion of the coal share in generation.

Apart from this, the European legislation
envisages consolidation and creation of new
market zones. Thus, Quo Vadis has offered to
develop 4 consolidated regional zones: 1)
on the Iberian Peninsula; 2) the biggest one
within Germany, Benelux, Czech Republic
and Slovakia; 3) in the South-East Europe
(Bulgaria, Romania); 4) in the Baltic coun-
tries.

Quo Vadis can be considered as an offered
plan of actions (after 2018) for the next Eu-
ropean Commission.

- Decline of growth rates of demand
in the EU markets with a simultaneous
growth of gas export volumes from new
sources;

- Strengthening of the competition due to
the implementation of the EU’s Third Energy
Package conditions applicable to external
supplies;

- Demand growth in China and India;

- Production increase in the Caspian;

All this suggests that there is a need to
reform gas market architecture towards
the active liberalization and creation of
private upstream-oriented oil-gas compa-
nies, which will increase competitiveness
of the gas industry in the global markets,
draw investments into this sector and
enable to build new interconnectors en-
suring profitability of production and ex-
port of Caspian energy resources on the
one hand, and secure a real long-term
resource base for the SGC project on the
other hand.

In addition to geopolitical and export divi-
dends, implementation of TANAP and the
entire Southern Gas Corridor can give an im-
mense boost and lead to the development
of the real competitive market of energy re-
sources in the Caspian countries, create an
exchange spot trade of energy resources,
which, given the today’s market prospects
and the experience gained by Azerbaijan
while implementing Heydar Aliyev's global
oil-gas strategy for almost a quarter of a cen-
tury, sounds real.
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OIL MARKET -

Who is controlling the
wave in the oil market?

he breath is steady, the heartbeat
I is regular, the pulse is normal,
the state is stable: this is namely
what can be said today to characterize the
state of the oil and gas industry after the
prolonged period of turbulence and the
extremely low break-even level since July
2015. In May, Brent surpassed the mark of
$74, and WTI - $69 per barrel. Both figures
are the highest since November-December
2014 as testified by the Bloomberg’s data.
Within one day June Brent futures added
1.3% to reach $75.02. One WTI barrel also
went up in price to $68.95. At that China
accounts for about a quarter of an increase
in global oil demand. In the last three years
consumption in the country has been
growing on average by 5% per year vs. the
world average rate at 1.7%. According to
the forecast of the International Energy
Agency (IEA), China and India are expected
to be the main drivers of oil demand at least
until the mid-2030s. Last year China became
the world’s largest oil importer, leaving the
United States behind: with the consumption
at 610 million tonnes, the PRC imported 420
million tonnes of oil. China bought about
8.43 million barrels of oil daily against the
backdrop of the high demand and the
continuing formation of a strategic reserve.
Apparently these factors were not the
main factors driving the today’s price trend,
runs the MOMR for May of the International
Energy Agency (IEA). The situation around
the anti-lran sanctions and the decreased
oil output in Venezuela could cause a
deficit in the oil market. The IEA announced
its intention to monitor the development
of the situation, and, if necessary, to act in
order to stabilize the market. In particular,
the agency can use the oil reserve available
in case of force majeure. The second factor
- the output cutback agreement was
reached in late 2016 by the OPEC and non-
OPEC countries — keeps the exporters from
ramping up the output. Under the cutback
deal, the parties to the agreement should
reduce production in total by 1.8 million
barrels and this agreement is valid until the
end of 2018.
The recent give-and-take between the
leaders of the world’s two largest trade
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partners USA and the EU has sparked the
greatest interest of the market.

Nowadays the European Union shows
its readiness to apply, if necessary, the so-
called blocking law to protect its companies
from the anti-Iranian sanctions of the
United States when the US withdraws from
the Joint Comprehensive Plan of Action
(JCPOA) on the lIran’s nuclear program,
European Commissioner for Home Affairs
Dimitris Avramopoulos said. The media has
already reported thatBrusselsis considering
the possibility of switching from dollar to
euro in payments for Iranian oil supplies.
“Looking at the latest decisions of Donald
Trump, someone could even think: With
friends like that, who needs enemies? But
frankly speaking, Europe should be grateful
(to President Trump - editorial note).
Because thanks to him we have got rid of all
illusions”, Tusk wrote on Twitter.

Nothing was said about what kind of
illusions the EU had got rid of and whether
the US will continue to support the EU’s
energy diversification policy, since the EU is
now actively forming new oil and gas hubs
in Egypt, Turkey, Greece and Morocco.

“For the US Administration European
energy security is a priority, and this
shipment (the first LNG shipment to the
European market) shows our support for the
European Union’s goal to diversify energy
supplies”, Heather Nauert, Spokesperson
of the US State Department and retired
Rex Tillerson, said (23 August). “We will
continue work to expand the choice of
energy solutions in Europe, so that make
the countries not depend on one or a
dominant energy source”, she said. Since
then, it seems to be the last statement by
the US diplomat of such a high level of
support of the EU’s energy ambitions.

Will the US continue to liberalize trade
with the EU and abolish the tariffs in
the aluminum and steel industry for the
European companies to that end? Most
importantly, how this will work in relation
to the European energy market in the case
of US energy exports. The question remains
open as long as there is intrigue. It seems
that the OPEC basket will remain within a
consistently high price trend.

Caspian Energy (CE): Mr. Hiiner, how do the
today’s new rules of the world trade impact on
the market of the EU and the Czech Republic? Is
protectionism beneficial for the world economy
or taking it one step back?

Tomas Hiiner, Minister of Industry and Trade
of the Czech Republic: Today’s multilateral trad-
ing rules are embodied in the set of Agreements
under the umbrella of the World Trade Organiza-
tion. And it is necessary to preserve this system
that governs the world trade for many decades.
WTO is the cornerstone of this system, therefore
we have to secure its functioning and avoid any
attempts to undermine it.

Clearly defined rules and respect for them en-
able us to create trade relations with different
partners based on mutual trust. This is crucial
in current world that is interconnected in many
aspects. Open and free trade is natural part of
today’s reality and is essential especially for ex-
port oriented countries involved in global value
chains like the Czech Republic and also for the EU
asawhole.

It is unquestionable that free trade contributes
to growth, competiveness and employment.
We have to advocate these benefits now more
than ever as we are witnessing unprecedented
increase in protectionist tendencies around the
world. It is logical to protect own interests, but
this should be done in appropriate manner within
existing trading rules.

Protectionism does not have any positive
impacts from a longer perspective. On the con-
trary, it weakens economic growth and causes
economic and social tensions. History knows the
best, therefore we should learn from previous
mistakes and try not to repeat them.

CE: Czech companies and brands are broadly
represented at the world markets. What has
been the contribution of the Czech government
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into this achievement? Which preferences and
incentives do you create for your companies?

Tomas Hiiner: Taking into account the fact that
the fall of the communist regime has happened
Just recently” —in 1989, it is truly admirable what
success the Czech companies have achieved. This
has several major causes. First of all, we have al-
ways been a very industrialized country, and it still
persists. Secondly, Czechs are native traders and
are very creative and innovative. The Czech econ-
omy is very open too. An important role in our
post revolutionary development has, of course,
been played by Western European countries,
whether from a foreign investment perspective
or in the role of our mentors.

The key catalysts for private enterprise were, in
particular, the start of a free business competition
in the 1990s and, consequently, our accession to
the European Union in 2004. The EU’s internal
market is a key foreign market today for Czech
products and technologies.

If | were to talk about the tools we help Czech
companies, it is mainly about competitive export
financing and insurance. But it is a standard mat-
ter in Western Europe today.

Furthermore, the state, its central authorities, or
the CzechTrade agency, offers a very wide range
of trade and export promotion services today,
which are highly popular amongst Czech compa-
nies and are being steadily used. It is mainly the
Czech official participation in many dozens of for-
eign exhibitions and fairs annually, where we sup-
port especially innovative companies with high
value added products. We also provide extensive
informational, analytical and assistance services
for our companies, as well as an export education
system.

In general, as a government, we have a very
open and regular talks with Czech businesses and
their representations. We listen to their needs and
in the same time we analyze European and global
trends.

At the end of April, we were honored to host
ETPO (European Trade Promotion Organizations)
meetings in Prague, which we measure ourselves
with and we are learning from too. So as you can
see, trade promotion and export promotion are
one of the main interests of Ministry of Industry
and Trade as well as mine own as a government
member.

CE: How is the 4th level industry developing in
EU and the Czech Republic?

Tomas Hiiner: The Initiative Pramysl/Industry
4.0 (the initiative is called “Priimysl 4.0” in Czech,
literally translated into English as “Industry 4.0")
was prepared by the Ministry of Industry and
Trade in close cooperation with industry and aca-
demia and approved by the Government in Au-

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gust 2016. The initiative involves different min-
istries according to relevant measures, business
associations and trade unions, and academia.
Industry 4.0 Initiative opened a broad discus-
sion on its economic and societal consequences
which led to establishing the Alliance Society 4.0
(approved by the Government in February 2017)
and Industry 4.0 is taken into consideration by the
Action Plan for Society 4.0 (approved by the Gov-
ernment in September 2017).

The goal of the Initiative Industry 4.0 is to show
possible trends and outline measures that would
not only boost the economy and industrial base
in the Czech Republic, but also help prepare the
entire company society to absorb this technologi-
cal change.

The initiative provides an integrated frame-
work dealing with Innovation capacity (Digital
Innovation Hubs, Competence Centers, Industrial
Platforms, Pilot projects, Test beds). Actions to
promote digital skills include education, voca-
tional training, company involvement, research
programmes and academia. It considers the im-
pacts on labour market, skills and social impacts,
as well as impacts on the education system.
Complementary measures (e.g. tax incentives,
development loans) deals with cyber security
and relevant legislation, application of innovative
technologies in energy, transport and Smart Cit-
ies, Smart devices & technology innovation.

The Industry 4.0 Initiative envisions some
technological preconditions and visions, where
particular technologies will play a critical role in
the vertical, horizontal and all engineering phase
integration promoted by Industry 4.0. The tech-
nologies addressed by the Industry 4.0 Initiative
include big data, communication infrastructure,
cloud computing, additive manufacturing etc.
The initiative will be followed up on an ongoing
basis within the Action Plan for Society 4.0 which
will be continuously updated.

The EU’s approach towards digital transforma-
tion of industry is based on complementarity with
activities of Member States and regions meaning
that a common action is reserved to those cases
where there exists a European value added. This
idea is in fact enshrined in the European Commis-
sion communication Digitising European Indus-
try — Reaping the full benefits of a Digital Single
Market of April 2016. The purpose of the Commu-
nication is to reinforce the EU’s competitiveness
in digital technologies and to ensure that every
industry in Europe, in whichever sector, wherev-
er situated, and no matter of what size can fully
benefit from digital innovations. Currently there
are 15 national initiatives in EU Member States,
5 more are in the pipeline; the target is to have
them in each Member State.

CE: Which prospects open within the frame-
work of the recently signed memorandum
about industrial policy between the Vyborg 4
countries? What does this memorandum imply?

Tomas Hiiner: Joint Declaration on the fu-
ture of Economic cooperation among Visegrad
countries (V4) was signed on April 19, 2018 in
Budapest (abbr. Budapest Declartion) where the
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meeting of Minister of National Economy of Hun-
gary with State Secretaries of V4 countries was
held. Budapest Declaration expresses the wish
to boost competitiveness, innovativeness and
digital transformation of V4 countries. It should
be encouraged for instance by means of sharing
best practises, by exchanging information and
positions, by promotion of mutual learning, shar-
ing information on successful innovative projects
and methods in order to foster innovation, em-
phasizing knowledge-based activities of coun-
tries” industrial ecosystem, including universities
and connected start-ups; by cooperation among
existing national Industry 4.0 Platforms including
digital technologies, digitisation of education sys-
tems; and regular meetings in order to advance
progress and to promote further cooperation.

CE: The Czech Republic has been traditionally
dependent on gas import. How are the Europe-
an Commission’s rules on diversification of sup-
ply observed?

Tomas Hiiner: The Czech Repubilic is practical-
ly fully dependent on the import of natural gas.
The security and reliability of natural gas supply
is therefore a very important requirement of the
State Energy Conception of our state, which is ful-
filled in the following forms:

- Diversified sources of natural gas (Russian
Federation, Norway, the European Union)

- Diversified transmission routes of natural gas
(the route through Ukraine, Nord Stream, the Eu-
ropean transmission networks)

- Underground gas storages in the Czech Re-
public (total capacity UGS is about 40% of total
annual gas consumption of the Czech Republic)

- Reverse flows of natural gas in the Czech
transmission networks (since the crisis in 2009 all
outgoing points in the Czech transmission net-
works are able to operate in reverse direction)

At the same time, it is of course necessary to
consequently comply with the standards of infra-
structure (n-1) and security standards of supplies
according to Regulation concerning measures to
safeguard the EU’s security of natural gas supply.

Because natural gas supplies have not been re-
duced to end customers in the Czech Repubilic for
more than 30 years, this conception is successful.

CE: Do you plan deliveries of other alterna-
tive suppliers — Azerbaijani, Kazakhstan, Israeli,
Egyptian and African gas?

Tomas Hiiner: First of all, | must emphasize that
natural gas market in the Czech Repubilic is fully
liberalized and privatized. There are more than
seventy gas traders, who use natural gas mainly
from the Russian Federation or natural gas from
spot markets in the European Union. However,
there are no legislative barriers to natural gas
supplies on other sources, including natural gas
supplies from the Caspian region. Currently this is
possible only on the basis of swap transactions.
| believe that after completion of the South Gas
Corridor as well as the North-South Gas Intercon-
nections in Central-Eastern Europe this natural
gas supplies from the Caspian region to the Czech
market will be physically possible as well.
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CE: How would you assess
trade indicators between
Czech Republic and Azer-
baijan? What is required to
intensify trade turnover?

Tomas Hiiner: Azerbaijan
represents the most impor-
tant business and strategic
partner of the Czech Repub- r
lic in the South Caucasus
region (in 2017 Azerbaijan
constituted 88% of the to-
tal turnover of this region).
Trade and economic rela-
tions between our countries
have a long-standing tradi-
tion. Moreover, both our countries place great
emphasis on the development of the industry
and the real sector in general. Therefore | am con-
vinced that fostering our economic ties is of our
mutual interest. The Azerbaijani market is very
perspective for the Czech Republic, especially
with regard to exports of Azerbaijani oil. In recent
years we can observe growing interest of Czech
business in Azerbaijan.

The commodity structure of mutual trade has
been stable over a long period. While the biggest
share on the Azerbaijani imports into the Czech
Republic have mineral fuels as oil (over 90 %),
the Czech Republic exports to Azerbaijan mainly
market products from metal, wood and paper;
machinery and transport equipment and to a
lesser extent chemicals.

I'm glad to observe that after the decline
of the mutual trade in 2015 and 2016, in 2017
there has been a significant recovery of the bilat-
eral economic relations and the overall turnover
has climbed to 25,8 billion CZK, which is almost
twice higher than in 2016. This is mainly due to
the more than 100 % increase of imports from
Azerbaijan compared to the same period of the
year 2016 (caused by the restoration of crude oil
supplies to the Kralupy nad Vltavou refinery). In
terms of turnover Azerbaijan represents the 33rd
most important business partner of the Czech Re-
public. And the most recent indicators from the
first two months of 2018 show ongoing increase
in the turnover by 3,6 % compared to the same
period in the 2017.

However, in 2017 Czech exports has declined
by 22,4 % to 2,05 billion CZK. The highly passive
balance of the Czech Republic increased to a ra-
tio of 9 % to 91 %. It is thus our big challenge for
the coming years to diversify our trade exchange,
which brings great opportunities for both Czech
and Azerbaijani companies.

In order to intensify our mutual trade turnover
we should not only diversify the trade exchange
but also continue in deepening dialogue be-
tween our countries on issues related to mutual
economic cooperation. An excellent platform to
define new opportunities for further develop-
ment of our relations is Czech-Azerbaijan Joint
Commission on Economic, Scientific-Technical
and Cultural Cooperation (hereafter, Joint Com-
mission). Last session took place in Baku in Janu-
ary 2017. Fifth meeting is planned in the second

e e

half of this year. The Czech Republic will continue
to intensify its economic relations with Azerbai-
jan within the framework of the mentioned Joint
Commission, as well as business missions and
meetings of representatives of the state and cor-
porate sectors.

CE: Which areas of the non-oil sector of the
Azerbaijani economy are the most promising
for the Czech investors? Which new technolo-
gies can Czechia offer in the agricultural sector?

Tomas Hiiner: The current state of the Czech-
Azerbaijani economic cooperation is based pri-
marily on trade with oil. However, there are broad
possibilities of developing economic relations in
other fields with still unfulfilled potential. Espe-
cially industry branches which are activated by
the Azerbaijani government in an effort to diver-
sify the economy and to support the develop-
ment of the non-oil sector, represent the biggest
opportunities for the Czech companies. These are
mainly agriculture, chemical and manufacturing
industry, engineering, services (especially trans-
port, logistics, tourism) and IT.

Czech companies can also succeed as suppliers
in the field of pharmaceutical industry, electrical
engineering, luxury consumer industry and envi-
ronmental technologies. There is a great potential
for future cooperation in the field of renewable
energy sources. Technology of Czech companies
can find eligible application in the field of wind
and water power engineering, improving the ef-
ficiency of the energy industry, construction of
sewage treatment plants, water treatment plants
and cleaning of contaminated soil.

In the Czech Republic we also develop innova-
tive and affordable technologies which are crucial
for the sector of food processing and agriculture.
Among agricultural machinery and technologies
| can name for example famous Czech tractors,
machinery for soil preparation and tillage and
technologies for animal housing, aquaculture
and forest cable logging systems.

Another important area for cooperation in
the agricultural field is the mutual exchange of
experience in the field of livestock farming and
increasing the volumes of exported agricultural
products. There is also potential for establishing
of joint enterprises for sorting, preserving and la-
beling of agricultural products.

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Reconstruction of the
Heydar Aliyev Oil Refinery

will strengthen export potential of Azerbaijan

Caspian Energy (CE): Mr. Ismayilov, could you please tell
about the progress of reconstruction and upgrading of the
processing plant?

Elman Ismayilov, Director of the SOCAR Heydar Aliyev
Oil Refinery: The accelerated development of the oil industry,
which is a priority segment of the Azerbaijan’s economy, has
resulted in greater ability to reconstruct and upgrade the pro-
cessing plant, including the Heydar Aliyev oil refinery. Thus,
performance of reconstruction and upgrading operations, as
well as construction of a total of 14 modern process facilities are
expected at the enterprise in the near future. Among the above
mentioned activities, noteworthy is the dismantling of the bi-
tumen plant with the capacity of 250,000 tonnes per year , lo-
cated within the structure of Azerneftyagh Qil Refinery, and the
commissioning of the new bitumen plant with the capacity of
400,000 tonnes per year at the Heydar Aliyev oil refinery in ac-
cordance with the domestic needs of the country. Construction
of the plant which foundation laying ceremony was attended
by the Head of State llham Aliyev in September 2016 is ongoing.
A new bitumen plant is planned to be commissioned this year.
Azfen Company is performing construction and reconstruction
of the new bitumen plant. Construction of a new water-cooling
facility at the plant was one of the momentous events of the
past year. The launch of a new water cooling facility (cooling
tower) has been another successful work carried out as a part of
the refinery’s reconstruction.

CE: What is the capacity of the cooling tower?
Elman Ismayilov: Heydar Aliyev oil refinery has developed a
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benchmark project of the water cooling facility (cooling tower)
together with the French company HAMON THERMAL EUROPE
while the project of laying an overflow pipeline meant for the
purified and cold water injected into the operating process fa-
cilities has been drawn up by “Neftgazelmitedgigatlayihe” insti-
tute. Works on construction of the water cooling facility started
in February 2015. Operations performed by SOCAR “Neftgaz-
tikinti” Trust were completed in April 2017. The launch of the fa-
cility was timed to coincide with the following anniversary of the
All-National Leader Heydar Aliyev.

The water cooling capacity of the tower makes 7,000 cubic
meters per hour.

The plant’s upgrading and reconstruction project also envis-
ages setting of new plants into an operating cooling tower by
means of erection of an extra block.

CE: Which innovations were used in the course of the con-
struction?

Elman Ismayilov: Of course, particular emphasis has been
also placed on rational use of capacities of the refinery’s process-
ing facilities and on delivering targeted measures to introduce
modern technologies and latest achievements of the scientific
progress. Regular work on upgrading of equipment of process-
ing facilities and automatic management over technological
processes is carried out in order to ensure an efficient oil pro-
cessing.

Recent measures on capital repair of processing facilities, in-
troduction of progressive technologies, reconstruction of pro-
duction sites, expansion of infrastructure and other work aimed



at modernization of the oil refinery, promoted the development
of the enterprise.

Repair of the processing facilities at the Heydar Aliyev oil re-
finery, which started on August 10 of the last year, has been
successfully completed. Catalytic cracking #55, pre-treatment
#21 and coking #43 units, and catalytic reforming unit #31 have
been fully repaired and commissioned during this time.

CE: What importance is attached to the environmental
safety?

Elman Ismayilov: In addition to the production success,
the management team of SOCAR is also focusing on the hu-
man factor and environmental safety challenges. Certain work
has been carried out in this direction at the plant. Regular pre-
ventive measures are taken at the plant in order to reduce a
negative impact on the environment. These measures involve
reduction of electricity consumption, especially fuel burnt in
furnaces, ensuring of appropriate condition of tanks meant for
oil and oil products storage, etc. Itis noteworthy that the rate of
the negative environmental impact is regulated by normative
documents. In such situation, the current environmental fig-
ures of the plant fully comply with the standards. In the mean-
time, upgrading and greenery planting work is carried out at
the plant, which plays a significant role in improvement of the
environmental conditions. Planting of green belts inside of the
plant and around it, planting of bushes and trees, agrotechnical
treatment, has become a daily work at the plant, aimed at the
environmental protection and maintenance of an environmen-
tal balance.

As is known, major works on construction of modern pro-
cessing facilities were commenced within the framework of the
State program to reconstruct and renovate the Heydar Aliyev
oil refinery. Construction of 14 processing facilities has been a
significant event in the history of the plant. Therefore, the atten-
tion of the management team of SOCAR and the plant, senior
specialists and engineering staff is focused on construction and
preparation of new processing plants for the commissioning.

CE: What work has been done within the framework of
EPC project?

Elman Ismayilov: EPC works in oil refinery’s reconstruction
are split into two parts: construction of new units and renova-
tion of operating ones. A tender for construction of new units
was announced on 10 February 2017. 5 international compa-
nies took part in the pre-qualification process. Having scored
the highest points, Tecnimont/Kinetics Technology Alliance of
Companies (subsidiaries of Maire Tecnimont SpA) was selected
as an EPC-contractor for the construction of new facilities. The
contract envisages construction of over 10 production units. At
the same time, reconstruction of operating units and objects in-
side of the plant was assigned in December of the past year to
Técnicas Reunidas Company, the winner of another tender.

The project of reconstruction of the oil refinery is managed by
contractor companies - SOCAR-KBR/KBR Alliance. The project is
planned to be completed in 2021. The first stage would consist
of construction of a new bitumen unit and other units, as well as

liquefied gas injection point. A unit producing diesel fuel meet-
ing the Euro-5 standards will have been built by the end of 2020
at the second stage. Reconstruction work will run in parallel. The
last stage of the project is to build new units, producing A-92/95
petrol meeting Euro-5 standards, by the beginning of 2021.
Implementation of the modernization project will make it
possible to bring the quality of produced fuel in accordance
with Euro-5 standard and bring the production volume up to
7.5-8 mln tonnes per year. Reconstruction will boost the export
potential of our country and increase the oil refinery’s income.
Besides, it will also improve a stable supply of raw materials to
Azerkimya PU. As a result of the project implementation, optimi-
zation of operating expenditures of the oil refinery and improve-
ment of the environmental condition of Baku are expected.

CE: When will a new bitumen plant be launched?
Elman Ismayilov: As is known, construction contractor Azfen
JV has started building a new bitumen plant at the oil refinery
since April 2017. Construction-assembling operations are car-
ried out in complete safety and in compliance with the require-
ments of construction norms and rules, international and local
standards.

Laying of external fire-extinguishing pipeline, sewage lines,
underground pipelines, and equipment grounding have been
completed. Besides, the work on installation of metal structures
on pipe trestles PR-301/302/303, in compressor rooms, mobile
tank fueling stations and other equipment has been fulfilled.
Works on assembling and welding of process pipelines lying on
trestles, as well as flange joints are ongoing. Cooling and heating
systems, plastic windows and doors have been installed in the
administrative building, substation and weighing house. Opera-
tions on laying cables over the walls, electrical and cosmetic work
are continued. The work on laying technological pipelines and
flange joints in the area of the plant is complete by 75%. Besides,
placing concrete in foundation of the drying site, pumping sta-
tion, ramp for filling highway tank trucks and drainage lines is
completed.

Vacuum tanks 23-T-001, 23-T-002, 23-T-003 and bitumen tanks
23-T-201, 23-T-202 and 23-T-203 have been installed, welding
and other operations on the tanks are continued. The volume of
overall operations concerning the tanks is complete by 52%. The
company has set a double-shift system to fulfill operations in ac-
cordance with the schedule.

Ilham Aliyev, dated February 10, 2015. Purchasing electricity in the Republic of Azerbaijan, Azerishig OJSC is supplying electricity to consumers in reliable, safe and
efficient manner, applying new technologies in this area, upgrading a material-technical base, using it efficiently, as well as doing other work aimed at development
of this area.

Baku International Sea Trade Port CJSC

About the company: The Port of Baku is the oldest and biggest port of the Caspian Sea. For centuries the Port served as a junction between East
and West, North and South, connecting dozens of nations, merchants, scientists and travelers. There are many historical references to the Port. In
1564, Sah Tahmasib of Safavids dynasty appointed Seykh Zahid a first Minister of the Port. In 1703, over 20 Indian caravans traveled along the route
from Ardebil to Baku, exporting silk, oil, fish, fur, copper, horses, natural colorants, caviar and leather goods.

At present about 85% of cargo is a transit while 15 % flow directly into Azerbaijan. The given percentage ration will change after the launch of
Free Trade Zone (FTZ), which is going to be similar to the Jabel Ali free trade zone in UAE. President of the Republic of Azerbaijan H.E. Ilham Aliyev’s
decree about measures on creation of the special economic zone like free trade zone in Alat settlement of Garadagh district of Baku, including an
area of the new International Baku Sea Trade Port, was signed on March 17, 2016. The zone will transform Alat into the main logistics center, as well
as a hub for distribution, manufacturing and other value added services aiming at the markets of China, Turkey, Iran, Russia, India, Pakistan and
others.

In 2016, the volume of cargo transportation in the Baku International Sea Trade Port increased by 47%.
