and politically stable country, with an open
economy and a good geographical position.
Our overall policy is focused on improving the
quality of life of citizens and fast economic
development. Significant investments, mon-
etary stability, free capital flows, low taxes
and rising competitiveness are the main rea-
sons for the high rates of real GDP growth,
which in the previous two years amounted
to 4.7% and 4.9% respectively. In its latest re-
port, credit rating agency Moody’s confirmed
the rating “B1” for Montenegro, changing its
outlook from “stable” to “positive”, while in the
last report of the World Economic Forum - the
Global Competitiveness Index 2017/18, Mon-
tenegro improved its position moving up 5
places compared to the previous report. The
above facts, first of all, reflect the investors’
trust in the achieved economic progress and
a clear economic perspective of Montenegro.
Foreign direct investments have been a very
important impetus for the economic growth.
Measured per capita and by the share of for-
eign direct investments in GDP, Montenegro is
at the European top. In the period 2008-2018,
we attracted over 7.5 billion euros of FDI. Al-
most 4 billion of this amount comes from the
investors from the EU-28 countries. Italy and
Austria are leading with 825 and 530 million
euros respectively. All European countries (EU-
28, Switzerland and Norway) have investments
in Montenegro. However, in addition to inves-
tors from Europe, in recent years investments
from the United Arab Emirates, Turkey and, of
course, Azerbaijan are also very significant.
When it comes to concrete projects, with
partners from Italy we are finalizing the in-
stallation of a submarine power cable that
connects the two countries, allowing Monte-
negro to become the energy hub in the Bal-
kans; we are about to finish the exploration
of oil and gas in the part of the Adriatic Sea
that belongs to Montenegro; we are com-
pleting the construction of the second wind
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farm and we are about to build the first solar
power plant; we are building the first section
of the highway; we are developing numerous
projects in tourism; we are strengthening the
banking and telecommunication sectors, etc.

CE: Which fields do you find priority in
order to develop economic cooperation be-
tween Azerbaijan and Montenegro? What
potential do you see for Azeri investors and
vice versa?

Milo Djukanovic: Azerbaijan and Monte-
negro have very good friendly relations. Mu-
tual respect, a clear vision of future coopera-
tion, willingness to learn from each other and
mutual political support provide a good basis
for strengthening the economic cooperation
that we have started with the project in the
field of tourism. “Porto Novi” not only repre-
sents a modern tourist complex in the Bay of
Kotor, which is under the protection of UNES-
CO, but has significantly raised standards that
much developed tourist destinations look up
to. This project represents modern Azerbai-
jan in the best possible way.

| do believe that, in addition to tourism,
there is a lot of room for new investments in
the field of energy, industry and food produc-
tion. It is important that we continue strength-
ening direct flight connectivity, which will not
only facilitate the exchange of tourists, but
will also contribute to a better connection be-
tween business communities. But, in addition
to economic cooperation, we have significant
cooperation in the field of education, cul-
ture, art and sports. These areas additionally
strengthen our friendship and ensure better
understanding among ordinary people. | be-
lieve that it is precisely the policy led by distin-
guished President Aliyev and me, as well as by
the two Governments, that allows everyone to
benefit from the cooperation of our countries.

projects as North-South and Baku-Tbilisi-
Kars, initiated by Azerbaijan, attractive for
Montenegro?

Milo Djukanovic: We are very pleased to
see that Azerbaijan has such a clear vision. In
today’s world it is very difficult, while in the
future world it would be almost impossible,
to go forward without being connected with
the neighbours and strategic partners. New
railway routes North-South and Baku-Tbilisi-
Kars shorten the travel route, reduce costs
and create conditions for a new economic
momentum. Both projects are outstanding
examples not only of a strong political will,
but also of a determination, hard work and
high technological standards that promote
the achievements of Azerbaijan in the best
possible way. We would like to see that the
experience gained in the implementation of
these projects is transferred to the Western
Balkan region.

CE: What is the EU’s vision of Azerbaijan’s
current and future role in the energy map of
the continent? Which projects are of partic-
ularimportance to Montenegro?

Milo Djukanovic: | can tell you about Mon-
tenegrin vision. It is very clear. Being aware of
the role of energy for future development, we
want to become a strong energy hub in the
Balkans. Our aim is to strengthen the position
of Montenegro as a bond with Western Europe
through neighbouring Italy and to provide
better technological conditions for the export
of electricity. We put particular focus on the
development of renewable energy sources:
water, wind and sun, and modernization of
transmission capacities. Therefore, all projects
that support this vision are important to us.

CE: Is Montenegro a member of the single
economic market of the EU, and to what ex-
tent has Montenegro’s energy security been
ensured?

Milo Djukanovic: Montenegro has made
a significant progress in the negotiation pro-
cess on its path towards the full EU member-
ship. We opened 32 of 33 negotiating chapters
and closed 3 chapters. We have, thus, become
leaders among the Western Balkan countries.
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Political negotiations opened up space for
Montenegro to become a part of the European
single market, while visa-free regime with EU
countries made it easier for business people
from Montenegro to establish contacts with
the partners from other countries in a faster
way. All of this resulted in larger investments.

When it comes to energy security, Monte-
negro produces enough energy to meet its
own needs. Recent investments in this sector
have created conditions for generation of ad-
ditional amounts of electricity, while the con-
nection with Italy creates technical prerequi-
sites for export. Montenegro is highly inter-
ested in a project that would enable greater
use of gas, especially in the industry, as well
as for the construction of the first offshore gas
power plant.

CE: Azerbaijan and Montenegro have been
scaling up their tourist potential in recent
years. In your opinion, which prospects do
both countries have in the field of tourism?

Milo Djukanovic: As long as our two coun-
tries are committed to continuous raising of
standards in tourism and hotel industry, we
have good prospects. A rich history is behind us,
and a clear vision of the future is ahead of us. All
we have to do is make it come true. Knowledge,
continuous improvement of skills, respect and
appreciation of all people who come to our two
countries as tourists are, certainly, essential. It is
true that competition is stronger, but | see itas a
challenge that we are up to. Therefore, with ded-
icated and committed work, new projects and
investments, | believe that we have good pros-
pects. | would also like to take this opportunity to
invite the citizens of Azerbaijan to visit Montene-
gro and experience firsthand the natural beauty
of our country, good food and newly built hotels
and marinas. At the same time, | think that it is
necessary to reinforce the promotion of tourism
potentials of Azerbaijan on the source tourism
market of Montenegro. Moreover, a permanent
direct flight between our two countries would
significantly improve tourist turnover.

The Convention on the Caspian
Sea opens wide opportunities to
develop transportation networks

Caspian Energy (CE): Your Excellency,
Georgia and Azerbaijan have been long
strategic partners in the energy field. How
would you assess the contribution of the
Azerbaijan-Georgia partnership into the
global energy security? What has a posi-
tive or negative impact on the cooperation
of the two countries in this field?
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Salome Zourabichvili, President of
Georgia: Georgia and Azerbaijan are locat-
ed between the Caspian and Black Seas and
represent a natural bridge and the shortest
route linking the EU with Central Asia and
the wider East Asia. Furthermore, Georgia
and Azerbaijan have been strategic partners
not only thanks to their geography and stra-

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tegic location, but also due to the continu-
ous struggle for their statehood and territo-
rial integrity that has forged their identity.
The Georgian and Azerbaijani people are
Caucasian nations with common values and
close mentalities.

After the collapse of the Soviet Union,
Georgia and Azerbaijan have successfully
upheld an opportunity to develop upstream
and midstream oil (Baku-Supsa and BTC)
and gas (SCP) pipelines that have linked
Azerbaijani oil and gas resources to world
markets and thus contribute to global en-
ergy security. This is a real success story.

A close Georgia-Azerbaijan interaction in
the energy field is a very good example of
successful upstream-downstream country
cooperation. SOCAR, the Azerbaijani state
oil company, is a major supplier of oil prod-
ucts and the main supplier of natural gas
to Georgia. Apart from that, SOCAR is one
of the largest taxpayers in Georgia and in-
vestors in the energy sector. We appreciate
very much SOCAR’s sponsorship of various
projects.

CE: In the course of your official visit to
Baku you stated that the major goal fac-
ing Georgia and Azerbaijan now is to plan
even larger-scale projects. Which projects
did you mean?

Salome Zourabichvili: Georgia, with its
ports on the Black Sea, and Azerbaijan, with
its ports on the Caspian Sea, offers a natural
bridge for the movement of goods and ser-
vices between the EU, Central Asia, and the
wider East Asia.

Georgia has signed DCFTA (Deep and
Comprehensive Free Trade Agreement) with

the EU and a free trade agreement with Chi-
na. I think this offers an excellent opportuni-
ty to develop large-scale cross-Caspian and
cross-Black Sea transportation networks be-
tween ports on the Caspian and Black Seas.
These new networks will complement exist-
ing transportation links through the Turkish
straits and the Baku-Tbilisi-Kars railway.

CE: During the electoral campaign you
stated that the forth-coming 6 years “will
be very important for Georgia which heads
toward the integration with Europe, the
European Union and NATO”. Which steps
are you going to take?

Salome Zourabichvili: Georgia will con-
tinue its successful progression toward in-
tegrating both organizations. Georgia’s suc-
cessful path has been recognized and it has
allowed us to become an appreciated part-
ner to the EU and a partner for NATO. The
road ahead is open and will depend on the
continuation of our efforts and us seizing all
opportunities.

CE: You have repeatedly stated that the
tourism sector in the region “should be ful-
ly open for tourists”. Which measures, you
think, can be taken in this direction?

Salome Zourabichvili: | regret that de-
spite the Georgia-Azerbaijan strategic part-
nership, the delimitation of our borders
has not been finalized yet. The area where
border delimitation is still pending is some-
times inaccessible for visitors and tourists.
| think we have to continue our work and
finalize this delimitation while, in the mean-
time, open the areas in question for touris-
tic activities.
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CE: According to BBC, if Brexit happens,
the UK citizens can lose over 2% of their
annual income while the country can face
a 20% decline of GDP. Considering the ac-
tive trade relations with the EU, which ver-
sions of impact on the regional and Geor-
gian economy does Georgia consider? Is
Brexit beneficial for Georgia in the long
term?

Salome Zourabichvili: | regret that a
major part of the British people voted for
to exit. The UK is one of the largest econo-
mies in the EU and a very important partner.
Moreover, the UK has the longest presence
and work experience in the Caspian region,
as British Petroleum -a British oil giant- is
the main investor and operator of upstream
oil and gas in Azerbaijan and midstream in
Georgia, Azerbaijan, and Turkey. In 2018,
the UK was the second largest investor in
Georgia after Azerbaijan. BP is a major part-
ner to international oil and gas transporta-
tion consortiums crossing Georgia — BTC,
SCP, and the Western Route Pipeline.

Coming back to your question, obvious-
ly, Brexit is not good if it weakens the EU
economically, but this is the choice of the
British people. On the other hand, | doubt
Brexit may have adverse implications on the
United Kingdom'’s presence and BP opera-
tions in Georgia and the wider Caspian and
Black Sea regions. The associated member-
ship with the EU will not be limited by Brexit
and Georgia will continue its rapproche-
ment with all EU countries. New opportuni-
ties, new formats might also become avail-
able as they will be developed for the sake
of Brexit, and that Georgia might be able to
join.

CE: Given the settlement of the Caspian
Sea status, what progress do you expect in
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the economic cooperation of the Caspian
basin states?

Salome Zourabichvili: The Convention
on the Caspian Sea opens wide opportuni-
ties to develop cross-Caspian transporta-
tion networks and build oil and gas pipe-
lines (in full compliance with environmental
standards as required by the Convention)
and marine transportation networks. We
welcome the signing of the Convention and
hope it will come into force in the near fu-
ture.

CE: Which economic projects can be im-
plemented within the framework of the
GUAM economic bloc?

Salome Zourabichvili: GUAM is an orga-
nization joining the Caspian (Azerbaijan)
and Black Sea regions (Georgia, Ukraine)
and Moldova. Apart from Azerbaijan, they
all are partners in the Eastern Partnership
Program, full members of the Energy Com-
munity, associated members of the EU, and
enjoy full support from the European Union.
GUAM could also serve as a backbone for
transportation projects and contribute to
their development.

CE: Caspian Energy international jour-
nal will be celebrating its 20th anniversary
in May. What would you wish to the jour-
nal and its readership?

Salome Zourabichvili: Caspian Energy has
been animportant resource to follow develop-
ments in the Caspian and Black Sea regions for
twenty years. It is ranked in the top five flag-
ship publications focussing on the region... |
take this opportunity to congratulate Caspian
Energy for its 20th Anniversary and wish your
remarkable team success in the future.

Building up infrastructure

to make Georgia a transport and
economic hub, Maya Tskitishvili

Caspian Energy (CE): In the next few years,
several billions of dollars are planned to be
spent on infrastructure development in Geor-
gia. What are the priorities of the ministry?

Maya Tskitishvili, Vice-Prime Minister,
Minister of Regional Development and In-
frastructure of Georgia: All areas are equally
important for a healthy development of the
country. As far as specific areas of activity are
concerned, it is construction and rehabilita-
tion of roads, water supply systems, setting
operation of sewage systems and construction
of purification facilities, introduction of solid
waste management systems, construction
and operation of landfills in accordance with
modern methodologies. It is also important to
carry out restoration and rehabilitation of cul-
tural heritage monuments, construction and
maintenance of adjacent tourist infrastructure,
as well as rehabilitation-construction of social
facilities such as kindergartens, sports com-
plexes, playgrounds, houses of culture, folklore
centers and museums. Besides, alternative ur-
ban transport networks, improvement of living
conditions of the population in the regions
and other activities are also of significance.

The list is very large and all these areas are
equally important for the growth of oppor-
tunities in the regions, the return of people
to villages, the promotion of small and large
businesses, the reduction of the harmful im-
pact on the environment, the development of
tourism and in general, for the progress of the
economy.
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CE: In recent years, domestic and foreign in-
vestments have been heavily invested in vari-
ous sectors of the economy and infrastructure
of Georgia. What is the demand for investments
and which sectors are in need of investments?

Maya Tskitishvili: Bulk of domestic and for-
eign investments is spent on construction and
rehabilitation of roads. Georgia’s East-West high-
way, starting from the Red Bridge to Sarfi, is be-
ing developed and enlarged on an annual basis,
so is the North-South corridor. This highway is a
part of the so-called “Silk Road” and represents
the main transit hub between China and Europe-
Asia. The main objective of the highway mod-
ernization program is to provide adequate road
infrastructure to increase transit traffic, which is
a significant and growing factor contributing to
the growth of GDP.

The East-West highway and the North-South
Corridor is the shortest route between Eu-
rope, Azerbaijan and the Central Asia countries
through its Black Sea ports - Poti and Batumi. It
also links Russia and Turkey. The geographical
position allows it to become a main transporta-
tion hub between the Black Sea, the Caspian Sea
and Central Asia.

The East-West highway construction project is
aimed at improving the transportation and tran-
sit of goods to neighboring countries. The project
will improve road safety, reduce transport costs
and will contribute to the growth of transit traffic.

CE: Georgia is preparing to host the next Silk
Road forum. Which issues will be considered

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this year? Which initiatives will official Tbilisi
launch this year?

Maya Tskitishvili: The government is actively
involved in full unlocking of the transit poten-
tial of the country. We are jointly considering
the possibilities of much broader development
of these areas. We work closely with China and
the European Union. Proof of that is also the free
trade agreement.

Along with this, Georgia has already hosted
the Silk Road Forum twice, in 2015 and 2017,
which caused great international interest.

In comparison with the maritime transport,
transportation time by the Trans-Asian-Cauca-
sian train takes 5 times less time. In particular, if
earlier it took 40-45 days to carry out shipments
by sea, now cargo reaches Georgia from China in
just 9-14 days. It means that the Azerbaijan-Geor-
gia-Turkey direction is the shortest transport
route connecting Europe and Asia, and, based
on the geographical location, it is the biggest re-
source of Georgia’s economic progress. Our task
is to create an infrastructure that will ensure the
country’s transformation into a transport and
economic hub.

CE: Couldyou please tell about the implemen-
tation timeframe of the water supply project in
areas densely populated by the Azerbaijanis.
Which new infrastructure projects will be im-
plemented in these areas in the coming years?

Maya Tskitishvili: The United Water Supply
Company of Georgia is implementing a project
on construction of water supply and sewage sys-
tems in Marneuli and Bolnisi. After the project is
completed, the city of Marneuli and villages of
the municipality with the total population of up
to 35,200 people will have a stable and improved
water supply.

Besides, it is planned to build a purification
facility in Marneuli. Built within the framework
of the project will be a waste treatment facility
meeting modern standards. It will clean waste
waters within the framework of the full biologi-
cal cycle and reduce an adverse environmental
impact.
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GENERAL FORUM OF CENTRAL
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CE: Which infrastructure projects will be im-
plemented in Georgia in the coming years to at-
tract foreign investments into the country?

Maya Tskitishvili: Tourism development is
one of the priorities of the Georgian govern-
ment. The Ministry of Regional Development and
Infrastructure of Georgia intends to spend more
than $52 million on the development of tourism
infrastructure, including the areas located on
the border with Azerbaijan. For this purpose, it
is planned to put infrastructure and transport in
order, as well as retrain service workers.

14 projects worth of about $34million were
implemented in this area in 2018. Restoration of
the German church built in the 19th century and
residential houses located at Shvabov Street will
be completed in Asureti village (Kvemo Kartli re-
gion) in 2019. Besides, some improvement work
will be carried out in the cemetery. Improvement
work at botanic garden in Zugdidi city, theatre
renovation in high mountain Mestia and con-
struction of the archeological museum in Vani
will be completed soon. Reconstruction of the
old theatre building in Mskheta city, near Tbilisi,
into a museum is planned as well.

Apart from this, restoration of historical build-
ings and an observatory at Abastumani resort
(Samtskhe-Javakheti region) has begun. The
work over the general plan of this high-mountain
village is carried out too. The Georgian authori-
ties plan to restore a cable road built in 1982 and
open a center of visitors.

The Ministry of Regional Development chose
five places in Khaheti for building observation
sites. 10 more such tourism places will appear in
future. Young architects have been assigned to
develop designs of observation sites. The best
project will be chosen by means of a contest.

A particular attention will be paid to a high
mountain Bakuriani village in 2019... The devel-
opment of the tourism infrastructure is playing a
big role in sustainable economic development of
regions, as revenues gained from tourism remain
in the region.

Caspian Energy (CE): The World Bank is
predicting a 5% economic growth of Geor-
giain2019? Which measures are planned to
be taken to maintain an economic growth?

Natia Turnava, Minister of Economy and
Sustainable Development of Georgia: We
expect that wave of strong positive tenden-
cies in Georgian economic performance will
continue during 2019. According to the pre-
liminary estimate, economic growth rate in
March 2019 amounted to 6 percent and aver-
age growth of January-March equaled to 4.7
percent. Strong economic fundamentals and
macroeconomic stability creates the solid
background for further growth. According
to IMF’s latest estimates, Georgia will have
highest growth rate among neighboring
countries in 2019-2024, averaging 5.1%.

Herewith International Financial Institu-
tions highlight positive expectations towards
our country’s economic development. Geor-
gia improved positions in sovereign credit
rating performance. In April, 2019 “S&P" up-
graded sovereign credit rating outlook prom
stable to positive. Earlier, in February 2019,
Fitch upgraded Georgia’s credit rating to “BB”
from “BB-". Macroeconomic stability, resilience
towards external shocks, favorable business
environment and institutional strength are
among the main reasons for increasing sover-
eign rating that creates the solid background
for increasing investors confidence.

Overall, economic growth in the country is
private sector driven. Investments in real sec-
tor, export diversification, further improve-
ment of business environment and increase of
tourist flows will be the key drivers that posi-
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tively affect Georgia’s economic performance.

Moreover, economic growth in the country
will be supported by structural reforms and
appropriate economic policy. Fiscal policy
will be more oriented on growth, meaning
increase of capital expenditures and speed
up implementation of infrastructural pro-
jects. Capital market development and pen-
sion reform will positively affect economy in
the medium term. The more long term re-
form is education reform, which is main pri-
ority of the government, which will increase
human capital in the economy and improve
our competitiveness.

Together with these reforms, Govern-
ment of Georgia has prioritized SME devel-
opment as we expect this to be the main
source of private sector growth, jobs crea-
tion and innovation. As well, GoG continues
implementation of the DCFTA reform agen-
da, which is essential for the utilization of
potential provided by the EU-Georgia Asso-
ciation Agreement.

Herewith, actions oriented at institutional
strength and increase of government effi-
ciency will further contribute to the produc-
tivity enhancement and acceleration of eco-
nomic growth. To this end, Government is
committed to further support foreign capital
inflows into Georgian economy, as FDI is an
important source of economic growth and
knowledge and technologies transfer.

Successful economic reforms implement-
ed in the country has already brought tangi-
ble results that are well reflected in interna-
tional rankings. In regard with ease of doing
business, Georgia is one of the leading coun-

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tries globally taking 6th position worldwide
and 1st position in ECA region having the 3rd
lowest tax burden in the world.

CE: Accumulated pension system has
been launched in Georgia since 2019. What
are the initial results of this process?

Natia Turnava: The Pension Reform,
which implied creation of defined contribu-
tory pensions system (Pillar 1) is effective
since January 2019. Within the system, accu-
mulation of contributions has started from
January 2019 and more than 747 770 em-
ployees are participating in the system. Total
contributions of pension fund as of May 1st
2019, amounts to more than 174 million GEL.
Defined contributory pension system enjoys
exempt-exempt-exempt (EEE) tax regime,
which means that contribution, accrued
profit and distributed pension are exempted
from taxes.

The reform is expected to have important
economic implications, including encour-
agement of savings and development of
long-term financial resources thus boosting
capital market development and ultimately
contributing to country’s economic growth.
Under the new system we expect that the
replacement rate, which is currently roughly
around 20 percent, will increase significantly
and for median income person it will reach
50 percent. The reform will ensure adequate
income level at the retirement and fiscal sus-
tainability of pension system, thus reducing
dependency on the state budget.

CE: What potential do you see in Georgia
for Azeri and foreign investors in general?
Which spheres of the economy in Georgia
are nowadays the most important for de-
velopment?

Natia Turnava: Georgia is a country of
swift, effective and prudent reforms which
has managed to gain international momen-
tum and then also maintain it by prudent

policies, predictable political setting and
one of the more stable macroeconomic en-
vironments.

We have a full set of fundamental invest-
ment advantages - Georgia is one of the
easiest places in the world in terms of Doing
business. Georgia is safe and secure destina-
tion for every Investor equally, including of
course Azeri businesses, who are very suc-
cessful and active in our country. Georgia
has low costs of operating business. And
most importantly, Georgia is a natural hub
connecting east and west and has a duty-
free access to more than 2.3 billion consum-
er markets through its strong FTA network
amongst others, includes both EU and China.

And in terms of further potential -There is no
unique model to tackle development threats,
but there are good principles and readiness
of the Government and policymakers to be
consistently committed to designing and ap-
plying better strategies. We, | believe are that
kind of a dedicated Government and are really
optimistic about the future in terms of Trade,
Investments, Productivity and Growth.

Currently we are witnessing a major ongo-
ing transformation of Georgia to a knowledge
economy, when we are shifting from import
substitution and traditional sectors to knowl-
edge and technology-intensive businesses.
This, of course, is mainly driven by our young
and talented labor and clear interest of both
Georgian and international investors, but let
me also highlight the importance of Govern-
ment’s proactive involvement by investing
considerable amounts in our infrastructure
and education to support tomorrows de-
mands of large-scale impact investments.

CE: Despite the growth of turnover be-
tween the two countries, official Baku and
Tbilisi affirm the importance of expanding
economic cooperation, including in non-
energy and other sectors. Which ways for
turnover growth can Georgia suggest?
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Natia Turnava: As you have highlighted,
in recent years we have observed positive
trends in trade and economic cooperation
between Georgia and Azerbaijan. Based on
statistical data of 2018, the trade turnover
amounted to 1 089 mIn USD, Azerbaijan is
the 3rd largest trading partner for Georgia
with the share of 9% in total turnover. Export
of Georgia to Azerbaijan amounted to 503
miIn USD, increased by 85% and import of
Azerbaijan to Georgia totaled 586 min USD,
increased by 6%. Azerbaijan is Georgia’s first
largest trade partner by export, with the
share of 15% in total export and 4th largest
trade partner by import, with the share of 6%
in total import.

On the one hand, Georgia’s major exports
to Azerbaijan include: motor cars, cigarettes
and tobacco products, medicaments, bovine
animals, bars and roots of iron, non-alcoholic
beverages, ferro-alloys, trucks, plastic goods
etc. On the other hand, Georgia imports fol-
lowing products from Azerbaijan: oil gas, oil
and oil products, electricity, concrete, cop-
per ores, bars and roots of iron, gypsum, on-
ion vegetables, wagons etc.

Despite the fact, that Georgia and Azerbai-
jan truly enjoy active cooperation in trade, it
is obvious that our export needs to be more
diversified and there is room for further
strengthening and deepening bilateral eco-
nomic ties in this direction.

For instance, in order to promote and in-
tensify trade and economic relations be-
tween our countries, we propose to organ-
ize trade missions, business forums and fairs,
which will contribute to raise awareness and
provide information about latest develop-
ments in the economic sectors of both coun-
tries.

Additionally, acknowledging the high im-
portance of collaboration for enhancing bi-
lateral economic relationship, both sides can
exchange relevant experience and promote
export and trading opportunities in the sec-
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tors in which Georgia and Azerbaijan have
comparative advantages. In this regard, both
sides are considering the possibility of estab-
lishment of the working group with the aim
to study export potential of Georgian prod-
ucts in Azerbaijan and vice versa. This will
provide an important platform to exchange
a list of competitive export products for fur-
ther dissemination to the interested busi-
nesses in respective markets and share in-
formation about the companies interested in
trading Georgian and Azerbaijan products.

Let me highlight, once again, that Georgia
considers Azerbaijan as one of the impor-
tant trade and economic partners and by
our joint efforts and through implementing
above mentioned activities, | am convinced
that progress and positive changes can be
reached towards bilateral trade diversifica-
tion and expansion.

CE: Does Georgia support the European
Commission’s efforts regarding the crea-
tion of the single energy market of the EU?

Natia Turnava: Georgia strongly supports
creation of the single energy market for EU
that aims to create a stable regulatory and
market framework contributing to the trans-
parent and non-discriminatory equal rights
for the parties, efficient operation of energy
market and ensuring the security of supply
of the energy.

However, taking into consideration Geor-
gia’s particularity, meaning that due to geo-
graphic location we have no common physi-
cal border with any EU member country, we
are limited with the ability to be part of EU
single market. Establishment of main postu-
lates of EU energy market principles requires
the thorough assessment of the current state
of play, interactions between market players
and the implications of reform options in
energy sector of Georgia. We consider it as
a precondition to secure smooth transition
to an efficient and liberalized energy market,
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especially when neighboring countries are
not committed to follow the same path and
scales.

Energy system of Romania or Bulgaria shall
be considered as a place of connecting Geor-
gia to Europe via the sub-marine cable. It is
noteworthy that in the nearest past years the
project of connecting energy systems of Ro-
mania and Turkey via the sub-marine cable
was actively discussed, but was not imple-
mented. Presumably, these discussions have
left some traces, which can be successfully
applied to Georgia. Currently, in response to
the invitation made by the Energy Commu-
nity, on 30th of January 2019 JSC “Georgian
State Electrosystem” officially submitted
the Black Sea Sub-marine Transmission Line
Project (Georgia — Romania: Jvari - Anaklia
- Constanta) to the Energy Community Sec-
retariat, which emphasizes its regional char-
acter, importance for provision of security
of supply and promotion of development of
renewable energy sources. For submission of
the Project in form of PEPI (Projects of East-
ern Partnership Interest) projects, the rel-
evant application form was filled in and the
data of electricity generation and consump-
tion in Georgia was additionally updated.

CE: In your opinion, what are the oppor-
tunities for developing potential of the
Baku-Tbilisi-Kars project and other joint
regional transport corridors. Which joint
initiatives can be implemented with China
and the EU, as well as within the Caspian
Sea - Black Sea corridor?

Natia Turnava: Baku-Tbilisi-Kars project
is important not only for the three countries
but the entire region as it fills the missing rail
link between Georgia and Turkey and creates
an alternative direction for freight transpor-
tation between Asia and Europe. The railway
line was officially opened in October 2017
and at the moment, pilot shipments are be-
ing carried out. Once fully operational, Baku
~Thilisi-Kars will enable us to capture more

freight flows through Georgia in light of fast
East-West trade growth.

Georgia is actively involved in other re-
gional initiatives that aim at developing
transport and transit routes between Europe
and Asia. In this regard, Middle Corridor, La-
pis Lazuli, Caspian Sea-Black Sea Corridor are
worth mentioning.

Lapis Lazuli Route Agreement (signed in
November 2017) envisages the facilitation
of freight transportation between Afghani-
stan, Turkmenistan, Azerbaijan, Georgia and
Turkey. The first pilot shipment was carried
out by road in December 2018, which was a
good start for identifying the existing bottle-
necks and further actions for successful im-
plementation of the said project.

Caspian Sea - Black Sea corridor is a com-
paratively new initiative, which involves
Turkmenistan, Azerbaijan, Georgia and Ro-
mania. This project complements the exist-
ing similar connectivity initiatives and in-
tends to contribute to the establishment of
better transport links from Central Asia to EU
through the Caspian and Black Seas.

Another important corridor which we are
currently developing is the Middle Corridor
stretching from China to Europe. The first rail-
way transportation from China towards Geor-
gia was carried out in 2015 and since then a
lot has been done to simplify railway proce-
dures between railways, offer through rates
and one-stop-shop services on the corridor.
The use of the Middle Corridor has significant-
ly increased over recent years. Launch of reg-
ular train service from Lianyungang Port to Is-
tanbul in November 2018 is an important step
forward for development of the Middle Corri-
dor that shall contribute to further increase in
freight volumes in future. The Middle Corridor
as one of the shortest routes between Asia
and Europe, has great potential for its further
extension via Bulgaria and Romania to EU cor-
ridors and to the Balkan countries.

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Business environment

Improvement is our priority,
Minister of Finance of Georgia

Caspian Energy (CE): Azerbaijan and Geor-
gia are actively cooperating within the frame-
work of international organizations, includ-
ing implementation of large investment and
transit projects. Which projects are the most
demanded and will be important in coming
years?

Ivane Matchavariani, Minister of Finance
of Georgia: Georgia and Azerbaijan have very
successful history in implementing large invest-
ment projects aiming at creation of important
transit corridor. Oil pipeline project Baku-Supsa,
Baku-Thilisi-Ceyhan were first very important
energy projects, followed by Baku-Thilisi Kars
railway project which has been finished recently.
I am sure this corridor in South Caucasus can be-
come a transit route of a global importance.

CE: Georgia is ranked 6 in the ease of doing
business, according to the World Bank’s latest
report. How do you assess the ease of perform-
ing an entrepreneurial activity in Georgia?

Ivane Matchavariani: Georgia ranks number
6 in World Bank Doing Business. This is a remark-
able achievement for us. This is on the one hand
the acknowledgment of the reforms undertaken
by different Governments, on the other hand it is
a big motivation for us to follow the path of the
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transformation of the country. Improvement of
the business environment has always been the
priority to the Georgian government and the
driver of our future reforms.

We have recently implemented new quite in-
novative corporate income tax reform, which not
only reduced the tax burden for the country but
also significantly simplified tax compliance pro-
cess. We started automated VAT refund system in
this year. Ease of doing business is our primary
focus and in this direction we have other impor-
tant reforms which will further advance the in-
vestment climate in the country further forward.

CE: In 2018, the Ministry of Finance of Geor-
gia stated that it was important to mobilize
financial resources and broaden economic re-
lations within the framework of the One Belt,
One Road trade corridor initiated by China.
What is the size of funds needed, and which
projects are in need of funds first of all?

Ivane Matchavariani: One Belt One Road ini-
tiative is the essential part of the strategy of Gov-
ernment of Georgia to capitalize on country’s
huge transit potential, develop logistics hub and
enhance regional connectivity. We have imple-
mented a very important fiscal reform which, by
enhancing fiscal space, allowed us to significant-
ly increase the capital investments.

One Belt One
Road initiative is

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This increase goes to investment projects in
spinal road network of the country — these are
East-West highway and South-North corridors.
Another important initiative is the railway mod-
ernization project. The financing is ensured for
these projects and they have either already
started or are on the final stage of procurement.
The expected finish time is 2022-2023.

CE: The depositors of the TBC Bank, the big-
gest bank in Georgia, are concerned about the
future of the Bank and invested assets. Which
measures have been taken and still will be
undertaken? In your opinion, what can earn
much broader trust of clients in the Georgian
banks?

Ivane Matchavariani: Well, they should not
be worried. Banking sector in Georgia is very
strong and it demonstrated high robustness dur-
ing past years. TBC Bank is a leading financial in-
stitution listed in LSE prime listing. The strength
of the banking sector in Georgia, in my view,
should be attributed to strong and independ-
ent National Bank. National bank and TBC Bank
expressed themselves, that there are no more
outstanding issues. | am sure that the Banking
sector and TBC Bank will continue strengthening
and contributing to the economic development
of the Country.

CE: Georgia is the only country of the Black
Sea basin, which does not have a deep-wa-
ter port. Anaklia port can be a transit point
for Azerbaijan and Central Asia. When is it
planned to launch the construction of the port
and how much investments will the public sec-
tor make?

lvane Matchavariani: Anaklia deep see port
is of strategic importance not only for Georgia
but for the region as well. All leading Interna-
tional Financial institutions acknowledge that
and support this project. This project is a private
sector initiative. However, the Government of
Georgia supports this project. | think that strong
support from many different parties is a very
good ground for the success of the project. |
am very optimistic about the project and | hope
construction will come soon.

CE: Since 2017 the European Union has ap-
plied a visa-free system for Georgia. Which
positive and negative impacts did Georgia’s
entry into a free visa regime cause for the op-
eration of banks?

Ilvane Matchavariani: On March 28 it is
two years already since the Georgians are al-
lowed to enter EU visa free. This is only two
years, however, it is already our livelihood. The
Georgians, especially young people, travel to
EU much more frequently, for short visits, for
weekends, to meet friends there and the Euro-
pean lifestyle.

Visa-free system brought a lot for Georgians
but, lam sure, there is more benefits are to come.
I am very much confident, very soon it will be re-
flected in more intensive business ties between
the European countries and Georgia.

CE: The process of reducing of loans to zero
ran from December 2018 to January 2019 in
Georgia? What have been the results of this
process?

lvane Matchavariani: Responsible lend-
ing is a very important initiative of the govern-
ment of Georgia, and it is critical for countries’
development. Responsible lending reform was
mentioned by credit rating agencies as a rat-
ing friendly initiative. Existing lending practices
were a quite impeding factor for economic
growth. We introduced fair rules of game in this
sector based on best international practices.

CE: What potential do you see for foreign,
including Azeri investors, in Georgia? Which
sectors of economy are the most important for
the today’s cooperation?

lvane Matchavariani: According to prelimi-
nary data of 2018, Azerbaijan is number one
among the top three foreign direct investor
countries. According to Geostat, investments
from Azerbaijan amounted to USD 240 mil-
lion in 2018. Economic cooperation between
Azerbaijan and Georgia is focused on devel-
oping the transport corridors as well as trade
and tourism. Investment climate has improved
significantly in recent years in Georgia as a
result of current economic reforms. This has
positively reflected on business activities and
the increase in business interests of Azerbaijan
toward Georgia is an illustration of this fact. We
have all the possibilities to deepen the part-
nership in all fields such as tourism, financial
sector, construction, agriculture etc.

CE: What are the main tasks facing the Min-
istry of Finance of Georgia in coming years?

Ilvane Matchavariani: Georgia is quite an
outlier in terms of high and robust economic
growth prospects. This is also supported by
the forecasts of IMF. Higher Increased fiscal
strength lowers external vulnerabilities where
identified by rating agencies in as a main rea-
sons for improving Georgia’s credit rating.
During last year Moody’s and Fitch upgraded
our rating by a notch and S&P improved the
outlook.

We have many important reforms ahead,
which should bring country forward and suc-
cessful implementation of which will increase
the strength of our economy.

| thing Georgia’s precious reform has materi-
alized in outstanding business climate and high
Government efficiency, documented by 6th
place in WB doing business, 5th place in Open
Budget Index, and improved position in WB
Governance indicators.

Despite all this success, education reform is
becoming a key reform for the Government of
Georgia. | think that in medium term human
capital may become main constraint for devel-
opment. We in the Government of Georgia think
that education reform is critical for the country
to overcome middle income country trap.

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Cooperation within the Caucasus

region is important,

Caspian Energy (CE): Implementation of the
national waste management strategy of Geor-
gia 2030 is ongoing. According to new regula-
tions, plastic bags should be replaced by bio-
degradable bags. Use of plastic bags in Europe
was restricted years ago. What are the goals
and plans you have for the nearest future?

Levan Davitashvili, Minister of Environment
Protection and Agriculture of Georgia: On
September 14, 2018, the Government of Georgia
adopted the Decree # 472 on “Technical Regu-
lations and Rules of Application on Plastic and
Biodegradable bags” According to this decree,
import, manufacturing and sale of plastic bags of
less than 15 microns, and manufacturing, import
and selling of any “Oxo degradable bags” was pro-
hibited since October 1,2018.

The ban was imposed on import, manufactur-
ing and sale of any plastic bag from April 1, 2019.
Accordingly, from this stage it is only accepted
to import, produce and sell biodegradable and
compost (according to standard EN 13432: 2000)
plastic bags.

CE: In order to deepen partnership between
Georgia and Azerbaijan, the Presidents of both
countries have focused on the implementation
of joint projects on regional and international
level. What kinds of projects have been imple-
mented so far? Are there any new initiatives of-
fered by Georgia?

Levan Davitashvili: Transboundary projects
in Georgia are carried out in different directions.
Today most of them are being implemented in the
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field of water resources protection, biodiversity
conservation, environmental management and
sustainable management of forest resources.

One of such projects is the EU Water Initiative
for the Eastern Partnership countries (EUWI +)
[2016-2020]. The aim of the project is to support
promotion of water resources management in the
Eastern Partnership countries, especially on trans-
boundary rivers.

The specific goal of the project is to ensure the
convergence of national policies and strategies of
the policy on water resources with the EU Frame-
work Directive, Integrated Water Management
and relevant multilateral environmental treaties.

The “Integrated Biodiversity Management in
the South Caucasus (IBiS)” [2015-2019] project
is also of great importance and aims to create
better coordination between different sectors,
based on reliable data on biodiversity and eco-
system services management.

Another project is the management of natural
resources and ecosystem services in rural areas
for sustainable development in South Caucasus
(Eco serve) [2018-2021]. The objective of the pro-
ject is to improve the conditions for use of natural
resources in terms of sustainable development as
well as efficient use of resources to achieve biodi-
versity goals in South Caucasus. Special attention
is paid to energy security for rural population.

The Transboundary Joint Secretariat in the
South Caucasus (TJS) (Phase Ill) (2015-2012) is
the Eco-Regional Program for the Protection of
the South Caucasus, funded by the Federal Min-
istry of Economic Cooperation and Development

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(BMZ), with help from German
and Development Bank (KfWw).
TJS provides assistance to the
Ministries of Caucasus Region in
the development of regional co-
operation and development and
harmonization of the nature con-
servation sector.

Since 2013, the project of Res-
toration of Gazelle has been im-
plemented in Vashlovani National
Park. 75 Gazelles were brought
from Azerbaijan (Shirvani Nation-
al Park) within the scope of this
project. Cooperation in this field
is particularly remarkable.

Eco-Corridors Fund for the
Caucasus (ECF) is a long-term
financial instrument that en-
sures biodiversity conservation
through long-term conservation
agreements on landscapes in the
South Caucasus. The program
aims to integrate environmental
measures at landscape level and
create eco-corridors connecting
different Protected Areas of the
Caucasus, in parallel with sustain-
able economic and social devel-
opment.

The main goal of the program
is to conserve biodiversity, as well
as protection of important spe-
cies and their habitats. The pro-
gram envisages the maintenance
and development of live land-
scapes, by active involvement of
local population, as well as con-
servation of sustainable popula-
tions and the habitats.

CE: Environmental protec-
tion is one of the most impor-
tant aspects for many countries
around the world, which means
regional cooperation and col-
lective efforts are needed to
achieve environmental goals.
What kinds of joint projects can
be implemented in our region
and are there any international
organizations committed to im-
plement these projects?

Levan Davitashvili: Taking
into consideration the global
threat of climate change, co-
operation within the Caucasus
region is important for minimiz-
ing damages caused by climate
change disasters. This task can be
achieved more efficiently through
joint efforts, as we are facing simi-
lar challenges.

We are actively cooperating
with Azerbaijan in the framework
of the UN Climate Change Frame-
work Convention, for example, at
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the meetings of the Eastern European and Asian
Regional Group we discuss the challenges in our
countries that emerge during the implementation
of Climate Change Policy. In 2018, Georgia hosted
a Regional Dialogue on issues related to the prep-
aration of the contribution on national level.

We had several Green Climate Fund training
Courses (this year also) for the Caucasus and Cen-
tral Asian countries. Within the Caucasus region,
we have a cooperation platform where we im-
plemented the “Climate Change Impact on Agro-
biodiversity in the Caucasus” project, (EU fund,
budget of 1.5 million Euros). The vulnerability as-
sessment, as well as harmonization of the existing
methodologies in our country and analyzes of the
legislative base was conducted within the frame-
work of the project.

Additionally, it is worth mentioning, the possi-
bility of cooperation with innovative (climate ef-
ficient) technologies and green economy, which
will enable us to fulfill the obligations under the
Paris agreement.

As for the protection of atmospheric air, Geor-
gia and Azerbaijan are member states of the Con-
vention of Long Range Transboundary Pollution
(CLRTAP) and are participating in virtually all the
events held by the Secretariat of the Convention
on Eastern Europe. Trainings, legislation reviews,
preparation of action plans and road maps are
being conducted to strengthen the capacities
of the Caucasus and Central Asian Region coun-
tries. Because atmospheric air pollution is without
boundaries, it can be said that this is not only re-
gional but also a global problem. Of course, there
is a huge potential to implement joint projects in
this direction, but at this stage, no specific project
is planned.

CE: Time to time, rational use of water re-
sources is a topic of discussion for Georgia and
South Caucasus. In general, what types of meas-
ures are being implemented in this direction?

Levan Davitashvili: Currently, as various eco-
nomic sectors are developing rapidly in Georgia
as well as in neighbor countries, the demand for
water increases. It is very important to establish
effective system for water resources management
that will contribute to the rational usage and pro-
tection of water by various sectors (industry, en-
ergy, agriculture).

This is one of the top priority issues for the
country. Based on the significance of the issue, the
Ministry has developed a bill on “Water Resources
Management” which aims to establish sustain-
able water resources management system and
reflects European principles and internationally
recognized requirements for river basins manage-
ment. The bill will be presented to the Parliament
of Georgia for the final approval during this year.

It is obvious that we should not discuss the
topic of water resources usage only on the na-
tional level; therefore, the cooperation with
neighboring countries holds big importance.
Thus, the Ministry encourages the implementa-
tion of international projects in the field of trans-
boundary water resources usage and protection.
With support of the European Union and other
international organizations, many projects have
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been implemented in South Caucasus recently.
I would like to highlight the Georgia-Azerbaijan
successful cooperation in the field of water re-
sources management. For instance, with support
of the UN European Commission and along with
Azerbaijan, the study / assessment of water-food-
energy-ecosystem in riv. Alazani basin was con-
ducted in 2013-2014.

“Integrated Water Resources Management
Strategy Action Programme (Azerbaijan-Georgia)”
has been developed with support of GEF-UNDP
project“Transboundary Degradation Reduction in
Kura-Arax basin”. In 2014, the document was ap-
proved by the Minister of Environment and Natu-
ral Resources Protection of Georgia and the Minis-
ter of Ecology and Natural Resources of Azerbaijan
as a roadmap for the establishment of integrated
water management system in riv. Kura.

In order to facilitate the implementation of the
above mentioned program, GEF-UNDP project
“Kura II"was launched in 2016.

We believe that such cooperation is the cor-
nerstone of the sustainable development of our
countries.

CE: Experts argue that if Georgia does not
respond appropriately to overcome the chal-
lenges related to climate change, losses will
reach $ 12 billion over the next ten years. What
measures is Georgia undertaking?

Levan Davitashvili: In accordance with the
document on“Georgia’s National Designated Con-
tributions’, it is assessed that the disaster caused
by climate change in the next decade could cost
10-12 billion dollars to the country. Among the
natural disasters, the unequal distribution of pre-
cipitation and the intensified melting of glaciers
are particularly noticeable.

As a result, the number of cases of flooding and
mudflows in Georgia has increased significantly
over the last few years. On June 13, 2015 flooding
in the Vere Valley resulted in landslide processes
and overflooded the significant part of the city.
In addition, the flood of Glacier Lake, which was
caused by the glacier meltdown, has become the
reason for flooding, invoked serious damage to
the population of Svaneti.

In order to avoid such cataclysms and to mini-
mize damages, last year Georgia received funding
from Green Climate Fund and Swiss Government
to implement a relevant adaptation project.

Within the framework of the project, adapta-
tion infrastructure will be constructed in 11 river
basins, early warning systems will be introduced,
modern meteorological and hydrological stations
will be installed and high accuracy forecasting ca-
pabilities will be provided.

In addition to this, the Government of Georgia
is in process to elaborate the state adaptation
strategy, which will be launched with support of
Green Climate Fund this year. It is really important
for us to make the rational evaluation to the ex-
pected impact of climate change on our natural
resources and based on this determine the cli-
mate resistant and sustainable development of
the economic sectors.

Caspian Energy (CE): Mr. Vice-Mayor, we
would like to ask why exactly Yokneam was
chosen as a place for creation of a high-tech
zone. Were geographic, climate and other
conditions taken into account when making
this decision?

Roman Peres, First Vice-Mayor of the city
of Yokneam: What happened to Yokneam over
the last 30 years? It is an unusual phenomenon
which stays unclear to many people even in
Israel. Many countries are studying our expe-
rience. Yokneam was founded by immigrants
from African and West European countries. By
mid of 80s Yokneam was a small and unknown
dwelling settlement with a population of
around 4,500 people. There were two enterpris-
es operating there. One of them was Osem en-
terprise engaged in food industry. Nowadays,
it is a part of Nestle firm. The second enterprise
was Soltam. It was a part of a well known Is-
raeli military-industrial enterprise which basic
customer used to be Iran. At that time, every
mother living in Yokneam dreamt to have her
child working for Soltam Company. The thing
is that a plain worker’s salary was much high-
er than that of a bank governor in Yokneam.
All this lasted until the revolution happened
in Iran, which caused cessation of all relations
with Israel.

The unemployment rate in Yokneam reached
45% in 1988-89. A massive outflow of young
people from Yokneam began. A few years ago
a document, issued at that period by the com-
mission created by the government of Israel,
fell into our hands. The document stated that
Yokneam does not have a future and in order to
prevent its disappearance it has to be linked to
one of the neighboring successful cities. There
were hard times at that period...

Repatriation from the USSR began in 1989
after the fall of the “iron curtain” Simon Al-
fasi was elected as the mayor of Yokneam and
since then he has been fulfilling his duties
(30 years). Mayor elections take place every 5
years. | would like to note that the first three
families which arrived in Yokneam were from
Baku. The difference between Yokneam of
1990 and the present city is big. Now it is
called a silicon valley and a high-tech center.
We have about 150 enterprises operating and
80% of them account for high technologies.
Last year, the turnover of the industrial zone
totaled $7billion. Yokneam enterprise was sold
to the American company two months ago for
$6.9billion. The startup of that enterprise was
launched in our city. Yokneam is a very young
city. You may ask “how Yokneam managed to
gain such big success”. We attach importance

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to the three main points. The first point is the
development of industry. We managed to per-
suade the government to grant Yokneam pri-
ority privileges to develop industry. We man-
aged to convince private enterprises to work
in Yokneam. Most of these enterprises came
here with their employees, skilled engineers,
specialists and explorers. The second one is
an education. When a young family considers
any certain city for settlement, education for
children is the first thing that the family pays
attention to. We have created the best and
successful educational system in Yokneam.
Over the last 5-6 years we received a state
award twice for developing an education sec-
tor in the city. The third point is a comfortable
housing. Yokneam is a green city and 35% of
it is occupied by housing facilities. We do not
build skyscrapers, we want Yokneam to remain
a small city. All these three points were the key
to successful development of Yokneam.

Owing to industrial enterprises which pay a
city tax, the municipalities got an opportunity to
invest money into development of Yokneam. Be-
sides, about 50% of the current budget is spent
on education which is the key to our success.

CE: What is the difference between the tax
regime of Yokneam and other cities?

Roman Peres: Yokneam received the most-
favoured-nation status from the state. Every
company which came to work here received
subsidies from the state. As a municipality, we
decided to let companies enjoy city tax dis-
counts during the first three years of their oper-
ation in the city. It lasted several years, but early
in the 2000s the legislation changed in Israel, so
we were prohibited to make such concessions.
Yokneam is located close both to the center of
the country and to the north.

CE: What could you say about cooperation
with the European and Caspian countries?
What are your plans in regard to cooperation
with Azerbaijan?

Roman Peres: We maintain contact with
the European countries. Our delegations make
mutual visits. They would do well to learn from
us and we would do well to learn from them.
Mellanox, Given imaging and others are our en-
terprises. They are the empires of enterprises.
All startups of these companies were launched
in Yokneam when they were not even able to
rent an office and start their business. They
were given small offices at the mayor’s request,
where they managed to start their operation.
After that, rapid development of companies
began. Azerbaijan and Israel have very warm
relations which are getting stronger year by
year. The goods turnover totaled about $1.5
billion in 2018. The bulk of the goods turnover
falls to the share of the military industry, oil,
medical tourism, infrastructure and others. If
the embassy of Azerbaijan opensin Israel in the
near future, it will give even larger momentum
to the relations between our countries and our

peoples. The absence of the embassy hampers
the work of Israeli companies at Azerbaijan’s
market. As there is no body which they can
apply to, companies apply to embassies of Ka-
zakhstan, Uzbekistan. About 100,000 persons
of Azerbaijani descent live in Israel. We have
much in common with Azerbaijan. We will al-
ways remember how the Jewish people fled
from massacres occurred in the pre-war years
in other countries and how Azerbaijan opened
its doors for us. At present, representatives of
the Baku Diaspora are mayors and vice-mayors
of cities in Israel. They obtained a certain status
in public agencies of Israel.

A year and a half ago Yokneam and Gabala
signed a memorandum on cooperation. Am-
bassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of
the state of Israel to Azerbaijan Mr. Dan Stav
played a big role in development of this co-
operation. The Head of the Executive Power of
Gabala district Sabuhi Abdullayev invited the
mayor and me to make an official visit to Gaba-
la. He is a remarkable person, perfect executive
and makes huge efforts to develop Gabala in all
fields. We became real friends and | am proud
of this friendship. Gabala is an unusual district
which is developing rapidly...

CE: Are there plans to create the similar Sili-
con Valley in Gabala?

Roman Peres: Gabala is a paradise for tour-
ism, which has beautiful hotels, mountain ski
resorts and splendid clean air. Many residents
of Yokneam have been to Gabala. | think there
are other cities where it is preferable to develop
a high-tech field.

Agriculture is rapidly developing in Azer-
baijan. Irrigation system technologies bought
from Israel are used here. The relationship be-
tween the two states and the two nations is
very strong.

CE:Is it planned to attract ecologically clean
technologies into Azerbaijan, as well as open
representative offices of Israeli companies?

Roman Peres: We are ready to apply our
technologies in Azerbaijan if there is a relevant
demand for them. In particular, | would like to
note prospects of cooperation in the field of
water resources and desalination of sea water.
No such problem exists in Yoknam today. The
fresh water problem in Israel is very pressing
in Yokneam, but the problem had been more
pressing until seawater desalination plants
were built at the initiative of the current Min-
ister of Defense of Israel and former Minister
of Infrastructure Avigdor Liberman. One of our
agricultural startups has developed a drop ir-
rigation technology making it possible to save
water.

Today, there are very many specialists from
Israel working in Azerbaijan and Azerbaijani
specialists are working as interns at enterprises
in Israel.

Caspian Energy (CE): In recent years, the size
of both domestic and external investments
have been increasing in various sectors of econ-
omy and infrastructure of Georgia. What are
the needs of Kvemo Kartli region in terms of in-
vestments and in which sectors are investments
being undertaken currently?

Shota Rekhviashvili, State Representative in
Kvemo Kartli region (Georgia): Implementing
local as well as regional and inter-state infrastruc-
tural or other projects, conditioned by profitable
strategic geographic location of Georgia and its
economic policy, which is oriented on attract-
ing investors and simplifying taxation system, is
essential for developing the Georgian economy.
11.4% of total population of Georgia resides in
Kvemo Kartli. The region borders Azerbaijan and
Armenia, while the shortest route, from North to
South, lies through Georgia. Besides, close loca-
tion to the capital of the region is also notewor-
thy.

Industrial traditions, geographic location, and
natural resources create an excellent environ-
ment for the development of business in the
fields of agriculture, tourism and other fields of
industry. Over 200 non-ferrous, ferrous and noble
metals are quarried in Kvemo Kartli region, along
with various types of construction and incrusta-
tion stones, including Basalt and Tufa. There are
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a number of thermal resources and hydro miner-
als in the region. All the fields of animal-breeding
and fish-breeding are developed.

We should point out the resources for produc-
ing wind and solar energy, especially in Rustavi
and Gardabani municipalities. As a result of sur-
veys, it is possible to construct a wind station of
60 megawatts power in these regions, which can
give 130 million kilowatt energy annually.

Also, there is a potential of obtaining bio gas in
Dmanisi and Tsalka municipalities.

As for implemented investments, its amount
increases annually and it covers almost all the
fields. In recent years, foreign investments in-
creased reasonably and exceeded several mil-
lions of USD in Kvemo Kartli region. Due to the
needs and opportunities in the region, it is im-
portant for foreign investors to have ready-made
business projects in which they can invest. In this
term, researches are conducted and municipali-
ties are taking relevant measures.

CE: How do you assess the role of the Azerbai-
jani population of Kvemo Kartli in social-eco-
nomic development of the region?

Shota Rekhviashvili: Ethnic Azerbaijanis of
the region are distinguished by a special state
mindset and they are full-fledged citizens of the
country together with Georgians and other eth-

nic population. Their contribution to the history
of developing Georgian statehood is high and
even today, they play an important role in the
country’s development.

Central and local governments are supporting
the integration of the Azerbaijani population and
their engagements in the state management. We
could say that ethnic Azerbaijanis, who are ex-
tremely hard-working, make a big contribution to
the economic enhancement of not only Kvemo
Kartli region, but of the whole country as well.
Their investments in the development of various
fields of the region’s agriculture are important.

CE: Can the projects, which are being imple-
mented in Kvemo Kartli, arouse interest among
Azerbaijani businessmen? Which of the imple-
mented or ongoing projects can be considered
as successful?

Shota Rekhviashvili: Within the framework of
strategic cooperation and relations of our coun-
tries, a number of regional and world-scale pro-
jects have already been implemented. Construc-
tion of gas and oil pipelines, together with the
cooperation with SOCAR Georgia and others are
a vivid demonstration of this.

Azerbaijani businessmen are becoming more
and more interested in investing in Georgia and
Kvemo Kartli region. Administration of State Rep-
resentative of Kvemo Kartli facilitates Georgian-
Azerbaijani business forums or other informa-
tional meetings, which create steady bases solid
foundation increase of Azerbaijani investments in
our region.

With Georgian-Azerbaijani investment and
through the support of state program “Produce
in Georgia’, AG Microelectronics was constructed
and is operating in Rustavi and is producing TV
sets, computers, digital servers, energy efficient
bulbs, and other electronic appliances.

llham Mustafayev, born and brought up in
Georgia, constructed plant Geofeed in Gardabani
within the frames of a state agricultural project, in
the name of LTD Parid. The plant has been oper-
ating since 2015 and investments worth of 1 800
000 USD were implemented in it.

In the village of Jandara, Marneuli Municipality,
Azerbaijani company, “Akkord Georgia’, invested
7 000 000 USD and as a result, a fridge complex
equipped with the techniques of modern stand-
ards and aimed for 1000 tons of agricultural prod-
ucts and 2100 tons of various products is operat-
ing there.

We should also note the increasing amount of
the investments implemented by ethnic Azer-
baijanis. More precisely: construction of two
multi-story blocks-of-flats is coming to an end in
Rustavi; two local Azerbaijani businessmen are
co-investors of the project. Investment exceeds 7
000 000 GEL.

Meat processing company “ShulaShulaveri” has
been operating in the village of Shulaveri since
2015. The company was constructed with the in-
vestments of Azerbaijanis.

Within the frames of a state program “Plant the
Future”, in 2015-2019, over 3000 hectares of land
were cultivated and modern breeds of nuts, fruit,
and other plants were planted.
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Other foreign investors also invested in Kvemo
Kartli region, namely: McDonald’s, two plants of
sandwich panels, FIFA Football Academy were
built in Rustavi, German “Henkel” plant was cre-
ated in Gardabani, in which tens of millions of
USD were invested. Investments, worth of 20 000
00 USD, were implemented in the construction of
station “Marneuli 500" With the Ukrainian invest-
ments, worth of 6 500 000 USD, large-scale pork
producing complex is operating in Bolnisi.

Implementation of mega projects in Gardabani
should be highlighted, such as the electric sta-
tion, with the power of 230 megawatts, was con-
structed there and the investments exceeded 200
000 000 USD.

CE: What activities are being carried out for
developing business relations between Kvemo
Kartli entrepreneurs and foreign businessmen?

Shota Rekhviashvili: The Georgian govern-
ment has elaborated short and long-term pro-
jects of economic development, directly oriented
on the welfare of Georgian population through
creating jobs and honorable conditions for them.
Along with this, itis also important to expand eco-
nomic relations with neighboring and strategic
countries, among which the Republic of Azerbai-
jan holds its place, indeed. Our aim is to develop
the economy, taking into account the standards
stipulated by the Association Agreement with
the EU. Here, | should also underline that simple
taxation system is used in Georgia (various ex-
ceptional privileges are also utilized, so-called
“Estonian Model” is in force, etc.). Recognition
of the World Bank is proof for this. According to
the World Bank, the environment for starting and
managing a business in the country is one of the
best in the world. All the conditions are created to
support foreign investors, which is also confirmed
by the world recognition, regarding the fact that
corruption-free investment is created in the coun-
try and the entrepreneur is completely protected
from the state interference and pressure. State
programs like “Produce in Georgia’, “Plant the Fu-
ture”, “Cheap Agricultural Credit’, “Agricultural In-
surance” and others are operating in the country
to facilitate investors and this implies co-funding
of business initiatives on the part of the state. In
its turn, this creates additional safeguards for sup-
porting the business. | should mention, that we
plan to hold respective informational business
forums and meetings, taking investors’ interests
into account. In these terms, cooperation that has
already been launched with “Caspian European
Club” is of significant importance as well as busi-
ness forums held in Georgia under its aegis. This
will indeed have its results and will support fur-
ther development of Georgian-Azerbaijani busi-
ness partnership. It is noteworthy that the Asso-
ciation Agreement with the EU lives opportunity
for the products produced by different investors
in Georgia to be presented in the EU market un-
der the brand “Produced in Georgia”.

Aforementioned economic policy, taxation sys-
tem, and the state’s approach towards foreign in-
vestments are expressed in concrete figures.

For the past three years, direct investments,
worth of 180 million GEL, were implemented in
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Baku International Sea Trade Port (Closed Joint-Stock Company) is a Port Authrority and plays an important role in the
day-to-day operation of the port and its terminals. The Closed Joint-Stock Company was established on 18th March 2015
by Ilham Aliyev, President of the Azerbaijan Republic, with the aim of developing the port as the main maritime gateway to
Azerbaijan and as a vital multimodal transit and logistics hub along the ancient Silk Road. Port of Baku is the driving force
behind Azerbaijan’s port and logistics development, taking on the roles of Port Authority, Port Planner and National Port
Representative in order to advance and safeguard Azerbaijan’s strategic maritime activities. Port of Baku has partners in
the industry and other agencies to enhance safety, security and environmental protection along the coast of Greater Baku

The increase in production conditioned reduc-
tion of unemployment, the rate of employment is
increasing annually.

CE: Integration Center of Azerbaijanis has
recently opened in Marneuli. What role and im-
portance do you assign to this Center?

Shota Rekhviashvili: Kvemo Kartli region is
distinguished by a high number of the Azerbaija-
nis. Our friendly co-existence dates back to many
centuries. The tolerant environment in Kvemo
Kartli region serves as the confirmation to this.
The Azerbaijanis constantly have the opportunity
to be engaged in all the important events aiming
to reveal their possibilities along with the devel-
opment of the region in general. The Azerbaijanis
are represented in decision-making positions in
all the municipalities. Civil and NGO sector is also
active in this direction. With their engagement
and through our active support, various cultural,
educational, and sporting events are permanent-
ly held in KvemoKartli. For example, traditionally
we host festivals “Under Georgian Sun’, United
Caucasus” and annually we have a large-scale
celebration of public holiday “Novruz Bairam” It
is especially noteworthy that the participants of
the event - the youth of our region, perform tra-
ditional, folk and choreographical performances
characterizing other cultures.

With the support of the central and local gov-
ernments, we constantly care for further en-
hancements of friendly and partnering relations
between the two states. This process is irrevers-
ible and will have a positive impact on the politi-
cal and economic environment in the country.

As you know, recently we opened Integration
Center of the Azerbaijanis in Marneuli together
with Ketevan Tsikhelashvili, the State Minister for
Reconciliation and Civic Equality, and Fuad Mura-
dov, Chairman of the Azerbaijan State Committee
on Work with Diaspora.

Georgian, Azerbaijani, English and Historic
courses, together with sports clubs, are function-
ing in a multi-profile educational institution.
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The center, where state language is taught,
creates an additional opportunity for local youth
that does not master Georgian completely yet,
however they have the desire to learn it and be
actively engaged in all the important civil and cul-
tural activities.

The fact that national minorities do not know
the state language is one of the main challenges
of civil integration which reasonably hampers
their full-fledged participation in the country’s
political, economic and civil life. However, we
should also note that recently Georgian govern-
ment has been actively implementing state pro-
grams based on innovative and diverse meth-
ods of teaching Georgian. Correspondingly, the
number of school students with high academic
attendance has increased reasonably, they know
Georgian well and are winners of many interest-
ing and international projects.

| once again point out that our government’s
major task is to achieve civil integration in the
country which means that each citizen, despite
their ethnicity or religion, is equal. | consider, that
opening the aforementioned center is one more
successful step towards this direction on the way
to civil integration and the region of Kvemo Kartli
is one of the best examples of tolerant, friendly
and peaceful co-existence.

CE: What kind of infrastructure projects could
be implemented in the border regions of Geor-
gia and Azerbaijan to increase bilateral flow of
tourists?

Shota Rekhviashvili: Administration of State
Representative in Kvemo Kartli is intensively
working in the direction of developing tourism
and is participating in all the important events
implemented in municipalities by the initiative of
the state or private sector.

Itis remarkable that in the direction of develop-
ment of tourism, a number of important projects
have already been launched in the region which
imply arrangement and rehabilitation of touristic
infrastructure.

By the initiative of Administration of State Rep-
resentative in Kvemo Kartli, an informational tour
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was arranged in the municipality for tour guides
and the representatives of media. Also, tourist fo-
rum and scientific-practical conference were held
and a media tour was arranged. The process of
signing a memorandum on cooperation with Uni-
versities is actively underway within the frames
of which the Regional Administration provides
realization of the practical component of higher
educational programs. Universities promote de-
velopment of the field of tourism by intellectual
resource. Within the frames of activities planned
with a view to developing tourism, a working
meeting was held in the Regional Administration
with the representatives of Ganja-Gazakh Region.
At the meeting, the parties discussed the issue of
developing border tourism in Kvemo Kartli Region
and set the plans to be implemented in this course
for the future. With the support of the Administra-
tion of State Representative, the region, namely
Rustavi Municipality hosted the conclusive confer-
ence - “Civil Society for Development and Coop-
eration: Increasing Tourism Potential in the Border
Regions of Azerbaijan and Georgia”.

A project was implemented through co-fund-
ing of the EU which aimed at drawing up interna-
tional travel routes in Ganja-Gazakh and Kvemo
Kartli in addition to supporting the enhancement
of travel potential on both sides of the border.

Thematic training was held and exchange vis-
its were implemented between the delegations
with a view to learning travel potential of the par-
ties and further enhancement of relations. Within

the framework of the project, 5 travel routes were
drawn up including two routes between Kvemo
Kartli and Ganja-Gazakh.

In terms of the project, special attention was paid
to German heritage. Major activities of the program
included: increasing travel potential on both sides
of the border, developing cooperation in the field
of economy, creating travel bureaus, operators, in-
formation centers, guides, and hotel networks and
associations, elaborating international travel routes
in Ganja-Gazakh and Kvemo Kartli.

Along with this, it also included development
of cooperation between regional and local state
bodies in Georgia and Azerbaijan, establishing
contacts between the youth of the regions, joint
activities in the direction of education and culture
and initiatives with a view to increase employ-
ment.

Within the scope of the project, tourist centers
were opened in Georgia and Azerbaijan and web
pages MEGOTURLGE and MEGOTURLAZ were
designed, which are linked to TravelGIZ tourist
platform.

The web page contains information about
cultural and archeological sites; wine and adven-
turous, internal tours or excursions. Also, infor-
mation about hotels and the tariffs for enjoying
abovementioned services. The web page allows
interested people to obtain information about lo-
cal public holidays and festivals as well.

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TBILISI, THE INVESTMENT RATING LEADER
AMONG GEORGIA'S ECONOMIC REGIONS

The investment rating includes 12 economic regions
of Georgia, among them are Thilisi, the Autonomous
Republic of Adjara, the Autonomous Republic of
Abkhazia, Guria, Imereti, Kakheti, Mtskheta-Mtianeti,
Racha-Lechkhumi and Kvemo Svaneti, Samegrelo-
Zemo Svaneti, Samtskhe-Javakheti, Kvemo Kartli, Shida
Kartli. The rating is ranked by 13 parameters divided
into 6 groups: social-demographic characteristics,
socioeconomic situation, business climate,
infrastructure, comfort of hotel and tourism facilities
and agriculture. Thilisi came in top place among the
regions which reached the highest total score. Imereti
and Samegrelo - Zemo Svaneti have shared the second
place.

Besides, Thilisi won the rating by a small margin
— just for 0.2 points. The same goes for other regions,
which indicates an equal economic development of
Georgia’s regions and the capital. With the stable socio-
demographic indicators, as well as the number of higher
and secondary educational institutions fixed over the
last 3 years, it is noteworthy that Tbilisi comes last in the
rating in terms of the number of secondary educational
institutions per capita. Financial turnover and fixed
capital investment of Thilisi and two regions, which took
the second place, differ vastly. The regions’indicators are

three times lower than those of the capital of Georgia.

At the same time, the banking sector of Georgia is
progressing unevenly with most of activity witnessed
in the capital. Thus, the number of banks in the
leading regions is almost twice as low as in Thbilisi.
Interestingly, the entrepreneurial activity is developing
more rapidly in Tbilisi, Imereti and Adjara, the regions
with a developed banking system. This owes to high
indicators of the tourism development, as well as active
development of industry in Imereti, infrastructure and
transport sector in Adjara.

Meanwhile, the per capita GDP data of Thilisi
residents exceed this indicator in the regions by 30%.
Adjara (infrastructure construction) comes second on
this indicator, Samegrelo - Zemo Svaneti (transport and
communications) goes third.

The gross value added structure represented by
major fields brings Mtskheta-Mtianeti region, followed
by Kvemo-Kartli and Samtskhe-Javakheti, to the first
place. Besides, it is the industry sector leading in the
first two regions while in Samtskhe-Javakheti it is the
agroindustrial sector. The number of built roads is higher
in Samegrelo-Zemo Svaneti, Kakheti and Kvemo Kartli.

Thilisi, Adjara and Imereti are the rating leaders in
termsofthe numberof hotelsand tourisminfrastructure.

Altug Bilgic: Weir Group Plc. is a public
company registered at the London Stock Ex-
change. Its current market capitalisation is
approximately GBP5 billion.

Weir Oil & Gas is wholly owned by Weir
Group Plc as a division. Weir Oil & Gas RCA
is also wholly owned by Weir as a branch of
Weir Oil & Gas.

CE:What is the story of foundation of Weir
Oil & Gas in Azerbaijan? Why, when, how?

Altug Bilgic: Weir Oil & Gas RCA was es-
tablished in Azerbaijan’s capital following
the significant population of pumps installed
offshore on BP assets off the coast of Baku in
1999. Weir Solutions was established under
Weir Engineering Services Ltd to support the
installed pump base and focused heavily on
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the maintenance
and overhaul of
pumps operating
under BP assets.

In an effort to ex-
pand its market size
and product portfo-
lio, on 4th July 2008,
Weir purchased SOS
Ltd, a company orig-
inally  established
in Baku by Hunting
Oilfield Services Ltd.
in the 1990s. Weir-
SOS is committed
to delivering market
leading products and services which meet
the technical and commercial challenges of
customers operating across the full spectrum
of offshore, marine and onshore oil and gas
activities.

Weir Oil & Gas RCA has been operating

The company manufactures and repairs
OCTG such as OCTG cross-overs, well control
cross-overs, drilling cross-overs, premium
threading, drill pipe pup joints, lift nubbins,
lift subs, piping repairs, hard banding.

The company also provides re-designs,
overhauls and repairs for rotating equip-
ment, such as centrifugal pumps, submers-
ible pumps and motors, liquid-ring vacuum
pumps, centrifugal compressors, reciprocat-

ing compressors, power turbines, steam tur-
bines, valves.

Weir’s strong heritage in design and manu-
facturing of machinery also allows it to Re-
Engineer components and become a spare
parts supplier to any brand of Rotating
Equipment.

CE:Are there any corporate social respon-
sibility projects that Weir Oil & Gas support
in Azerbaijan and in the world?

Weir has signed an MoU with Azerbaijan State
Oil and Industry University (ASOIU) with the
intention of developing students and faculty
on Weir’s experiences in Oil & Gas industry.

CE: Could you please tell us about the hu-
man resources policies of Weir Oil & Gas in
Azerbaijan?

Altug Bilgic: Weir Oil & Gas RCA’s staff cur-
rently has a 95% localisation level, with 20%
of the personnel female. Weir’s policy on di-
versity and equal opportunity extends across
the globe and is also implemented in Azer-
baijan.

For centuries the Port served as a junction between East
and West, North and South, connecting dozens of nations, merchants, scientists and travelers. There are many historical references to the Port. In
1564, Sah Tahmasib of Safavids dynasty appointed Seykh Zahid a first Minister of the Port. In 1703, over 20 Indian caravans traveled along the route
from Ardebil to Baku, exporting silk, oil, fish, fur, copper, horses, natural colorants, caviar and leather goods.

At present about 85% of cargo is a transit while 15 % flow directly into Azerbaijan. The given percentage ration will change after the launch of
Free Trade Zone (FTZ), which is going to be similar to the Jabel Ali free trade zone in UAE. President of the Republic of Azerbaijan H.E. Ilham Aliyev’s
decree about measures on creation of the special economic zone like free trade zone in Alat settlement of Garadagh district of Baku, including an
area of the new International Baku Sea Trade Port, was signed on March 17, 2016. The zone will transform Alat into the main logistics center, as well
as a hub for distribution, manufacturing and other value added services aiming at the markets of China, Turkey, Iran, Russia, India, Pakistan and
others.

In 2016, the volume of cargo transportation in the Baku International Sea Trade Port increased by 47%.
