A geologist, geophysicist, outstanding engineer and

legend man turns 90

A famous geologist and geophysicist
who brought up more than one generation
of oilmen, an internationally recognized
Azerbaijani geologist who knows the subsoil
of the Caspian Sea like «the back of his hand»,
academician Khoshbakht Yusifzade has
turned 90 this year.

KhoshbakhtYusifzade played a majorrolein
developing Azerbaijan’s oil and gas industry
both during the Soviet period and the years
of independence. Khoshbakht Yusifzade was
honored with the highest award, the Heydar
Aliyev order, for his outstanding services to
the country.

20 oil and gas condensate fields, including
such fields as «Bahar», «Guneshli», «Azeri»,
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«Chirag», «Kyapaz» and others, were
discovered under his leadership and direct
involvement. In addition, Khoshbakht
Yusifzade is known as an author of more than
200 research papers, 18 monographs and 8
inventions included into the golden fund of
the oil science of Azerbaijan.

A high status among the discovered fields
is given to «Azeri», «Chirag» and «Guneshli»
with initial proven reserves of 511 million
tons, which then increased up to 1 billion
tons in accordance with the forecast of
K.Yusifzade. The term of development of this
field has been extended at least till the year
of 2050.

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Yusifzade. After drilling each new exploration
well or in case of a good flow rate in any well,
Mr. Yusifzafe is the first to tell me about it.
Therefore, when he calls me, | know that | will
hear good news’, the President of Azerbaijan
said at the awarding ceremony. Successfully
implementing the oil strategy initiated by
the great leader Heydar Aliyev, Azerbaijan
has directed oil revenues towards the overall
development of our country. That is why we
are currently ranked first in the CIS in terms of
foreign exchange reserves per capita”

«In 1997, - I. Aliyev continued, - after signing
the contract for Absheron field, seismic
works were carried out and the location of
the exploration well was determined. Mr.
Yusifzade then told foreign partners that
they had chosen the wrong site of the well,
there would be no reserves discovered. They
thought that he is an old man, while they have
seismic facilities, specialists, thousands of
employees, trade turnover reaching billions
of dollars and the capitalization measured
in the tens of billions. Who cares what some
geologist may say. They gave no prominence
and regretted because they did not listen to
Mr. Yusifzade and drilled the well idly. Thus,
the contract was terminated, and they had to
leave Azerbaijan and this field. However, a few
years later, another company showed interest
in Absheron field. The contract was signed
again, the site of the exploration well was
chosen correctly, which resulted in discovery
of large reserves.

«Back in the 1990s, Mr. Yusifzade said that
the gas reserves at Absheron field were at
least 300 billion cubic meters. | can't say how
he knew this, but today the reality has shown

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that. A foreign company came to the same
conclusion, and at the end of this or next year
we will receive the first gas at Absheron field
in the volume of 1.5 billion cubic meters. It is
a mere indicator. Putting it in the words of Mr.
Yusifzade, he knows the Caspian Sea inside and
out. Khoshbakht Yusifzade has great merits in
determination of the Caspian Sea legal status,
as he participated in all the summits, and his
words were perceived as absolute truth at the
events. The legal status of the Caspian Sea was
determined two years ago and an agreement
was reached. But there had been numerous
disputes before that happened, and the
presence of Mr.Yusifzade in our delegation has
always strengthened our position’, President of
Azerbaijan stressed.

“I' live a happy life filled with work for the
welfare of my country», said the hero of the
anniversary. «Although many of my age mates
retired long time ago, | can’t imagine myself
without my favorite job, without fighting for
the Azerbaijani oil, without new discoveries and
introduction of modern technologies, without
traveling and meeting new people. Now is
not the time to quit despite the fact that lying
behind are dozens of discovered fields, many
awards and scientific papers, work on dozens of
contracts signed later, among which the most
significant was the «Contract of the Century».
Because there are still many achievements
mapped for many years to come by our great
national leader Heydar Aliyev, and no less
wisely and consistently followed by his son, our
esteemed President, Mr.llham Aliyev. My heart is
filled with pride for sovereign Azerbaijan whose
greatness has seen my modest contribution as
well», Khoshbakht Yusifzade noted.

Caspian Energy (CE): Your Excellency,
which implications for the EU’s economy
do you expect after Great Britain leaves the
EU? How will it affect the investment climate
of the economic space of the EU and Balkan
states in particular?

Boyko Borissov, Prime Minister of the
Republic of Bulgaria: The United Kingdom
will remain an important trading partner for
us after Brexit. According to the official data
by the European Commission, the UK ac-
counts for 15.5% of the exports and 10.3%
of the imports of the EU-27[1]. On the other
hand the EU will be by far the most important
trading partner of the UK with 47.1% of the
exports and 52.8% of the imports.

For this reason we are interested in con-
cluding a Free Trade Agreement, which would
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not introduce trade tariffs or quotas between
the EU and the UK. We should bear in mind,
however, that no matter how ambitious the
future economic partnership between the EU
and the UKis, it cannot mirror the benefits of
the Single Market.

Bulgaria is and will continue to be actively
engaged in the Western Balkans and Brexit
will not change that. The Sofia Declaration
and Sofia Priority Agenda adopted during
our Presidency of the Council of the EU in the
first half of 2018 set forth the framework for
continuous economic and investment coop-
eration with the six countries in the region.
We remain committed to their implementa-
tion.

We hope to continue our cooperation with
the UK in the region, including in the frame-
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work of the Berlin Process which Bulgaria co-
chairs this year together with the Republic of
North Macedonia.

CE: During your visit to Azerbaijan in 2018
you said that provision of gas supply in Bul-
garia makes only 3%. Has the situation
changed since then? Which companies are
attracted for this purpose and what role can
SOCAR play in energy security of the EU and
the Balkan economic space? How is the eco-
nomic relationship with neighbor countries
progressing?

Boyko Borissov: Household gas supply to
the country continues by far to fall short of
the potential. Promotion of natural gas sup-
ply by the extension of the gas transmission
infrastructure and by the negotiation of com-
petitive prices is a top priority set in Bulgaria’s
Energy Strategy.“Desiree”is a program with the
Ministry of Energy for the gasification of house-
holds and is funded under the Kozloduy Inter-
national Fund (KIF). Changes were introduced
into the program in 2018 to increase the 20%
grant to households to 30% of the eligible costs
and the price of connection is covered 100%
within the eligible costs. In mid-December, an
additional sum of EUR 1.5 million was allocated
to the program at the Assembly of Donors of
the KIF. This increased interest in the program —
as of 30 November 11,374 households applied
for as against 3,636 households a year earlier.
Projects were completed at 6,410 sites and
households switched to natural gas.

To make natural gas an attractive alternative
to other energy sources and to increase the
gas “coverage” nationally it is crucial to achieve
diversification of the sources and routes of
gas supply. The Bulgarian Government works
to complete Bulgaria’s interconnection with
neighbor countries by building the needed
infrastructure which will promote econom-
ic cooperation in the region. Undoubtedly,
Azerbaijan is a key partner of Bulgaria for the
achievement of this goal. Energy cooperation
between our countries has reached a strategic
level in recent years. | am confident that we will
continue to build on our joint work to ensure
Europe’s energy security.

The European Union’s objectives for carbon-
free economy, reduction of hazardous emis-
sions and boost of energy efficiency are an
additional spur to substantial and sustainable
growth of gas consumption across Bulgaria.

During my meeting with President Aliyev in
March 2019 we discussed the possibility for the
State Oil Company of the Azerbaijan Republic
SOCAR to start investing in Bulgaria’s gas dis-
tribution system in the populated areas for two
purposes: zero air pollution and competitive-
ness. | may say that this is an important joint
project that we are currently implementing:
the SOCAR investment in gas distribution in
Bulgaria, i.e. in a predictable and rule-governed
competitive market of an EU member state.
SOCAR has hired an experienced international

consulting company to conduct a feasibility
study on the gas distribution market in Bul-
garia. We expect that very soon our Azerbaijani
partners will inform us about the official find-
ings of the study and of their follow-up steps
and actions. It is our expectation that the con-
clusions of the study will be positive and, ac-
cordingly, it is our hope that SOCAR will start
investing in gas distribution in Bulgaria as soon
as possible.

Moreover, the Interconnector Greece-Bul-
garia (IGB) is expected to be completed by the
end of this year to become an integral part of
the Southern Gas Corridor (SGS). The IGB will
supply our country with the negotiated 1 bil-
lion cubic meters/year of Azerbaijani natural
gas from Stage 2 of the Shah Deniz Gas Field.
We believe that the supply of natural gas from
different sources and via different routes will
guarantee competitive prices which will be a
factor to promote household consumption.

CE: At the World Energy Congress hosted in
Istanbul in 2017, you said that Bulgaria pos-
sesses the biggest transit capacities and gas
compressor stations in the Balkans. Which
advantages does Bulgaria get from it? Do you
plan to build new Balkan gas storages or hubs
for spot gas trade in the Balkans and Bulgaria
in particular?

Boyko Borissov: Bulgaria's strategic geo-
graphic location, well developed existing gas
transmission and gas storage infrastructure,
interconnection projects under construction
with Turkey, Greece and Serbia and the com-
pleted interconnector with Romania are some
of the factors that enable our country to keep
its major role on the gas map of Europe. Fur-
ther, it is a fact that 80% of the compressor sta-
tions in the region are located in Bulgaria and
that the operation of the gas exchange starts.
We work consistently to ensure that Bulgaria
continues to be the natural route of the gas
streams from North to South and from South
to North alike.

When we talk about the Bulgarian Govern-
ment’s concept of the Balkan gas hub on Bul-
garian soil, we should also mention the role of
the Underground Gas Storage (UGS) in Chiren.
Currently it is seen mainly as a gas storage fa-
cility of local importance and a major tool to
cover the seasonal fluctuation in natural gas
consumption and supply to the country and to
guarantee security of supply. The current stor-
age capacity is 550 million cubic meters of nat-
ural gas. The withdrawal capacity, depending
on various factors, ranges from 0.5 million cubic
meters per day to 3.82 million cubic meters per
day. There is future to expand and transform it
into a commercial undertaking with an essen-
tial role in the development of competition and
in the enhancement of the benefits for natural
gas consumers in a single integrated and inter-
connected regional gas market.

To that effect Bulgartansgaz EAD is develop-
ing a project to increase the storage, withdraw-
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al and injection capacity of UGS Chiren. The
project plans for an increase of the working
gas volume up to 1 billion cubic meters and
of the output of the withdrawal and injection
up to 8-10 million cubic meters per day. The
project is rated as a project of “common in-
terest” for the European Union. The project is
expected to go into operation in 2025.

Early this year, following a Council of Minis-
ters decision Bulgartransgaz EAD will acquire
20% of the share capital of Gaztrade S.A. — a
special purpose vehicle (SPV) for the LNG
terminal near Alexandroupolis, in the north
of Greece. Our contribution to the project
of a new LNG terminal in Greece is incorpo-
rated into the update Energy of Bulgaria until
2020. This is yet another significant step in
the implementation of the overall concept of
the Balkan hub. The concept envisages to in-
stall and develop the required gas transmis-
sion infrastructure to connect the natural gas
markets of the member countries in Central
and Eastern Europe. The materialization of
the concept is needed for the promotion of
a transparent, liquid and reliable natural gas
market in Bulgaria and in the region.

CE: Do you find a pre-emerging of the free
gas market and gradual untying of prices
from oil quotations advantageous for Bul-
garia and the EU in general?

Boyko Borissov: Our concept of a gas hub
to operate in Bulgaria essentially comprises
two components. First, it is the infrastruc-
ture under construction and second, the op-
eration of the gas exchange. The start of the
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natural gas market liberalization is a major
phase in the development of the energy sec-
tor in Bulgaria.

The operation of the gas exchange will
guarantee that the national gas market will
open which will be of benefit to all market
actors. For this to materialize, liquidity and
natural gas market liberalization are required
both for Bulgaria and for Southeast Europe.
Last year’s amendments to the Energy Act
provide for a program of sales of definite an-
nual amounts of gas on the exchange by the
public provider Bulgargas EAD and end cus-
tomers. This ensures a competitive environ-
ment where more opportunities and com-
petitive prices for households and businesses
are created.

In early 2019 Bulgartransgaz registered a
subsidiary, Gas Hub Balkan EAD. The compa-
ny operates trading platforms for the needs
of the natural gas markets within the Gas
Hub Balkan.

CE: Could you please tell about the way
the Bulgarian economy has been embed-
ded into the single economic structure of
the EU? In which sectors has the coopera-
tion been established and which projects of
common interest will be implemented?

Boyko Borissov: Upon its accession to
the European Union on 1 January 2007, Bul-
garia became part of a community of coun-
tries with a population of 500 million, which
makes the Union the world’s largest single
market and puts it at the forefront of trade
and foreign investment globally.
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Bulgaria’s full EU membership has helped our
country maintain macroeconomic and finan-
cial stability in recent years and, in addition,
take proactive measures to improve the busi-
ness environment and to boost the GDP. Over
the period since EU accession, our total volume
of trade has gone up by 50%. Bulgarian exports
have almost doubled and Bulgarian imports
have marked 90% increase. It is extremely im-
portant to note that Bulgaria ranks among the
leaders in financial stability and credit rating in
the region of Eastern Europe.

The Bulgarian economy is part of the EU
economy and of the Union’s common market.
Cooperation is maintained in all sectors across
the EU and multiple investments were made in
Bulgaria after its accession to the EU. Within
the framework and with EU co-financing Bul-
garia and the region of Southeast Europe saw
the implementation of many projects in the
Bulgarian industry, agriculture, transport, envi-
ronment, energy and other sectors. Support is
offered to enable the implementation of joint
infrastructure projects of common European
interest in the fields of energy, transport and
other sectors.

Power grid and gas interconnectors of Bul-
garia with the neighbor countries of the re-
gion of Southeast Europe materialize with EU
support: the Interconnector Greece-Bulgaria
is one of the Commission’s seven top prior-
ity projects to transport natural gas from
the Shah Deniz 2 Gas Field; the moderniza-
tion and rehabilitation of the Bulgarian gas
transmission infrastructure; the Interconnec-
tor Bulgaria-Serbia. The implementation of
projects of strategic importance in the field
of electricity infrastructure is in progress. The
construction of the new 400 kV internal power
line between Maritsa East and Bourgas started
on 15 May 2019. It is one of the five projects of
common European interest that the Electricity
System Operator EAD implements under the
regulation for the development of the trans-
European energy infrastructures. The other
four projects are: the transmission of electric-
ity from Maritsa East Substation, Bulgaria, to
Nea Santa Substation, Greece; and the inter-
nal 40 kV power lines between Maritsa East
Substation and Plovdiv Substation, between
Maritsa East Substation and TPP Maritsa East
3 and between Varna Substation and Bourgas
Substation.

The implementation of all these projects
will guarantee the security of energy supply
to the region and will generate better financial
and economic conditions for consumers, both
households and businesses. Accordingly, the
economies of the countries in our region will
become more competitive.

CE: Why should Bulgaria build a nuclear
power plant in Belene when the construction
of two additional gas pipelines (Southern Gas
Corridor and TurkStream) is practically com-
plete?

Boyko Borissov: In the last few years, the
European Commission’s policy has been fo-
cused on the sustainable transition to low-
emissions energy. The development of nuclear
energy in strict compliance with international
safety standards is a priority for the Bulgarian
Government. We view this prospective option
as a matter of energy and national security.
Nuclear energy is also an excellent way to meet
the challenges of climate change - it is a zero-
emissions industry that fully meets today’s en-
vironmental requirements.

Bulgaria has more than 45 years of experi-
ence in the field of nuclear energy; we are
successfully operating our first nuclear power
plant, Kozloduy NPP, in strict compliance with
the highest international safety standards and
criteria. We have extremely well trained spe-
cialists in the industry. The nuclear power plant
supplies approximately 34% of the country’s
energy at affordable prices at that. In addition,
we have two Generation lll+ reactors that are
stored in Bulgaria. Our goal is to use the avail-
able equipment, the licensed site and the EU-
approved project.

These were the reasons for which on 7 June
2018 Bulgaria’s National Assembly decided to
restart the exploration of opportunities for con-
struction of Belene NPP. The bidders — Rosatom
which is the designer of the equipment, the
China National Nuclear Corporation (CNNC),
the Korea Hydro & Nuclear Power, the French
Framatome, the US General Electric — give us
optimism that the procedure will be complet-
ed successfully. It is our plan that the Bulgarian
Government will play with all tangible and in-
tangible assets that have bearing on the proj-
ect and will keep a blocking quota in the future
special purpose vehicle. The committee to se-
lect a strategic investor produced the shortlist
atyearend 2019 and is currently sending letters
to the shortlisted bidders to invite them to sub-
mit binding offers.

It is important to note that the supplies of
natural gas from different sources are expected
to generate prerequisites for private invest-
ment, such as combined cycle power plants.

CE: What is your opinion about the western
EU countries’ policy on abandoning nuclear
fuel in the medium and long term?

Boyko Borissov: It is the right of every coun-
try to determine its own energy mix. What is
important is that EU law is respected and that
we all work together for our common carbon-
neutral future. This guarantees the success and
efficiency of the measures and policies imple-
mented. This is at the core of our national view
that has been consistently upheld over the
years.

CE: How do you see the economic coopera-
tion with Azerbaijan, Georgia and Turkey af-
ter the construction of the Baku-Tbilisi-Kars
railway?

Boyko Borissov: The Baku-Tbilisi-Kars rail-
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way is part of the New Silk Road and aims
at continuous freight traffic from Beijing to
Brussels. It is expected to take 15 days less
to move from China to Europe when com-
pared to the alternative route via Russia and
it is more than twice faster when compared
to the existing sea route while the costs are
below the half of the air service charges.

Azerbaijan, Georgia and Turkey are Bul-
garia’s important trading partners. The major
trade between Bulgaria and these three part-
ners is still handled by the existing Black Sea
ferry links or else road transport.

The Baku-Tbilisi-Kars railway will increase
the capacity of the transport networks be-
tween Bulgaria and Europe on the one hand,
and the South Caucasus region and Asia on
the other hand. The diversification of logistics
flows will help reduce the economic actors’
transportation costs. Together with the Baku-
Thilisi-Ceyhan oil pipeline and the Baku-Thbili-
si-Erzurum gas pipeline the Baku-Tbilisi-Kars
railway makes the South Caucasus and Tur-
key a key transport corridor between Europe
and Asia.

CE: What are the prospects of the goods
turnover between the Balkans and these
three countries? What hinders to establish
an efficient investment and free trade space
between these two regions?

Boyko Borissov: As an EU member state
Bulgaria supports the Eastern Partnership
which aims to strengthen the political as-
sociation and economic integration of six
East European and South Caucasian partner
states, among them Azerbaijan and Georgia.
While a customs union exists between the EU
and Turkey to allow duty-free trade, negotia-
tions with Azerbaijan opened in 2017 on a
new agreement on a deep and comprehen-
sive free trade area. An Association Agree-
ment/Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade
Area (AA/DCFTA) with Georgia went into ef-
fect in 2014, bringing to a new level the re-
lations between the EU and the EU member
states on the one side and Georgia on the
other side. As a full member of the European
Union Bulgaria strictly observes the EU Com-
mon Commercial Policy and the Customs
Union regulations.

Promising areas and sectors that hold po-
tential for increased trade and investment
are: information and communication tech-
nologies (ICTs), tourism, digitalization of
trade, mechanical engineering (machines,
equipment and parts thereof), electronics,
electrical engineering, automotive, textile
and knitwear industry, foods and beverages,
innovations.

There exists potential to expand company-
to-company cooperation, promote collabo-
ration and accept Bulgarian companies into
the network of suppliers and sub-suppliers
including in sectors of mutual interest such
as the manufacturing of machines, equip-
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ment and parts for them, electronics, electri-
cal engineering and automotive industry.

There is a pronounced interest in the fields
of agriculture and forestry. Bulgaria has ex-
tensive experience in agri-processing, food
additives, veterinary products and medi-
cines, including vaccines for animals.

CE: How is the construction of the high-
way with Greece progressing? What role
will this route play in the trade turnover of
the EU in general?

Boyko Borissov: The completion of the
Strouma Motorway is a major priority of the
Bulgarian Government in view of its strategic
national, regional and European importance.
Strouma Motorway is part of the “Orient/
East-Med"” Corridor of the main Trans-Europe-
anTransport Network (TEN-T) and the busiest
north-south route via Bulgaria. The motor-
way is part of the European Union’s Priority
Project 7 including the motorway axis Igou-
menitsa/Patras-Athens-Sofia-Budapest. The
axis is used as the shortest distance between
Western Europe, Central Europe and the Ae-
gean Sea and also between Europe and Asia.
Strouma Motorway is about 150 km long of
which approximately 93 km are open to traf-
fic. The rest of the stretch is under construc-
tion or is being prepared for works.

The motorway runs along the river Strou-
ma and goes via scenic localities such as the
Kresna Gorge. This part of the motorway
runs across an area that is of environmental
concern and that is a setting of intensive ad-
vance earthworks. A series of measures will
be taken in this section in 2020 to mitigate
the impacts by the existing Motorway E-79
on sites of the Natura 2000, the European
network of nature protection areas in the ter-
ritory of the European Union.

The thorough completion of the motorway
will significantly improve the road network
in Southeast Europe and will generate con-
ditions conducive to enhanced cooperation,
trade in goods and services and the launch of
new business projects between the countries
in the southern part of the Balkans.

CE: What is the impact of the expansion
of the Chinese tied-credits related capital
on the economy of Bulgaria and the whole
region? To what degree is the investment
climate of Bulgaria attractive for the local
and foreign investors today?

Boyko Borissov: In recent years, Bulgaria
has become a leading destination that at-
tracts investment to the region owing to its
taxation, combined with the availability of
skilled labor and the lowest operating costs
in Europe.

We witness a considerably rising interest
in Bulgaria as an investment destination in
both, manufacturing and high value added
business services. Due to the investment-
friendly conditions that are offered and the
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long-term political and macroeconomic stabil-
ity, our country has attracted a large number of
largescale projects in the automotive industry,
the ITs and outsourcing.

Currently, with the Bulgarian Development
Bank as a party we have three operating agree-
ments with Chinese financial institutions. The
third one was signed when China’s Premier
visited our country in late 2018; it is a 10-year
agreement with a two-year grace period and is
the first payment of negotiated financing un-
der a Framework Agreement worth 1.5 billion
euro. The projects funded are mainly small and
medium enterprises (SMEs) in sectors such as
transport, logistics, tourism, renewable elec-
tricity generation, infrastructure, agriculture,
food processing and other. The Chinese com-
ponent in the projects may be seen in the form
of Chinese imports or the use of Chinese equip-
ment or Chinese support to Bulgarian compa-
nies that export to China.

CE: How do you see the role of Bulgaria in
shift to renewable sources of energy? To what
extent this type of energy is competitive on
the Bulgarian market and the market of the
Balkan states?

Boyko Borissov: Bulgaria’s national policy
to promote the use of energy from renewable
sources is in line with the objectives and priori-
ties of the European Union’s energy policy and
with the commitments made under interna-
tional agreements to which Bulgaria is a party.
This policy takes into account the condition
and development of the sector and socio-eco-
nomic and environmental aspects.

In 2014 Bulgaria exceeded the national man-
datory renewable energy target of 16% in the
gross ultimate energy consumption for 2020.
In 2012-2018, the country reported continuing
growth and over-performance in the national

target set for 2020, which reached 20.5%.

The adoption of the documents of the non-
legislative initiative Clean Energy for All Eu-
ropeans Package in yearend 2018 set a new
regulatory frame to formulate the EU’s energy
and climate policy till 2030, with a time horizon
2050.

To meet the new requirements Bulgaria has
prepared and will submit to the Commission a
draft integrated national plan in the field of en-
ergy and climate in the period 2021-2030 and
in the next ten-year periods between 2030 and
2050.

The policies and measures in the plan build
on the scope and substance of those that cur-
rently exist, with a view to broader deployment
and better integration of renewable energy in
the achievement of the main benchmarks for
affordable, safe, competitive, secure and sus-
tainable energy system.

For the reason of the higher investment costs
for the generation of electricity from renewable
sources, the price of renewable energy is higher
than the price fluctuations on the market. Hence
the support in the form of preferential prices
and premiums. In recent years, with the ad-
vanced and cheaper technologies this support
has been shrinking more and more. An increas-
ing proportion of electricity from renewable
sources is traded on the organized exchange.
In the future, given the rapid development of
renewable electricity generation technologies,
investment costs are expected to decrease
and the prices of such energy are expected to
gradually become competitive with the price of
electricity from conventional sources. There are
already indications of interest in the implemen-
tation of investment projects whose electricity
should be traded at absolutely market prices.

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Why would market

need OPEC?

world media the COVID19 coronavirus

infection has not only triggered a
record fall of prices for energy carriers
but also served as somewhat a catalyst to
realizing the «energy coordinate system» in
which we all exist and which we lacked so
much to understand the necessity to reform
what we used to call energy security.

The XX century’s most liquid commodity,
oil is rapidly transforming into an outcast
commodity, and environmentally friendly
energy resources are increasingly coming
on its heels. In the meantime, it does not
matter that wind energy is unstable and is
no less disastrous for flora and fauna than
oil, and solar energy, in addition to weather
whims, also occupies huge territories and
does not have storage and long-distance
transportation technologies. Moreover,
production of lithium batteries for electric
vehicles requires energy consumption
exceeding that of conventional fuel
production by 30%. Besides, its «carbon
footprint» turned out to be 20-60% higher
than the ratio required for production of
internal combustion engines. Seeking to
preserve the «usual routine of things», we
continue to lose 65% of the population
of bees which are responsible for the life
of 80% of vegetation on Earth, no one
wants to breathe the products of life of
organisms that died 5 million years ago,
our oceans are suffocating from garbage
and in some 30 years there will simply be
no clean drinking water left on the planet,
as well as its flora and fauna. What we have
is local renewable energy markets, which,
for all their efficiency, are still seasonal.
This is one of the reasons why oil is held
up through artificial regulation, although
recently it has been increasingly yielding
this leading role to natural gas and its
liquid fractions. Today investors, analysts
and marketing specialists find gas to be a
natural transition energy carrier meant to
eliminate dependence on coal and oil.

The role of natural gas in the European
Union should seriously shrink by the middle
of the century, Director General for Energy
of the European Commission Ditte Juul
Jorgensen said during an online conference

I t is no secret that so widely covered in
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of the Atlantic Council. However, natural
gas plays a «very, very large role» in the set
of energy resources used by the EU (the
so-called energy mix), it accounts for more
than a third of energy consumption, and in
the foreseeable future gas will remain an
important source of energy for the EU.

«l think it is important to look at the role
of gas in our energy mix in the long term. It
is clear that as we approach 2050, the role
of gas in our economy’s climate neutrality
will be much less than it is now. But it is
going to happen in 30 years,» she said.

The European Commission would like
to see the natural gas use in the European
Union replaced by much «cleaner» energy
sources, Deputy Director General for
Energy Klaus-Dieter Borchardt noted
earlier at the same conference. However,
it can be done when and if the EU has
alternative types of energy in the volumes
that its energy system needs, he stressed.

In December the EU leaders summit
agreed to shift to the so-called climate
neutrality by 2050. In early March, the
European Commission  proposed a
document that should oblige the EU to
become climate neutral by the middle of
the century. It involves a draft law that
sets a mandatory goal - the total amount
of greenhouse gas emissions into the
atmosphere within the Union should
become zero by 2050.

Meanwhile, the European market is
becoming more and more global. In March
this year, Ukrainian Naftogaz signed a
contract with the American Louisiana
Natural Gas Exports to purchase about
5.5 billion cubic meters of American LNG
during a period of twenty years. The
package includes two more contracts:
for the storage of transoceanic fuel in
gas storage facilities in Ukraine and for
the construction and operation of gas
transport infrastructure between Poland
and Ukraine.

LNG blurs the boundaries, reducing
the dependence of gas on oil quotes, the
larger is the volume of spot gas trading,
the more likely it is that in the near future
gas will break out into free pricing. Then
LNG consignments will face competition

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with pipeline gas on both European and
Asian exchanges, stimulating investment in
the gas upstream and stable growth of the
gas balance, just what a strategic investor
needs.

Gas has its own advantage - it does not
have a regulator like OPEC, which made
it possible to naturally control supplies
according to demand during the crisis.

OAPEC

The entire history of oil in the twentieth
century is actually its use as an economic
«weapon», which reminds of the oil
embargoes, for example, set in October
1973. The United States has imposed more
oil embargoes than any other country in
its history, including two decades of oil
embargoes on Japan before the World War
I, the Soviet Union in 1960, North Africa,
Burma, Serbia, Haiti, Libya, Iraq, Iran, and
Sudan.

Some Arab oil-producing states imposed
embargoes in 1956, 1967, and 1973 on the
states that were allies of the USA and western
countries. In this way, in 1967 and 1973 they
wanted to force countries, supporting Israel,
to change their policies and put pressure on
it during the 1967 war.

The most important outcome of the
embargo imposed in 1967 was the
emergence of the Organization of the Arab
petroleum exporting countries (OAPEC)
which later became the Organization of the
Petroleum Exporting Countries (OPEC).

When crude oil prices rose sharply in 1974,
some OPEC members considered them
too high. Saudi Arabia began to worry that
high oil prices could destroy the economy
of West Europe, thereby strengthening the
Communist bloc, alternative technologies,
which may in the future lead to a lack of
need for oil and thus OAPEC may cease to
exist as an organization.

In January 1974, the Oil Ministers gave
permission to increase production by
10% instead of the planned increase of
5%. According to US officials, the imposed
embargo ended on March 18, 1974, and
in respect of the Netherlands - on July 11,
1974.

OPEC +++..

Today, OPEC has lost its former political
role, the number of its participants
has increased and its main function -
maintaining the significance of the role of oil
as the world’s main energy resource during
the last crisis - has proved to be failing. The
OPEC’s influence over markets is getting
less and less. Therefore, natural gas, which
is the most environmentally friendly energy
carrier, increasingly needs to be untied from
oil quotes, likewise OPEC may cease to exist.

OPEC has damped its outlook for a decline
in global oil demand due to the coronavirus
pandemic: demand is expected to fall to
81.3 million barrels per day in the second
quarter of 2020. On 12 April 2020, Saudi
Arabia, Russia and other OPEC+ producing
countries agreed to cut oil production by 9.7
million barrels per day in May and June, or
by 23% relative to the baseline level, then in
July-December 2020, this limit will be eased
to 7.7 million barrels per day, or 18%, and in
the period from January 2021 to April 2022,
the level of limit will make 5.8 million barrels
per day, or 14% of the baseline level.

The previous deal was valid for three years
- from the beginning of 2017 till March 31,
2020. In 2009, OPEC cut oil production by
only 3 million b/d in order to restore price
growth, and by 4 million b/d in 1999.

The modern OPEC is a cumbersome
format consisting of 23 countries and now
has got a new name “OPEC+++". And this
unprecedented reduction in the history
of OPEC and the entire oil market did not
help, prices continued to fall. The data on
oil storage facilities in the United States
or the situation with another coronavirus
lockdown had a bigger influence on the
mood of traders than cuts within OPEC+++.
Amid the data on violation of agreements
by some members of the organization, as
well as huge losses of oil and gas majors,
the relevance of OPEC is broadly challenged
from the point of view of the free market and
the further investment attractiveness of the
oil and gas industry, which requires stability
rather than artificial regulation.

As is known, the price of the benchmark
crude saw the drop below $16 on April 22.
In the rest of the April days the European oil
was traded in the range of $20-24 per barrel.
Quotes rose to $26 and above on the last day
of the month that was a response to the U.S.
Department of Energy data on oil reserves
and petroleum products, as well as perhaps
the expectations of the market players for
stimulus measures from the U.S FRS.

Things in the American market were even
more dramatic. The price of May futures for
the North American crude WTI first saw a
drop down to zero per barrel on April 20 and
then its quotes went negative - for the first
time in history! The oil price was falling down
to -$40 per barrel at a point, so the contract
sellers paid the rest to customers. As Media
noted, it was caused by the falling demand
for oil due to anti-coronavirus downtime
of the global economy and a significant
reduction in reserve capacity for oil storage.

Does today's world economy need
artificial survival of oil prices prone to the
«Dutch syndrome» of the world economy,
which can entail another crises, or is OPEC”
a horse with cracked hooves and is it time to
dismount it?», one of the Russian oligarchs
aptly questions.

Minister of Energy:
Digitalization and
innovation come first

Caspian Energy (CE): Madame Minister,
the parliament approved the new staff of
the European Commission. Which differ-
ences between the former and the new
staff have you seen and what hopes do
you place on the work of the new staff of
the Commission in coming 5 years?

Marie Christine Marghem, Minister of
Energy, Environment and Sustainable
Development of Belgium: The biggest
difference we're seeing in comparison with
the former European staff is the will to
implement the Green Deal and to achieve
the Paris agreement. Therefore the new
commissioner Kadri Simson has a very im-
portant role to play and fortunately, she’s
highly aware of the matter. Minister Mar-
ghem has a very good relationship with
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her. We also consider that the new staff
wants to go further in the way of EU en-
ergy independence. We are also pride as
the Belgians for the nomination of com-
missioner Didier Reynders who has a very
long experience too.

CE: Which economic sectors of the EU
and Belgium are in need of investments
and subsidies today?

Marie Christine Marghem: The two
topics essentials on the European scale
are digitalization and innovation. First
of all, innovation remains a key factor for
the future. It is the same in Belgium, so
we have to improve some infrastructure:
gas or electricity network for example. It's
the reason why | approved Elia’s (electric-

ity network administrator)
development plan until 2030.
We will reinforce some electric
lines to support the renewable
energy flow.

CE: How do you assess the
energy security situation?
Don’t you think it is in danger
due to lower gas prices, which
does not stimulate gas supply
from new sources, while the
European sources are getting
exhausted?

Marie Christine Marghem:
The most important is to di-
versify our sources of supply
to avoid an excessive depen-
dence on only one type of
energy. We consider gas as a
transitional energy source. To
succeed the nuclear phase out
the Parliament approved in
April of 2019 the “CRM (capac-
ity remuneration mechanism)
law” which will allow the con-
struction of new gas produc-
tion units in Belgium. On this
matter we can see how much
innovation is important to re-
duce the carbon emissions of
gas units.

CE: Do you consider it pos-
sible to stop an operation of
two nuclear reactors in Bel-
gium after 2025?

Marie Christine Marghem:
The 2003’s law provides the
nuclear phase out in 2025. This nuclear phase
out was one of the main concerns of the min-
ister’s cabinet: we developed an Energy Pact
with the Regional Ministers until 2030-2050.
Furthermore, we will notify the Belgian Na-
tional Energy and Climate Plan to the Euro-
pean Commission before the end of this year.
If the next government wants to change this
law it will have to find a new majority.

CE: Does Belgium plan to fully abandon
internal combustion engines in favor of
electric motors?

Marie Christine Marghem: Belgian long
term strategy for 2050 is not achieved yet.
We are completing its development. We are
working on the Belgian electricity network
to enable and increase more electric vehi-
cles. We also have other possibilities such as
liquid gas, hydrogen and more.

CE: Isn’t the production of lithium-ion
batteries more harmful than petrol produc-
tion? What solution would you suggest?

Marie Christine Marghem: The two as-
pects are completely different. You have to
consider the whole production process of

lithium-ion batteries and evaluate the im-
pact on the environment. We are working on
sustainable solutions, recycling included. For
instance we have a “Transition Funds”. These
Funds are aimed to promote new ways of
energy production. It also financially coun-
terbalances the prolongation of two nuclear
power stations (Doel 1 and 2) that is 200 mil-
lion Euros for 10 years.

Petrol sources are limited and we have to
find new sources of energy to succeed en-
ergy transition.

CE: Which sources of energy are the most
efficient in the EU and Belgium?

Marie Christine Marghem: Offshore en-
ergy is a real success for Belgium. Offshore
wind turbines are more efficient than on-
shore wind turbines because of the wind’s
strength at sea. We have now an installed ca-
pacity of 1.5 GW and we will reach the 4 GW
in 2030. We have developed an expertise on
this field and we now export our technology
abroad. On the European ranking, we are on
the third place and on the fifth place in the
world.

Greece becoming
south gas hub of EU

Caspian Energy (CE): Mr. Hatzidakis,
what role will the Southern Gas Corridor
play in the gas balance of the country?

Kostis Hatzidakis, Minister of Environ-
ment and Energy of the Hellenic Republic:
Greece was and remains instrumental in the
implementation of the EU’s Southern Gas
Corridor. It is the most important EU transit
country for the transportation of Azeri gas
to both Italy and Bulgaria, and an important
consumer of Azeri gas in its own right.
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CE: How did the delay of SCP’s (South
Caucasus Pipeline) launch impact on the
Greek consumers and on the EU’s gas
market in general?

Kostis Hatzidakis: It did not have a sig-
nificant impact since DEPA’s (Greek Public
Gas Corporation) existing import con-
tract with BOTAS remains active, so we
did not have any supply shortages, if this
is what you mean.

CE: What will be the gas policy of Greece
for coming years?

Kostis Hatzidakis: Our policy is based on
the premise of supply diversification of both
import sources and import routes. At the
same time the full operation of a third tank
in our regasification terminal in Revythousa
as well as the prospective construction of an
Underground Gas Storage facility in the old
South Kavala Gas field will markedly increase
our strategic storage options and capabilities.
We are also planning to provide additional in-
centives for the expansion of gas distribution
networks throughout the country and the
privatization of DEPA’s commercial and trad-
ing operations as our domestic demand is set
to increase in the decade to come.

CE: Do you plan to shift economy to re-
newable sources of energy? What policy will
Greece implement in terms of use of coal
at power plants? Do you support plans on
shifting these power plants to natural gas?

Kostis Hatzidakis: In our 10-year Energy
and Climate Plan we are pursuing a policy of
rapid decommissioning of our existing coal-
fired electricity plants which we expect to
completely phase out by 2028. We are imple-
menting an ambitious policy of expanding
the use of RES in our electricity sector in or-
der to get more than 60% of our electricity
generation from renewable energy resourc-
es by 2030. Our plan foresees that a signifi-
cant part of our transition to a lower carbon
electricity mix will be covered by additional
gas demand that would expand our current
consumption rate by 30%-40%.

CE: What are the plans in regard to the
East Med gas pipeline? Isn’t it a very chal-
lenging project?
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Kostis Hatzidakis: We are fully aware of
the project’s many challenges, but we are
optimistic that the East Med Gas Pipeline will
emerge as a strategic game changer for the
region and the EU’s energy security, as it of-
fers to the EU simultaneous diversification
of gas import sources and routes. The Inter-
governmental Agreement that we signed in
early January will be ratified from the Greek
Parliament in the coming months and then
we will continue with the implementation
of the main feasibility study. East Med is
certainly a very ambitious project, but the
commitment of the EU, Greece, Cyprus and
Israel to promote our cooperation is strong
and stable. The signature of the Agreement
was not just a political move. It will be fol-
lowed by business initiatives in order for the
pipeline to proceed by committing new gas
supplies to be transported via the pipeline
and by mobilizing the necessary resources to
finance and carry out its Front End Engineer-
ing and Design study that is 50% financed by
the European Commission.

CE: Do you plan to import liquefied gas
from the USA?

Kostis Hatzidakis: There have been oc-
casional imports of American LNG by DEPA
last year but let me clarify that the Ministry
does not “plan”, the private gas companies
decide whether or not to import US, Qatari
or Algerian LNG on the commercial merits
of each individual transaction and the prices
decided by international markets. From a
geopolitical point of view we would more
than welcome US LNG supplies because they
offer a flexible and reliable tool to diversify
our gas import portfolio.

Caspian Energy (CE): Mr. Freiberg,
the number of Norwegian companies
abandoning an oil-gas business in favour
of industrial production and innovations
is getting more and more. In particular,
Norsk Hydro, Equinor are cutting oil
production. Does it mean that the oil-gas
sector is not a priority for the Norwegian
economy anymore? What’s in store for
Europe in this case?

Kjell-Barge Freiberg, Member of the
Norwegian Parliament, former Minister
of Petroleum and Energy of Norway:
The oil and gas sector is by far Norway'’s
largest measured in terms of value added,
government revenues, investments and
export value. The sector therefore plays a
vital role in the Norwegian economy and the
financing of the Norwegian welfare state.The
activity level on the Norwegian continental
shelf is expected to increase in the years to
come. The operators and the service and
supply industry have managed to reduce
costs and increase efficiency over the last
few years, resulting in profitable projects
even at low oil prices. Norway continues
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to lead an active exploration policy. We
have made significant acreage available for
exploration and we are encouraged by the
interest shown by the industry to continue
to explore on the Norwegian shelf. We are
seeing exciting new oil and gas projects
on the Norwegian Continental Shelf. For
example, in October of 2019 the oil field
Johan Sverdrup was brought on stream.
It is the third largest oil field ever on the
Norwegian Continental Shelf.

CE: Norway is not an EU member but is
a main supplier of energy resources to the
markets of Great Britain, the Netherlands
and the Baltic states. How will Brexit
impact the supplies? Will the prices for
energy resources increase in the EU and
Great Britain, thereby lowering industrial
competitiveness of these countries?

Kjell-Borge Freiberg: The UK is one of
Norway'’s largest trading partners. The UK
is our main export market and oil and gas
are of course the main exports. Norway will
continue to be a close trading partner with
the UK and remain a major supplier of oil



and gas to the UK, also in the future. Norway attaches
great importance to ensuring long-term secure supplies
of oil and natural gas to our friends in Europe and will
be an important source of oil and gas for Europe for the
long term. There are substantial oil and gas resources
remaining on the Norwegian Continental Shelf.

CE: Why has the Government given up the national
plan on wind energy development in 13 regions? How
do windmills affect onshore and offshore fauna?

Kjell-Borge Freiberg: In Norway, there is a large
public debate on wind power onshore. The arguments
against wind power are mostly due to the consequences
for the environment and landscape. Several wind power
projects are under construction. The Ministry proposed
a tool to control where to build new wind power
projects onshore — a national framework for wind power.
After a public consultation, the government decided
not to designate specific areas as suitable for wind
power production. The government is now in process
to further develop the licensing system i.a. to improve
local acceptance and to deal with environmental issues.
As part of this process, the knowledge base has been
considerably improved. When establishing wind power
plants, birds are in particularly prone to collision and
disturbance. Other challenges onshore are related to
landscape, outdoor life, noise, reindeer husbandry and
biodiversity more generally.

CE: Does Norway benefit from the European
Commission’s control (regulation) over the domestic
market or it is a free market which is seen as a priority?
To what extent do LNG supplies from the USA and
Canada sound promising?

Kjell-Borge Freiberg: Norway is not dependent
on gas imports. We use very little gas domestically and
almost all of Norway’s gas output is exported. This is why
we are the third largest exporter of gas in the world.
Most of Norway’s gas is exported to Europe via pipeline,
but we also have one LNG-plant in the high north which
can supply a global market. Norway is Europe’s second
largest supplier of gas, and last year our gas covered
about one quarter of the gas demand in the EU.

Norway supports competitive energy markets with
efficient pricing of greenhouse gas emissions.

CE: Do you consider the Southern Gas Corridor
as your competitor, such as Gazprom for instance?
What is the way of competition which shall be in the
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EXCLUSIVE - NORWAY

European market? Do you consider the
EU’s gas market monopolization (by any
side) as a problem? How is this problem
addressed in Norway?

Kjell-Borge Freiberg: Establishing an
efficient gas market supported with enough
infrastructure is, in my view, the best way
to secure security of supplies. Europe has
done much to create such a market over
the last decades. The European gas network
has been strengthened with the expansion
of gas infrastructure such as new storage
capacities, new pipeline interconnections
and new LNG import facilities. The EU has also
added new gas market regulations aimed
at greater monitoring, coordination and
cooperation and this has improved security
of supply, preparedness and transparency
in the European gas market. European gas
consumers have never had more sources of
gas supply than they have now. Norwegian
gas has been and will for a long time be one
of the most important of these.

CE: How will the climate change affect
the energy security of Norway and energy
security of its partners?

Kjell-Borge Freiberg: The Norwegian

electricity production is based on
hydropower which can be stored in
reservoirs, and is almost 100 percent

renewable. Thus, we do not currently face
the challenges of intermittency in our
electricity sector. In many years, Norway
is a net exporter of renewable electricity.
Electricity is widely used in many sectors —
such as transport, industry and households.
Natural gas has a key role to play in both
energy security and the energy transition.
Stable access to reliable and affordable
energy is key to both social and economic
development. People and businesses
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depend on gas every day. Gas is inexpensive,
available and enables emission cuts from
energy use, without compromising security
of supply.

Gas is therefore an important part of
the world’s and Europe’s energy mix today
- and going forward. Gas has a lot to offer
in the transition to a low carbon energy
system. By replacing coal, natural gas can
significantly reduce emissions with near
immediate effect. By being a flexible partner
for intermittent renewable energy, natural
gas can enable the growth in wind and solar
power. In the longer term, natural gas can be
decarbonised, for example by conversion to
hydrogen with carbon capture and storage.

CE: Which incentives are introduced
in Norway to develop energy efficient
technologies, renewable energy sector and
energy saving?

Kjell-Borge Freiberg: The Norwegian
government is committed to support
research and development in the energy
industries and we do this in different ways.
We have specific research programmes
covering all stages of innovation, from basic
research to projects that are close to market
introduction. We are also funding research
centres that conduct long-term research
of high international calibre in order to
solve specific challenges in the energy
sector. Additionally, we have a tax incentive
scheme designed to stimulate research
and development as well as a venture fund
called “Nysng” that is set up to invest in
promising companies that provide smart
and potentially profitable solutions to the
challenges of climate change.

Significant steps will be taken
to facilitate transit carriage
between European countries
and Azerbaijan

Caspian Energy (CE): Which changes were
made in the work of the customs system last
year?

Colonel-General Safar Mehdiyev, Chair-
man of the State Customs Committee: Im-
portant measures were taken in 2019 to in-
crease transparency and accountability level,
promote legal trade and improve business
environment.

Implementation of the Green Corridor gat-
ing system was commenced in accordance
with the relevant order signed by President
Ilham Aliyev late in 2018.

This is a project that changed the customs
control philosophy for the country’s business
sector and brought an understanding of the
culture of voluntary adherence to our think-
ing. With this, the customs service has shown
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that if a business entity is our reliable partner,
we, in turn, will create conditions for more in-
tensive and higher cargo traffic, removing all
barriers of control.

According to preliminary estimates, mil-
lions of funds were saved as a result of
sending vehicles of the Green Corridor par-
ticipants, who became reliable partners of
the customs in 2019, directly to cargo ware-
houses rather than terminals.Thus, a contact
with a customs officer was excluded and the
right to unload goods was passed to the
Green Corridor participants.

The introduction of the Green Corridor in the
exports sector was an important step towards
facilitating trade in the country’s non-oil sector.
In 2019, 62.5% of agricultural and food products
exported from the country were shipped by the
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Green Corridor system, and the time spent on cus-
toms clearance often made several minutes, given
the fact that they were perishable products.

In this case, a declaration was filled in at an
entrepreneur’s office or elsewhere, and submit-
ted to the customs body in electronic format,
whereupon customs clearance was completed
if everything complied with the risk manage-
ment system.

According to the rules of using the Green
Corridor gating system by foreign trade par-
ticipants, approved by the Azerbaijan Repub-
lic President’s order #427 dated 21 December
2018, 599 foreign trade participants have ap-
plied to the Customs Committee. Of them, 530
foreign trade participants have got a perma-
nent access to the Green Corridor system.

CE: Which companies can use the Green Cor-
ridor gating system?

Safar Mehdiyev: In accordance with the 2nd
part of the Rules approved by the Azerbaijan
Republic President’s decree No. 427 dated De-
cember 21,2018, the Green Corridor system can
be constantly used by a person who meets all
the requirements listed below and belongs to a
low risk group for carrying out import and ex-
port operations:

For import operations:

- shall have an experience in import operations performed over
the last one year;

- shall be able to use electronic services provided by customs au-
thorities, or have an agreement with an authorized person for their
provision;

- shall carry out transportation by using vehicles that comply
with international transport standards;

- shall use warehouses for storing goods, which meet the require-
ments set by the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Azerbaijan;

- shall have no criminal record for crimes related to smuggling or
evasion of customs payments.

For export operations:

- shall have an experience in export operations performed over
the last 1 year;

- shall be able to use electronic services provided by customs au-
thorities, or have an agreement with an authorized person for their
provision;

- shall carry out transportation by using vehicles that comply
with international transport standards;

- shall have no criminal record for crimes related to smuggling or
evasion of customs payments.

The right for permanent use of the Green corridor gating system
is terminated in accordance with section 5 of the relevant Rules in
the following cases:

- when a Green corridor system user files an application;

- if documents submitted for permanent use of the Green cor-
ridor system are found to be inaccurate;

- in the case of termination of a legal entity or when the court
finds an individual as incapacitated or deceased;

- if a reqular user of the Green corridor system did not perform
import-export operations for 12 months;

- in case of committing a crime related to smuggling or evasion
of customs payments;

- if causes for stopping a permanent use of the Green corridor
system are not eliminated within the period specified in paragraph
5.2 of these Rules.

CE: Could you please tell about the perfor-
mance results of the customs bodies for the
period of 2019? What are the performance
indicators?

Safar Mehdiyev: As in previous years, the
trend of increasing the budget revenues contin-
ued in 2019 as well.

During 2019, the State Customs Committee
transferred 4 billion 408 million 620 thousand
manats to the state budget with a budget com-
mitment of 3 billion 702 million manats, which
is 706 million 620 thousand manats above the
forecast. So, the forecast objective was fulfilled
by 119.1%. Thus, the State Customs Committee
has shown record fiscal indicators since its cre-
ation, and the sum it transferred into the state
budget over the past two years was 2 billion
manats higher than the budget forecast.

Imports totaled $13 billion 668 million in
2019, which means an increase by $2 billion
202 million or 19.2 percent vs. the same pe-
riod of 2018. The volume of export operations
amounted to 19 billion 635 million US dollars
and increased by 146 million 620 thousand US
dollars or 0.8 percent compared to 2018.

In the structure of imported goods, the base
for value added tax was 63.89% the share of
privileges was 36.11%, the base for taxation on
customs payments was 34.97%, and the share
of privileges for customs duties was 65.03%.

Further acceleration of movement of goods
and vehicles across the customs border, simpli-
fication of operational procedures and opera-
tions, minimization of additional time losses at
customs control, as well as reduction of costs
for foreign trade participants in import and
export of goods were achieved thanks to the
«one inspector — one vehicle» principle of the
«single window», which was applied to the
registration of goods and vehicles at customs
and border checkpoints where cargo vehicles
were moving in different directions.

In addition, the green corridor service win-
dows were opened at customs and border
checkpoints in accordance with the «single win-
down» principle in order to prioritize the registra-
tion of goods belonging to foreign trade partici-
pants who are granted permanent access to the
Green corridor system.

In addition, the number of drugs, psychotro-
pic substances or their precursors detected and
seized over the past two years as a result of in-
creased measures to combat customs offences
has reached record 3 tons 168 kg.

For comparison, the total number of drugs
detected over the previous 10 years totaled 3
tons 59 kilograms. At the same time, as a result
of operational search measures, an illegal im-
port of medicines into the country worth more
than 3 million manats was prevented.

The State Customs Committee, which held
one of the leading positions in the field of elec-
tronic services in the country, provided more
than 4,500,000 different services to foreign
trade participants in 2019, which is 55% more
thanin 2018.
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The most important innovation in the in-
ternational cooperation through 2019 was
election of Azerbaijan’s customs for a two
year period (2019-2021) with the support of
all European countries as the Vice-Chair of
the WCO Customs Cooperation Council, and
the Chair for the European Region during the
WCO's Heads of Customs Conference.

CE: How is the radiation background of
goods, imported to Azerbaijan, being con-
trolled? How is the transit of chemical or
highly dangerous goods carried out?

Safar Mehdiyev: Primary radiation control
is carried out by the State Border Service us-
ing stationary radiation monitoring systems
to detect radioactive materials spread on ve-
hicles entering the state border, and at entry
points.

Customs officers use radiometric spec-
trometers and gamma spectrometers to de-
termine equivalent doses and types of iso-
topes of radioactive materials distributed in
the zone of additional and detailed radiation
control at border points in accordance with
the radiation safety category. The Ministry
of Health and the Ministry of Ecology and
Natural Resources are taking appropriate
measures.

CE: How will the Brexit affect the transit of
the European goods across Azerbaijan? Will
there be changes in the rules in regard to the
British producers?

Safar Mehdiyev: First of all, it should be
noted that the transit of goods is carried out
within the framework of international transit
systems regulated by customs transit proce-
dures and interstate agreements in accor-
dance with the requirements of the national
legislation.

The Azerbaijan Republic’s customs code
based on the EU Customs code, of which the
United Kingdom is also a member within the
national transit system, forms the basis of
the national transit in the national legislation
which contains rules regulating the Union’s
transit procedure.

Meanwhile, the Republic of Azerbaijan is
currently a party to the Customs Convention
on the international transport of goods (TIR
Convention, 1975), which has 76 members,
and the transit is carried out in accordance
with the requirements of the Convention
within the framework of the above-men-
tioned international transit system.

As is known, an adaptation of the national
legislation was set to accelerate an introduc-
tion of the European new computerized tran-
sit system (NCTS) and measures were taken
to establish a system of transit guarantee
in accordance with the clause 7.2.1.1 of the
plan of actions meant for implementing the
Azerbaijan Republic President’s order dated
July 13, 2016 No. 2199 «On additional mea-
sures to be taken to improve the business
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environment in the Azerbaijan Republic and
ensure further advancement of the country
in the international ratings», approved by
the No. 2947 decree of the President of Azer-
baijan Republic on June 2, 2017.

In order to join the 1987 Convention on
the common transit procedure which covers
35 countries that are members of the Euro-
pean Union, as well as Switzerland, Norway,
Iceland and Liechtenstein, Turkey, Macedo-
nia and Serbia, the State Customs Commit-
tee held relevant activities and received an
observer status in the working structures of
the Convention in 2017. While joining the
Convention, significant steps will be taken
to facilitate transit transport between the
European countries (including the UK) and
Azerbaijan.

One of the key issues discussed in the
working bodies of the Convention after the
start of the Brexit process was determining
the status of the common transit procedure
of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Ireland. Thus, the UK automatically
joined the transit system as a member state
of the Union. A separate accession process is
required for the country’s participation in the
transit system after the Brexit process ends.

On the 28th of May 2018 the United King-
dom announced its intention to join the Con-
vention as a separate country. In accordance
with the decision made at the meeting of the
Joint Committee of the Convention in Skopje
(Northern Macedonia) on 4 December 2019,
the mentioned country will be invited to join
the common transit system as a third coun-
try. There are anyway temporary measures
foreseen, making it possible to carry out tran-
sit transport without delays during the acces-
sion process.

Thus, regardless of the results of the Brexit
process, as well as the completion of mea-
sures for the accession of the Republic of
Azerbaijan, transit operations between the
UK and Azerbaijan will start running under
the new unified system. This will allow, first
of all, delivering goods produced in Azerbai-
jan to the British market and the British prod-
ucts to the Azerbaijani market, proceeding
from minimum costs and minimum docu-
mentation. The «New agreement between
the Republic of Azerbaijan and the European
Union» project is currently under develop-
ment.

The «Trade» section of this project will also
be the subject of comprehensive regulation
of customs and trade issues in general. If the
agreement is signed, the bilateral agreements
on the customs issues, which will be included
into the draft text, will be applied to the Unit-
ed Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern
Ireland as a member of the European Union.

Given that the UK is the main trading part-
ner for the Republic of Azerbaijan both as a
member of the European Union and as a sep-
arate Brexit process, the trade between the
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two countries, including imports, exports and
transit of goods, will be regulated by bilateral
documents.

In addition, on 7 July 1997 the government
of the Republic of Azerbaijan and the govern-
ment of the United Kingdom of Great Britain
and Northern Ireland signed a memorandum of
understanding on mutual administrative assis-
tance to customs authorities.

Meanwhile, on February 19, 2019, the State
Customs Committee of the Republic of Azer-
baijan and the State Secretariat of the Minis-
try of Internal Affairs, acting on behalf of the
British border troops, signed a joint state-
ment on continuation of cooperation in the
customs field.

CE: With which countries do you plan to co-
operate this year?

Safar Mehdiyev: The State Customs Com-
mittee is constantly developing an international
cooperation, and lines of cooperation are being
defined and developed. To date, about 120 in-
ternational documents were signed with 53
countries and 9 international organizations to
create a legal framework.

An international anti-drug conference, orga-
nized jointly by the State Commission on Fight-
ing Drug Addiction and lllicit Drug Trafficking
and the U.S. Department of Justice, was held in
April 2019 with the participation of more than
500 representatives from 115 countries.

In June, the World Customs Organization
held a conference and exhibition of information
technologies and technological innovations
with the support of the Korean Customs Service
at the Heydar Aliyev Center. It was one of the
most important events of the World Customs
Organization.

We will continue our cooperation with neigh-
boring countries, and issues arising in the field
of customs will be solved.

Cooperation with other countries in the field of
customs will also be continued within the frame-
work of relevant international organizations.

CE: What are the privileges for products ex-
ported under the “Made in Azerbaijan” brand?
Do they enjoy a special status when crossing
the border?

Safar Mehdiyev: Determined were the
privileges associated with the export of goods
(including those produced in the Republic of
Azerbaijan) for foreign trade participants who
received the right to use, and the requirements
for acquiring the right to use the Green Corridor.

The mentioned privileges envisage submit-
ting a customs declaration, including informa-
tion about goods and vehicles, to customs au-
thorities in electronic format without entering
a customs office, also sending foreign trade
participants directly from warehouses to cus-
toms checkpoints, as well as crossing a customs
border with minimal physical inspection and
first registration. This, in turn, is of great impor-
tance for entrepreneurs engaged in export of

local products, and in addition to stimulation
of export of such goods it also increases com-
petitiveness of Azerbaijani products in foreign
markets.

CE: Which countries use preferential condi-
tions when trading with Azerbaijan? What are
the preferential regimes in the country’s cus-
toms system today? Are there any restrictions
or barriers for certain types of products?

Safar Mehdiyev: To date, Russia, Ukraine,
Belarus, Georgia, Moldova, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz-
stan, Uzbekistan, Tajikistan and Turkmenistan
have signed free trade agreements. According
to these agreements, the import customs duty
is not applied to goods imported directly into
the custom:s territory of the Republic of Azerbai-
jan, and a certificate of origin ST-1 is issued in
case if a contract with a resident of this country
exists.

Preferences cover all product categories, and
there are no barriers or restrictions in this area.

CE: What do you think about shifting to a
fully automated mode of operation without
taking a human factor into account? It is pos-
sible technically?

Safar Mehdiyev: Currently, our IT resources
are aimed at minimizing contacts between of-
ficials and foreign trade participants through
the integrated system of customs management
over customs services, introduced in 2009.

In fact, the use of the «Green corridor» and
the simplified customs clearance system im-
plies further improvement of the e-declaration
and the shift to automated passage systems.

This includes full automation of complex
operations performed at all stages of customs
clearance, using the single automated man-
agement system (SAMS). Many of the services
provided by customs authorities have already
been introduced electronically, and new elec-
tronic services are introduced every year.

As | have already said, the use of e-services
increased by 61% last year vs. 2018. This shows
how well the single automated management
system (SAMS) can work. At the same time, the
process of transferring electronic services from
customs services into the Smart Customs mo-
bile app has already begun. So, the electronic
services we provide will also be available via
mobile phones.

However, it is impossible to refuse the en-
gagement of human resources at all stages of
control, given the fact that customs control is
complex and multi-faceted. But information
technologies are developing at a rapid pace,
which means that in the future there will be
«artificial intelligence», «computer-based
learning», robots, and so on. The use of such
technologies perhaps will make it possible to
switch to a fully automated mode of opera-
tion without taking the human factor into ac-
count.

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NEW PARTIES
MAY JOIN TANAP

Caspian Energy (CE): Presidents of
the two countries, Azerbaijan and Turkey,
launched the strategic TANAP gas pipeline on
November 30. What is its maximal carrying
capacity and which new sources will join the
gas pipeline in future?

Parviz Shahbazov, Minister of Energy
of Azerbaijan: The key role in implementing
the idea of exporting natural gas to Europe
from a new source belongs to the Trans-
Anatolian Natural Gas Pipeline (TANAP). As the
result of the Azerbaijan-Turkey brotherhood
and friendship, the TANAP has led to the
emergence of a grandiose infrastructure
project such as the Southern Gas Corridor. In
this sense, completion of the TANAP pipeline
section linking with the EU is alandmark event.
This project is an achievement of President
Ilham Aliyev’s policy aimed at strengthening
our country’s position on global issues such as
energy security.

One of the advantages of the TANAP is
that its transmission capacity and a number
of project participants can be increased in
future at the request of countries which
wish to join the pipeline. The initial annual
pipeline transmission capacity makes 16
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bcm. About 4 billion cubic meters of gas has
been transported via the TANAP to Turkey
since July 2018 until the present day. 6 billion
cubic meters of gas per year is planned to
be delivered to the Turkish market via the
TANAP from June 2020. The annual carrying
capacity of the pipeline will reach 16 bcm
starting from the end of 2021. If required,
the carrying capacity of the pipeline can be
increased up to 31 bcm in the next stage.
There is a big potential for the expansion
of TANAP. Which countries shall be sources
of gas is to be decided by gas producing
countries.

CE: How does the delay in TAP’s
construction impact the export policy? What
is the size of expenses facing producers? Are
you satisfied with the present work speed?

Parviz Shahbazov: At present, the Trans
Adriatic Pipeline (TAP) is 91% complete.
The project is planned to be delivered on
time. The obstacles which may cause the
delay have been handled. It is planned to
get the pipeline construction completed
and transport Shah Deniz-Phase 2 gas to
the European markets in the second half of
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2020. TAP is a project meeting EU’s goals such
as energy security, diversification of sources
and environmental protection. This provides a
strong political support for the project at the
international level.

CE: How big is the demand for natural gas
on the global market today and how do you
assess the competitiveness of the Caspian gas
compared to Russian, Norwegian, Algerian gas
and other sources, as well as to LNG supplies
from Qatar, the USA and Australia?

Parviz Shahbazov: The global demand
for natural gas, as for a low-carbon energy
source, has been increasing in recent decades.
The share of natural gas in the global energy
balance now makes 23%. As the figures of
2019 are not ready yet, | will refer to the
development indicators seen in 2018. When it
comes to natural gas, 2018 stood out as one of
the golden years. Global gas production and
consumption totaled around 3.87 trillion cubic
meters and 3.85 trillion cubic meters in 2018
respectively. The global demand for gas rose
by 5.3%. According to the forecasts, the share
of natural gas in the global energy balance will
make around 26-27% in 2040.

The process of diversification of supply
sources is now running on the European market.
Diversification of sources and routes is the main
goal of the European energy security policy. For
Europe, Caspian gas is a new source, while the
TAP is a new route.

Complying fully with energy diversification,
Azerbaijani gas is delivered to Europe via the
corridor consisting of gas pipelines, which
means a stable and long-term supply. On the
other hand, 25-year contracts signed with 9
companies from 8 countries guarantee the sale
of 10 bcm of Shah Deniz-Phase 2 gas.

It also bears reminding that the Southern
Gas Corridor is the first project providing
new gas supplies to the South-East Europe.
Azerbaijani gas will not only sufficiently meet
demand of these countries but also contribute
into creation of the supply chain for countries
possessing no gas infrastructure.

CE: How does uneasy relationship of Turkey
and Greece impact the project?

Parviz Shahbazov: Regional and global
significance of the Southern Gas Corridor is
capable of neutralizing external impact on the
project. Both the Turkish and Greek sides are
interested in successful implementation of this
project. Agreements on sale of certain volumes
of gas have been signed with each of these
countries: 6 bcm — with Turkey, about 1 bcm -
with Greece.

Along with gas supply to Turkey and
Greece, the Southern Gas Corridor provides
conditions for turning these countries into
hubs. At present, the operations over the
Southern Gas Corridor sections, crossing the
territories of both countries, are successfully
completed.
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CE: There are about 20 gas hubs in
Europe and only three of them are of
international importance: in Great Britain,
the Netherlands and Austria. To what degree
is the south gas hub important, given the
new supplies?

Parviz Shahbazov: It will depend on
the number of pipelines to be linked to the
Southern Gas Corridor in future, and also on
the volumes of transported gas. Construction
of the Greek-Bulgarian interconnector (IGB)
is currently ongoing in order to have it
linked to this corridor. Besides, operations
on implementation of the lonian-Adriatic
pipeline (IAP) project are ongoing as well.
Romania is interested in using the Romanian-
Bulgarian gas interconnector and the
transmission infrastructure of the Bulgaria-
Romania-Hungary-Austria (BRUA) pipeline
during the expansion phase of the Southern
Gas Corridor in the direction of the Balkans
and Central Europe.

Hungary is also taking interest in acquiring
natural gas via the Southern Gas Corridor. The
Southern Gas Corridor has been designed in a
way to permanently expand and develop. At
the next stage of development the Southern
Gas Corridor can extend towards the Central
and Western Europe, and turn into a hub.

CE: What stage has the development
of the Trans Caspian gas pipeline reached?
To what extent is this project urgent for
Azerbaijan today?

Parviz Shahbazov: According to the data
of BP, Turkmenistan’s gas reserves make 19.5
trillion cubic meters. A total of 61.5 billion
cubic meters of gas was produced in 2018.
Gas consumption totaled 28.4 bcm.

Diversificationofexportroutesandgaining
revenues from natural gas are also important
for Turkmenistan. The Trans-Caspian gas
pipeline project provides an access for
Turkmenistan’s gas into the European market.
Turkmenistan and the European Union have
the final say in this process. Turkmenistan is
interested in considering export routes in the
direction of Europe and in delivering energy
resources to foreign markets. Discussions
with the European Union and Turkey are
held on different levels. Turkmenistan has
been represented at the meetings of the
Southern Gas Corridor Advisory Council for
two years in a row. All of it is a positive aspect
in development of energy cooperation with
the participation of Turkmenistan.

Azerbaijan is holding energy cooperation
with Turkmenistan in bilateral and trilateral
formats. An example of this is the April meeting
held in Ankara last year with the participation
of Energy Ministers of Azerbaijan, Turkey and
Turkmenistan.

Azerbaijan has an experience bringing
benefits to all parties in transportation of
Central Asian energy resources, including
delivery of Turkmen oil to the world markets.
Azerbaijan provides transit opportunities for
energy resources of Turkmenistan. Central
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Asian countries can enjoy all logistics services
in future as well.

CE: What stage has been reached in
developing a long-term state strategy on
renewable sources of energy? What will be
a percentage ratio in the energy balance in
coming 10 years?

Parviz Shahbazov: Mapping out of the
“Long-term strategy on development of the
energy sector of the Azerbaijan Republic” is
envisaged in accordance with the Azerbaijan
Republic  President’s order #1209 “On
acceleration of energy sector reforms” dated
29 May, 2019. The strategy will reflect strategic
measures associated with the development
of renewable sources of energy. International
consulting companies are now attracted, and a
relevant work is underway due to this measure.

The goal in the next 10 years is to increase
the share of using renewables up to 30%
in the total installed capacity. The work on
development of the renewable energy sector
is currently underway in compliance with the
order of the head of the state. Operations on
implementation of pilot projects concerning
wind and solar sources of energy with the
capacity of 440 MW are currently carried
out with the assistance of foreign energy
companies. After the Law “On use of renewable
sources of energy in electricity production” has
been passed, it is planned to create additional
generation capacities at the expense of private
investments attracted via auctions. For this
purpose, the project on preparation of auctions
is being implemented with the support
of the European Bank for Reconstruction
and Development, including the work on
development of the legal framework regulating
tendering processes.

CE: Which types of energy resources
are the most competitive in the climate
conditions of Azerbaijan?

Parviz Shahbazov: High level use
of hydropower resources is practiced in
Azerbaijan. Thus, 1,782.2 million kWh was
produced out of a 1,134MW capacity in 2018.
Nowadays, using of wind and solar energy
is of particular significance in the general
energy strategy of the Republic. Azerbaijan
is attaching big priority to increase of using
solar and wind energy. Competitiveness of
renewable energy sources in relation to the
conventional energy resources comes mainly
out of development of renewable energy
potential and is directly associated with the
technology development in the country. Our
observations show that the attention given
by the head of the state to the renewables
sector, ongoing reforms in the country
and development of technologies in the
energy sector along with existing electricity
wholesale tariffs make it possible to invest.
The potential of the renewables sector in our
country has reached a sufficiently good level.

Over the past 17 years, Azerbaijan’s
economy has more than tripled, and its gross
domestic product has grown 3.2 times.

The material well-being of the population
and the financial situation of businesses
improved, and enterprises and infrastructure
facilities were opened. However, the imprint
of the banking system crisis 4 years ago was
reflected in the uneven development of the
banking sector by region, as well as in the
difference of per capita GDP in Baku and
the regions. Over the past year, much has
been done in the real economy to stimulate
small and medium-sized businesses, which
helped to lay the foundations for long-term
growth in trade turnover.

This year, President of the Republic
of Azerbaijan Ilham Aliyev has approved
the “Rules for providing state support
to domestic market research in order to
stimulate competitive production by micro,
small-and medium-sized businesses”.

Thanks to this, businessmen had a chance
to get about 20 thousand manats at their
disposal for marketing research. At the same
time, a single state sales portal was created
in the country, the process of creating a
single electronic register (government-
business) was launched, the Tax Code was
improved and the Tax Ombudsman Institute
began to function.

Business  support measures have
covered the State Customs Committee
as well. The Green Corridor system was
launched at customs checkpoints, and the
implementation of the “electronic queue”
was launched. The Committee has also
commenced an implementation of the
blockchain technology. In addition, a new
bridge over the Samur River was opened on
the Azerbaijani-Russian border.

The E-mortgage and credit guarantee
system was introduced in Azerbaijan in
2019. The necessity for ensuring state
guarantee on credits taken by entrepreneurs
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was eliminated. A “mobile court” for
businessmen was established. Creation of
commercial courts was commenced. Within
a year Azerbaijan increased the number of
trade houses, operating abroad, up to 7,
while the number of wine houses increased
up to 3. Thus, the trade house of Azerbaijan
was opened in Dubai and the Azerbaijani
wine house opened in Ekaterenburg. In
the meantime, the trade house of Ukraine
started operating in Baku.

As before, assessed in the 2020
investment rating were 10 economic regions
of Azerbaijan, and Baku (Absheron economic
region, Ganja-Gazakh economic region,
Sheki-Zagatala economic region, Aran
economic region, Yukhari (Upper) Karabakh
economic region, Kalbajar-Lachin economic
region, Daghlyg Shirvan economic region,
Nakhchivan economic region). Due to the
occupation of the Kalbajar-Lachin economic
region, most of the data on this region is
missing, and illegal and barbaric exploitation
of water and other natural and recreational
resources, destruction of cultural heritage
sites of Azerbaijan and infringement of
rights of on the rights of small nations are
occurring.

The regions were ranked according to
18 parameters, divided into six groups —
social demographic profile, social-economic
status, business climate, infrastructure, feel-
good factor and agriculture. Ganja-Gazakh
economic region gained lead among the
regions which scored the highest common
points in 2016, Nakhchivan was on top of
the rating in 2017. Owing to an active GDP
growth, development of infrastructure
and agriculture, Aran region has become
a leader of the investment rating this year,
edging Nakhchivan and Ganja-Gazakh by
0.5 points. It is noteworthy that Nakhchivan
and Ganja-Gazakh economic regions shared
the second place of the rating. Nakhchivan
stands out with a significant growth of
investments, while Ganja-Gazakh does
the same thing in terms of the quantity of
business institutions.

With stable socio-demographic
indicators, as well as the number of higher
and secondary educational institutions over
the past three years, there is still a large
difference between the number of existing
higher educational institutions in Baku
and the regions, so in Baku (2.289 million
residents) -42 units, Aran (2.040 million) - 1
unit, Nakhchivan (458.7 thousand citizens)
- 3 units, Ganja- Gazakh (1.291 million)-3
units, Lankaran (0.944 million) = 1 unit, a
similar situation is seen in other regions
where the number of residents does not
exceed 0.6 million.

At the same time, with Baku having

a three-fold advantage in terms of
the number of secondary educational
institutions per capita, Absheron became
the leader of this rating indicator, and Aran
took the second position.

Despite the overall growth of small and
medium-sized businesses in Baku and the
regions, and the growth of oil revenues
and improvement of business conditions,
the volume of fixed capital investments in
2018 decreased by 20-30% in the country
compared to the year before, and this
trend continued for two years in a row.
Thus, in Baku, the volume of investments
decreased from 11.760 billion in 2017 to
6.9 billion last year. In Guba-Khachmaz, this
indicator showed the smallest decrease
across the country and amounted to 0.363
and 0.353 billion manats, respectively.
From 0.565 billion manats to 0.487 billion
was registered in the leader region Ganja-
Gazakh, and from 0.997 billion manats to
0.779 billion was fixed in Nakhchivan. Aran
was the only region where an increase in
investment was fixed - from 0.808 billion
manats to 0.884.

However, this year, for the first time in
all regions, registered was almost a 50%
increase of fixed capital investments,
which is a full indicator of the growth of
the economy’s investment attractiveness
and one of the factors of the revival of the
consumer demand, which indicates the
stability of the economic growth trend.

The overall trend for the four-year
rating on all indicators is uneven socio-
economic development, which continues
with a significant increase of investment
for the first time since the crisis.

So in 2019, the per capita GDP, for the
first time in 4 years, indicated an increase
across the country after a three-year
decline. Thus, the per capita GDP in Baku
totaled 17.8 thousand manats in 2015, in
2016 - 21.16, in 2017 - 17.87 thousand
manats, in 2018 - 13.38 thousand manats,
in 2019 -19.84, Ganja-Gazakh: 2015 - 2.2
thousand manats, 2016 - 2,37, 2017 -
2,073,2018 - 1,24, 2019 - 2,455 thousand
manats, Nakhchivan: 2015-6.8 thousand
manats, 2016-7,3, 2017 - 5,87, 2018 - 3,6,
2019 -4,698 thousand manats, Aran: 2015-
2.52 thousand manats, 2016-2.56, 2017-
2.30 thousand manats, 2018-1.6, 2019-
2.643 thousand manats. The situation is
similar in other regions.

Notably this year has, for the first time,
fixed reduction in the gap between per
capita GDP indicator of Baku and that of
Aran, the leader of the regions.

So, if the last year the GDP per capita
in Baku was 10 times higher than that of
Ganja-Gazakh, 4 times of Nakhchivan, in

this 2020 rating, the GDP in Baku is 7.5
times higher than the per capita GDP of
the leader of the rating - Aran economic
region, 4.2 times higher than that of
Nakhchivan and 8 times than that of
Ganja-Gazakh. This is also a big difference.
However, the positive trend, which has
been registered for the first time this year,
is evident.

The development of the banking
sector is still uneven, and the situation
here has not improved in comparison with
the rating indicators of previous years.

The number of branches of private
banks in Baku (233 units) is 3 times more
than in Aran (77 units), 16.6 times (!) more
than in Nakhchivan (14 units), 4.3 times
more than in Ganja- Gazakh (54 units).

According to the indicators of 2019,
Aran, Ganja-Gazakh, Lankaran (30 units)
and Guba-Khachmaz (30 units) became
the leaders of the 2020 rating.

Last year, the number of branches of
private banks in Baku was 4 times more
than in Ganja. In the year before last, the
number of banks in Baku exceeded those
of Nakhchivan (13 units) by 17.6 (!) times.

The number of banks in Aran was
also about three times less than in Baku,
although the population size is almost the
same.

Meanwhile, the continued growth of
the length of hard surface roads has also
been a positive factor, and an almost
double growth was fixed in some regions.

It should be noted that Baku as the
capital of the state is included into the
rating as a point of reference, a natural
leader relative to which the indicators of
the rating of regions were considered.

The results of the rating of regions
have something in common with general
macroeconomic indicators for the country,
which also showed good dynamics. It
concerns industry and agriculture, the
consumer demand has revived, and the
volatility of oil prices has stimulated the
growth of the oil sector.

The non-oil sector growth totaled
3.5%, while the oil and gas sector growth
constituted 0.2%. Azerbaijan’s GDP growth
made 2.1% in January-November 2019.
The nominal GDP for January-November
2019 amounted to 72 billion 852.2 million
manats. According to the results of the
first ten months of 2019, even faster
growth rates are seen in many sectors of
the Azerbaijani economy. In particular,
good dynamics were registered in the
field of information and communication -
16.4%. A 14% growth was fixed in the non-
oil industry sector. Growth in agriculture,
fishing and forestry reached 7.1%.

About the company: Bakielektrikshebeke OJSC was transformed into Azerishig OJSC in accordance with the order of President of the Republic of
Azerbaijan llham Aliyev, dated February 10, 2015. Purchasing electricity in the Republic of Azerbaijan, Azerishig OJSC is supplying electricity to consumers
in reliable, safe and efficient manner, applying new technologies in this area, upgrading a material-technical base, using it efficiently, as well as doing other
work aimed at development of this area.

40 units of 110kV substations and a circular supply scheme have been built since 2006. It played an important role in ensuring regular, sustainable and
high quality power supply. Over 141 units of 35 kV substations have been built so far. Since 2006, an installed capacity of the power grid has been increased
three times, while technical losses have been reduced down to 9.9%. A modern distribution control room was built. Azerishig OJSC carries out reconstruction
of all its administrative buildings, attaches special importance to introduction of information-communication technologies. Prior to 2006, the power supply
had not met the requirements coming from the rapid social-economic development of the country, while now this balance improved as additional technical
and power capacities ensuring perspective development of the country were created.

Wind farms in Yeni Yasma and Shurabad settlements were passed to Azerishig OJSC in order to increase the efficiency of the wind energy use, as well as
to carry out full testing of electric network of the wind power plants. This can be a start of the new stage for the OJSC.
